•	 The ongoing commitment to promote education is also dem-
onstrated in the 49ers STEM Leadership Institute (SLI), a col-
laborative education venture in cooperation with Chevron, the 
Santa Clara Unified School District and the Silicon Valley Edu-
cation Foundation.

Denise and John’s dedication to the sport of football extends to 
the top levels of the NFL. 

Denise is an active member of the Pro Football Hall of Fame 
Committee, where she helps to oversee the League’s ongoing 
support of the museum that pays tribute to the triumphs of pro-
fessional football’s greatest stars, including 28 legendary mem-
bers of the San Francisco 49ers.

John is Chairman of the NFL’s Health & Safety Advisory Com-
mittee, which was established in 2011. He is also a member of 
both the League’s Audit and International committees, the lat-
ter of which he previously served as Chairman. Under his lead-
ership, the 49ers became the first team to play a regular season 
game outside the borders of the United States, taking on the 
Arizona Cardinals in front of 100,000 fans at Azteca Stadium in 
Mexico City. Under his direction, the League expanded its pres-
ence abroad with regular season games at Wembley Stadium 
in London, England. San Francisco has played in London twice, 
defeating the Denver Broncos in 2010 and the Jacksonville Jag-
uars in 2013.

CELEBRATING THE TEAM’S LEGENDARY HISTORY

Denise and John have played a pivotal role in fostering tremen-
dous relationships with former players and coaches to help 
celebrate more than seven monumental decades of 49ers foot-
ball. Over the past decade, Denise and John have brought back 
every Hall of Fame enshrinee from the 49ers to be honored for 
their tremendous contributions to Bay Area sports. 

Levi’s Stadium opened in 2014 with one of the premiere fea-
tures of the venue being the 49ers Museum, which houses 
the Edward J. DeBartolo Sr. 49ers Hall of Fame. The two-level, 
20,000 square foot space is dedicated to showcasing the past, 
present and future of the 49ers organization and its commit-
ment to education and innovation. 

Under the guidance of Denise and John, the team hosts its an-
nual alumni weekend event to give all players who have donned 
the red and gold throughout the team’s history a chance to 
catch up with old friends. They have also worked with players 
like Joe Montana and the late Dwight Clark, and the members of 
the 1981 49ers defense to re-enact and commemorate some of 
the team’s most famous plays such as “The Catch” and the goal 
line stand that propelled the team to its first Super Bowl victory. 
As the team said goodbye to Candlestick Park in 2013, the 49ers 
commemorated many great memories by honoring the Top 10 
moments in the storied history of the venue by welcoming back 
the alumni who helped make them all possible.

ENHANCING THE FAN EXPERIENCE

Denise and John are dedicated to embracing the passion of 
49ers fans everywhere. They are committed to giving fans an 
opportunity to experience the excitement of 49ers football 
year-round, and have made it their mission to embrace the 
Faithful as family.

Levi’s Stadium is the culmination of their vision to create an 
unparalleled game day experience for 49ers fans. The venue 
not only provides fans the ultimate place to enjoy 49ers foot-
ball, but it also plays host to a number of world-class sports 
and entertainment events throughout the year. Through the 
integration of innovative technology, sustainable practices and 
groundbreaking design elements, Levi’s Stadium accurately re-
flects the best of the Bay Area while bringing fans closer to the 
game.

Visitors to Levi’s Stadium immediately notice wider, open con-
courses that look back into the lower bowl so fans don’t miss 
a minute of the action while waiting for food. A significant 
increase in the number of points of sale for concessions and 
merchandise and in the number of restrooms was done to limit 
congestion. From their seats, and visitors can marvel at more 
than 19,000 square-feet of video board space. Those who visit 
the NRG Solar Terrace on the roof of the stadium’s suite tower 
are treated to unbelievable views, while being shaded by 49 so-
lar panel arrays that helped make the venue the first stadium 
home to an NFL team to open with LEED Gold certification. 
Levi’s Stadium is also the first home of a NFL team to earn dual 
LEED Gold certifications, achieving its second distinction for op-
erations and maintenance of an existing building in 2016.

Levi’s Stadium features three signature locations - The 49ers 
Museum, Michael Mina’s Bourbon Steak and Bourbon Pub res-
taurants, and the 49ers Team Store. Packaged with the venue’s 
special events programs, these elements make Levi’s Stadium a 
year-round destination.

Levi’s Stadium garnered international recognition by receiving 
the prestigious honor of Sports Business Journal’s 2015 Sports 
Facility of the Year and the 2015 Sports Venue of the Year at 
the StadiumBusiness Awards in Barcelona, Spain. The venue 
has also received several recognitions from the sustainability 
industry - including the 2017 StadiumBusiness Environmental 
Award - for its environmentally friendly design and operations 
plan, both of which were mandated by the York family.

MAKING A DIFFERENCE IN THE LIVES OF OTHERS

Under the leadership of Denise and John, 49ers Community Im-
pact and the 49ers Foundation are recognized among the most 
impactful in all of professional sports. The 49ers were named 
the 2017 ESPN Sports Humanitarian Team of the Year and the 
2017 Pop Warner Little Scholars Team of the Year.  The 49ers 
were also previously recognized as Beyond Sport’s 2015 Sport 
Team of the Year for Outstanding Philanthropic Sports Orga-
nization and the 2013 winner of the prestigious Robert Wood 
Johnson Foundation Steve Patterson Award for Sports Philan-
thropy.

For the past 29 years, the 49ers Foundation has educated 
and empowered Bay Area youth through a host of innovative, 
community-based strategies, including direct programming 
and supporting the 49ers Academy, Fresh Lifelines for Youth, 
City Year of San Jose, the Center for Youth Wellness, and Tip-
ping Point. The 49ers Foundation has distributed nearly $50 
million back into the community.  The York family believes that, 
if a child can learn to learn, they will continue to educate them-
selves for the rest of their lives.

Within the 49ers Foundation’s own programming, 49ers EDU 
is a direct reflection of the York family’s passion and commit-
ment to providing and improving educational opportunities for 
young people in the Bay Area. The program provides myriad 
opportunities to engage learners, teachers and families in stan-
dards-aligned and community-building educational program-
ming—all free of charge. In 2014, the 49ers were among the first 
professional sports organizations to develop and deliver STEAM 
learning concepts for youth with the launch of the Denise De-
Bartolo York Education Center at Levi’s Stadium, and the corre-
sponding field trip program that runs through it to this day. The 
program offers free on-site STEAM education programming for 
students in grades K-8 by integrating innovative concepts that 
support classroom learning in the community and beyond. 
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Since its inception, 49ers EDU has engaged more than 300,000 
students in STEAM conversations through its standards-aligned 
field trip program – at no cost. The mission of 49ers EDU is 
simple: to show students and teachers in kindergarten through 
eighth grade that education can go beyond textbooks and tra-
ditional lessons, and to light a fire for young people for STEAM 
concepts, so they have a stronger proclivity to pursue these sub-
jects throughout their education.  Fortified with a team of dedi-
cated educators, 49ers EDU teaches over 300 students a day 
the principles of STEAM through something they love -- football. 
The program also hosts a professional development program 
for teachers and has a family learning series that brings parents 
and kids together to explore STEAM. 

The ongoing commitment to promote education is also demon-
strated in the 49ers STEM Leadership Institute (SLI), a collabora-
tive education venture in cooperation with Chevron, the Santa 
Clara Unified School District and the Silicon Valley Education 
Foundation funded by the 49ers Foundation. The SLI program 
provides over 300 hours of rigorous STEM curriculum to co-
horts of 60 high-achieving 7th through 12th graders each year 
from Cabrillo Middle School and Santa Clara High School. Each 
student selected into SLI gains access to the six-year program, 
which is meant to strengthen students STEM related skills to 
prepare them for eventual entry to top-tier colleges. In fall 2016, 
the program expanded to Santa Clara High School (SCHS) and, 
now serves over 360 students from 7th through 12th grade. 

In 2020, Denise and John’s impact on Bay Area youth reached 
another milestone. This year’s SLI graduating class is the first 
cohort to complete the program from start to finish, with 100 
percent of the senior class graduating in May and heading off 
to four-year universities. Many of the students intend to pursue 
STEM-related degrees, achieving the York’s goal to create edu-
cational opportunities for youth to pursue their passions. The 
SLI program has also garnered several awards including the 
California School Board Association’s highest honor, the Golden 
Bell award for Expanded Learning and Engagement.

Football has been in the York family for over 40 years and 49ers 
PREP presented by U.S. Bank, a direct service program of the 
49ers Foundation, is the evolution of the family’s continuing ef-
forts to promote health and wellness through the game of foot-
ball. 49ers PREP is more than just football, it’s the 49ers Founda-
tion’s boots-on-the-ground approach to serving Bay Area youth 
through sport. The direct impact of 49ers PREP can be seen in 
the over 100,000 participants who have engaged in their in-
school programming since 2014. 49ers PREP offers more than 
200 free, non-contact, co-ed football camps and clinics to kids 
of all ages, teaching the importance of health and wellness. 
49ers PREP additionally launched a free flag football program 
for girls and boys ahead of the 2018 season. The goal set forth 
by the York family is to continue to teach more children the im-
portance of teamwork, goal-setting and how to live a healthy 
lifestyle in a fun, safe and educational environment.   

In recognition of their community involvement, Denise and 
John have been honored with a number of accolades including 
the Children Discovery Museum’s Legacy for Children Award, 
City Year’s Service Leadership Award, Silicon Valley Exemplary 
Community Leadership Award by Silicon Valley FACES, Out-
standing Corporate Philanthropy Award at the Catholic Chari-
ties/Catholic Youth Organization’s Loaves and Fishes Dinner, 
and annual inclusion on the Top Corporate Philanthropists list 
for the San Jose/Silicon Valley Business Journal.

Through the York’s family foundation, an excess of $3 million 
over the past three years has been donated to support pro-
grams under the broad categories of Education and Literacy, 
Religious (multi-denominational), Underprivileged, Healthcare, 
Elderly, Diversity (including ethnic, LGBTQ+, gender and others). 

Their passion for community involvement extends beyond the 
Bay Area as well. John has been honored with Loyola Univer-
sity’s Stritch Medal – the highest honor awarded by the school 
– for his ongoing contributions to his alma mater. The couple 
was honored with the Youngstown Hearing and Speech Cen-
ter’s Great Communicators Award in recognition of their phil-
anthropic leadership. They continue to support the Boys and 
Girls Club of Youngstown, Making Kids Count and the Mahoning 
Valley United Way, while also being intimately involved with the 
Edward J. DeBartolo Memorial Scholarship Foundation, which 
awards college scholarships to deserving Youngstown area 
high school seniors. 

Denise continues to provide mentoring and tuition assistance 
for at-risk youth throughout all levels of education. This past 
year, along with her usual contribution, Denise “adopted” Wil-
liamson Elementary School in Youngstown through the United 
Way Success after Six program, and her donation sponsored the 
after school program. She also works with the local food bank 
and supports Rescue Mission, Akron Children’s Hospital Mahon-
ing Valley, Beatitude House, Youngstown Neighborhood Devel-
opment, Angels for Animals, Alchemy Acres, YWCA Scholarship 
Program, Women in Entrepreneurship Program at Youngstown 
Business Incubator and made a substantial contribution to the 
new Youngstown State University Veteran’s Resource Center.  
Over the last few years, and again this year, Denise has been 
the sponsor of the Ohio Nonviolence Week in conjunction with 
the Simeon Booker Courage Award. Denise is also passionate 
about cancer-related causes, including The Serenity Garden at 
the Joanie Abdu Comprehensive Breast Care Center.

Through the guidance and leadership of Denise and John, the 
49ers organization has been highly regarded for its corporate 
philanthropy. In 2019, players volunteered 900 hours of their 
time across 412 events, serving 136 organizations that benefited 
over 6,000 youth. In addition to players, 49ers staff and family 
donated over 2,000 hours to better their surrounding commu-
nities.

PUTTING FAMILY FIRST

Though Denise and John have accomplished much in their pro-
fessional careers, they first define themselves as husband, wife, 
and parents.

Their eldest son, Jed, now carries on the family’s legacy -- be-
gun by his grandfather Edward J. DeBartolo Sr., his Uncle Ed-
die DeBartolo Jr., and his parents -- by serving as CEO of the 
49ers. Their twin daughters, Jenna and Mara, have worked in 
the Napa Valley wine industry for several years and are active 
participants with the 49ers Community Impact efforts. Their 
son, Tony, was an entrepreneur whose true passion lied in phi-
lanthropy, which led him to support a number of non-profit ef-
forts and work closely with incarcerated youth. The York chil-
dren share their parents’ passion for community service and 
are very active in the 49ers Foundation. Denise and John, have 
two grandchildren, Jaxon and Brixton, the sons of Jed and his 
wife, Danielle.
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BUILDING A CHAMPIONSHIP TEAM

As chief executive officer of the San Francisco 49ers, Jed York 
oversees all aspects of the organization. Now in his 16th year 
with the team and 11th as CEO, York has been a driving force be-
hind the 49ers success on and off the field during that time. York 
recognizes and shares the ongoing passion of the team’s faithful 
fans.

During York’s tenure, the team has experienced great success 
having won three NFC West Division titles (2011-12 & 2019), ad-
vanced to four NFC Championship Games (2011-13 & 2019) and 
two Super Bowls (Super Bowl XLVII & Super Bowl LIV). His strong 
leadership was also instrumental in providing the team and its 
fans a state-of-the-art new home. On April 19, 2012, the Santa 
Clara Stadium Authority broke ground on Levi’s Stadium and 
enlisted the 49ers to manage the construction process, which 
achieved a ribbon cutting just two years later. 

Designed to set a new standard for the stadium experience, Levi’s 
Stadium has become known as one of the most iconic sports and 
entertainment venues in the world. The building has garnered 
international acclaim having been named 2015 Sports Venue of 
the Year by the Sports Business Journal and Venue of the Year at 
the 2015 StadiumBusiness Awards in Barcelona, Spain. Leverag-
ing technology and sustainability, Levi’s Stadium has also gener-
ated international acclaim for its environmental responsibility. 
For its green innovation – inclusive of being the first NFL stadium 
to twice be LEED certified – Levi’s Stadium was named the 2016 
Green Sports Alliance Environmental NFL Innovators of the Year 
and the 2017 StadiumBusiness Awards Environmental Stadium of 
the Year.

In its first six years of operation, Levi’s Stadium has already suc-
cessfully hosted an NFC Championship game, Super Bowl 50, 
WrestleMania 31, the Copa America Centenario and CONCA-
CAF Gold Cup, the 2015 NHL Stadium Series, the International 
Championship Cup featuring soccer powers such as Manchester 
United and FC Barcelona, multiple Pac-12 Football Championship 
Games, and stadium concert tours headlined by Beyoncé and U2. 
Most recently, the venue hosted the 2019 College Football Playoff 
National Championship Game.

RECOGNIZING THE 49ERS FAITHFUL

A 49ers fan since birth, York recognizes that the success of the 
49ers hinges on the team’s faithful fans, and he is committed to 
honoring them for their passion and enthusiasm. Most recently, 
York recognized the unique opportunities Levi’s Stadium pre-
sented the team and its fans, and he directed the organization 
to capitalize. 

From the time Levi’s Stadium was just a concept, creating the ul-
timate game day experience for 49ers fans was at the core of the 
York family’s vision. The unique approach taken to designing the 
venue and bringing that vision to life incorporated one of the Bay 
Area’s most notable natural resources – innovative technology. 
As York has repeatedly stated, Levi’s Stadium may not be the big-
gest stadium, but it will be the smartest. 

With technology woven into its backbone, the building not only 
allows visitors to customize their own individual experience 
through the use of the Levi’s Stadium App, but it is also able to 
seamlessly evolve throughout the decades to come. In addition 
to groundbreaking design elements that bring fans closer to the 
game, the venue is a showcase for the region’s sustainable efforts 
and world-class wine and cuisine. Fans have also come to recog-
nize Levi’s Stadium as a year-round destination that features a 
restaurant headlined by an award-winning chef and a museum 
dedicated to honoring the team’s storied history, while also using 
football as a means to educate Bay Area youth.

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Under York’s leadership, the team established the Edward J. De-
Bartolo, Sr. 49ers Hall of Fame in 2009, to commemorate the 
significant accomplishments of some of the team’s biggest stars 
and key contributors. Named for his grandfather and the beloved 
patriarch of the 49ers, the Hall of Fame automatically inducted 
those 49ers greats that have either had their jersey numbers re-
tired by the team or have been inducted into the Pro Football Hall 
of Fame. York, shortly thereafter, announced the Hall of Fame’s 
inaugural inductee, his uncle, Edward J. DeBartolo, Jr., who was 
enshrined during the 2009 season. The 49ers Hall of Fame now 
has a home inside the 49ers Museum at Levi’s Stadium.

Also located inside the 49ers Museum is the Denise DeBartolo 
York Education Center, which provides learning platforms that 
connect, inspire and engage 60,000 K-8 Santa Clara and greater 
Bay Area students annually. Featuring content-rich lessons in sci-
ence, technology, engineering, art and mathematics, the highly 
interactive center promotes physical activity and valuable life 
skills. Since the program’s inception in 2014, the program has pro-
vided trajectory and mindset-changing experiences to more than 
250,000 participants.

CARRYING ON THE FAMILY’S LEGACY

York’s roots with the 49ers run deep. He is the oldest child of 
Denise and John York, the co-chairmen of the team. York’s uncle 
and godfather, Eddie DeBartolo, also known to fans as “Mr. D”, has 
long served as a mentor.

York began his career as a financial analyst at Guggenheim Part-
ners, a diversified financial services firm. He worked in the firm’s 
New York office in several areas, including private wealth man-
agement, hedge funds risk analysis, and collateralized debt obli-
gations. York currently serves on three key committees, Stadium, 
Media O&O (NFL’s owned and operated media businesses) as 
well as Fan Engagement and Major Events, assigned to address 
facets of National Football League business.

Born and raised in Youngstown, OH, York was a student athlete at 
Cardinal Mooney High School where he was captain of the base-
ball team as well as student body president. After high school, 
York decided to carry on a family tradition by attending the Uni-
versity of Notre Dame, where he earned a degree in both finance 
and history. York was a member of Phi Alpha Theta, the National 
History Honors Society.

York credits his parents, his uncle Eddie, and his grandfather Ed-
ward DeBartolo, Sr. as being positive role models and for teach-
ing him character values such as integrity, a strong work ethic, 
and respect for others. He is pleased to carry on his family’s com-
mitment to community by serving as a board member at Tipping 
Point Community, Chegg, Dignity Health Foundation, Bay Area 
Council, Silicon Valley Leadership Group, Operation HOPE, as well 
as the University of Notre Dame Advisory Council.

Besides his tremendous passion for the 49ers, York enjoys travel-
ing, fishing, and playing cards, which he learned from his grand-
father.

Jed lives in the Bay Area with his wife, Danielle, and two sons, 
Jaxon and Brixton. 
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One of the most respected players to ever play the game of foot-
ball, and a seven-time finalist for the Pro Football Hall of Fame, 
John Lynch is in his fourth season as the team’s General Manager 
following a 15-year playing career and more than eight seasons 
as an NFL analyst. In August of 2020, Lynch signed a multi-year 
contract extension with the 49ers. 

Since coming to San Francisco, Lynch has been vigilant in seek-
ing and acquiring the players that embody the team’s culture on 
the field and in the community. While working hand-in-hand with 
head coach Kyle Shanahan and the coaching staff, Lynch and his 
personnel staff continue to add players through all available av-
enues. Following a 13-3 regular season record and a trip to Super 
Bowl LIV, Lynch was named the 2019 Executive of the Year by the 
Pro Football Writers of America.

San Francisco started the 2020 offseason by re-signing two key 
pieces of their defense, DL Arik Armstead and DB Jimmie Ward. 
Lynch and his staff then addressed the departures of key veter-
ans, with the selection of first-round draft choices, DT Javon Kin-
law and WR Brandon Aiyuk, and the acquisition of All-Pro and sev-
en-time Pro Bowl selection, T Trent Williams, in a draft-day trade 
with Washington. 

Following the 2018 season, Lynch continued to improve the 49ers 
roster through trades, free agency and the 2019 NFL Draft. The 
offseason started with the 49ers acquiring DL Dee Ford via trade 
and signing him to a five-year contract followed by the signing of 
free agent LB Kwon Alexander. The 49ers added eight players to 
the roster during the 2019 NFL Draft, including DL Nick Bosa with 
the second overall selection, who went on to be named the 2019 
AP NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year. Lynch continued to add to 
the roster during the season as the 49ers acquired WR Emmanuel 
Sanders via trade, a move that proved integral to the team win-
ning the NFC Championship.

In 2018, Lynch bolstered the 49ers offensive line with the addi-
tions of C Weston Richburg through free agency and T Mike Mc-
Glinchey in the first round of the 2018 NFL Draft. Richburg went on 
to start 15 games at center while McGlinchey started all 16 games 
at right tackle and earned All-Rookie Team honors from the Pro 
Football Writers of America and ESPN. The team also added free 
agent CB Richard Sherman who went on to earn his fifth AP All-
Pro selection in 2019 with the 49ers. 

In his first season with San Francisco, Lynch brought in several 
key players through free agency, including K Robbie Gould and FB 
Kyle Juszczyk, who impacted the team immediately. Gould led the 
NFL with a career-high 39 made field goals and a career-high 145 
points and Juszczyk was selected to the Pro Bowl. That year’s NFL 
Draft saw San Francisco select TE George Kittle in the fifth round, 
as Kittle has since earned First-Team All-Pro honors (2019), been 
selected to two Pro Bowls (2019-20) and set the NFL record for the 
most receiving yards by a tight end with 1,377 in 2018.

Lynch was also responsible for acquiring G Laken Tomlinson and 
QB Jimmy Garoppolo in trades. Tomlinson was acquired on Au-
gust 31, 2017 and started the final 15 games of the season at left 
guard. He was rewarded with a three-year contract extension 
through the 2021 season on June 22, 2018. Garoppolo, who was 
traded to San Francisco on October 30, 2017, started the final five 
games of the season and posted a 5-0 record while setting the 
franchise record for most passing yards in the first five starts with 
the team (1,542 yards). On February 8, 2018, Garoppolo signed a 
five-year contract extension through the 2022 season and is now

	 As someone whose grand-
father and great uncle volun-
teered for the Army the day after 
the deadly attacks on Pearl Harbor 
in December 1941, Lynch has the utmost 
respect for our military service men and women and has commit-
ted time and resources towards supporting the United States Armed 
Forces for decades. 

	 Since 1998, Lynch has frequented various Air Force bases and 
military hospitals to personally thank those serving in the military, 
including MacDill Air Force Base in Tampa, FL, Walter Reed Hospital 
in Bethesda, MD, and various visits to Fort Carson and Peterson Air 
Force Base in Colorado. In 2002, the John Lynch Foundation host-
ed the ‘Salute the Stars & Stripes’ fundraiser honoring then United 
States Army Commander of U.S. Central Command Tommy Franks. 

	 “Through my foundation, we’ve been involved in military appre-
ciation for a long, long time,” said Lynch. “Military appreciation is 
so important to me, because we understand that the unbelievable 
freedoms, ideals and realities that make America – in my mind – the 
greatest country in the world are given to us because a lot of people 
sacrificed for them. To me, no one does so more than the military.” 

	 During his last season playing in the NFL (2007), Lynch hosted 
troops from Buckley Air Force Base (Aurora, CO) during the Denver 
Broncos training camp at Dove Valley. He visited with and shared a 
meal with military personnel who had either recently returned from 
serving in Iraq or were preparing for overseas deployment. 

	 Lynch’s military appreciation continues to this day. Every year 
since 2011, he has hosted military families at the annual Lynch 
Christmas Party in Colorado and during his inaugural training camp 
as 49ers general manager, Lynch hosted service men and women 
during the team’s Military Appreciation Day.

Prior to his time at FOX, Lynch constructed one of the all-time 
great NFL careers while with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers (1993-
2003) and the Denver Broncos (2004-07). A four-time All-Pro and 
nine-time Pro Bowl selection, he played in 224 games (191 starts) 
and registered 1,277 tackles, 13.0 sacks, 26 interceptions, 16 forced 
fumbles, eight fumble recoveries and 100 passes defensed. Lynch 
also started all 12 playoff games in which he appeared and tallied 
71 tackles, two interceptions and 12 passes defensed. He was a 
Buccaneers team captain as the squad achieved the crown jewel 
of team sports, a victory in Super Bowl XXXVII, and has been in-
ducted into the Ring of Honor in both Tampa Bay and Denver.

Lynch attended Stanford University where he excelled in both 
football and baseball. On the football field, he earned Second-
Team All-American and First-Team All-Pac-10 Conference honors 
as a senior, while playing for Hall of Fame head coach Bill Walsh. 
Lynch was later selected in the third round (82nd overall) of the 
1993 NFL Draft by Tampa Bay.

He was also presented with The 
Byron “Whizzer” White Award, which is given annually to the NFL 
player who serves his team, community and country in the spirit 
of Bryon Raymond White. In 2019, Lynch received the prestigious 
Wender Weis Change Maker Award, which is given annually to a 
current or former professional athlete who has used their sports 
platform to improve the lives of underserved youth. Additional-
ly, Lynch was the 2019 recipient of the Excellence in Leadership 
Award from the Positive Coaching Alliance and the Ireland Funds 
2020 Distinguished Leadership Award recipient.

Within 49ers Enterprises, Marathe oversees outside business ven-
tures, advisory efforts, and major investment opportunities for the 
club. In 2018, Marathe led the effort to purchase a minority owner-
ship stake in Leeds United Football Club of the English Champion-
ship League. Marathe holds a seat on the Leeds United Board of 
Directors as part of the investment that helped the historic club 
achieve its long-awaited and well-earned promotion back to the 
Premier League in just the second year of 49ers Enterprises’ in-
volvement. Leeds United completed its 16-year climb back to the 
top level of English soccer in 2020 by winning the Champion-
ship outright after the team fell just shy in 2019, advancing to the 
Championship playoff semi-final.

Marathe was named the Chairman of USA Cricket in October 2018 
and moved quickly to ensure USA Cricket earned recognition 
by the International Cricket Council (ICC) as the organization’s 
105th member and develop a world-class T20 professional cricket 
league in the United States. Under Marathe’s guidance, USA Crick-
et secured investment from American Cricket Enterprises to own 
and operate the first ongoing professional cricket league in the 
United States, Major League Cricket, a collaboration set to launch 
in 2021 or 2022.

Levi’s Stadium boasts a seating capacity of 68,500 with the ability 
to expand to more than 75,000 for special events, and is best known 
as the home of the five-time Super Bowl champion San Francisco 
49ers. Drawing more fans closer to the experience than ever before, 
Levi’s Stadium features nearly 45,000 seats, or roughly two-thirds 
of stadium capacity, in the lower bowl. Overall, the stadium includes 
1.85-million-square-feet of space and offers 9,000 club seats and 174 
suites that provide a distinctively California experience.

For 49ers games, Levi’s Stadium features unique tailgating options 
designed to enhance the game day experience, highlighted by 
Michael Mina’s Tailgate, the Faithful Mile presented by Global Syn-Turf 
and the Red Zone Rally at the Great America Pavilion.  Michael Mina’s 
Tailgate is an exclusive, members-only experience housed within 
the Bourbon Steak and Bourbon Pub restaurants located inside the 
venue.  The Tailgate is tailor-made for 49ers season ticket holders and 
features an upscale, five-course menu themed for each opponent. 
The Faithful Mile, a 60,000-square-foot tailgating area accessible to 
all 49ers ticket holders free of charge, features bars presented by 
Bud Light, regular rotation of food trucks and entertainment. Red 
Zone Rally is an all-inclusive pregame party for all 49ers home games, 
providing pass-holders top-of-the-line food and beverage offerings 
inside a private, air-conditioned space with free access to ride the 
Flight Deck roller coaster. 

One of the most technologically advanced stadiums in the world, Levi’s 
Stadium is a showcase for innovation in Silicon Valley.  Accompanied 
by its own mobile app, the 49ers App, the venue brings the comforts 
of watching a game at home right to your seat.  In addition to mobile

ticketing and parking, in-seat delivery for food and beverages for club 
seat holders, and the ability to watch video replays in real-time on 
a handheld device, the stadium features a best-in-class cellular and 
Wi-Fi infrastructure that allows guests to stay connected throughout 
their visit.

Levi’s Stadium is home to over 200 original pieces of art and more 
than 500 original historic photographs. The museum-quality artwork 
featured through the club and suite levels of the venue is comprised of 
mixed mediums such as acrylic, charcoal, enamel, oil, pastel, pen and 
ink, stencil, metals and sculptures.  Of the 23 original artists showcased 
in the Levi’s Stadium collection, 20 hail locally from California.  The 
photographs in the collection are from the archives of the 49ers and 
their esteemed group of team photographers along with many local 
libraries and historic centers.

In July 2016, Levi’s Stadium was awarded LEED Gold Certification for 
Operations and Maintenance of an Existing Building after opening the 
stadium in 2014 with LEED Certification as New Construction, making 
the venue the only one of its kind to twice be recognized for achieving 
the industry standard for sustainable design and construction. 
Equipped with a green roof, state-of-the-art solar elements made 
up of 1,162 photovoltaic panels throughout the venue, low-flow 
plumbing fixtures and the first rooftop farm at an NFL stadium, the 
stadium has been widely recognized as a leader in sustainable design. 
Additionally, Levi’s Stadium has established a new standard for sports 
and entertainment venues by using 85 percent recycled water for all 
of its non-potable water needs.

Levi’s Stadium was awarded the 2017 Facility of Merit by the NFL and the 
National Center for Spectator Sports Safety and Security for its efforts 
in performing above and beyond normal operations to demonstrate 
an innovative approach to enhancing safety and security. Previously, 
Levi’s Stadium was recognized by the Sports Business Journal as the 
2015 Sports Facility of the Year and by The StadiumBusiness Awards 
as 2015 Venue of the Year over an international field of facilities.

Content includes menu boards, game broadcasts, statistics 
and other important information as deemed necessary.

•	 Levi’s Stadium features a backbone of 40Gb/s of available Internet 
bandwidth, easily scalable to event attendance, which is four times 
greater than the standard for NFL stadiums recommended by the 
National Football League for 2017.

Over the course of the 2020 NFL off season, the Official 49ers Mobile App was redesigned and refreshed, resulting in a 
sleeker look with easier navigation and condensed information, which has enhanced the user experience. Fans can now 
access exclusive content, breaking news, interactive fan experiences, as well as event information for Levi's Stadium 
events.

TECHNOLOGY

49ERS MOBILE APP
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•	 NRG, the exclusive sustainable energy provider of the 49ers 
and the stadium, installed a number of state-of-the-art solar 
elements that account for 1,162 SunPower photovoltaic panels 
throughout the venue. 

•	 The NRG Solar Terrace, the venue’s 27,000-square-foot “green 
roof,” is located atop the stadium’s SAP Tower which houses 
a majority of the venue’s 173 suites. This living roof features 
16 species of vegetation native to the Bay Area to lower the 
building’s cooling and heating needs by regulating ambient 
temperatures in SAP Tower. 

•	 In 2016 Levi’s Stadium partnered with Farmscape — California’s 
largest urban farming company — to bring the first-ever rooftop 
farm to an NFL stadium: The Faithful Farm. The nearly 9,000 sq. 
ft. rooftop farm located on the NRG Solar Terrace supports nearly 
40 rotational crops — including tomatoes, summer squash, 
peppers, eggplants herbs and more — generating an annual 
yield of more than 7,500 pounds, all of which are harvested and 
used for dishes served at Levi’s Stadium. Excess produce from 
the Faithful Farm also contributes to the stadium’s humanitarian 
efforts with Hunger at Home and the Salvation Army, helping to 
provide healthy, vegetable-based dishes to individuals in need.

•	 Three SunPower solar array-covered bridges, the NRG Energy 
Bridges, are the first of their kind in the NFL.

•	 Electrical vehicle charging stations (NRG EV Charging Stations) 
are located on the west side of the stadium to power maintenance 
and operations electrical vehicles year-round. NRG is currently 
building the nation’s first comprehensive, privately funded 
electric vehicle charging network and the charging stations are 
available to Levi’s® Stadium guests on event days.

•	 Low-flow plumbing fixtures such as toilets, urinals and sinks 
use 40 percent less water than conventional fixtures. On top of 
low-flow water fixtures, the stadium uses 85 percent reclaimed 
water for flush fixtures in addition to irrigating landscape and the 
playing field — a standard within the sports and entertainment 
venue industry.

•	 The playing field is surrounded by a 23,000-square-foot artificial 
turf track that reduces watering needs by approximately 20 
percent and reduces the amount of natural grass needed for 
each field resurfacing.

•	 The stadium’s sustainable initiatives also include public transit 
access (Caltrain, ACE & Capitol Corridor – VTA, Amtrak), 
convenient bicycle parking and a walking path from the San 
Tomas Creek Trail.

•	 Construction materials utilized contained more than 40 percent 
recycled content overall, based on cost. More than 75 percent 
of construction waste was recycled and diverted from landfills.

In August 2014, Levi’s Stadium became the first professional football 
stadium to open with LEED Gold Certification for New Construction, 
the recognized standard for measuring sustainability for design 
and construction. Less than two years later in July 2016, Levi’s 
Stadium continued to set benchmarks as the leading sports venue 
in sustainability by achieving LEED Gold Certification for Operations 
and Maintenance of an Existing building – making it the first-ever NFL 
stadium to be LEED Gold certified under the two respective rating 
systems.

The stadium is designed to reduce energy demand and generate 
more electricity annually, via on-site photovoltaic (PV) systems, than 
is consumed during the 10 scheduled 49ers games each season.

SUSTAINABLE DESIGN ELEMENTS

SUSTAINABILITY
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•	 The Solid Waste Management Reduction Program 
presented by Bud Light is a comprehensive waste diversion 
program that is striving for net-zero landfill. All garbage, 
recycling and compostable materials from inside the venue and 
the surrounding parking areas are sorted on-site and placed 
into compactors to be processed.

•	 The Building Management System  allows the venue to 
conserve energy usage through HVAC monitoring, lighting 
distribution and the use of automatic sensors.

•	 The Preventative Maintenance Program tracks all 
equipment and systems to enact their manufacturer’s 
recommendations and scheduled preventative plans.

•	 The Ongoing Commissioning Program ensures that the 
venue operates under the LEED existing building guidelines for 
new projects and build outs.

•	 The Green Cleaning Program ensures that the janitorial 
contractor, ABM, uses sustainable green certified products for 
all cleaning essentials and equipment.

•	 The Sustainable Purchasing Program for ongoing 
consumables, foodstuffs, durable goods ensures that local, 
organic, recycled and compostable items will be purchased 
from vendors.

•	 The Integrated Pest Management Program uses Planet 
Orange green pest eradication products.

•	 The Indoor Air Quality Management Program consists of 
perpetual monitoring of indoor air quality based on the LEED-
approved HVAC system.

•	 The Landscape Management Program includes using 
native, drought-resistant plants that are hydrated with 100 
percent recycled water.

•	 The Exterior Hardscape Management Program utilizes 
cleaning equipment when washing the exterior skin of the 
building and sidewalks. All organic materials collected are 
composted.

•	 The Energy Metering & Benchmarking Program utilizes 
a comprehensive, live-time electrical metering building 
management system, that allows the stadium to load-shed as 
needed through the use of motion sensors and pre-programmed 
computer BMS control. 

•	 The Recycled Water Program is setting a new standard for 
stadiums. Recycled water accounts for about 85 percent of 
all water used in Levi’s Stadium and is used for playing field 
irrigation, the “green roof,” flushing toilets, and cooling tower 
make-up water. 

SUSTAINABLE STADIUM OPERATIONS PROGRAMS
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BUD LIGHT PATIO

•	 Featuring over 45,000 seats, Levi’s Stadium’s lower bowl is one of the largest in the NFL (roughly two-thirds of stadium capacity). The seating 
is designed this way to bring the majority of fans closer to the field. 

•	 The design also eliminates the traditional club mezzanine level, which brings fans sitting in the upper deck lower to the field.

•	 The location of Levi’s Stadium offers convenience to patrons in both access and parking. There are 13 freeway interchanges located near the 
stadium’s site, which means fans have ample access points to the freeway.

•	 There are more than 20,000 parking spaces located within a short walking distance from the stadium. Tailgating is an integral part of the 
game day experience in Santa Clara and Levi’s Stadium provides the most diverse tailgating lineup in the NFL with access to the multi-faceted 
Faithful Mile presented by Global Syn-Turf, the all-inclusive Red Zone Rally at Great America Pavilion and the upscale, members-only Michael 
Mina Tailgate located within the Bourbon Steak and Bourbon Pub restaurants.

PLAZAS
•	 The main entry, Intel Plaza at the northwest corner of the stadium, is 

open to the public year-round and provides direct access to the Levi’s 
Stadium Fanwalk and the 49ers Team Store presented by Visa. In the 
northeast corner, Toyota Plaza is the main entry for guests of Michael 
Mina’s Bourbon Steak & Bourbon Pub restaurants and the 49ers 
Museum presented by Foxconn Industrial Internet. Dignity Health 
Plaza, featuring the Dignity Health Kids’ Zone, at the southwest 
corner of the stadium is another primary entry gate for fans and 
media on event days.

CONCOURSE
•	 Concourses at Levi’s Stadium are among the widest in the NFL and 

have more than 600 individual concessions points of sale, allowing 
for easy pedestrian access and creating a more pleasant, less 
congested atmosphere around vendors. The Upper Concourse Level 
offers access to all 300 and 400 level seating.

•	 Concourses also feature open field views so fans can watch the game 
even while they purchase refreshments and navigate the building.

PARTY DECKS
•	 Expansive party decks featuring both concessions and specialty food 

and beverage stands are located under each scoreboard. The Pepsi 
Fan Deck above the north end zone and Bud Light Patio above the 
south end zone are available year-round and offer a unique stage for 
many types of events.

FOG HORNS
•	 Levi's Stadium is home to two fog horns.  The first is atop the 

north video board that sounds 90, 60 and 30 minutes prior to 
team intros, as well as other key moments - prior to kickoff, at 
the beginning of the second half, and of course on every 49ers 
touchdown and field goal.  

•	 The second fog horn is located adjacent to the Gold Mine fan 
supporters section, on the main concourse atop the Dignity Health 
Plaza, located near Gate C.  Since the inaugural season at Levi's 
Stadium, the pregame act of energizing the fog horn to start the 
game has become a beloved tradition.  Celebrities, alumni and 
other notable figures and special guests are invited to take part in 
sounding the fog horn right before kickoff and to start the second 
half.

LEVI'S LOUD
•	 Coined in 2018, the term "Levi's Loud" has become synonymous 

with the thunderous roar of the Faithful as they create the ultimate 
home field advantage at Levi's Stadium.  It's not enough to simply 
get loud on third downs or big defensive plays, the Faithful get 
"Levi's Loud" and take their passion and enthusiasm to another 
level.

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& BOURBON PUB
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Kyle Shanahan was named the 20th head coach of the San Francis-
co 49ers on February 6, 2017. Shanahan signed a multi-year con-
tract extension with the 49ers on June 15, 2020. 

In 2019, he was named Coach of the Year by Sporting News and 
NFC Coach of the Year by the Committee of 101 after leading the 
49ers to a 13-3 regular season record, the NFC West Division Title 
and an appearance in Super Bowl LIV. San Francisco’s nine-win im-
provement from 2018 to 2019 was the largest win improvement 
from one season to the next in franchise history. The 49ers became 
one of three teams since the NFL switched to a 12-team playoff for-
mat in 1990 to finish 4-12 or worse one season followed by earning 
the number one seed in its conference the next season (1999 St. 
Louis Rams & 2016 Dallas Cowboys).

San Francisco’s offense in 2019 ranked first in the NFL in rushing 
touchdowns (23), second in points per game (29.9) and rushing 
yards per game (144.1) and fourth in total offense (381.1 yards per 
game). The 49ers finished the regular season with 479 total points, 
tied for the second-most in franchise history and the most since 
1994 (505). San Francisco also had 13 different players with at least 
one touchdown reception on the season, which tied the NFL record 
for the most players with a touchdown reception in a single season. 

QB Jimmy Garoppolo completed 329 of 476 attempts (69.1 percent) 
for 3,978 yards and 27 touchdowns with a passer rating of 102.0, 
earning Comeback Player of the Year honors from Sporting News. 
His 69.1 completion percentage in 2019 ranked tied for fourth in the 
NFL (min. 200 attempts) and his 27 passing touchdowns ranked 
tied for fifth. TE George Kittle’s game continued to improve as he 
was named Associated Press First-Team All-Pro, PFWA All-NFL and 
All-NFC and was selected as a starter in the Pro Bowl. Kittle led the 
team with 85 receptions for 1,053 yards and five touchdowns. He 
became just the fifth player in franchise history, and the first tight 
end, to have multiple 1,000-yard seasons, joining WR Jerry Rice 
(12), WR Terrell Owens (5), WR Anquan Boldin (2) and WR John Tay-
lor (2). Rookie WR Deebo Samuel registered 57 receptions for 802 
yards and three touchdowns while also adding 14 carries for 159 
yards (11.4 average) and three touchdowns. His 57 receptions and 
802 receiving yards each ranked second among all rookies in fran-
chise history. The 49ers ground attack featured three players with 
500-or-more rushing yards in a single season (RB Raheem Mostert 
– 772; RB Matt Breida – 623; RB Tevin Coleman – 544) for just the 
second time in franchise history (1954 - three players).

•	 Shanahan was 26 years old when he was named the wide re-
ceivers coach of the Houston Texans, becoming the youngest 
position coach in the NFL at that time. At 28 years old, he was 
named the offensive coordinator of the Texans and was the 
youngest coordinator in the NFL.

•	 Shanahan served as a ball boy for the 49ers when his father, 
Mike, was the offensive coordinator for the team from 1992-
94. Mike helped guide the 49ers to a 49-26 victory in Super 
Bowl XXIX.
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On the defensive side of the ball, the 49ers ranked second in the 
NFL in total yards allowed per game (281.8), the fewest total yards 
allowed per game by the team since 1997 (250.8). San Francisco 
ranked first in the NFL in passing yards allowed per game (169.2), 
the fewest passing yards allowed per game in the NFL since 2009 
(NYJ - 153.7). It marked the first time San Francisco led the NFL in 
passing yards allowed per game since 1987 (165.6). The 49ers 
ranked tied for second in the NFL in third-down percentage al-
lowed (33.3) and tied for fifth in the NFL in sacks (48.0), the most 
by the team in a single season since 1998 (51.0). San Francisco also 
ranked seventh in both opponent completion percentage (61.3) 
and opponent quarterback rating (83.0).

Rookie DL Nick Bosa, who played in all 16 games (14 starts) and reg-
istered 47 tackles, 9.0 sacks, one interception, one forced fumble, 
two fumble recoveries and two passes defensed, was named De-
fensive Rookie of the Year by the Associated Press and the PFWA, 
and Rookie of the Year by Sporting News, PFWA and Pepsi. He was 
also named to the PFWA All-Rookie Team and was named a starter 
in the Pro Bowl. With DLs Arik Armstead (10.0), Bosa (9.0), DeFor-
est Buckner (7.5) and Dee Ford (6.5), the 49ers were the only team 
in the NFL to have four-or-more players with 6.5-or-more sacks in 
2019. LB Fred Warner started all 16 games and led the team with 118 
tackles, while also adding 3.0 sacks, one interception (returned for 
a touchdown), three forced fumbles, one fumble recovery and nine 
passes defensed. Rookie LB Dre Greenlaw played in all 16 games 
(10 starts) and tallied 87 tackles, 1.0 sack, one interception and two 
passes defensed as he was named to the PFWA All-Rookie team. 
The secondary was led by CB Richard Sherman, who registered 57 
tackles, three interceptions (one returned for a touchdown) and 11 
passes defensed and was named Associated Press Second-Team 
All-Pro.

During his second season at the helm of the 49ers, the 2018 team 
overcame adversity early in the season after top free agent acquisi-
tion RB Jerick McKinnon tore his ACL prior to Week 1, as did starting 
QB Jimmy Garoppolo in Week 3, putting an end to both of their sea-
sons. Despite the setback, Shanahan, his coaches and the young 
core of the team stepped up to the challenge and endured the ups 
and downs of the season. Second-year TE George Kittle set an NFL 
record for most receiving yards by a tight end in a single season 
(1,377) while recording the most yards after catch by any player in 
the NFL since 2010 (870). Kittle earned AP Second-Team All-Pro 
honors, as well as his first Pro Bowl selection, after his historic sea-
son. Following injuries to both Garoppolo and QB C.J. Beathard, un-
drafted QB Nick Mullens was able to fill the void and excel for San 
Francisco’s offense after being promoted to the active roster from 
the team’s practice squad on September 26. Mullens started the fi-
nal eight games of the season and accumulated the fourth-most 
passing yards by a quarterback in his first eight career games since 
1970 (Patrick Mahomes, KC; Andrew Luck, Ind.; Cam Newton, Car.). 
On the defensive side of the ball, DL DeForest Buckner earned his 
first Pro Bowl appearance after leading the pass rushing unit with a 
career-high 12.0 sacks, which was the second-most among NFL DTs 
and the fourth-most by a member of the 49ers since 2000. 

In his first season as head coach, Shanahan led the team to a 6-10 
record, which was a four-game improvement from the previous 
year. After a difficult stretch to start the season, the 49ers won six of 
their final seven games, including victories in five-straight games 
to close out the season. With six wins on the season, San Francis-
co set the NFL record for the most wins by a team in NFL history 
that started 0-9. The 49ers closed the season as one of the hottest 
teams in the NFL, posting a perfect 5-0 record in December. San 
Francisco was the only team in the league to have a perfect record 
over the last month of the regular season as Shanahan became 
the fourth rookie NFL head coach in franchise history (Buck Shaw 
– 1950; Frankie Albert – 1956 & George Seifert – 1989), and the first 
in the NFL since Tony Sparano in 2008, to go undefeated in the 
month of December.

San Francisco’s offense reached new heights under Shanahan in 
2017. The 49ers ranked 12th in the NFL, averaging 349.2 yards per 
game, the highest output by the team since 2012 (361.8 – 11th). The 
team also finished the year with 3,925 net passing yards, the most 
in a single season since 2000 (4,239). QB Jimmy Garoppolo, who 
went 5-0 as a starter and engineered four, second half comeback 
wins, set the franchise record for most passing yards in his first 
five starts. QB C.J. Beathard set the single-season franchise record 
for attempts (224), completions (123) and passing yards (1,430) 
by a rookie quarterback. The offense also featured WR Marquise 
Goodwin who set career highs in both receptions (56) and receiv-
ing yards (962), as well as Pro Bowl selections for FB Kyle Juszczyk 
(second) and T Joe Staley (sixth).

Defensively, San Francisco battled through multiple injuries that 
left several key 49ers on the Injured Reserve List early in the sea-
son, but the 49ers defense improved as the season progressed. 
Over the final six weeks of the season, San Francisco held oppo-
nents to an average of 87.7 rushing yards per game while allowing 
100 rushing yards just once in that span. The defense was led by DL 
DeForest Buckner who tallied 61 tackles and tied for second on the 
team with 3.0 sacks. The defense also had good productivity from 
rookies, including DL Solomon Thomas, who led the team with 10 
tackles for loss while notching 3.0 sacks, and CB Ahkello Wither-
spoon, who tied for the team lead with two interceptions.

Special teams lived up to its name for the 49ers in 2017. K Robbie 
Gould had a career year, leading the NFL with a career-high 39 
made field goals and finishing third in the NFL with a career-high 
145 points. Gould’s 39 made field goals were the second-most in a 
single-season in franchise history (K David Akers – 44 made field 
goals in 2011) and tied for the third-most in a single-season in NFL 
history. P Bradley Pinion set a career high with a 41.3 net punting 
average and the punt coverage unit ranked second in the NFL, al-
lowing only 4.2 yards per return.   

Prior to being named head coach of the 49ers, Shanahan had 15 
seasons of coaching experience at the NFL level, including nine as 
an offensive coordinator for the Atlanta Falcons (2015-16), Cleve-
land Browns (2014), Washington (2010-13) and Houston Texans 
(2008-09). In six of his nine seasons as an offensive coordinator 
(2008-09, 2012-13 and 2015-16), Shanahan directed an offense that 
ranked in the top 10 in the NFL in yards gained.

Following the 2016 season, Shanahan was named Associated Press 
Assistant Coach of the Year, Coordinator of the Year by Sporting 
News and Assistant Coach of the Year by the Pro Football Writers of 
America after a record-setting performance by the Falcons offense 
en route to capturing the NFC South division title and an appear-
ance in Super Bowl LI. Under Shanahan, the 2016 Falcons set fran-
chise records in yards per game (415.8), points scored (540), net 
passing yards per game (295.3) and average yards per play (6.7).

Atlanta QB Matt Ryan, who was named Associated Press Most 
Valuable Player, Associated Press Offensive Player of the Year, Most 
Valuable Player/Offensive Player of the Year by the Pro Football 
Writers of America and FedEx Air Player of the Year, threw for a sin-
gle-season franchise record and career-high 4,944 passing yards 
and 38 touchdowns, ranking second in the NFL in both categories, 
in 2016. He led the NFL with a passer rating of 117.1 on the season 
and threw a career-low seven interceptions. WR Julio Jones record-
ed 83 receptions for 1,409 yards (17.0 average) and six touchdowns 
in 14 games played. His 1,409 receiving yards were the second-most 
in the NFL that season. Both Jones and Ryan earned Associated 
Press First-Team All-Pro and 2017 Pro Bowl honors.

On the ground, Atlanta averaged 120.5 rushing yards per game and 
tallied 20 rushing touchdowns in 2016. RB Devonta Freeman regis-
tered 227 carries for a career-high 1,079 yards and 11 touchdowns, 
on his way to earning his second-consecutive Pro Bowl appear-
ance.

In Shanahan’s first year in Atlanta, the Falcons offense ranked 
seventh in the NFL, averaging 374.1 yards per game, ranked sixth 
with a 273.7 passing yards per game average and led the league 
in time of possession (32:19) in 2015. Julio Jones led the NFL with a 
career-high 1,871 receiving yards, while notching a career-high 136 
receptions to share the League high with the Steelers WR Antonio 
Brown. Jones’ receiving yards marked the second-highest total in 
a single season in NFL history, behind WR Calvin Johnson’s 1,964-
yard performance in 2012.

Shanahan joined the Falcons after spending 2014 as offensive co-
ordinator of the Cleveland Browns. That year, his offense averaged 
324.6 total yards and 108.0 rushing yards per game. Under Shana-
han’s direction, RBs Isaiah Crowell and Terrance West combined to 
rush for 1,280 yards on 319 carries (4.0 average), while WR Andrew 
Hawkins posted career highs in receptions (63) and receiving yards 
(824).

Prior to his stint in Cleveland, Shanahan spent four seasons (2010-
13) as offensive coordinator of Washington. In 2013, Washington 
finished ninth in the NFL in total offense (369.7) and fifth in rushing 
yards per game (135.3). Second-year QB Robert Griffin III threw for 
16 touchdowns and a career-high 3,203 passing yards, while WR 
Pierre Garçon set a franchise record and led the NFL with 113 re-
ceptions for a career-high 1,346 yards. RB Alfred Morris also rushed 
for 1,200-or-more yards for the second-consecutive season (1,275).

Washington won the NFC East division championship in 2012 as 
they became the first team in NFL history to register 3,400-or-more 
passing yards (3,422) and 2,700-or-more rushing yards (2,709) in 
the same season. Washington led the NFL, averaging 169.3 rushing 
yards per game and finished second in rushing touchdowns (22). 
Griffin won the 2012 Associated Press Offensive Rookie of the Year 
Award after setting NFL rookie records in passer rating (102.4), in-
terception percentage (1.27), and rushing yards by a rookie quar-
terback (815). He completed 258 of his 393 passes (65.6 completion 
percentage) for 3,200 yards and 20 touchdowns. Fellow rookie 
Alfred Morris ranked second in the NFL with a single season fran-
chise-record 1,613 yards and 13 touchdowns.

In 2011, Shanahan worked with QB Rex Grossman, who finished 
with the second-best statistical season of his career, having thrown 
for 3,151 yards, 16 touchdowns and a career-high 57.9 completion 
percentage. WR Santana Moss also had his best professional sea-
son in 2010 under Shanahan, notching a career-high 93 receptions 
for 1,115 yards and six touchdowns.

Before joining Washington, Shanahan spent four seasons (2006-
09) with the Houston Texans, including the final two as the team’s 
offensive coordinator. In 2009, he worked with QB Matt Schaub, 
who registered career highs in completions (396), completion per-
centage (67.9), passing yards (4,770), touchdowns (29) and passer 
rating (98.6). His completions and passing yard totals led the NFL 
that season. Additionally, WR Andre Johnson led the NFL in receiv-
ing yards in both 2008 (1,575) and 2009 (1,569) and led the NFL 
with 115 receptions in 2008. TE Owen Daniels registered career 
highs in both receptions (70) and receiving yards (862) with Hous-
ton in 2008. Shanahan spent his first season with Houston (2006) 
as the team’s wide receivers coach and moved to coach the quar-
terbacks in 2007 prior to his promotion to offensive coordinator 
in 2008. He broke into the NFL with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers in 
2004 where he served as an offensive quality control coach for two 
seasons (2004-05). His first coaching experience came as a gradu-
ate assistant at UCLA in 2003.        

Born December 14, 1979, in Minneapolis, MN, Shanahan played 
wide receiver at Duke University before transferring to the Univer-
sity of Texas in 2000, where he spent two seasons. He and his wife, 
Mandy, have three children – Stella, Carter and Lexi. Shanahan’s 
father, Mike, who served as the 49ers offensive coordinator from 
1992-94, was the head coach of the Denver Broncos (1995-2008) 
and Washington (2010-13), where he accumulated an overall win 
total of 178 victories (eight postseason), including victories in Su-
per Bowls XXXII and XXXIII.

ALL-TIME 49ERS HEAD COACHING RECORDS
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As an assistant special teams coach with Chicago in 2016, the 
Bears kickoff coverage team finished seventh in the NFL in oppo-
nent drive start average. Deonte Thompson led the NFL in kickoff 
returns with 35 and ranked second with 810 yards. Punt returner 
Eddie Royal scored on a 65-yard touchdown on Monday Night 
Football against the Philadelphia Eagles, while Sherrick McManis 
led the Bears in special teams tackles and finished top 10 in the 
NFL, recording 13 stops.

In 2015, Hightower first joined San Francisco as an assistant special 
teams coach. That season, Hightower helped the 49ers punt cover-
age unit rank eighth in the NFL allowing just 6.4 yards per return, 
while working with rookie P Bradley Pinion. K Phil Dawson was 10th 
in the NFL with an 88.9 field goal percentage (tied for the fourth 
highest percentage of his 17-year career at the time).

Hightower spent the 2014 season working on offense in Cleveland 
assisting the wide receivers after working as an assistant special 
teams coach for four seasons in Washington (2010-13). With Wash-
ington, he worked under longtime special teams coordinator Dan-
ny Smith. Hightower also spent two seasons (2012-13) as the assis-
tant defensive backs coach with Washington. Over his four seasons 
in Washington, they ranked third in the NFL in kickoff coverage, 
allowing just 21.2 yards per return, including leading the league 
in 2010 and 2011. Hightower’s coaching on special teams helped 
Lorenzo Alexander lead the NFL with 21 special teams tackles en 
route to being named the NFC’s special teams player in the Pro 
Bowl, in 2012. Hightower was also instrumental in the development 
of first-year kicker Kai Forbath, who broke an NFL record by hitting 
his first 17 field goal attempts and led the NFL with a 94.4 field goal 
percentage.

Richard Hightower is in his 14th season in the NFL and fourth as the 
49ers special teams coordinator. He returned to San Francisco in 
2017 after previously serving as assistant special teams coach with 
the team in 2015. 

From 2017-19, the 49ers kicking unit ranked first in the NFL in made 
field goals (102) and fourth in field goal percentage (89.5). In addi-
tion, San Francisco’s punt coverage ranked second over that time-
span, holding opponent punt returns to an average of 5.7 yards per 
return (Ind. – 5.0). 

In 2019, Hightower led the 49ers special teams unit that had an av-
erage starting field position of the 32.1 yard line in 2019, ranking 
second in the NFL (NE - 32.7). San Francisco also held opponents to 
an average starting field position of the 24.7 yard line, which ranked 
seventh. K Robbie Gould connected on 23 of 31 field goal attempts 
and finished the season with 110 points, marking his third-consec-
utive 100-or-more point season with the 49ers. He was also named 
Special Teams Player of the Month for December for the third-con-
secutive season since joining the 49ers in 2017. Rookie P Mitch 
Wishnowsky registered a 44.9 punt average which ranked second 
among all rookies in franchise history (min. 20 punts). WR Richie 
James Jr. ranked seventh in the NFL in punt return average (8.0) 
and 10th in kickoff return average (21.4).

Under Hightower’s tutelage in 2018, San Francisco’s special teams 
units flourished. K Robbie Gould set the 49ers single-season fran-
chise record for field goal percentage (97.1), as he connected on 33 
of 34 field goal attempts and finished the season with 126 points. 
He also set the franchise record for most consecutive field goals 
made (33) and finished the season connecting on each of his fi-
nal 23 attempts. Gould was named NFC Special Teams Player of 
the Month for December and was a two-time recipient of the NFC 
Special Teams Player of the Week Award (Week 2 & 15). Rookie WR 
Richie James Jr. was named All-NFC kick returner by the PFWA as 
he averaged 25.2 yards per kickoff return, which ranked seventh in 
the NFL. James Jr. also registered the team’s first kickoff return for 
a touchdown (97 yards) since 2011.  

In 2017, the 49ers special teams units excelled under Hightower’s 
guidance. In his first season with the 49ers, veteran K Robbie Gould 
had a career year, leading the NFL with a career-high 39 made field 
goals and finishing third in the NFL with a career-high 145 points. 
Gould’s 39 made field goals were the second-most in a single-sea-
son in franchise history (K David Akers – 44 made field goals in 
2011) and tied for the third-most in a single-season in NFL history. 
P Bradley Pinion set a career high with a 41.3 net punting average 
and the punt coverage unit ranked second in the NFL, allowing 4.2 
yards per return. The 4.2 opponent punt return average was the 
eighth-best in the NFL since 2001.

As assistant defensive back coach, Hightower helped the unit rank 
sixth in the NFL in interceptions (37) and tied for second in the NFL 
in interception returns for touchdowns (seven) over the two-year 
span. DeAngelo Hall led the NFL in defensive touchdowns (three). 
In 2012, Washington ranked first in the NFC in passes defensed and 
had four returned touchdowns.

From 2006-08, Hightower was on Houston’s coaching staff as a 
coaching assistant (2006-07) before being elevated to special 
teams assistant (2008). In Houston, he served under widely re-
spected then-special teams coordinator Joe Marciano, who had 
more than 30 years of experience coaching special teams at the 
time. In 2008, Houston was 11th in the NFL in kickoff coverage (22.3 
yards per return). Punt returner Jacoby Jones finished fifth in the 
NFL and second in Texans single-season annals with a 12.1 average, 
including a franchise single-season record two punt return touch-
downs. Kicker Kris Brown set franchise records for points (124), field 
goals made (29) and field goal percentage (87.9). In 2007, the kick-
off return unit featuring Jerome Mathis and Andre Davis became 
only the fourth team in NFL history to score four touchdowns on 
kickoff returns in a single season.

In between his time in Houston and Washington, Hightower spent 
the 2009 season as wide receivers coach at the University of Min-
nesota. Under his tutelage, Eric Decker was named a First-Team All-
Big Ten selection that season before being selected by the Denver 
Broncos in the third round (87th overall) of the 2010 NFL Draft.

A native of Houston, TX, Hightower earned his BA in marketing 
from the University of Texas where he was a three-year letterman 
and special teams standout for the Longhorns. He went to Austin 
as an academic scholar and later earned an athletic scholarship af-
ter walking on. Following his senior season, then-head coach Mack 
Brown and his staff voted Hightower the D. Harold Byrd Leadership 
Award winner.

Hightower and his wife, Lanet, have two sons Jaxson and Kaden 
and a daughter, Reagan.
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Mike LaFleur is in his fourth season with the 49ers and third as 
the team’s passing game coordinator. He previously served as the 
team’s wide receivers/passing game coordinator in 2018 and wide 
receivers/passing game specialist in 2017.

In 2019, the 49ers had 13 different players with at least one touch-
down reception on the season, which tied the NFL record for the 
most players with a touchdown reception in a single season. TE 
George Kittle’s game continued to improve as he was named As-
sociated Press First-Team All-Pro, PFWA All-NFL and All-NFC and 
was selected as a starter in the Pro Bowl. Kittle led the team with 
85 receptions for 1,053 yards and five touchdowns. He became just 
the fifth player in franchise history, and the first tight end, to have 
multiple 1,000-yard seasons, joining WR Jerry Rice (12), WR Terrell 
Owens (5), WR Anquan Boldin (2) and WR John Taylor (2). Rookie 
WR Deebo Samuel registered 57 receptions for 802 yards and three 
touchdowns while also adding 14 carries for 159 yards (11.4 aver-
age) and three touchdowns. His 57 receptions and 802 receiving 
yards each ranked second among all rookies in franchise history. 
WR Kendrick Bourne tallied 30 receptions for 358 yards and a ca-
reer-high five touchdowns.

In 2018, TE George Kittle was named Associated Press Sec-
ond-Team All-Pro and selected to the Pro Bowl in only his second 
season as he led the team with 88 receptions for 1,377 yards and 
five touchdowns, setting the NFL record for the most receiving 
yards in a single season by a tight end. Kittle also became the first 
tight end in franchise history to surpass 1,000 receiving yards in a 
single season. His 88 receptions also set the franchise record for 
the most receptions by a tight end in a single season. WR Kendrick 
Bourne led the receiving corps with career-highs in receptions (42) 
and receiving yards (487). Rookie WR Dante Pettis registered 27 re-
ceptions for 467 yards and five touchdowns, as his five touchdown 
receptions were the most by a 49ers rookie since RB Jimmy Thom-
as notched five touchdown receptions in 1969, and were tied for 
the second-most by a rookie in franchise history.

In 2017, under LaFleur’s tutelage, WR Marquise Goodwin set career 
highs in both receptions (56) and receiving yards (962) and his 17.2 
yards per reception average ranked third in the NFL. Rookie WR 
Trent Taylor registered 43 receptions for 430 yards and two touch-
downs. His 430 receiving yards were the most receiving yards by 
a 49ers rookie wide receiver since 2009 (WR Michael Crabtree – 
625).

In 2016, LaFleur worked with the Falcons wide receiving corps, 
where WR Julio Jones finished second in the NFL with 1,409 receiv-
ing yards and WR Mohamed Sanu set a new career high with 59 
receptions.

In his first year in Atlanta, LaFleur assisted the Falcons tight ends, 
where TE Jacob Tamme registered 59 receptions for a career-best 
657 yards. 

LaFleur first entered the NFL in 2014 as an offensive coaching in-
tern with the Cleveland Browns. That season, he worked with the 
offensive line, who helped RBs Isaiah Crowell and Terrance West 
combine to rush for 1,280 yards on 319 carries (4.0 average), as 
Cleveland ranked fourth in the NFL with 17 rushing touchdowns.

Prior to Cleveland, LaFleur was the offensive coordinator/quarter-
backs/wide receivers coach at Davidson College in 2013. 

Before joining Davidson, he spent three seasons at Saint Joseph’s 
College as quarterbacks coach (2010) and offensive coordinator 
(2011-12). 

LaFleur began his coaching career at his alma mater, Elmhurst Col-
lege, in 2009 as an offensive assistant working with the school’s 
quarterbacks. Other responsibilities included film analysis, offen-
sive game planning and directing the scout team.

A native of Mount Pleasant, MI, LaFleur was a team captain and 
three-time letter winner as a quarterback and safety at Elmhurst. 
He graduated with a bachelor’s degree in physical education in 
2009. His brother, Matt LaFleur, is the head coach of the Green Bay 
Packers. LaFleur married his wife, Lauren, in July of 2010. The cou-
ple has two children.

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McDaniel joined Atlanta following one season (2014) as the Cleve-
land Browns wide receivers coach. Under McDaniel, WR Andrew 
Hawkins posted career highs with 63 receptions for 824 yards and 
two touchdowns. McDaniel also helped Gabriel during his rookie 
year finish second on the team with 621 receiving yards on 36 re-
ceptions. 

Before his year in Cleveland, McDaniel spent three seasons with 
Washington, first as an offensive assistant (2011-12) and later moved 
to wide receivers coach in 2013. In his lone season as wide receivers 
coach, McDaniel worked with WR Pierre Garçon, who led the NFL 
and set a franchise record with 113 receptions. His total surpassed 
Hall of Fame WR Art Monk’s mark of 106, which lasted 29 years. 

From 2009-10, McDaniel served as running backs coach for the 
UFL’s Sacramento Mountain Lions. With the Mountain Lions, RB 
Cory Ross earned UFL Offensive Player of the Year honors in 2010. 
Prior to Sacramento, he spent three seasons as an offensive assis-
tant with the Houston Texans (2006-08). McDaniel first entered 
coaching in the NFL in 2005 as an intern with the Denver Broncos.

A native of Greeley, CO, McDaniel played collegiately at Yale Uni-
versity where he earned a degree in history. McDaniel is married 
to his wife Katie.

Mike McDaniel is in his fourth season with the 49ers and third as 
the run game coordinator. He previously served as the team’s run 
game specialist in 2017. 

While working with running backs coach Robert Turner Jr. and of-
fensive line coach John Benton, the 2019 San Francisco 49ers led 
the NFL with 23 rushing touchdowns and ranked second in rush-
ing yards per game (144.1). The 49ers ground attack featured three 
players with 500-or-more rushing yards in a single season (RB Ra-
heem Mostert – 772; RB Matt Breida – 623; RB Tevin Coleman – 544) 
for just the second time in franchise history (1954 - three players). 
In 1954, three of the four members of the “Million Dollar Backfield” 
had more than 500 rushing yards in Joe Perry (1,049), John Henry 
Johnson (681) and Hugh McElhenny (515). FB Kyle Juszczyk was 
selected to the Pro Bowl for the fourth-consecutive season. In the 
postseason, the 49ers averaged 204.0 rushing yards per game as 
Mostert led the way with 336 yards and five touchdowns on 36 car-
ries (6.3 average).

In 2018, with Turner Jr., McDaniel helped guide the 49ers ground 
game as the team rushed for 1,902 yards and seven touchdowns 
on 423 carries. San Francisco’s 118.9 rushing yards per game ranked 
13th in the NFL and seventh in the NFC in 2018. RB Matt Breida led 
the team with 153 carries for 814 yards (5.3 average) and three 
touchdowns. His 5.3 average yards per carry ranked fourth in the 
NFL and was the highest rushing average by a 49ers running back 
(minimum 100 carries) since 2006 (RB Frank Gore – 5.4 average). 
Additionally, FB Kyle Juszczyk earned Pro Bowl honors for the 
third-consecutive season.

Working with Turner Jr. in 2017, McDaniel helped the 49ers rush 
for 1,662 yards and 15 touchdowns on 408 carries. San Francisco 
ranked tied for seventh in the NFL in both rushing touchdowns (15) 
and carries of 10-or-more yards (53). FB Kyle Juszczyk was named 
to the Pro Bowl for the second-consecutive season and his first time 
as a member of the 49ers and rookie RB Matt Breida averaged 4.43 
yards per carry, ranking 10th in the NFL (minimum 100 carries).

McDaniel came to San Francisco after two years with the Atlanta 
Falcons. With Atlanta in 2016, McDaniel worked with wide receivers 
coach Raheem Morris, as WR Julio Jones reached 1,000 receiving 
yards for the third-consecutive season. Additionally, WRs Taylor 
Gabriel and Mohamed Sanu each reached career highs in their first 
season with the team, as Gabriel caught a career-high six touch-
down passes while Sanu registered a career-high 59 receptions.

During the 2015 season, Atlanta’s offense saw Jones pass former 
49ers WR Jerry Rice for second all-time in the single-season receiv-
ing yards list, with 1,871 yards. Jones also finished with 136 recep-
tions, tied for the most in the NFL.

Robert Saleh (SAH-luh) is in his 16th NFL season and fourth as the 
49ers defensive coordinator. 

In 2019, Saleh was named Coordinator of the Year by Sporting 
News after leading the 49ers defense to rank second in the NFL in 
total yards allowed per game (281.8), the fewest total yards allowed 
per game by the team since 1997 (250.8). San Francisco ranked first 
in the NFL in passing yards allowed per game (169.2), the fewest 
passing yards allowed per game in the NFL since 2009 (NYJ - 153.7). 
It marked the first time San Francisco led the NFL in passing yards 
allowed per game since 1987 (165.6). The 49ers ranked tied for sec-
ond in the NFL in third-down percentage allowed (33.3) and tied 
for fifth in the NFL in sacks (48.0), the most by the team in a single 
season since 1998 (51.0). San Francisco also ranked seventh in both 
opponent completion percentage (61.3) and opponent quarter-
back rating (83.0).

Rookie DL Nick Bosa, who played in all 16 games (14 starts) and reg-
istered 47 tackles, 9.0 sacks, one interception, one forced fumble, 
two fumble recoveries and two passes defensed, was named De-
fensive Rookie of the Year by the Associated Press and the PFWA, 
and Rookie of the Year by Sporting News, PFWA and Pepsi. He was 
also named to the PFWA All-Rookie Team and was named a starter 
in the Pro Bowl. With DLs Arik Armstead (10.0), Bosa (9.0), DeFor-
est Buckner (7.5) and Dee Ford (6.5), the 49ers were the only team 
in the NFL to have four-or-more players with 6.5-or-more sacks in 
2019. LB Fred Warner started all 16 games and led the team with 118 
tackles, while also adding 3.0 sacks, one interception (returned for 
a touchdown), three forced fumbles, one fumble recovery and nine 
passes defensed. Rookie LB Dre Greenlaw played in all 16 games 
(10 starts) and tallied 87 tackles, 1.0 sack, one interception and two 
passes defensed as he was named to the PFWA All-Rookie team. 
The secondary was led by CB Richard Sherman, who registered 57 
tackles, three interceptions (one returned for a touchdown) and 11 
passes defensed and was named Associated Press Second-Team 
All-Pro.

In 2018, the 49ers defense registered 37.0 sacks, the most by the 
team in a single-season at the time since 2013 (38.0 sacks). The de-
fense ranked in the top half of the league in rushing yards per play 
allowed (4.09 – seventh), opponent completion percentage (63.5 
– 10th), yards per play allowed (5.42 – 11th), net passing yards per 
game allowed (233.3 – 11th), yards per game allowed (346.6 – 13th), 
rushing yards per game allowed (113.4 – 14th) and passing yards per 
play (6.45 – 14th). San Francisco was one of six teams (Baltimore 
Ravens, Buffalo Bills, Detroit Lions, Indianapolis Colts & New En-
gland Patriots) to allow fewer net yards per game, rushing yards 
per game and passing yards per game than in 2017.

The 49ers defense was anchored by DL DeForest Buckner who led 
the team with a career-high 12.0 sacks, ranked second with 67 tack-
les and was named to the Pro Bowl for the first time in his career. 
His 12.0 sacks were the most by a 49ers defender since LB Aldon 
Smith registered 19.5 sacks in 2012. Warner started all 16 games as 
a rookie and led the team with 123 tackles, ranking 12th in the NFL 
and third among all rookies. Warner became the first rookie in the 
NFL since 2000 to begin his career with four consecutive games 
with 10-or-more tackles, according to Gamebook Statistics.

In 2017, Saleh led a 49ers defensive unit that allowed 5.28 yards per 
play, which was a 0.62 yards per play improvement from 2016 and 
the third-largest improvement in the NFL from 2016-17 (Cle. - 0.76 
yards per play; NYJ - 0.72 yards per play). The defense also finished 
the season holding their opponents under 100 yards rushing seven 
times. From Weeks 12-16, the 49ers streak of holding each of their 
five opponents under 100 yards rushing was tied for the longest 
streak in the NFL over that span (Arizona). It also marked the first 
time the 49ers held five straight opponents to under 100 yards 
rushing since Weeks 11-15 of the 2012 season. The 49ers defense 
was among the league leaders at getting into the opponent’s back-
field on running plays, finishing ranked tied for fifth in the NFL by 
forcing 53 rushes for negative yardage.

Saleh’s defense continued to improve throughout the season. Over 
the final eight weeks of the year, San Francisco ranked second in 
the NFL in rushing yards allowed (640), tied for fourth in yards per 
carry allowed (3.62), fifth in rushing yards allowed per game (91.4), 
seventh in net yards allowed per game (314.4) and tied for eight in 
rushing touchdowns allowed (four).

Saleh joined San Francisco after three years (2014-16) as the line-
backers coach of the Jacksonville Jaguars. In 2016, Saleh’s line-
backers helped the Jacksonville defense rank fifth in passing yards 
allowed (215.3) and sixth in opponent rushing average (3.82). Team 
captain LB Paul Posluszny started all 16 games at MLB and led the 
team in tackles for the second consecutive season. According to 
Jaguars team statistics, LB Telvin Smith registered 118 tackles while 
starting all 16 games at outside linebacker for the first time in his 
career. Smith’s 350 career tackles were the most by a Jaguars play-
er in his first three NFL seasons.

In 2015, the Jaguars defense allowed 3.68 yards per rushing at-
tempt, the fifth lowest rushing average allowed in the NFL. Poslusz-
ny led the Jaguars and ranked fifth in the league with 133 tackles, 
according to Gamebook Statistics, while tying with Smith for the 
team lead with 13 tackles for loss. According to Jaguars team statis-
tics, Smith registered a career-high 128 tackles in 2015.

Under Saleh’s guidance, Smith stepped in the starting lineup 
and ranked third among all rookies with 99 tackles, according to 
Gamebook Statistics, in 2014. Smith led the team with two fumble 
recoveries while ranking second with nine tackles for loss. After a 
season-ending injury to Posluszny midway through the year, LB J.T. 
Thomas stepped in and set a career high in tackles along with two 
interceptions, two tackles for loss and five passes defensed.

Prior to Jacksonville, Saleh spent three seasons (2011-13) as a de-
fensive quality control coach for the Seattle Seahawks. During his 
three seasons with the Seahawks, he was responsible for assisting 
the defensive staff with day-to-day duties with a focus on the line-
backers. Working under linebackers coach Ken Norton Jr., Saleh 
aided in the development of LB K.J. Wright, LB Bobby Wagner and 
Super Bowl XLVIII MVP LB Malcolm Smith.

Before joining the Seahawks, Saleh spent six seasons with the 
Houston Texans, serving as a coaching intern (2005), defensive 
assistant (2006-08) and assistant linebackers coach (2009-10). 
In Houston, Saleh oversaw the growth of the Texans linebackers, 
including AP Defensive Rookie of the Year performances by DeMe-
co Ryans (2006) and Brian Cushing (2009). In 2009, the Pro Bowl 
duo of Ryans and Cushing were the only teammates to both rank 
among the league’s top 10 tacklers, according to Gamebook Sta-
tistics.

Saleh joined the Texans after three seasons working in the colle-
giate ranks. He began his career as an offensive assistant/tight ends 
(2002) and defensive assistant/defensive line (2003) at Michigan 
State University before spending one season (2004) as a defensive 
assistant/defensive line at Central Michigan University and a brief 
stint (2005) at the University of Georgia as a defensive assistant/
linebackers coach.

A native of Dearborn, MI, Saleh attended Northern Michigan Uni-
versity where he started at tight end for four years. Saleh and his 
wife, Sanaa, have six children: four sons, Adam, Zane, Michael and 
Sam, and two daughters, Mila and Ella.
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Jon Embree is in his fourth season as the 49ers assistant head 
coach/tight ends coach. 

Under Embree’s guidance, TE George Kittle’s game continued to 
improve in 2019 as he was named Associated Press First-Team All-
Pro, PFWA All-NFL and All-NFC and was selected as a starter in the 
Pro Bowl. Kittle led the team with 85 receptions for 1,053 yards and 
five touchdowns. He became just the fifth player in franchise his-
tory, and the first tight end, to have multiple 1,000-yard seasons, 
joining WR Jerry Rice (12), WR Terrell Owens (5), WR Anquan Boldin 
(2) and WR John Taylor (2). Kittle also set the NFL record for the 
most receiving yards by a tight end through their first three sea-
sons (2,945), surpassing TE Mike Ditka (2,774), who held the record 
since 1963.

In 2018, TE George Kittle was named Associated Press Sec-
ond-Team All-Pro and selected to the Pro Bowl in only his second 
season as he led the team with 88 receptions for 1,377 yards and 
five touchdowns, setting the NFL record for the most receiving 
yards in a single season by a tight end. Kittle also became the first 
tight end in franchise history to surpass 1,000 receiving yards in a 
single season. His 88 receptions also set the franchise record for 
the most receptions by a tight end in a single season. 

In 2017, the 49ers tight ends combined for 66 receptions for 866 
yards and six touchdowns. Rookie TE George Kittle led the tight 
end group with 43 receptions for 515 yards and two touchdowns. 
His 515 receiving yards ranked second in the NFL among rookie 
tight ends and were the most by a 49ers rookie tight end since the 
merger in 1970. Additionally, TE Garrett Celek set a new single-sea-
son career high with four touchdown receptions.

Embree came to San Francisco following three seasons (2014-16) 
with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers. In 2016 with Tampa Bay, Embree 
helped TE Cameron Brate establish career highs in three major cat-
egories with 57 receptions for 660 yards and eight touchdowns, 
which tied for the most in the NFL among tight ends. Combined 
with one touchdown each from TE Austin Seferian-Jenkins, TE 
Brandon Myers and TE Alan Cross, Buccaneers tight ends caught 
11 touchdowns, the most for the team since 1985 when Tampa Bay 
tight ends combined for 13 touchdown receptions.

In 2015, Seferian-Jenkins was limited to seven games, but still im-
proved his receiving numbers from his rookie season, recording 21 
receptions for 338 yards and four touchdowns. Seferian-Jenkins’ 
16.1 receiving average was the second-highest of any tight end in 
the NFL (New England TE Rob Gronkowski – 16.3 yards per recep-
tion) with at least 20 receptions. Embree also oversaw the develop-
ment of Brate in his first year, who started the season on the team’s 
practice squad but finished the year with 23 receptions for 288 
yards and three touchdowns. 

In 2014, Embree worked with Seferian-Jenkins who recorded 21 
receptions for 221 yards and two touchdowns in nine games. His 
reception total and receiving yards were the fourth-most ever by a 
Buccaneers rookie tight end, while his two touchdown receptions 
tied for the third-most. 

Prior to Tampa Bay, Embree spent the 2013 season as the tight 
ends coach with the Cleveland Browns. With Embree’s guidance, 
TE Jordan Cameron earned a Pro Bowl berth and ranked second in 
the NFL in receiving yards (917) by a tight end behind New Orleans 
Saints TE Jimmy Graham (1,215) and third in receptions (80) by a 
tight end behind Graham (86) and Atlanta Falcons TE Tony Gon-
zalez (80).

Embree joined the Browns after spending two years (2011-12) as 
head coach at the University of Colorado and one season (2010) as 
the tight ends coach for Washington. That season, TE Chris Cooley 
ranked second in the NFL in receptions (77) by a tight end behind 
Dallas Cowboys TE Jason Witten (94) and third in receiving yards 
(849) by a tight end behind Witten (1,002) and San Francisco 49ers 
TE Vernon Davis (914).

Embree first entered the NFL coaching ranks in 2006, where he 
spent three seasons (2006-08) as the tight ends coach for the 
Kansas City Chiefs. In 2008, TE Tony Gonzalez paced all NFL tight 
ends with 96 receptions for 1,058 yards and 10 touchdowns. In 
2007, Gonzalez led all tight ends with 99 receptions for 1,172 yards 
while adding five touchdowns. In 2006, Gonzalez ranked second 
among all tight ends in both receptions (73) and receiving yards 
(900). Gonzalez was named to the Pro Bowl and All-Pro in each of 
his three seasons working with Embree.

Prior to joining the NFL, Embree spent 13 years at the collegiate lev-
el, including three seasons at UCLA, where he served as assistant 
head coach/wide receivers (2003) and assistant head coach/tight 
ends (2004-05). 

From 1993-2002, Embree was at the University of Colorado where 
he spent 10 years serving in a variety of roles. He was the tight ends 
coach for two seasons (1993-94) before moving to defensive ends 
coach for four years (1995-98). Embree returned to his role as tight 
ends coach for two years in 1999 before spending two seasons as 
the wide receivers/kickers coach (2001-02).

Embree began his coaching career at Colorado as a volunteer as-
sistant coach in 1991 before spending one year as the receivers/
tight ends coach at Douglas County (CO) High School.

Originally a sixth-round pick (166th overall) of the Los Angeles 
Rams in 1987, Embree appeared in 13 games over two seasons with 
LA before suffering a career-ending elbow injury in 1989 while with 
the Seattle Seahawks. 

A native of Englewood, CA, Embree lettered four seasons (1983-86) 
as a tight end at the University of Colorado and ended his career in 
the top five in both career receptions (80) and yards (1,116) along 
with five touchdowns. He graduated with a degree in communica-
tions in 1987. Embree and his wife, Natalyn, have three children: two 
sons, Taylor and Connor, and one daughter, Hannah.
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John Benton, a veteran of 33 years of coaching experience, includ-
ing 16 seasons in the NFL, is in his fourth season as the 49ers offen-
sive line coach.

In 2019, the 49ers offensive line showcased their toughness and 
depth throughout the season. San Francisco’s offense ranked sec-
ond in the NFL in rushing yards per game (144.1) and fourth in the 
NFL in total offense (381.1 yard per game). The 144.1 rushing yards 
per game were the fourth-most by the team since 1990. The of-
fense also had three players rush for over 500 yards for just the 
second time in franchise history and first time since 1954. The team 
success on the ground continued in the postseason, as the 49ers 
offense rushed for an average of 204.0 yards per game. The of-
fensive line faced its share of adversity, as four different starters 
along the line missed time due to injury, but newcomers OL Daniel 
Brunskill, OL Ben Garland and rookie OL Justin Skule each stepped 
in at different points throughout the season.

Under Benton’s tutelage in 2018, the 49ers offensive line was an-
chored by veteran T Joe Staley and 2018 first round draft choice 
Mike McGlinchey, who both started all 16 games. The 49ers offen-
sive line, featuring Staley, McGlinchey, OL Mike Person, C/G Weston 
Richburg and OL Laken Tomlinson, combined to make 79 of 80 
starts between them. The line helped pave the way for RB Matt 
Breida, who ranked fourth in the NFL averaging 5.3 yards per carry.

In 2017, the 49ers offensive line continued to improve throughout 
the season. Anchored by T Joe Staley, who was selected to the Pro 
Bowl, the offensive line helped the 49ers offense rank 12th in the 
NFL, averaging 349.2 yards per game. San Francisco also registered 
3,925 net passing yards, the most by the team since 2000 (4,239). 

In 2016, Benton served as an assistant offensive line coach for the 
Jacksonville Jaguars. Under the guidance of Benton and assis-
tant head coach/offensive line coach Doug Marrone, the Jaguars 
offensive line allowed 34 sacks, the fewest sacks allowed in a sin-
gle season since 2007 (31) and 17 fewer than the team allowed in 
2015. Seeing improvement as the season progressed, the Jaguars 
offense ranked fifth in rushing yards per game (124.5) during the 
second half of the 2016 season (weeks 9-16).

Prior to Jacksonville, Benton spent two seasons (2014-15) as the 
offensive line coach for the Miami Dolphins. In 2015, the Dolphins 
averaged 4.35 yards per carry, good for ninth in the NFL, while RB 
Lamar Miller tied a career high with eight rushing touchdowns. 

In 2014, Benton’s offensive line helped the Dolphins offense pro-
duce 361 first downs, tied for the second-most in franchise history 
and the most since 1985, when the team had the same amount. The 
line paved the way for Miller, who surpassed the 1,000-yard rushing 
mark (1,099) for the first time in his career, and helped protect QB 
Ryan Tannehill, whose 4,045 passing yards were the most by a Mi-
ami quarterback since Dan Marino (4,453 yards) in 1994. Miller and 
Tannehill combined to become the first duo in franchise history to 
produce a 1,000-yard rusher and 4,000-yard passer in a season.

Prior to Miami, Benton served as the offensive line coach for the 
Houston Texans for eight seasons (2006-13). With the Texans, Ben-
ton’s offensive line was instrumental in establishing one of the 
NFL’s top-ranked offensive attacks, setting franchise marks for 
rushing yards (2,448) in 2011, and passing yards (4,654) and total 
offense (6,129 yards) in 2009. Behind All-Pro T Duane Brown and 
All-Pro C Chris Myers, Houston’s offensive line helped All-Pro RB 
Arian Foster become the 13th fastest player in NFL history to reach 
5,000 career rushing yards. Additionally, Foster registered three 
consecutive 1,000-yard seasons (2010-12) and a franchise-record 
25 career 100-yard rushing games. 

In 2012, Benton’s offensive line anchored Houston’s third consec-
utive 2,000-yard rushing season as Foster led the NFL with 15 
rushing touchdowns. Foster surpassed the 1,000-yard mark for 
the third consecutive season behind the play of Myers and Brown. 
Houston’s offense ranked seventh in yards per game (372.1) and 
eighth in points per game (26.0) while allowing 28 sacks, the fourth 
fewest in the AFC.

The Texans offensive line helped pave the way for a franchise 
record 2,448 rushing yards in 2011. Excelling in the playoffs, the 
Houston run game averaged 159.5 yards per game in helping the 
Texans reach the Divisional round. For the first time in franchise 
history, the Texans had two players eclipse 900 rushing yards in 
the same season as Foster recorded 1,224 yards and RB Ben Tate 
notched 942 yards on the ground. Both Foster and Tate rushed for 
100-or-more yards in the same game twice during the 2010 season, 
making Houston just the sixth team since 1985 to accomplish the 
feat. In Benton’s system, Myers was selected to his first Pro Bowl 
while Brown was selected as a Second-Team All-Pro by the Associ-
ated Press.

Benton’s unit paved the way for another record-setting season for 
Houston’s offense in 2010. The Texans ranked third in the NFL with 
a franchise-record 6,186 yards of offense (386.6 yards per game) 
and helped Foster lead the NFL in rushing yards (1,616) and total 
touchdowns (18; 16 rushing, two receiving), each setting a new sin-
gle-season franchise record.

In 2009, the line provided protection for the NFL’s passing leader, 
QB Matt Schaub, who threw for 4,770 yards and 29 touchdowns. 
The offense ranked fourth in the NFL with an average 383.1 yards 
per game. The passing attack led the NFL with 290.9 yards per 
game while Benton’s offensive line group gave up the fifth-fewest 
sacks in the league (25).

Benton’s line featured the same starting lineup for all 16 games, a 
first in Texans history, in 2008. The offensive line paved the way 
for rookie running back Steve Slaton to set a then-franchise record 
with 1,282 rushing yards, while the offense ranked third in the NFL 
with 6,113 total yards.

In 2007, Benton’s offensive line group allowed 22 sacks, the low-
est total allowed in franchise history. In his first season in Houston, 
Benton oversaw an offensive line that surrendered 25 fewer sacks 
(43) than in 2005 (68).

Prior to joining the Texans in 2006, Benton spent two seasons 
(2004-05) with the St. Louis Rams, coaching an offensive line that 
was anchored by All-Pro T Orlando Pace. In 2005, the Rams offen-
sive line helped All-Pro RB Stephen Jackson rush for 1,046, the first 
1,000-yard season of his career. 

Prior to the NFL, Benton spent 17 years coaching at the collegiate 
level. He began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at Colo-
rado State (1987-90) before moving on to California University (PA), 
where he coached the offensive line and served as the recruiting 
coordinator (1990-94). 

Benton returned to Colorado State in 1995, where he spent nine 
years as offensive line coach (1995-99) and co-offensive coordina-
tor (2000-03).

A native of Durango, CO, Benton was a four-year starter as an of-
fensive lineman at Colorado State (1983-86) and earned honorable 
mention All-WAC honors during his junior and senior seasons. He 
was named to the WAC’s All-Academic team as a senior in 1986. 
Benton and his wife, Nicole, have two children: Gabrielle and Paige.
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Prior to Eastern Michigan, Bullocks spent three seasons (2012-14) 
at the University of Northern Iowa where he served as assistant 
coach/secondary. In three seasons at UNI, Bullocks helped the Pan-
thers reach new heights, spending a combined 23 weeks ranked in 
the Football Championship Subdivision (FCS) polls. 

During the 2014 campaign, Bullocks’ secondary totaled 17 inter-
ceptions and three players from his defensive backfield were rec-
ognized by the Missouri Valley Football Conference (MVFC) for 
all-conference accolades. UNI ranked second in scoring defense 
(19.9 points per game allowed), second in total defense (313.6 yards 
per game allowed) and fifth in passing defense (206.6 pass yards 
allowed per game) among all MVFC teams.

In 2013, Northern Iowa ranked second in scoring defense (18.8 
points per game allowed), third in total defense (334.5 yards per 
game allowed) and fifth in passing defense (202.9 pass yards al-
lowed per game) among all MVFC teams. Under Bullocks’ guid-
ance, CB Ray Mitchell ranked second in the conference with four 
interceptions 

Originally a second-round pick (40th overall) by the Detroit Lions in 
the 2006 NFL Draft, Bullocks appeared in 31 games (22 starts) and 
totaled 115 tackles, four passes defensed, three fumble recoveries, 
one forced fumble and 1.0 sack during his four-year (2006-09) NFL 
career with Detroit. In 2008, he was the team’s Ed Block Courage 
Award winner and was the recipient of the Chuck Hughes Most Im-
proved Player Award.

Bullocks played collegiately at the University of Nebraska (2001-
05), where he appeared in 48 games at safety. In 2005, he earned 
Second-Team All-Big 12 honors and was named to the Big 12 Fall 
Commissioner’s Academic Roll in 2005. He earned his degree in 
sociology in 2005.

A native of Chattanooga, TN, Bullocks is the founder of the Bullocks 
Foundation, which mentors and establishes scholarships for stu-
dent-athletes to further education in his hometown. Bullocks and 
his wife, Vanessa, have four children: Bella, Thalia, Starlet and Liv.

Daniel Bullocks is in his fourth season with the 49ers and second as 
the team’s safeties coach. He spent the previous two seasons (2017-
18) as the 49ers assistant defensive backs coach.

In 2019, Bullocks helped the 49ers defense rank first in the NFL in 
passing yards allowed per game (169.2), the fewest passing yards 
allowed per game in the NFL since 2009 (NYJ - 153.7). It also marked 
the first time San Francisco led the NFL in passing yards allowed 
per game since 1987 (165.6). The 49ers defense also ranked second 
in the NFL in total yards per game allowed (281.8) and seventh in 
both opponent completion percentage (61.3) and opponent quar-
terback rating (83.0). DB Jimmie Ward started all 13 games in which 
he appeared and registered 60 tackles, 1.0 sack and eight passes 
defensed. S Jaquiski Tartt started a career-high 12 games and tal-
lied 44 tackles, 0.5 sack, two passes defensed, one forced fumble 
and a career-high two fumble recoveries. 

In 2018, working alongside defensive backs coach Jeff Hafley, the 
49ers secondary improved from 22nd in the NFL in passing yards 
allowed per game in 2017 to 11th in the league in 2018 (233.3). The 
49ers also ranked 10th in the NFL in opponent completion percent-
age (63.5), improving from 20th in the NFL the year prior. In his first 
season with San Francisco, CB Richard Sherman helped lead the 
49ers secondary as he registered 37 tackles, 1.0 sack and four pass-
es defensed while CB K’Waun Williams led the secondary with 45 
tackles.

In 2017, the 49ers secondary continued to improve throughout 
the season. Rookie CB Ahkello Witherspoon started the final nine 
games and finished the season with 32 tackles and he tied for the 
team-lead in both interceptions (two) and passes defensed (sev-
en). Rookie DB Adrian Colbert started each of the last six games he 
played and finished with 32 tackles, two forced fumbles, one fum-
ble recovery and five passes defensed. In his first season with San 
Francisco, K’Waun Williams set a career high with 54 tackles while 
adding his first career interception, two forced fumbles, one fumble 
recovery and five passes defensed.

In 2016, Bullocks served as the assistant defensive backs coach with 
the Jacksonville Jaguars where he worked with defensive backs 
coach DeWayne Walker and helped the Jaguars pass defense rank 
third in fewest yards allowed per pass attempt (6.58) and fifth in 
fewest passing yards per game allowed (215.3). CB Jalen Ramsey, 
selected fifth overall in the 2016 NFL Draft, started all 16 games for 
Jacksonville while leading the team and all rookies with 14 passes 
defensed en route to being named to the PFWA All-Rookie team. 

Prior to Jacksonville, Bullocks spent one season (2015) as assistant 
coach/cornerbacks at Eastern Michigan University. Bullocks helped 
EMU improve from 11th in pass defense in 2014 (274.8 pass yards 
allowed per game) to second in pass defense (202.8 pass yards al-
lowed per game) in 2015 among Mid-American Conference teams.

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Clay joined San Francisco after spending the previous two seasons 
(2014-15) as a member of the Philadelphia Eagles coaching staff. 
After serving as a quality control coach in 2014, Clay was named a 
special teams assistant for the Eagles in 2015. Philadelphia ranked 
second in the league in punt return average (11.4) and was one 
of four teams to register multiple return touchdowns on special 
teams. RB Darren Sproles earned his second career Pro Bowl se-
lection as a return specialist after leading the NFL in punt return 
yards (446) and ranking tied for first in the NFL in punt return 
touchdowns (two).

A native of San Jose, CA, Clay was a four-year letterman as a line-
backer for the University of Oregon (2009-12). He earned Sec-
ond-Team All-Pac-12 honors as a senior in 2012, recording 101 
tackles, three sacks and one forced fumble while starting in all 12 
games. Following his college career, he signed with the Miami Dol-
phins as an undrafted free agent in 2013.

Clay attended Bellarmine College Preparatory (San Jose, CA), where 
he played fullback and linebacker and was a two-time All-Mercury 
News First-Team selection.

Michael Clay is in his fifth season with the 49ers and fourth as an 
assistant special team coach. He previously served as a strength & 
conditioning assistant in 2017 and an assistant special teams coach 
with the team in 2016. 

In 2019, while working alongside special teams coordinator Richard 
Hightower, the 49ers special teams unit posted an average starting 
field position of the 32.1 yard line, ranking second in the NFL (NE 
- 32.7). San Francisco also held opponents to an average starting 
field position of the 24.7 yard line, which ranked seventh. K Robbie 
Gould connected on 23 of 31 field goal attempts and finished the 
season with 110 points, marking his third-consecutive 100-or-more 
point season with the 49ers. He was also named Special Teams 
Player of the Month for December for the third-consecutive season 
since joining the 49ers in 2017. Rookie P Mitch Wishnowsky regis-
tered a 44.9 punt average which ranked second among all rookies 
in franchise history (min. 20 punts). WR Richie James Jr. ranked 
seventh in the NFL in punt return average (8.0) and 10th in kickoff 
return average (21.4).

San Francisco’s special teams units flourished in 2018. K Robbie 
Gould set the 49ers single-season franchise record for field goal 
percentage (97.1), as he connected on 33 of 34 field goal attempts 
and finished the season with 126 points. He also set the franchise 
record for most consecutive field goals made (33) and finished 
the season connecting on each of his final 23 attempts. Gould was 
named NFC Special Teams Player of the Month for December and 
was a two-time recipient of the NFC Special Teams Player of the 
Week Award (Week 2 & 15). Rookie WR Richie James Jr. was named 
All-NFC kick returner by the PFWA, as he averaged 25.2 yards per 
kickoff return, which ranked seventh in the NFL. James Jr. also reg-
istered the team’s first kickoff return for a touchdown (97 yards) 
since 2011.

MICHAEL CLAY
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Day went to Connecticut after two years (2010-11) as the quarter-
backs coach of the Chicago Bears. In his first season, Day coached 
QB Jay Cutler, who completed 261 of 432 passes for 3,274 yards and 
23 touchdowns. The Bears went 11-5, won the NFC North and ad-
vanced to the NFC Championship that season. The following year, 
Chicago started three different quarterbacks, as Cutler, QB Caleb 
Hanie and QB Josh McCown combined to throw for 3,346 yards and 
18 touchdowns.

Day’s first stint with the 49ers spanned three seasons (2007-09) 
as an offensive quality control coach. He worked with the team’s 
quarterbacks in 2007, running backs in 2008 and offensive line in 
2009. In those three seasons, RB Frank Gore rushed for 3,258 rush-
ing yards, the seventh-most in the NFL during that timespan. 

Day joined the 49ers after spending the 2006 season at the Univer-
sity of Michigan. With the Wolverines, he was the assistant quarter-
backs and quality control coach in charge of developing the team’s 
quarterbacks. His other duties included opponent film breakdown, 
recruiting and other assignments for the team’s staff.

Prior to joining the Michigan staff, Day spent four seasons coaching 
at Auburn (WA) Riverside High School. He coached the wide receiv-
ers (2001) and quarterbacks (2002) during his first two years. Day 
continued as the quarterbacks coach along with his promotion to 
offensive coordinator for the 2003-04 seasons.

Day graduated from Kansas State University in 1999 with a degree 
in English. He lettered in football as a wide receiver at Rhodes Col-
lege in Memphis, TN. In addition, Day played shortstop and outfield 
on the Lynx baseball team. He and his wife, Christie, have a daugh-
ter, Vivienne.

Shane Day is in his fifth season with the 49ers and second as the 
team’s quarterbacks coach, having previously served as San Fran-
cisco’s offensive quality control coach for three seasons (2007-09). 
Day spent the prior three years (2016-18) as the tight ends coach of 
the Miami Dolphins.

In 2019, Day worked with QB Jimmy Garoppolo, as he completed 
329 of 476 attempts (69.1 percent) for 3,978 yards and 27 touch-
downs with a passer rating of 102.0, earning Comeback Player of 
the Year honors from Sporting News. His 69.1 completion percent-
age in 2019 ranked tied for fourth in the NFL (min. 200 attempts) 
and his 27 passing touchdowns ranked tied for fifth. Garoppolo’s 
69.1 completion percentage also ranked third in franchise history 
and was the highest in a single season since 1994 (QB Steve Young 
– 70.4 percent). He also ranked fourth in franchise history for the 
most passing yards (3,978) and completions (329) in a single sea-
son. 

In 2018 with Miami, Day worked with second-round draft pick, TE 
Mike Gesicki, who finished the season with 22 receptions for 202 
yards (9.2 average). The year earlier, TE Julius Thomas caught 41 
passes for 388 yards (9.5 average) and ranked third on the team 
with three touchdowns.

In his first season with the Dolphins in 2016, Day helped Miami 
have their most successful season since 2008, winning 10 games, 
including nine of the final 11 to finish the season and earn a play-
off berth. After losing TE Jordan Cameron to injury in Week 3, Day 
prepared TE Dion Sims for one of the best seasons of his career as 
he started 11 games and finished with career highs in receptions 
(26) and receiving touchdowns (four) to go along with 256 yards. 
Former undrafted TE MarQueis Gray also had the best season of 
his career, setting career highs with seven starts, 14 receptions and 
174 receiving yards. 

Day joined Miami after two seasons as the assistant offensive line 
coach (2014-15) with Washington. In 2015, Washington ranked 10th 
in scoring (24.3 points per game) and the offensive line allowed 27 
sacks that season, the fifth-fewest in the NFL. Washington won the 
NFC East for the second time since 1999 with a nine-win campaign. 
T Trent Williams earned his fourth-consecutive Pro Bowl selection 
and was named Associated Press Second-Team All-Pro for the first 
time in his career. In 2014, RB Alfred Morris rushed for 1,074 yards, 
his third consecutive season with 1,000-or-more yards, and Wil-
liams earned the third Pro Bowl selection of his career. 

Prior to Washington, Day was the quarterbacks coach at the Univer-
sity of Connecticut for two seasons (2012-13). In 2013, he took over 
play-calling duties after nine games and helped the Huskies finish 
the season on a three-game winning streak as the team threw for 
seven touchdowns and only one interception.

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Before Buffalo, Fleury spent four seasons (2009-12) at Towson 
University where he served as the special teams coordinator/de-
fensive backs coach. He helped the team achieve top-10 national 
rankings in kickoff return yardage (24.28 yards per return) in 2011 
and punt return defense (3.46 yards per return) in 2010. Towson 
won the Colonial Athletic Association (CAA) in 2011 and earned a 
share of the conference title in 2012.

Fleury was an assistant at Sacred Heart University for four seasons, 
spending one year (2005) as secondary coach and the following 
three (2006-08) as defensive coordinator. In 2008, the Pioneers 
posted an 8-3 record, which ranked as the third-highest win total 
in the history of the school. Fleury began his coaching career as an 
intern and graduate assistant at the University of Maryland from 
2003-04. In 2003, the Terrapins went 10-3, earned a victory in the 
Gator Bowl and finished 17th in the nation in the final poll.

Fleury began his collegiate career at Maryland before transferring 
to Towson, where he played quarterback for four years (1999-
2002) and earned a degree in sport management from the school 
in 2002. He and his wife, Natasha, have one daughter, Nadia.

Brian Fleury is in his second season with the 49ers and first as an 
offensive quality control coach. He spent the 2019 season as a de-
fensive quality control coach with the team. He joined San Francis-
co after spending the previous three years with the Miami Dolphins 
as the team’s football research analyst (2016) and director of foot-
ball research (2017-18).

In his roles with the Dolphins, Fleury worked closely with defensive 
coordinator Matt Burke to help prepare for upcoming opponents 
and follow NFL trends. He assisted the team’s defensive backs in 
2018 after assisting the defensive line in 2017 and linebackers in 
2016.

Fleury joined Miami from the Cleveland Browns, where he was the 
team’s outside linebackers coach in 2015 and assistant linebackers 
coach in 2014. In 2015, OLBs Armonty Bryant (5.5) and Christian 
Kirksey (3.5) set career highs in sacks. In his first season with the 
Browns, Fleury helped coach Paul Kruger to the most productive 
season of his career, as he set career highs in tackles (53), sacks 
(11.0) and forced fumbles (four). Kruger’s 11.0 sacks tied for the fifth-
most in team history at the time and were the most by a member 
of the Browns since 2006. In addition, the Browns finished second 
in the NFL with 21 interceptions, while also finishing tied for fourth 
in takeaways (29).

Prior to his time in Cleveland, Fleury spent the 2013 season as a 
quality control coach for the Buffalo Bills, working with the line-
backers. He helped develop rookie LB Kiko Alonso, who registered 
159 tackles, four interceptions, 2.0 sacks, four passes defensed, two 
fumble recoveries and one forced fumble and was named PFWA 
NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year. The Bills set a franchise record 
with 57 sacks, the second-most in the NFL in 2013. Buffalo’s defense 
also finished 10th in the NFL in total defense (333.4 yards per game).

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From 2005 to 2007, Foerster was the offensive line coach and as-
sistant head coach for the Baltimore Ravens. Under Foerster, 2013 
Pro Football Hall of Fame inductee T Jonathan Ogden made the 
Pro Bowl in all three seasons. In 2007, RB Willis McGahee rushed 
for 1,207 yards, the second-highest total of his career, and earned a 
trip to the Pro Bowl. In 2006, the Ravens offense set team records 
for fewest sacks allowed (17) and most wins in a season (13) with 
Foerster.

Before joining the Ravens, Foerster was the offensive coordina-
tor for the Miami Dolphins (2004), tight ends coach for the Indi-
anapolis Colts (2002-03) and offensive line coach for the Tampa 
Bay Buccaneers (1996-2001). While in Tampa Bay, Foerster helped 
three players make a combined five Pro Bowl appearances – C Tony 
Mayberry (1997-99), C Jeff Christy (2000) and G Randall McDaniel 
(2000). As the assistant offensive line/tight ends coach for the Min-
nesota Vikings (1993-95), Foerster helped tutor 2009 Pro Football 
Hall of Fame inductee G Randall McDaniel, who earned Pro Bowl 
appearances in all three seasons.

Foerster also worked in the collegiate ranks, serving as the offen-
sive line coach for the University of Minnesota (1992), assistant 
offensive line/special teams coach at Stanford University (1988-91) 
and offensive line coach for Colorado State University (1983-87). 
He began his coaching career in 1982 as a graduate assistant at 
Colorado State. Foerster graduated with a degree in history after 
a successful playing career with CSU as a center from 1979 to 1982, 
starting as a walk-on before earning a scholarship as a sophomore.

Foerster and his wife, Michelle, have three children: Kathleen, Jake 
and Micah.

Chris Foerster is in his first season as an assistant offensive line 
coach with San Francisco after serving as a consultant with the 
49ers for two seasons (2018-19). He also spent three seasons with 
San Francisco (2008-09 and 2015) as the team’s offensive line 
coach.

Prior to returning to San Francisco, Foerster spent two seasons 
(2016-17) with the Miami Dolphins as the run game coordinator/of-
fensive line coach (2017) and offensive line coach (2016). In 2016, 
the offensive line was critical to Miami’s four-win turnaround from 
2015. After starting the season 1-4, the Dolphins won nine of their 
final 11 games to earn a playoff berth and their first winning sea-
son since 2008. During those 11 games, the team’s offensive line 
helped the Dolphins rank third in the NFL with 132.9 rushing yards 
per game and tied for third with just 13 sacks allowed. 

In 2014, Foerster’s unit assisted RB Alfred Morris to reach 1,000 
yards for the third consecutive season (1,074) and earned a trip to 
the 2015 Pro Bowl. His offensive line aided one of the NFL’s top rush-
ing attacks during the 2012-13 seasons as well. Washington ran for 
a league-leading 4,873 yards in that two-season span and was one 
of only two teams to average at least five yards per carry across 
those two years (5.01). In 2013, Foerster’s unit powered Washington 
to the fifth-most rushing yards in the league (2,164) and helped the 
team rush for 2,000 yards in consecutive seasons for the first time 
since 2005-06. Those seasons led to Pro Bowl honors for T Trent 
Williams, the first two of his career.

In 2012, Foerster led a unit that helped Washington rush for a 
team-record 2,709 yards, ranking first in the NFL in that category 
for the first time since 1933. The team’s offensive line was a ma-
jor part of Washington’s first NFC East Championship since 1999, 
blocking for the team’s young backfield that featured rookie QB 
Robert Griffin III and rookie RB Alfred Morris. Morris set a new sin-
gle-season team high in rushing yards with 1,613, while Griffin III led 
all quarterbacks with 815 rushing yards that season.

Foerster helped groom two rookies as starters in 2011, as undrafted 
free agent T Willie Smith and seventh-round pick G Maurice Hurt 
started a combined 11 games for Washington in Weeks 9-16. The 
offensive line featured 10 different starting combinations that sea-
son. During the 2010 season, Foerster’s offensive line featured four 
new starters that helped Washington lead the league in receptions 
of 50-or-more yards (nine). 

Prior to joining Washington, Foerster spent two years (2008-09) 
working with the offensive line of the 49ers. In 2008, he was orig-
inally brought on as co-offensive line coach before being named 
offensive line coach in Week 8 of the season. In 2009, Foerster’s 
unit helped RB Frank Gore rush for 1,120 yards, his fourth consec-
utive 1,000-yard season. Gore set a career high with 10 rushing 
touchdowns that season and was selected to the Pro Bowl. During 
his time with San Francisco, he also assisted in the development of 
perennial Pro Bowl T Joe Staley.

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Prior to working in Houston, Holland spent three seasons with 
the Detroit Lions. He began with Detroit as a defensive assistant 
from 2003-04 before moving to linebackers coach in 2005. He 
also spent three seasons with the Seattle Seahawks as the team’s 
assistant special teams/assistant strength and conditioning coach 
(2000) and linebackers coach (2001-02).

Holland began coaching in the NFL as a defensive quality con-
trol coach with the Green Bay Packers from 1995-97. In 1998, he 
coached the Packers special teams and later spent one season 
(1999) as the team’s linebackers coach. He was part of Green Bay’s 
staff that won back-to-back NFC Championships, including a victo-
ry in Super Bowl XXXI.

Originally a second-round (41st overall) draft pick by the Packers 
in the 1987 NFL Draft, Holland played seven seasons (1987-93) with 
the Packers where he registered 100-or-more tackles in each of 
his final six seasons. In 1992, he led Green Bay with 145 tackles and 
helped the team to its first playoff victory in 11 years. Holland was 
inducted in the Packers Hall of Fame in 2001.

A native of Hempstead, TX, Holland was a four-year letterman 
(1983-86) at Texas A&M University where he led the Aggies in tack-
les in each of his final three seasons. He was enshrined in the Texas 
A&M Hall of Fame in 1993 as well as the Cotton Bowl Hall of Fame 
in 2000.

Holland and his wife, Faith, have two children: son, Jordan, and 
daughter, Joli. 

Johnny Holland is in his fourth season with the 49ers and third as 
the run game specialist/outside linebackers coach. He previously 
served as the team’s linebackers coach in 2017. 

In 2019, Holland helped guide San Francisco’s defense which 
ranked second in the NFL in total yards allowed per game (281.8), 
the fewest total yards allowed per game by the team since 1997 
(250.8). Rookie LB Dre Greenlaw played in all 16 games (10 starts) 
and tallied 87 tackles, 1.0 sack, one interception and two passes de-
fensed as he was named to the PFWA All-Rookie team. In his first 
season with the 49ers, LB Kwon Alexander started all eight games 
in which he appeared and registered 34 tackles, 0.5 sack, one inter-
ception, one forced fumble and two passes defensed.

In 2018, Holland helped the 49ers run defense rank seventh in the 
NFL in rushing yards allowed per play (4.09). The defense also im-
proved from tied for 21st in the NFL in 2017 to 14th in rushing yards 
allowed per game (113.4). The 113.4 rushing yards allowed per game 
were the fewest allowed by the team since 2014 (100.8). Under Hol-
land’s tutelage, LB Mark Nzeocha set career highs in tackles (17), 
sacks (1.0), forced fumbles (one) and passes defensed (one).

Holland worked with the 49ers linebackers in 2017, passing on wis-
dom from his seven-year playing career and almost two decades of 
coaching experience. Rookie LB Reuben Foster finished second on 
the team with 72 tackles and LB Brock Coyle played in all 16 games, 
setting career highs in starts (10), tackles (62), forced fumbles (one) 
and passes defensed (one), while also adding 0.5 sack.

In 2016, Holland was the inside linebackers coach with the Cleve-
land Browns. He worked with a linebacking corps that was led by 
LBs Christian Kirksey and Demario Davis. In his first season as a 
full-time starter, Kirksey registered a career-high 143 tackles, the 
fifth-most in the NFL according to Gamebook Statistics. After sign-
ing with the Browns as a free agent, Davis finished second on the 
team with 99 tackles.

Holland went to Cleveland following three seasons (2013-15) in 
the Canadian Football League (CFL). He served as the lineback-
ers coach with the B.C. Lions from 2014-15 and the Saskatchewan 
Roughriders in 2013, helping guide the Roughriders to a Grey Cup 
win in his lone season with the team.

Before his time in the CFL, Holland was linebackers coach with the 
Oakland Raiders (2012) after one season (2011) with the Virginia De-
stroyers of the United Football League (UFL), helping the team win 
the league championship.

Holland served as linebackers coach for five seasons (2006-10) 
with the Houston Texans. Under Holland’s tutelage, LB DeMeco Ry-
ans (2006) and LB Brian Cushing (2009) each earned Associated 
Press Defensive Rookie of the Year honors. In 2009, Cushing regis-
tered 133 tackles, according to Gamebook Statistics, four sacks and 
four interceptions as the Texans reached nine wins, the highest 
total in franchise history at the time. In 2006, Ryan finished with 
156 tackles, according to Gamebook Statistics, the most by an NFL 
rookie in 20 years.

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In 2014, Kocurek assisted a Lions defense that finished the season 
ranking first in the NFL in rushing yards allowed per game (69.3). 
Detroit’s 69.3 rushing yards allowed per game was the second-low-
est in the NFL over the previous 10 seasons, trailing Pittsburgh’s 
2010 defense (62.8). The Lions ranked eighth in the NFL with 42.0 
sacks that season as Detroit earned an NFC Wild Card berth after 
an 11-5 finish. 

Suh earned AP First-Team All-Pro honors and a Pro Bowl selection 
in 2013 after ranking second among NFL defensive tackles with six 
passes defensed to go along with 5.5 sacks. The Lions defense al-
lowed 99.8 rushing yards per game, ranking sixth in the NFL. Ansah 
led all NFL rookies with a team-high 8.0 sacks. 

In 2012, Suh was second among NFL interior defensive linemen 
with 8.0 sacks and earned AP Second-Team All-Pro honors and his 
second Pro Bowl selection, while DE Cliff Avril led the team with 9.5 
sacks. 

The 2011 Lions finished tied for 10th in the NFL with 41.0 sacks. De-
troit went 10-6 and earned an NFC Wild Card spot. Suh again earned 
AP First-Team All-Pro honors as Avril led the team and tied for 11th 
in the NFL with 11.0 sacks. His sack total was the second-highest of 
Avril’s career in a single season. 

Kocurek was promoted to defensive line coach in 2010, where he 
helped the Lions finish sixth in the NFL with 44.0 sacks, an improve-
ment from 29th in the league (26.0 sacks) the year prior. He worked 
closely with Detroit’s first-round pick, Suh, who led the team and all 
NFL defensive tackles with 10.0 sacks that season, the most by an 
NFL rookie interior defensive lineman since 2003, when Minneso-
ta’s Kevin Williams registered 10.5. Suh’s 10.0 sacks were the most 
by a Lions defensive tackle since Henry Thomas had 10.5 in 1995. 
Suh’s 66 tackles were fourth on the team and fifth among NFL de-
fensive tackles. He became the first rookie defensive tackle to ever 
earn AP All-Pro honors and the first rookie defensive lineman to do 
so since Tennessee’s Jevon Kearse in 1999. He was also named AP 
Defensive Rookie of the Year, becoming the sixth defensive tackle 
to win the honor and first since Miami’s Tim Bowens in 1994. 

Kris Kocurek (KO-SIR-ick) is in his second season as the 49ers de-
fensive line coach. He joined San Francisco after spending the 2018 
season as the defensive line coach with the Miami Dolphins.

In 2019, Kocurek helped the 49ers defense rank second in the NFL 
in total yards allowed per game (281.8), the fewest total yards al-
lowed per game by the team since 1997 (250.8). San Francisco also 
ranked tied for fifth in the NFL in sacks (48.0), the most by the team 
in a single season since 1998 (51.0). With DLs Arik Armstead (10.0), 
Nick Bosa (9.0), DeForest Buckner (7.5) and Dee Ford (6.5), the 
49ers were the only team in the NFL to have four-or-more players 
with 6.5-or-more sacks in 2019. Bosa, who played in all 16 games (14 
starts) and registered 47 tackles, 9.0 sacks, one interception, one 
forced fumble, two fumble recoveries and two passes defensed, 
was named Defensive Rookie of the Year by the Associated Press 
and the PFWA, and Rookie of the Year by Sporting News, PFWA and 
Pepsi. He was also named to the PFWA All-Rookie Team and was 
named a starter in the Pro Bowl.

With the Dolphins, Kocurek coached DE Robert Quinn and DE Cam-
eron Wake who registered 6.5 and 6.0 sacks respectively. Quinn’s 
6.5 sacks in his first season with Miami were his second-most in a 
single season since 2015.

Prior to Miami, Kocurek spent nine years with the Detroit Lions, first 
as the team’s assistant defensive line coach (2009), followed by 
eight seasons as defensive line coach (2010-17). In his first season 
leading the defensive line, Kocurek played a vital role in DT Nda-
mukong Suh’s Defensive Rookie of the Year award and helped de-
velop him into a three-time AP First-Team All-Pro (2010 & 2013-14) 
and three-time Pro Bowl (2011 & 2013-14) selection. Suh’s 36.0 sacks 
as a member of the Lions are the most in franchise history among 
defensive tackles.

While Kocurek was the Lions defensive line coach from 2010-17, 
Detroit’s defensive linemen registered 250.0 sacks, which was the 
fourth-most by a defensive line in the NFL during that timespan. His 
defensive linemen also ranked fourth in forced fumbles (57) and 
ninth in passes defensed (82) over that eight-year period as well. 

Under Kocurek’s tutelage in 2017, DE Ezekiel Ansah tied for eighth 
in the NFL with 12.0 sacks. During that same year, DE Anthony Zettel 
started all 16 games and finished with a career-high 6.5 sacks in his 
second NFL season, while DT A’Shawn Robinson ranked eighth 
among NFL interior defensive linemen with 53 tackles and tied for 
the league lead with six passes defensed. 

The 2016 Lions earned an NFC Wild Card berth as Kocurek helped 
develop undrafted free agent DE Kerry Hyder into the team leader 
with 8.0 sacks in 16 games played. 

In 2015, Ansah set a career high with 14.5 sacks for the Lions. His 
sack total led the NFC and ranked third in the NFL, as Ansah earned 
his first Pro Bowl selection and AP Second-Team All-Pro honors. An-
sah also forced four fumbles, which was tied for second in the NFL.

Kocurek originally entered the NFL in 2009 as Detroit’s assistant 
defensive line coach. He helped DT Sammie Hill start as a rookie af-
ter being a fourth-round selection from Division II Stillman College. 
Hill finished the season with 26 tackles and two fumble recoveries 
in 13 games. 

Prior to Detroit, Kocurek served as the defensive line coach at 
Stephen F. Austin State University (2008), assistant head coach/
defensive line coach at West Texas A&M University (2007) and de-
fensive line coach at Texas A&M University-Commerce (2006). At 
West Texas A&M in 2007, the Buffaloes won the Lone Star Confer-
ence and led the league in scoring defense (19.5 points per game). 
At Texas A&M University-Commerce in 2006, Kocurek helped the 
team’s defense lead the LSC in scoring and total yards allowed. He 
began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at Texas A&M 
University-Kingsville (2004-05) and a graduate assistant at Texas 
Tech (2003). 

A native of Rockdale, TX, Kocurek was originally drafted in the sev-
enth-round (237th overall) of the 2001 NFL Draft by the Seattle Se-
ahawks as a defensive lineman. Following his release from the Se-
ahawks prior to the 2001 season, he was signed to the Tennessee 
Titans practice squad and was later promoted to the team’s active 
roster and appeared in one game with Tennessee in 2001 before 
spending the 2002 season on the Injured Reserve List. Kocurek 
played collegiately at Texas Tech, where he was a three-time All-
Big 12 selection (1998-2000). He was selected team captain and 
named the team’s defensive player of the year as a senior in 2000. 
He earned his bachelor’s degree from Texas Tech and his master’s 
from Texas A&M University-Kingsville. Kocurek and his wife, Amy, 
have one daughter, Presley.
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Stan Kwan is in his 30th season in the NFL and fourth as an assis-
tant special teams coach with the 49ers. He joined San Francisco 
after four seasons (2013-16) as the assistant special teams coach 
with the New Orleans Saints.  

In 2019, while working alongside special teams coordinator Richard 
Hightower, the 49ers special teams unit posted an average starting 
field position of the 32.1 yard line, ranking second in the NFL (NE 
- 32.7). San Francisco also held opponents to an average starting 
field position of the 24.7 yard line, which ranked seventh. K Robbie 
Gould connected on 23 of 31 field goal attempts and finished the 
season with 110 points, marking his third-consecutive 100-or-more 
point season with the 49ers. He was also named Special Teams 
Player of the Month for December for the third-consecutive season 
since joining the 49ers in 2017. Rookie P Mitch Wishnowsky regis-
tered a 44.9 punt average which ranked second among all rookies 
in franchise history (min. 20 punts). WR Richie James Jr. ranked 
seventh in the NFL in punt return average (8.0) and 10th in kickoff 
return average (21.4).

San Francisco’s special teams units flourished in 2018. K Robbie 
Gould set the 49ers single-season franchise record for field goal 
percentage (97.1), as he connected on 33 of 34 field goal attempts 
and finished the season with 126 points. He also set the franchise 
record for most consecutive field goals made (33) and finished 
the season connecting on each of his final 23 attempts. Gould was 
named NFC Special Teams Player of the Month for December and 
was a two-time recipient of the NFC Special Teams Player of the 
Week Award (Week 2 & 15). Rookie WR Richie James Jr. was named 
All-NFC kick returner by the PFWA as he averaged 25.2 yards per 
kickoff return, which ranked seventh in the NFL. James Jr. also reg-
istered the team’s first kickoff return for a touchdown (97 yards) 
since 2011.   

In 2017, the 49ers special teams units excelled. Veteran K Robbie 
Gould had a career year, leading the NFL with a career-high 39 
made field goals and finishing third in the NFL with a career-high 
145 points. Gould’s 39 made field goals are the second-most in a sin-
gle-season in franchise history (K David Akers – 44 made field goals 
in 2011) and tied for the third-most in a single-season in NFL history. 
P Bradley Pinion set a career high with 41.3 net punting average 
and the punt coverage unit ranked second in the NFL, allowing 4.2 
yards per return. The 4.2 opponent punt return average was the 
eighth-best in the NFL since 2001.      

In 2016, Kwan worked with Saints P Thomas Morstead, who ranked 
fourth in the NFL with a 48.3 punting average. Rookie K Wil Lutz 
made 28 of his 34 field goal attempts (82.4 percent) and 49 of 50 
extra points that season.

New Orleans’ punt return unit was led by rookie RB/RS Marcus 
Murphy in 2015, who returned the first punt for a touchdown by a 
member of the Saints since 2011, scoring on a 74-yard punt return 
at Carolina. The units also registered a blocked punt recovered for 
a touchdown, blocked two kicks, returning one blocked extra point 
attempt for the first defensive two-point conversion since the NFL 
implemented 2015 rule changes. 

Kwan joined New Orleans after three seasons (2010-12) in the same 
role with the Buffalo Bills. In 2012, the Bills led the NFL in punt re-
turn average (17.1 average), registered two return touchdowns and 
ranked fourth in kickoff return average (27.0). In 2011, the Bills kick-
off coverage units held opponents to 20.4 yards per return, also 
leading the NFL. The punt return unit finished tied for first in the 
AFC and third in the NFL with a 12.7 average.

Prior to his time in Buffalo, Kwan spent six seasons with the Detroit 
Lions (2004-09), his second stint with the team. In those six years, 
the Lions blocked 16 kicks, the second-most in the NFL over that 
timespan. Kwan served as Detroit’s special teams coordinator from 
2008-09. In 2009, the Lions ranked fifth in the NFC in average start-
ing field position (27.0 yard line) and tied for fourth in the NFL with 
three special teams takeaways. In 2008, the Lions led the NFL with 
five special teams takeaways and a plus-four turnover margin. That 
same season, K Jason Hanson kicked a NFL-high eight field goals 
from 50-or-more yards.

From 2001-03, Kwan worked as a special teams assistant/defensive 
quality control coach for the Arizona Cardinals. He went to Arizona 
following his first stint with the Lions from 1997-2000 as an offen-
sive and special teams assistant. He first entered the NFL in 1991 
as a coaching assistant with the San Diego Chargers and served 
as an offensive and special teams assistant with the Chargers from 
1991-96.

A native of Phoenix, AZ, Kwan played baseball collegiately at San 
Diego State University for three years and earned his bachelor’s 
degree in criminal justice. He spent one year at South Mountain 
Community College (Phoenix, AZ) prior to attending San Diego 
State where he was the first freshman to be named captain of the 
baseball team. 

Kwan attended Phoenix Camelback High School where he set 
school career records for batting average, runs scored, stolen bas-
es, on-base percentage and walks. In his junior year, Camelback 
was the top-ranked team in the state and was ranked 16th in the na-
tion. He earned all-state honors twice as a shortstop and doubled 
as the school’s quarterback, where he set the school single-game 
passing record (327 yards).
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Tony Oden is in his first season as the 49ers defensive backs/cor-
nerbacks coach. He joined San Francisco after spending the pre-
vious two seasons with the Miami Dolphins as the team’s safeties 
(2019) and defensive backs coach (2018).

The 2019 Miami safeties saw first-year S Steven Parker, in his first 
full season with the Dolphins working with Oden, register career 
highs in games played (14), games started (four), tackles (19) and 
passes defensed (three) while tying a team high with two intercep-
tions. 

As defensive backs coach for the Dolphins in 2018, Oden led a 
Miami secondary that assisted in 21 interceptions, which ranked 
second in the NFL and were the most by the Dolphins in a single 
season since 2003. The Dolphins secondary registered 17 of the 21 
interceptions, the second-most in the NFL. CB Xavien Howard reg-
istered a career-high seven interceptions, which was tied for first in 
the NFL as he earned his first career trip to the Pro Bowl. Rookie S 
Minkah Fitzpatrick finished the season with two interceptions, tied 
for seventh among NFL rookies. 

Before joining the Dolphins, Oden spent four seasons (2014-17) as 
the defensive backs/cornerbacks coach of the Detroit Lions. From 
2014-17, the Lions registered 58 interceptions, the ninth-most in the 
NFL during that span. 

The 2017 Lions finished tied for fourth in the NFL with 19 intercep-
tions. Detroit finished tied for the team record with seven defensive 
touchdowns, with CBs Nevin Lawson and D.J. Hayden each scoring 
on fumble recoveries for touchdowns. CB Darius Slay’s career-high 
eight interceptions were tied for the most in the NFL that season. 
Slay also finished with 60 tackles and led the NFL with 26 passes 
defensed, earning First-Team All-Pro honors and the first Lions cor-
nerback to make the Pro Bowl since 2004 and the first of his career. 

In 2016, Lawson and Slay finished fourth and fifth respectively in 
tackles for Detroit, while Slay led the team with 13 passes defensed. 
Detroit earned a NFC Wild Card playoff berth after finishing with a 
9-7 record. 

Oden worked with rookie cornerback Quandre Diggs in 2015, with 
the sixth-round selection finishing with 35 tackles, six passes de-
fensed, one forced fumble and one fumble recovery. In his first sea-
son in Detroit in 2014, Oden coached Slay, who ranked tied for sixth 
in the NFL and second among rookies and second-year players 
with 17 passes defensed. Detroit finished tied for third in the NFL 
with 20 interceptions that season. 

Prior to his time in Detroit, Oden was cornerbacks coach for the 
Tampa Bay Buccaneers in 2013. Tampa Bay was tied for third in 
the NFL with 21 interceptions, with CB Darrelle Revis earning Pro 
Bowl honors in his only season with the team after registering 50 
tackles, a team-high 11 passes defensed, two interceptions and two 
forced fumbles. Rookie second round CB Johnthan Banks led the 
team with three interceptions that season. 

In 2012, Oden was the secondary coach of the Jacksonville Jag-
uars. CB Derek Cox tied a career high and led the team with four 
interceptions to go along with 11 passes defensed. S Dawan Landry 
finished with 100 tackles and one interception. 

Oden was part of the New Orleans Saints organization for six sea-
sons (2006-11), serving as the assistant secondary coach (2006-
10) and later moving to secondary coach for one year (2011). With 
the Saints, Oden and New Orleans won the NFC South three times 
(2006, 2009, 2011) and Super Bowl XLIV. Oden’s secondary helped 
a Saints defense finish fourth in the NFL in 2010, allowing 193.9 
passing yards per game, and third in the NFL in the same category 
in 2006 (178.4). S Roman Harper earned Pro Bowl honors following 
the 2009 and 2010 seasons. 

Oden first entered the NFL in 2004 with the Houston Texans, where 
he was a defensive assistant and assistant defensive backs coach 
for two seasons (2004-05). In 2004, Houston ranked fifth in the 
NFL after registering 22 interceptions, the most in a single season 
in franchise history. 

Before coaching in the NFL, Oden served as defensive backs coach 
at Eastern Michigan University (2003), after spending three sea-
sons at East Carolina University as the safeties coach (2002), sec-
ondary coach (2001) and outside linebackers coach (2000). Prior 
to joining East Carolina, Oden was the assistant defensive backs 
coach at Army West Point (1998-99). He began his coaching career 
as assistant defensive backs coach at Millersville (PA) University in 
1996, followed by one season as a graduate assistant working with 
the wide receivers at Boston College (1997).

Oden played linebacker at Baldwin-Wallace College where he 
earned First-Team Ohio Athletic Conference honors twice and was 
a 1994 Division III All-American. A native of Cleveland, OH, Oden 
and his wife, Amanda, have a son, Jaylen, and a daughter, Ryan.

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Mike Rutenberg is in his first season as the 49ers passing game 
specialist. He joined San Francisco after spending the previous sev-
en seasons with the Jacksonville Jaguars as the team’s assistant 
linebackers coach (2018-19), defensive assistant (2016-17) and as-
sistant defensive backs coach (2013-15).

Throughout his time in Jacksonville, Rutenberg worked with line-
backers coach Mark Collins and assisted defensive coordinator 
Todd Wash. In 2018, LBs Telvin Smith Sr. (134) and Myles Jack (107) 
each recorded career highs in tackles, with Smith finishing with 
the sixth-most tackles in the NFL. Smith also registered two inter-
ceptions, including one returned for a touchdown, as Jack also re-
turned his first career interception for a touchdown in 2018.

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DeMeco Ryans is in his fourth season with the 49ers and third as 
the team’s inside linebackers coach. He served as the team’s defen-
sive quality control coach in 2017. 

In 2019, Ryans helped guide San Francisco’s defense which ranked 
second in the NFL in total yards allowed per game (281.8), the few-
est total yards allowed per game by the team since 1997 (250.8). 
The 49ers defense also ranked first in the NFL in forced fumbles 
(21) and sixth in takeaways (27). LB Fred Warner started all 16 games 
and led the team with 118 tackles, while also adding 3.0 sacks, one 
interception (returned for a touchdown), three forced fumbles, one 
fumble recovery and nine passes defensed.

Katie Sowers is in her fifth season in the NFL and third as an offen-
sive assistant with the 49ers. She previously spent the 2017 season 
with the team as a seasonal offensive assistant. Sowers originally 
joined San Francisco in June of 2017 as part of the 49ers 2017 Bill 
Walsh Minority Fellowship, where she worked with the team’s wide 
receivers.

In 2016, Sowers spent the offseason/training camp in the same ca-
pacity with the Atlanta Falcons, working closely with Atlanta assis-
tant head coach/wide receivers coach Raheem Morris in organiz-
ing, conducting and concluding practice drills. Following her time 
on the field as a coach, she spent nine months as a scouting intern 
with the Falcons. 

Sowers joined Atlanta after spending five years (2012-16) as the ath-
letic director of the City of Kansas City. A former member of the 
2013 United States Women’s National Football Team and a player 
herself in the WFA (women’s football alliance) for eight years, Sow-
ers earned her master’s degree in kinesiology with an emphasis in 
pedagogy from the University of Central Missouri in 2012.  

OFFENSIVE ASSISTANT

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Robert Turner Jr. is in his fourth season as the 49ers running backs 
coach after spending the previous two seasons (2015-16) in the 
same capacity with the Atlanta Falcons. A veteran of 24 NFL sea-
sons, Turner is responsible for overseeing three of the top nine 
rookie rushing seasons in the NFL since 1970 [Alfred Morris – 1,613 
rushing yards in 2012 (fourth); Clinton Portis – 1,508 rushing yards 
in 2002 (seventh); Mike Anderson – 1,500 rushing yards in 2000 
(eighth)].

The 2019 San Francisco 49ers led the NFL with 23 rushing touch-
downs and ranked second in rushing yards per game (144.1). The 
49ers ground attack featured three players with 500-or-more rush-
ing yards in a single season (RB Raheem Mostert – 772; RB Matt 
Breida – 623; RB Tevin Coleman – 544) for just the second time in 
franchise history (1954 - three players). In 1954, three of the four 
members of the “Million Dollar Backfield” had more than 500 rush-
ing yards in Joe Perry (1,049), John Henry Johnson (681) and Hugh 
McElhenny (515). FB Kyle Juszczyk was selected to the Pro Bowl for 
the fourth-consecutive season. In the postseason, the 49ers aver-
aged 204.0 rushing yards per game as Mostert led the way with 
336 yards and five touchdowns on 36 carries (6.3 average).

In 2018, the 49ers rushed for 1,902 yards and seven touchdowns on 
423 carries. The team’s 118.9 rushing yards per game ranked 13th 
in the NFL and seventh in the NFC in 2018. RB Matt Breida led the 
team with 153 carries for 814 yards (5.3 average) and three touch-
downs. His 5.3 average ranked fourth in the NFL in 2018 and was 
the highest rushing average by a 49ers running back (minimum 
100 carries) since 2006 (RB Frank Gore – 5.4 average). Additionally, 
FB Kyle Juszczyk earned Pro Bowl honors for the third-consecutive 
season.

In 2017, the 49ers rushed for 1,662 yards and 15 touchdowns on 408 
carries. San Francisco ranked tied for seventh in the NFL in both 
rushing touchdowns (15) and carries of 10-or-more yards (53). FB 
Kyle Juszczyk was named to the Pro Bowl for the second-consecu-
tive season and first time as a member of the 49ers and rookie RB 
Matt Breida averaged 4.43 yards per carry, ranking 10th in the NFL 
(minimum 100 carries).

In 2016, the Falcons ranked fifth in the league in rushing yards per 
game (120.5) and tied for third in the NFL with 20 rushing touch-
downs. RB Devonta Freeman registered 1,079 rushing yards and 
13 total touchdowns, the fifth most among running backs, to earn 
his second consecutive Pro Bowl selection. Freeman also ranked 
fifth among running backs with 54 receptions for 462 yards. Part 
of a two-pronged attack, RB Tevin Coleman registered 520 rushing 
yards, 421 receiving yards and 11 total touchdowns on the year.

In 2015, Freeman earned his first All-Pro and Pro Bowl selections 
as he was one of seven players to eclipse the 1,000 rushing yard 
mark (1,056) and tied for the NFL lead with 11 rushing touchdowns. 
Freeman’s 1,634 total yards from scrimmage ranked fifth among all 
players during the 2015 season.

Prior to Atlanta, Turner spent four years (2010-13) as assistant head 
coach and running backs coach for Washington. In 2013, Washing-
ton ranked fifth in the NFL with 135.3 rushing yards per game and 
finished with 61 rushes of 10-or-more yards, the fourth most in the 
league. Morris finished the year ranked fourth in the NFL with 1,275 
rushing yards to earn his first career Pro Bowl berth. 

In 2012, Washington set a franchise record with 2,709 rushing 
yards, led the NFL 169.3 rushing yards per game and ranked sec-
ond in yards per carry (5.22) and rushing touchdowns (22). Turner 
helped Morris set a franchise record with 1,613 rushing yards, as a 
rookie. Morris’ 1,613 rushing yards were the fourth most by rookie in 
NFL history (Eric Dickerson – 1,808 yards in 1983; George Roberts – 
1,674 yards in 1981; Ezekiel Elliot – 1,631 yards in 2016). 

In 2011, Turner oversaw the development of rookie RBs Roy Helu 
and Evan Royster. Helu finished the year as the team’s leading rush-
er with 640 yards, the second-highest yardage total among rookies 
that season. In Weeks 12-14, Helu became the first rookie running 
back in Washington history to post three consecutive 100-yard 
games. In weeks 16 and 17, Royster rushed for more than 100 yards 
in each game, making Helu and Royster the first rookie running 
back tandem in NFL history to each post consecutive 100-yard 
rushing games in a season.

During his first season in Washington, Turner helped develop RB 
Ryan Torain into a feature back as he posted career highs in at-
tempts (164), rushing yards (742) and touchdowns (four). Under 
Turner, Torain ran for 172 yards against Tampa Bay in Week 14, the 
10th-highest total in Washington’s history.

Turner came to Washington after spending the previous 15 seasons 
(1995-2009) as the running backs coach of the Denver Broncos, 
where he was part of teams that earned two Super Bowl champi-
onships (Super Bowl XXXII and Super Bowl XXXIII), three AFC West 
titles (1996, 1998, 2005) and seven playoff berths (1996-98, 2000, 
2003-05). 

RUNNING BACKS

ROBERT TURNER JR.
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Turner worked with 2017 NFL Hall of Fame inductee RB Terrell Da-
vis, who was named AP Most Valuable Player (1998) and AP Offen-
sive Player of the Year (1996, 1998) while helping lead the Broncos 
to back-to-back Super Bowl titles. During his 7-year (1995-2001) NFL 
career, all under Turner’s tutelage, Davis rushed for 7,607 yards and 
60 touchdowns, while delivering 1,140 rushing yards and 12 touch-
downs in only eight playoff games.

Davis’ 97.5 rushing yards per game in the regular season is the 
third-highest total in league history among running backs who 
recorded rushing attempts in at least 75 games, while his 142.5 
rushing yards per game in the postseason is the highest average 
in league history for running backs who had registered rushing at-
tempts in at least five playoff games.

During his 15 seasons in Denver, the Broncos produced the most 
rushing yards (32,829) and the most total yards (86,523) in the NFL. 
Over that span, six different running backs rushed for at least 1,000 
yards in a single season, including Davis (four times), Tatum Bell, 
Reuben Droughns, Clinton Portis (twice), Mike Anderson (twice) 
and Olandis Gary. Additionally, Turner helped Denver become the 
only franchise since the inception of the common NFL Draft in 1967 
to have two undrafted rookies reach 500 rushing yards in the first 
season with Selvin Young (2007) and Mike Bell (2008) accomplish-
ing the feat in back-to-back seasons.

Turner helped the Broncos record 11 individual 1,000-yard rushing 
seasons during his tenure, a total that includes a four-year streak 
of having a different 1,000-yard rusher each year (2003-06). Un-
der Turner, the Broncos ranked among the NFL’s top five in rushing 
during 10 of his 15 seasons, with 16 different running backs posting 
at least one 100-yard rushing game in the regular season or play-
offs.

In 2005, the trio of Mike Anderson, Tatem Bell and Ron Dayne 
helped Denver rank second in the NFL in runs of 50 yards-or-more 
(four) and fourth in the league in runs of 10 yards-or-more (60), 
while setting a franchise record for most rushing first downs (145). 

Before his arrival in Denver, Turner was assistant head coach, offen-
sive coordinator and running backs coach for four seasons (1991-
94) at Purdue. During his tenure, the Boilermakers running game 
and entire offense improved each season, going from 106th in the 
nation in 1990 to 12th in 1994, a season in which the team rushed 
for a school record 36 rushing touchdowns. That year, Turner guid-
ed All-Big Ten second-team selection Mike Alstott (1,188 yards and 
14 TDs), the school’s first 1,000-yard rusher since 1976. In 1991, Turn-
er coached the Big Ten Freshman of the Year RB Corey Rogers.

Prior to Purdue, Turner served as the running backs coach for two 
seasons (1989-90) at Ohio State University, during which time the 
Buckeyes went to two bowl games and had one of the most prolific 
running games in the Big Ten. 

Turner’s 1990 backfield was highlighted by Big Ten and National 
Freshman of the Year Robert Smith, who finished the season with 
1,126 yards and eight touchdowns. In 1989, the Buckeyes led the Big 
Ten in rushing yards per game (241.0), total offense (418.1 yards per 
game) and scoring (29.5).

Before his stint at Ohio State, Turner coached the running backs at 
Fresno State (1983-88) and at his alma mater, Indiana State (1975-
82). At Fresno State, he coached future pros RB Lavale Thomas 
(Packers), RB Anthony Mosley (Bears) and RB Aaron Craver (Dol-
phins, Broncos, Chargers, Saints).

Turner began his collegiate coaching career at Indiana State, where 
he spent eight years (1975-82) on staff. He began as running backs 
and quarterbacks coach while also working as the team’s strength 
and conditioning coordinator in 1975. In 1976, Turner became de-
fensive backs coach in addition to strength and conditioning co-
ordinator for two seasons before working as the team’s running 
backs coach and special teams coordinator for four years (1978-81). 
During his final year at Indiana State in 1982, he coached defensive 
backs and served as special teams coordinator.

During his tenure on Indiana State’s coaching staff, Turner recruit-
ed and coached two All-American defensive backs in Wayne Davis 
(1984) and Vencie Glenn (1985), both of whom went on to be sec-
ond round draft picks. He also helped ISU running back Vincent Al-
len post a 1,000-yard rushing season (1,022) in 1975.

Turner began his coaching career at Haworth (Kokomo, IN) High 
School as an assistant with the football and basketball teams from 
1972-74.

A native of East Chicago, IN, Turner was an all-conference defensive 
back at Indiana State, where he played both football and basketball. 
Turner ranks tied for second in school history with 16 career inter-
ceptions (returning two for touchdowns), including nine in 1969, 
which is tied for second most in a single season in school history. 
He earned his bachelor’s degree from Indiana State in health and 
physical education in 1972 before receiving his master’s degree 
from the school in education/administration in 1976.

Turner attended East Chicago Washington High School, where he 
played four sports (football, basketball, baseball and track). In 1993 
he was inducted into the Indiana High School Basketball Hall of 
Fame Silver Anniversary Team and was selected to the East Chica-
go Sports Hall of Fame in 1999.

Turner and his wife, Kimberly, have three daughters: Nacole, Krish-
ana and Kiaana.

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The Texans scored 30-or-more points six times in 2017, which tied 
the franchise record for the most games with 30-or-more points 
in a season (2012). Houston also threw for the third-most passing 
touchdowns in a single season in franchise history (28) and the 
most completions of 25-or-more yards in a single season in fran-
chise history (38). 

Welker played 12 seasons in the NFL with the San Diego Chargers 
(2004), Miami Dolphins (2004-06), New England Patriots (2007-
12), Denver Broncos (2013-14) and St. Louis Rams (2015). He ap-
peared in 175 games (102 starts) and registered 903 receptions for 
9,924 yards and 50 touchdowns. On special teams, he returned 183 
kickoffs for 4,138 yards (22.6 average) and one touchdown along 
with 264 punts for 2,584 yards. He also saw action in 13 postseason 
contests (11 starts) and added 88 receptions for 866 yards and five 
touchdowns. One of the most decorated undrafted players of all 
time, Welker was a four-time AP All-Pro [First-Team (2009 & 2011) 
& Second-Team (2007-08)] honoree, selected to the Pro Bowl five 
times (2009-13) and led the NFL in receptions three times (2007, 
2009 & 2011). He also holds the record for most receptions by an 
undrafted wide receiver in NFL history (903) to go along with 9,924 
career receiving yards and 50 career receiving touchdowns. Welk-
er appeared in three Super Bowls (XLII, XLVI & XLVIII) throughout 
his career and registered 26 receptions for 247 yards.

Welker was selected to the Pro Bowl or All-Pro Team in every sea-
son with the Patriots. He holds numerous franchise records for 
New England, including the five highest single-season reception 
totals in Patriots history (2007-09 & 2011-12) and the franchise re-
cord for receiving yards in a season (1,569 in 2011). Additionally, he 
holds the franchise records for most receptions in a single game 
(16), most receiving yards in a single game (217), longest reception 
(99 yards) and most career receptions (672). Welker was the first 
player in NFL history to put together five seasons with 100-or-more 
receptions and is still the only player in NFL history with five years 
with 110-or-more receptions. 

Wes Welker is in his second season as the 49ers wide receivers 
coach. He joined San Francisco after spending the previous two 
years (2017-18) with the Houston Texans as the team’s offensive/
special teams assistant.

In 2019, the 49ers receiving corps was led by rookie WR Deebo 
Samuel, who registered 57 receptions for 802 yards and three 
touchdowns while also adding 14 carries for 159 yards (11.4 aver-
age) and three touchdowns. His 57 receptions and 802 receiving 
yards each ranked second among all rookies in franchise history. 
Samuel also became the first wide receiver in franchise history to 
record three rushing touchdowns in a single season. WR Emman-
uel Sanders, who was acquired in a trade prior to Week 8, notched 
36 receptions for 502 yards and three touchdowns, while WR Ken-
drick Bourne tallied 30 receptions for 358 yards and a career-high 
five touchdowns.

The 2018 Texans finished the season with the fifth-most punt return 
yards (327) in the NFL and ranked tied for seventh after averaging 
24.4 yards per kick return. WR DeAndre Hopkins registered career 
highs in receptions (115) and receiving yards (1,572) to go along with 
11 touchdown receptions. He receiving yardage total ranked sec-
ond in the NFL as he also averaged 98.3 receiving yards per game.

In his first season on the Texans staff in 2017, Hopkins was named 
Associated Press First-Team All-Pro for the first time in his career 
after finishing with 96 receptions for 1,378 yards and a franchise-re-
cord 13 touchdowns, making him one of 14 players in NFL history, at 
that time, to post those numbers in a season and the third-young-
est ever to do so. Hopkins finished the season ranked sixth in the 
NFL in receptions (96), fourth in receiving yards (1,378), first in re-
ceiving touchdowns (13), fourth in receiving first downs (69), first in 
receptions of 25-or-more yards (17) and third in 100-yard receiving 
games (five).

In 2017, Hopkins (13 receiving touchdowns) and WR Will Fuller V 
(seven) combined for 20 receiving touchdowns, which was the 
most by any pair of teammates in the NFL on the season and the 
most by any pair of teammates in franchise history. The Texans had 
two receivers with seven-or-more touchdown receptions in a sea-
son one other time in franchise history (2008). Fuller V registered 
28 receptions for 423 yards (15.1 average) and a single-season ca-
reer-high seven touchdowns in 10 games. He scored a touchdown 
on seven of his first 11 receptions of the season. WR Braxton Miller 
also had a career year with the Texans in 2017, setting career highs 
in receptions (19), receiving yards (162), receiving average (8.5) and 
tied his career high in touchdowns (one) in 11 games.

From 2004-06, Welker put up the second most all-purpose yards 
(6,216) in NFL history in a player’s first three seasons, trailing only 
Gale Sayers, and still holds the Dolphins all-time records for total 
kickoff returns (166), kickoff return yardage (3,756) and total punt 
returns (127). Welker spent the 2013 and 2014 seasons with the 
Broncos, where he participated in his third Super Bowl, and then 
played eight games for the Rams in 2015 before retiring from the 
NFL. 

Welker attended Texas Tech University where he registered 259 
receptions for 3,019 yards and 21 touchdowns to go along with 
79 rushes for 456 yards and two touchdowns. As a punt returner, 
he scored eight touchdowns in his college career, which was tied 
for the NCAA record. In 2003, Welker won the Mosi Tatupu Award, 
given annually to the best special teams player in college football, 
and was named to the Sports Illustrated All-Decade Team as a punt 
returner. Welker and his wife, Anna, have two children: son, Carter, 
and daughter, Caroline.
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Prior to his time in Jacksonville, Whitecotton was a defensive as-
sistant at New Mexico State University for one season (2012). He 
worked under defensive coordinator David Elson and head coach 
DeWayne Walker.

Whitecotton began his coaching career at Myers Park (Charlotte, 
NC) High School (2005-11), serving as the defensive coordinator, 
linebackers and defensive line coach throughout his time at the 
school.

A native of Charlotte, NC, Whitecotton played center at the Uni-
versity of South Carolina for two seasons (2000-01) before trans-
ferring to the University of North Carolina at Charlotte where he 
earned his undergraduate degree. He and his wife, Heather, have 
one son, Jax.

Aaron Whitecotton is in his first season as the 49ers assistant de-
fensive line coach. He joined San Francisco after spending the pre-
vious three seasons with the Buffalo Bills as the team’s assistant 
defensive line coach (2018-19) and administrative assistant to the 
head coach (2017).

The 2019 Bills defense finished the season ranked third in the NFL, 
allowing 298.3 total yards per game. Buffalo’s defensive line saw 
multiple players register career highs in sacks on the season, with 
DT Jordan Phillips leading the team with a career-high 9.5 sacks, DE 
Shaq Lawson racking up 6.5 sacks and rookie DT Ed Oliver finishing 
the season with 5.0 sacks of his own, making the Pro Football Writ-
ers Association All-Rookie team.

In 2018, Buffalo allowed 294.1 total yards per game, ranking second 
in the NFL that season. DE Jerry Hughes registered 7.0 sacks on the 
year, marking his most in a season since 2014. He also tied a career 
high with three forced fumbles. In his final NFL season, DT Kyle Wil-
liams finished with 5.0 sacks and earned a trip to the Pro Bowl.

Whitecotton spent the 2017 season as the administrative assistant 
to Bills head coach Sean McDermott. He worked closely with Mc-
Dermott, who was in his first season as a head coach in the NFL.

Before joining the Bills, Whitecotton spent four years with the 
Jacksonville Jaguars as assistant defensive line coach (2016) and 
defensive assistant (2013-15). Whitecotton worked with rookie DE 
Yannick Ngakoue who registered a team-high 8.0 sacks to go along 
with four forced fumbles and earned All-Rookie honors by the Pro 
Football Writers Association. The Jaguars finished the season rank-
ing sixth in the NFL, allowing 321.7 total yards per game.

From 2013-15, Whitecotton coached along with Todd Wash, who at 
the time was the defensive line coach/run game coordinator prior 
to his promotion to Jacksonville’s defensive coordinator in 2016. He 
also assisted the entire staff in game preparation.

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Before arriving at Cal, Yenser spent three seasons at Louisiana 
Tech University, first as a graduate assistant working with the of-
fensive line (2010-11), followed by one season (2012) as the team’s 
assistant offensive line coach. In 2012, Louisiana Tech finished with 
a 9-3 record and led the NCAA in both points per game (51.5) and 
total offense (577.9 yards per game) in addition to ranking third in 
passing yards per game (350.8). Yenser helped three players earn 
First-Team All-WAC honors during his three seasons at Louisiana 
Tech, with OL Stephen Warner earning the recognition twice (2011-
12) and OL Kris Cavitt (2011) and OL Jordan Mills (2012) each being 
named First-Team once. OL Oscar Johnson and OL Kevin Sia added 
Second-Team All-WAC honors in 2012.

In 2009, Yenser was an assistant coach at Colquitt County (Norman 
Park, GA) High School, where he helped guide the Packers to an 11-3 
record and an appearance in the Georgia 5-A state semifinals. The 
year prior, he was as an offensive line coach at Henderson State 
University. 

Yenser began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at Troy 
University in 2007, working with the offensive line and special 
teams. He helped the Trojans earn a share of the Sun Belt Confer-
ence title with an 8-4 record. The Trojans led the Sun Belt in both 
points per game (34.0) and yards per game (452.8).

A native of Fort Mitchell, KY, Yenser was a four-year starter as an of-
fensive lineman at Troy (2003-06). He appeared in 42 consecutive 
games during his career as he helped the Trojans win the Sun Belt 
Conference and the New Orleans Bowl as a senior in 2006 when 
he was a team captain and First-Team All-Sun Belt selection. He 
graduated from the school with a bachelor’s degree in communi-
cation and fine arts in 2007 and later earned his master’s degree 
in science with a concentration in sports performance from Loui-
siana Tech in 2012. He and his wife, Beth, have two sons: Graham 
and Max.

Zach Yenser is in his second season as the 49ers assistant offen-
sive line coach. He joined San Francisco after spending three of the 
previous four seasons (2015-17) as the run game coordinator/offen-
sive line coach at the University of Kansas. Yenser spent the 2018 
season as an offensive quality control coach at Southern Methodist 
University.

In 2019, while working with offensive line coach John Benton, 
the 49ers offensive line showcased their toughness and depth 
throughout the season. San Francisco’s offense ranked second in 
the NFL in rushing yards per game (144.1) and fourth in the NFL 
in total offense (381.1 yard per game). The 144.1 rushing yards per 
game were the fourth-most by the team since 1990. The offense 
also had three players rush for over 500 yards for just the second 
time in franchise history and first time since 1954. The team suc-
cess on the ground continued in the postseason, as the 49ers of-
fense rushed for an average of 204.0 yards per game. The offensive 
line faced its share of adversity, as four different starters along the 
line missed time due to injury, but newcomers OL Daniel Brunskill, 
OL Ben Garland and rookie OL Justin Skule each stepped in at dif-
ferent points throughout the season.

In 2017 at the University of Kansas, the Jayhawks averaged 102.6 
rushing yards per game and finished with 11 touchdowns on the 
ground under Yenser’s leadership. In 2016, his second season at 
KU, his unit paved the way for an average of 119.1 rushing yards per 
game and 11 touchdowns, while RB Ke’aun Kinner rushed for 738 
yards and three touchdowns on 140 carries (5.3 average). Kansas 
finished the 2015 season averaging 112.9 rushing yards per game 
and finished with 10 rushing touchdowns.

Prior to his time at Kansas, Yenser spent two seasons (2013-14) as 
the offensive line coach at the University of California. In 2014, the 
Bears registered single-season records for passing yards (4,152), 
passing touchdowns (37), average total yards per game (495.2) and 
passing first downs (188). Yenser developed sophomore OL Chris 
Borrayo into Honorable Mention All-Pac-12 honors.

In 2013, Cal’s offense finished the regular season ranked third in 
the Pac-12, averaging 331.4 yards per game. The 5,443 yards of to-
tal offense by the Bears was the third-highest in school history and 
its 453.6 average yards per game ranked fourth all-time. Over the 
team’s final five games of the season, the Bears averaged 37.8 more 
rushing yards per game than it had the first seven games.

Brod’s old messages and started scrolling through them — until 
I saw one from him that jumped off the screen. ‘I love you bro.’ I 
stared at it for I don’t know how long, and then I put my phone 
down, looked up at the sky and cried until I couldn’t cry anymore.” 
He then booked a flight home to be with his family as they made 
plans for Broderick’s funeral, but his mother wouldn’t allow it. 
They agreed that even Broderick would have wanted him to play. 
So, two days later, Kwon not only played, but he played the game 
of his life. In the first quarter of the game, with his team down 3-0, 
Alexander caught up to a streaking Falcons WR Julio Jones and 
in one instance ripped the ball clean out of his hands and took off 
the other way for a 20-yard return. Next, in the second quarter, 
Alexander intercepted a pass by QB Matt Ryan and returned the 
ball for 15 yards.

The festivities kicked off as team-
mates Ronald Blair III, Richard Sherman, Jaquiski Tartt and Ahkello 
Witherspoon joined Armstead for a charity gala and silent auction 
which raised more than $100,000. Armstead then led a youth 
camp the following morning, where the children were able to get 
hands-on lessons from the NFL players. Throughout the day, Arm-
stead stressed the importance of hard work, sportsmanship and 
teamwork.

•	 In May of 2020, Armstead donated $50,000 to Sacramento’s 

Mercy Housing for students to be able to participate in distance 
learning. The donation will provide 350 Chromebooks to students, 
as well as one-year of pre-paid internet service for those families, 
many of whom have multiple students in their households. Also 
included in the donation were education kits consisting of learn-
ing activities, books, supplies and even healthy snacks benefiting 
children of all ages who remain physically at home, unable to visit 
their schools because of the coronavirus pandemic. “These are 
things that people should have access to, these are things that 
students in other communities do have access to, so this is just a 
baseline of essential needs for them to be successful in the class-
room,” said Armstead. “I think people need to realize that some 
of the things we’re experiencing right now maybe the new norm, 
even when the virus calms down.” Armstead took the time to per-
sonally deliver the Chromebooks to the recipients of the donation. 
“A lot of students had been disengaged before the pandemic, but 
even more so with school getting canceled and having to learn 
virtually and not having the technology and access,” said Arm-
stead. “I’m happy that I launched the foundation last year so that I 
could try to address some of these issues in my community.”

•	 During the 2020 offseason, 
Armstead began implimenting 
several installments of Story-
time with Arik Armstead using 
virtual platforms.  For Earth Day, 
Armstead surprised a virtual 
classroom of 20 second-grade 
students with a story time,  Q&A 
and conversations about the 
environment. For Mother’s Day, 
he and his mom, Christa, read 
“Guess How Much I Love You” 
on the 49ers Instagram account. 
Education is at the forefront of 
Armstead’s commitment to the 
Bay Area, as the defensive lineman founded the Armstead Aca-
demic Project to ensure every student, no matter their socioeco-
nomic status, has direct access to a quality education through a 
positive learning environment and resources needed in order to 
thrive and be successful.

Armstead and his teammates represented their respective causes 
with custom-designed cleats in an effort to raise awareness and 
funding. In choosing the foundation Arik Armstead Academic 
Project which focuses on education equity, “I play for all children 
to have the right to quality education,” said Armstead.

•	 Members of the 49ers 
defensive line spent time 
with 25 local youth from 
the Fam 1st Foundation at 
Shoe Palace for a special 
holiday shopping expe-
rience on December 16, 
2019. The Fam 1st Foun-
dation is based in Oak-
land and focuses on un-
derserved youth, aiming 
to build new generations 
of innovative thinkers to create solutions for the future of Oakland 
and beyond.

•	 In 2017, Armstead returned to 
his hometown of Sacramento 
to hold his Annual free youth 
football camp. The camp was 
held in Elk Grove, CA and 
sponsors made it possible for 
200 scholarships to be offered 
to interested kids. The kids 
participated in both football 
and conditioning drills with 
the players and then were 
allowed to ask questions to 
discuss not only football, but 
school, healthy choices, and 
other topics. Armstead’s goal 
was to provide campers with a unique experience on the football 
field, as well as insight into the hard work and dedication that are 
needed to make it to the NFL. “I want the kids to enjoy themselves 
while also coming away learning that they can do whatever they 
put their mind to,” said Armstead. “I want to teach them the things 
that helped me get where I am now like the importance of educa-
tion, work ethic, and faith.”

•	 If Armstead wasn’t in the NFL, he would be playing basketball. 
He was a three-year starter in basketball at Pleasant Grove High 
School in Sacramento and played two years at the University of 
Oregon before focusing solely on football for the 2014 season. 
He entered his high school senior season listed as the number 
three prospect in NorCalPrep.com’s Top 40 rankings for the class 
of 2012. “A big part of the recruiting pitch from Oregon was they 
were going to let me play two sports. We only lost 5 games during 
my time there. I wanted to go somewhere with the chance to win 
and be a part of something special.” 

•	 Armstead’s brother, Armond, was forced to retire before ever play-
ing a down in the NFL. After playing collegiately at USC, Armond 
became an All-Star for the Toronto Argonauts of the Canadian 
Football League, helping the team win the league’s 100th Grey 
Cup. He went on to sign with the New England Patriots in 2013, 
but medical issues forced him to hang up his cleats. “The biggest 
thing he has told me through this process is, ‘at the end of the day, 
it’s just football.’ Having a brother who played at this level makes 
everything less overwhelming.” 

•	 In April of 2018, Armstead worked with Leataata Floyd Elementary 
and 916 Ink to host a trip to the Imaginarium, where the young 
students developed their artistic abilities, while learning how to 
be better at communicating. The event was in conjunction with 
Armstead’s foundation, which focuses on assisting at-risk youth, 
particularly through the means of education. 

•	 Armstead and his teammates joined Levi’s in support of breast, 
colon and pediatric cancer warriors at the Crucial Catch Fashion 
Show presented by Dignity Health in October of 2018.

•	 Johnson, a sports management and business administration ma-
jor, spent the summer prior to his senior year as a sports market-
ing intern with French West Vaughan, a marketing/public relations 
firm based out of Raleigh, NC. During his internship, he worked 
with some high-profile athletes and clients which provided great 
experience. “I actually got to do a few things with MoGo, the fla-
vored mouthpiece that [former 49ers QB] Colin [Kaepernick] 
wears. I did that and then I did a few things for [Cincinnati Bengals 
DT] Geno Atkins, getting him some suits for the ESPY’s.” Johnson 
believes if he weren’t a professional football player, that he had 
found his calling in sports marketing. He said, “That was definitely 
something I would do. Just the interaction with players and busi-
nesses, I felt like that was cool.”

•	 NFL players once again had the chance to share the causes that 

are important to them during all Week 13 games of 2017, as part 
of the NFL’s My Cause, My Cleats campaign. The initiative was a 
culmination of collaborative work between the NFL and players 
across the league. Johnson supported Lucile Packard Children’s 
Hospital for My Cause, My Cleats, where he is an active volunteer. 
“After connecting with a child undergoing treatment at the hospi-
tal, I realized these diseases affect the whole family,” said Johnson. 
“My message to the children in treatment and their families: Your 
courageous fight and perseverance do not go unnoticed!”

•	 During the 2016 offseason, 
Johnson formed a special 
relationship with Will Randle-
man, a young man who suf-
fered a traumatic neck injury 
while playing youth football in 
the Bay Area. Initially, Johnson 
was expecting his visit with 
Will to be a somber one. How-
ever, he was greeted by some-
thing unexpected. “He was in 
such amazing spirits. When 
I was talking to him, I saw his 
passion and love for football. We connected over that,” said John-
son. When Johnson visits Will, the two talk about the injury, but 
also go much deeper into their friendship. “We’re friends now. 
It’s amazing that we’ve opened up to each other. I’ve honestly 
learned so much from him,” Johnson continued. “His attitude has 
really made me cherish and value the opportunity that I have. I 
just want to help any way I can and let him know he’s not fighting 
this alone.”

•	 As part of Salute to Service Month, Johnson, along with his team-
mates  and general manager, John Lynch, visited the USO office at 
the San Jose Military Entrance Processing Station to spend time 
with military applicants and their families as they took the Oath of 
Enlistment and shipped off to basic training.

And everyone 
being respectful to each other, regardless of differences of race or 
ethnicity. That’s what drives me to be out here. It brings me joy.”

a success story and was heavily influenced by his parents, Beverly 
and Kevin. Beverly works with disabled, inner-city children, while 
Kevin works as a garbage truck driver. “It forced my brother and 
me to understand priorities and family,” Richard said. For Kevin, 
it was about showing his children the value of finishing what you 
start. “I always tell my kids to finish,” Kevin said. “It’s all about fin-
ishing what I started.”

•	 Prior to Week 2’s matchup in Cincinnati during the 2019 season, 
the 49ers spent time in Youngstown, OH, where they participated 
in the Community Blitz. Sherman and some of his teammates 
joined the students at Williamson Elementary School to talk about 
inclusion and anti-bullying.

2 diabetes. It affected Williams deeply, saying, “Not 
being able to build that relationship with my grand-
father, sometimes I still think about it.” To honor his 
memory and expand the awareness and prevention 
of diabetes, Williams began to serve as an ambassa-
dor for the American Diabetes Association in 2014, 
and has done so ever since in order to help others 
focus on the importance of wellness in life. “As we 
all know, it affects a lot of Americans, not just around 
the world, but in America we have almost 30 mil-
lion people living with the disease,” Williams said. 
“It’s almost catastrophic, and it can be without the 
right awareness. Obviously, I lost my grandfather at 
a young age to this disease, so I have a special inter-
est in working with the ADA every year. To me, I feel 
like it’s something that I have to do,” Williams said. “I 
owe it to my family and to myself to do.”

•	 In June of 2018, Williams hosted the 5th Life and 
Skills Camp, also known as Silverback football camp, at Lobo Sta-
dium in his hometown of Longview, Texas. Williams hosted more 
than 100 athletes during the afternoon with assistance from Los 
Angeles Rams LB Travin Howard, who also attended Longview 
High School, as well as other volunteer coaches. Williams enjoys 
being able to give back to his community, and said, “This is where 
I grew up, the place that birthed me. Anytime I get a chance to 
come back and connect with the community, I love it.”

To know that I’ve done enough 
in my career, and I feel like I’ve got a lot left to do, to have my jer-
sey retired, it’s a blessing.”

•	 Throughout his career, Williams has made it a priority to assist 
and help those who shaped him in his younger years. In 2015, 
Williams donated $25,000 to his high school alma mater to help 
fund EKG screening for every member of the football program. 
He has also donated a new locker room, new shoes for elemen-
tary students and Christmas gifts for those in need in his home-
town of Longview, Texas. “This is home,” his mother, Veronica, 
said. “Trent loves giving back to the community here. When it’s 
involving children, that’s his first love.” Williams’ former high 
school coach, John King, added, “The money he’s given our foot-
ball program, our athletic program, our high school, the at-risk 
kids throughout the district and in this community, he’s never 
forgotten home. He’s done a lot of things that haven’t gotten rec-
ognition. Just a tremendous person.”

The 49ers defeated the Tampa Bay Buccaneers, 31-17, in the first game 
of the 2019 regular season at Raymond James Stadium in Tampa. After the 
Buccaneers were forced to punt on their first drive, the 49ers opened the 
scoring with a 29-yd. FG from K Robbie Gould. Both teams traded posses-
sions before Buccaneers QB Jameis Winston was stripped by DL Dee Ford, 
who notched his first sack and FF as a member of the 49ers. Later in the 
drive, LB Fred Warner forced a fumble by Buccaneers TE O.J. Howard, which 
was recovered by DL Ronald Blair III. Warner picked up his second FF of his 
career, with Blair III registering his first career FR. The Niners drive end-
ed with QB Jimmy Garoppolo getting intercepted by Tampa Bay CB Vernon 
Hargreaves III, who returned the pick for a 15-yd. TD. Buccaneers K Matt 
Gay converted on the extra point, giving Tampa Bay a  7-3 lead. The 49ers 
responded immediately with an 11-play, 57-yd. drive which resulted in a 
36-yd. FG by Gould to close the deficit to 7-6. On the following Buccaneers 
drive, LB Mark Nzeocha notched his first career INT. The Niners were un-
able to capitalize on the ensuing drive, as Buccaneers CB Carlton Davis III 
recovered a fumble to close the first half. The 49ers offense struck on the 
first drive of the second half, as Garoppolo found WR Richie James Jr. for 
a 39-yd. TD recept., his second career TD and first of the season. Gould 
knocked in the extra point to put San Francisco ahead 13-7. On the ensuing 
possession, the 49ers defense contributed to the scoring, as CB Richard 
Sherman intercepted Winston, returning it 31-yds. for a TD. It was Sher-
man’s third career INT returned for a TD, and his first since as a member 
of the 49ers. The Buccaneers answered, as WR Chris Godwin registered a 
10-yd. TD recept. to bring the score to 20-14. Gould was unable to convert 
on a 57-yd. FG, ending his streak of consecutive FGs with 25, which ranks 
3rd The teams traded possessions to open the fourth quarter before Gay 
knocked in a 31-yd. FG, cutting the 49ers’ lead to 20-17. On the 49ers 
following drive, Gould converted on a 47-yd. FG, his third of the day. The 
Niners put the game away, as CB Ahkello Witherspoon intercepted Winston’s 
pass and returned it 25-yds. for his first career TD. It marked the first time 
since 11/25/12 at NO that the 49ers registered 2 pick-6s in the same game. 
Garoppolo connected with WR Deebo Samuel on the two-point conversion, 
extending the lead to 31-17. The Buccaneers were unable to score on the 
final drive, as the Niners opened the season with a road victory for the first 
time since 2014 [W, 28-17 at Dal. (9/7/14)].

NOTES: LB Fred Warner forced a fumble by Buccaneers TE O.J. Howard 
which was recovered by DL Ronald Blair III. Warner picked up his 2nd FF of 
his career, with Blair registering his 1st career FR … DL Dee Ford stripped 
Buccaneers QB Jameis Winston on a 6-yd. sack. He now has 10 FFs and 
32.5 sacks for his career. Dating back to 2018, Ford has registered 8 FF, the 
most in the NFL over that span … The 49ers registered 2 FFs in the first 
half, marking the first time the team had 2-or-more FFs in the first half of 
a game since 12/31/17 at LAR (2 FFs) … CB Richard Sherman intercepted 
Winston, returning it for 31 yds. for a TD, his first as a member of the 49ers. 
It marked Sherman’s 33rd career INT and 3rd INT returned for a TD  …  CB 
Ahkello Witherspoon registered a 25-yd. INT returned for a TD, marking 
the 3rd INT of his career and 1st TD. It marked the first time since 11/25/12 
at NO that the 49ers registered 2 pick-6s in the same game … LB Mark 
Nzeocha also picked off Winston, marking his first career INT … San Fran-
cisco’s 3 INTs on the day were the most by the team in a single game since 
12/24/17 vs. Jax. (3 INTs) … In his NFL debut, DL Nick Bosa registered a 
9-yd. sack on Winston, the first of his career  … DL Arik Armstead regis-
tered 1.0 sack for 5-yds., the 10th of his career and first since 10/28/18 at 
Arz … WR Richie James Jr. registered his 2nd career TD on a 39-yd. pass 
from QB Jimmy Garoppolo.

The 49ers earned their second win of the season with a 41-17 victory over 
the Bengals. With their second consecutive win, San Francisco begins the 
season 2-0 for the first time since the 2012 season and the 19th time in 
franchise history. On the first play of the Bengals opening drive, DL Arik 
Armstead sacked Bengals QB Andy Dalton for an 8-yd loss. After the Ben-
gals punted, the 49ers offense got to work on a 4-play, 51-yd. drive which 
was capped off by QB Jimmy Garoppolo finding WR Marquise Goodwin for 
a 38-yd. TD pass. K Robbie Gould knocked in the extra point to give the 
49ers a 7-0 lead. The Bengals responded on the next drive, as QB Andy 
Dalton connected with TE Tyler Eifert for a 1-yd. TD recept. to tie the score. 
On the ensuing drive, San Francisco struck again, this time on a 39-yd. TD 
pass to RB Raheem Mostert, the first TD recept. of his career. The 49ers led 
14-7 as the Bengals came up empty on the following drive. The offense 
couldn’t get going on their next drive, as Garoppolo was picked off by CB 
William Jackson III for a 19-yd. return. Bengals K Randy Bullock missed the 
FG opportunity on the resulting drive before the 49ers took control of the 
ball. RB Matt Breida led the drive with 3 carries for 43-yds., before RB Jeff 
Wilson Jr. scored in a 2-yd. TD run, his first TD of his career. Gould secured 
the extra point to extend the 49ers lead to 21-7. The Bengals then narrowed 
San Francisco’s lead, as Bullock connected on a 37-yd. FG. Garoppolo and 
the offense were unable to answer on their next drive and were forced to 
punt. The 49ers defense made their presence known, as LB Kwon Alexander 
intercepted Dalton’s pass intended for Eifert. This marked his first INT as a 
member of the 49ers and 7th of his career. San Francisco closed the first 
half with a 33-yd. FG courtesy of Gould to extend the lead to 24-10. The 
second half opened with a 7-play, 75-yd. drive that was capped off as 
Garoppolo found rookie WR Deebo Samuel in the endzone for a 2-yd. TD 
recept. This was Samuel’s first career TD as he registered a career-best 
5 rec. for 87 yds. on the day.  Dalton was sacked twice on the following 
drive, as both DL Ronald Blair III and DL DeForest Buckner picked up 1.0 
sack each before Cincinnati was forced to punt. Gould connected on his 
second FG of the contest, from 38-yds., widening the 49ers lead to 34-10. 
The 49ers put the game away as Wilson punched in his second TD of the 
game to start the fourth quarter to end the 6-play 82-yd. drive. Both teams 
came up short as they traded possesions, until the Bengals final drive saw 
a 66-yd. TD recept. by WR John Ross III. San Francisco’s 41 pts. scored are 
the most by the team since 12/24/17 vs. Jax. (44 pts.) and the most scored 
on the road by the 49ers since 10/27/13 at Jax. (42 pts.). With the win, San 
Francisco opened the season with back-to-back road victories for the first 
time since 1989.

NOTES: The 49ers offense rushed for 259 yds. on the day, the most by 
the team since 12/20/14 vs. SD (355 rushing yds.). The offensive line held 
strong, allowing no sacks on QB Jimmy Garoppolo. San Francisco registered 
13 rushing 1st downs, the most in a single game by the team since 9/14/15 
vs. Min. (14 rushing 1st downs) ... The 49ers offense finished with 572 total 
net yds. of offense, the most by the team since 10/7/12 vs. Buf. (621 total 
net yds.) and the 5th-most in franchise history ... QB Jimmy Garoppolo 
completed 17 of 25 atts. for 297 yds., 3 TDs and a passer rating of 131.2. 
His 3 TD passes tied a career high and were the most as a member of the 
49ers [3 TDs vs. Mia. (9/18/16)]. Garoppolo’s 131.2 passer rating was his 
highest as a member of the 49ers (min. 25 atts.) and highest since 9/18/16 
vs. Mia. (135.4) ... RB Matt Breida registered 12 carries for 121 yds. (10.08 
avg.). It marked his 4th career game with 100-or-more rushing yds. and 
first since 11/25/18 at TB (106 yds.) ... RB Raheem Mostert registered 
his first career TD recept. on a 39-yd. pass from Garoppolo. His 39-yd. 
recept. is also the longest of his career. Mostert finished the day with a 
career-high 68 rec. yds. while adding 83 yds. on the ground. His 151 yds. 
from scrimmage set a new career-high and were the most by a 49ers RB 
since 9/16/18 [RB Matt Breida - 159 yds. (138 rushing, 21 rec.)] ... RB 
Jeff Wilson Jr. registered 10 carries for 34 yds. and 2 TDs. His 2-yd. and 
4-yd. TD runs were the 1st and 2nd of his career. Wilson Jr. became the 
first member of the 49ers to register 2-or-more rushing TDs in a single 
game since RB Carlos Hyde at LAR (12/31/17 – 2 TDs) ... TE George Kittle 
registered 3 recepts. for 54 yds. With 54 rec. yds. on the day, he now has 
2,000 career rec. yds. in 33 career regular season games. He now ranks 
t-3rd in NFL history as the fastest TE to reach 2,000-or-more career rec. 
yds ... QB Jimmy Garoppolo connected with WR Marquise Goodwin on a 
38-yd. TD recept. It marked Goodwin’s first TD recept. of the season and 
13th of his career. He finished the game with 3 recepts. for 77 yds. and 1 
TD ... WR Deebo Samuel registered 5 recepts. for 87 yds. and 1 TD. His 
first career TD recept. came on a 2-yd. pass from Jimmy Garoppolo ... LB 
Kwon Alexander intercepted Bengals QB Andy Dalton, marking his first INT 
as a member of the 49ers, 7th of his career, and his first since 2017 as a 
member of the Tampa Bay Buccaneers ... DL Arik Armstead brought down 
Cincinnati Bengals QB Dalton for an 8-yd. loss. Armstead now has 2.0 sacks 
on the season and has registered at least 1.0 sack in back-to-back games 
for the 2nd time in his career ...

The 49ers defeated the Pittsburgh Steelers, 24-20, in the 2019 home 
opener, marking their first home opener win since 2016. The Steelers 
opened the scoring, as K Chris Boswell converted on a 46-yd. FG following 
a 49ers turnover. Pittsburgh added to their lead as Boswell connected on his 
2nd FG of the game (26-yds.), to make the score 6-0. In the 2nd Qtr., the 
49ers offense put together a 9-play, 43-yd. drive resulting in a 24-yd. FG 
by K Robbie Gould to cut the Steelers lead in half. The 49ers defense held 
strong throughout the first half, as DL Dee Ford sacked Steelers QB Mason 
Rudolph just before halftime. The defense opened the 2nd half strong, as 
CB K’Waun Williams picked off Rudolph on the Steelers first drive of the 
3rd Qtr. The INT led to the 49ers first TD of the game, as RB Jeff Wilson Jr. 
recorded a 1-yd. TD to give San Francisco their first lead of the day, 10-6. 
The Steelers answered, as WR JuJu Smith-Schuster registered a 76 yd. TD 
recept. The following drive, the 49ers answered again, as Wilson Jr. picked 
up his 2nd TD of the game, to make the score 17-13. Wilson Jr. becomes 
the first member of the 49ers with at least 2 rushing TDs in consecutive 
games since RB Frank Gore in Weeks 7-8 of the 2013 season. Both teams 
traded possessions before the Steelers took the lead, as Rudolph found WR 
Dionte Johnson for a 39 yd. TD recept. making the score 20-17. Late in the 
4th Qtr., with the 49ers trailing by 4, DL Arik Armstead forced a fumble by 
Steelers RB james Conner that was recovered by DL DeForest Buckner. On 
the ensuing possession, QB Jimmy Garoppolo led the team on a 7-play, 
24-yd. drive that was capped off with a 5-yd. game-winning TD pass to 
WR Dante Pettis with 1:15 left in the game. With the win, the Niners open 
the season 3-0 for the first time since the 1998 season and the 8th time in 
franchise history.

NOTES: Late in the 4th Qtr. with the 49ers trailing 17-20, DL Arik Armstead 
forced a Pittsburgh Steelers RB James Conner fumble, marking his 2nd ca-
reer FF [at Buf. (10/16/16)]. The fumble was recovered by DL DeForest 
Buckner, his 4th career FR and first since 12/23/18 vs. Chi. The takeaway 
led to the game-winning 5-yd. TD pass from QB Jimmy Garoppolo to WR 
Dante Pettis. It marked Garoppolo’s third 4th-Qtr. comeback win with the 
49ers (12/3/17 at Chi. & 12/17/17 vs. Ten.) and his first game-winning TD 
pass. It also marked the first game-winning TD recept. for Pettis ... The 
49ers offense had 436 net yds. (168 rushing and 268 passing). Along with 
the 572 net yds., the offense (259 rushing and 313 passing) amassed last 
week at Cin. (9/15/19), it marked the first time the 49ers offense had over 
430 net yds. in consecutive weeks since 2003 [12/7/03 vs. Arz. – 496 (232 
rushing and 264 passing) and 12/14/03 at Cin. – 502 (171 rushing and 331 
passing)] ... The 49ers defense registered 2 takeaways on the day (1 INT, 
1 FR), with each takeaway leading to TDs (1-yd. TD run by RB Jeff Wilson 
Jr. & 5-yd. TD pass from Garoppolo to Pettis). Through the first 3 weeks of 
the season, the 49ers have turned 7 takeaways into 32 points, ranking 2nd 
in the NFL for the most points off of takeaways … CB K’Waun Williams 
intercepted Rudolph, marking his 1st INT of the season and 2nd of his career 
... The INT led to a Wilson Jr. 1-yd. TD run ... DL Dee Ford brought down 
Pittsburgh Steelers QB Mason Rudolph for a 5-yd. sack. He has 2.0 sacks 
on the season and 32.5 for his career ... Buckner brought down Rudolph for 
a 9-yd. sack. He now has 2.0 sacks on the season and has registered 1.0 
sack in consecutive games for the 4th time in his career ... In addition to his 
FR, Buckner was also credited with 1 FF, marking the 2nd FF of his career 
… Wilson Jr. finished the game with 8 carries for 18 yds. and 2 TDs. He 
now has 4 rushing TDs on the season and at least 2 rushing TD in back-to-
back games for the first time in his career, becoming the first member of the 
49ers with at least 2 rushing TDs in consecutive games since RB Frank Gore 
in Weeks 7-8 of the 2013 season.

The 49ers defeated the Browns on ESPN’s Monday Night Football, as San 
Francisco opened the season 4-0 for the first time since the 1990 season 
and the 4th time in franchise history. On the first offensive play from scrim-
mage for the 49ers, RB Matt Breida broke off an 83-yd. TD run to open 
the scoring. It marked a career-long for Breida and the longest rushing TD 
by the 49ers since QB Colin Kaepernick registered a 90-yd. TD run vs. SD 
(12/20/14). K Robbie Gould knocked in the extra point to give the 49ers a 
7-0 lead. San Francisco got the ball back on the next play, as CB Richard 
Sherman intercepted Browns QB Baker Mayfield, marking his 2nd INT of 
the season. Following a 49ers punt, the Browns could not find success on 
their next drive, as LB Kwon Alexander and CB K’Waun Williams combined 
to sack Mayfield on 3rd down. The 49ers offense struck again, as they put 
together an 8-play, 74-yard drive capped off by QB Jimmy Garoppolo find-
ing Breida for a 5-yd. TD recept. to extend the lead to 14-0. It marked the 
first time a 49ers player had a rushing TD and receiving TD in the same 
game since Breida accomplished the feat vs. NYG [11/12/18 (17-101-1 
TD rushing, 3-31-1 TD receiving)]. On the Browns ensuing drive, Mayfield 
was sacked again as DL DeForest Buckner brought down Mayfield for a 
10-yd. strip-sack and forced a fumble. The fumble was recovered by DL 
Nick Bosa to give the 49ers the ball back. San Francisco was forced to punt, 
and the Browns got on the board on a 30-yd. FG by K Austin Seibert. The 
teams traded possessions until the 49ers defense caused another turnover, 
as CB K’Waun Williams picked off Mayfield at the goal line and returned it 
49-yds, marking the longest INT return of his career. The turnover allowed 
the offense to strike again, as RB Tevin Coleman recorded his first TD as a 
member of the 49ers on a 19-yd. TD run. On the Browns next possession, 
Bosa sacked Mayfield to close out the first half. For the fourth consecutive 
game, San Francisco found the end zone on their first drive of the second 
half, as Garoppolo led the team on a 9-play, 90-yd. drive that ended in a 
22-yd. TD recept. by TE George Kittle, his first of the season. Gould con-
verted on the extra point to push the lead to 28-3. Later in the game, Bosa 
brought down Mayfield again, becoming the first 49ers rookie with at least 
2.0 sacks in a game since DL DeForest Buckner at Buf. (10/16/16). Although 
the 49ers were forced to punt on the following drive, S Marcell Harris forced 
a Browns WR Odell Beckham Jr. fumble on the punt return, marking his 
first special teams FF. The fumble was recovered by RB Raheem Mostert, 
the first special teams FR of his career. The turnover led to a 44-yd. FG by 
Gould, giving the 49ers a 31-3 lead.

According of ESPN Stats & Info, Bosa is the 
only 49ers player to register 2.0 sacks, 1 FF and 1 FR in a single-game in 
the last 25 years ... CB Richard Sherman intercepted Browns QB Baker 
Mayfield, marking his 2nd INT of the season and 34th of his career ... CB 
K’Waun Williams picked off Mayfield, returning the ball 49 yds., marking 
the longest INT return of his career. He finished the game with 2 tackles, 0.5 
sack, 1 INT and 1 PD. Williams is the first member of the 49ers with at least 
0.5 sack and 1-or-more INT since LB Ray-Ray Armstrong (1.0 sack and 
1 INT) on 10/1/17 at Arz ... DL DeForest Buckner brought down Mayfield 
for a 10-yd. strip-sack. He has now registered at least 1.0 sack in three 
consecutive games for the first time in his career, becoming the first mem-
ber of the 49ers with at least 1.0 sack in three consecutive games since LB 
Dan Skuta in Weeks 14-16 of the 2014 season ... S Marcell Harris forced 
a Browns WR Odell Beckham Jr. fumble, marking his first special teams FF. 
The fumble was recovered by RB Raheem Mostert, the first special teams 
FR of his career.

The 49ers defeated the Los Angeles Rams, 20-7, in the team’s first NFC 
West matchup of the season. San Francisco improved to 5-0 for the first 
time since 1990 and the 4th time in franchise history. The Rams opened 
the scoring on their first drive of the game with an 8-yd. TD run by WR 
Robert Woods. The 49ers offense responded on the ensuing possession, as 
QB Jimmy Garoppolo led the team on a 10-play, 75-yd. drive that was 
capped off with a 2-yd. TD run by RB Tevin Coleman, his second of the 
season, to even the score 7-7. The 49ers defense forced a three-and-
out, with DL Ronald Blair III sacking Rams QB Jared Goff on 3rd down. The 
two teams traded punts before the Rams moved the ball inside the 49ers 
10-yd. line. The defense responded by stuffing the Rams and 3rd-and-1 
and 4th-and-1 from the 49ers 1-yd. line. On the opening play of the 2nd 
half, DL Arik Armstead recovered a fumble by Goff, giving the 49ers the ball 
on the Rams 17-yd. line The turnover led to a 4-play drive that resulted in 
Garoppolo punching it in on a 1-yd. TD run, the second rushing TD of his 
career, to give San Francisco a 14-7 lead. After forcing the Rams to punt, 
the 49ers extended their lead, courtesy of a 25-yd. FG by K Robbie Gould, 
making the score 17-7. Following the FG, Goff was sacked by DL Solomon 
Thomas on the first play of the drive. The 49ers offense received the ball 
following a Rams punt, as the team charged down the field before Gould 
connected on a 34-yd. FG, his second of the game, giving the 49ers a 20-7 
lead. The 49ers defense held strong, registering two more sacks of Goff, as 
DL Dee Ford brought down the quarterback on the first play and then shared 
a sack with Armstead on third down. The 49ers defense held the Rams to 
0-9 on 3rd down and 0-4 on 4th down. With the win, QB Jimmy Garoppolo 
improved to 13-2 as a starter in the NFL, becoming the 8th QB in the Super 
Bowl era to win 13 of his first 15 career starts.

NOTES: The 49ers defense held the Rams to 157 total net yds. the fewest 
allowed by the 49ers since 12/3/17 at Chi. [147 total yds. (62 rushing & 85 
passing)]. It also marked the fewest net yds. by the Rams since Week 17 
of the 2016 season vs. Arz. [123 total net yds. (52 rushing & 71 passing)]. 
The 49ers defense held the Rams to 48 net yds. passing, the fewest by an 
opponent since 1/3/10 at StL (22 yds.). In Weeks 5-6 this season, the 49ers 
defense held each opponent to 180-or-less total net yds. [180 net yds. 
(102 rushing & 78 passing) vs. Cle. & 157 net yds. (109 rushing & 48 pass-
ing) at LAR]. The last time the team held an opponent to 180-or-less total 
net yds. in consecutive games was the 1990 [11/1/90 at Dal. [158 net yds. 
(78 rushing & 80 passing)] & 11/18/90 vs. TB [180 net yds. (102 rushing & 
78 passing)]. San Francisco held the Rams without a 3rd (0-9) or 4th (0-4) 
down conversion on the day. According to the Elias Sports Bureau, the last 
time the 49ers held an opponent without a 3rd or 4th down conversion in 
a game was 10/16/88 at LAR (0-7 on 3rd down & 0-1 on 4th down) ... On 
the first play of the 2nd half, DL Arik Armstead recovered a Rams fumble, 
marking the 1st FR of his career. The FR led to QB Jimmy Garoppolo’s 
1-yd. TD run, the 2nd rushing TD of his career ... DL Dee Ford registered 
1.5 sacks and 1 FF ... DL Solomon Thomas brought down Rams QB Jared 
Goff for an 8-yd. loss ... DL Ronald Blair III brought down Goff for a 5-yd. 
sack ... The 49ers offense has now scored a TD on their first possession of 
the 2nd half in all 5 games this season. According to the Elias Sports Bu-
reau, it marks the first time the 49ers scored a TD on their first possession 
of the 2nd half in the last 40 years. The last team to score a TD on their first 
possession of the 2nd half in at least 5-consecutive games was the India-
napolis Colts (6 games) from 10/23/05–12/4/05. ... QB Jimmy Garoppolo 
completed 24 of 33 atts. (72.7%) for 243 yds., while adding 5 carries for 4 
yds. and 1 TD... RB Tevin Coleman registered 18 carries for 45 yds. and a 
2-yd. TD run, marking his 2nd TD of the season and 20th of his career ... 
TE George Kittle finished the day with 8 recepts. for 103 yds. (12.9 avg.). It 
marked his first 100-yd. game of the season and 6th of his career.

In wet and rainy conditions, the 49ers defeated Washington, 9-0. With the 
win, the Niners improved to 6-0 for the first time since 1990 and the 3rd 
time in franchise history. Both teams struggled to find their footing early as 
neither squad was able to produce points in the first half. On Washington’s 
final drive of the half, DL Dee Ford brought down Washington QB Case Kee-
num for a 7-yd. loss. He has registered at least 1.0 sack in back-to-back 
games for the 6th time in his career. The defense set the tone early in the 
3rd Qtr. as well, as DL Arik Armstead sacked Keenum on Washington’s first 
drive of the second half, forcing them to punt. The momentum carried over 
to the offense, as the team marched down the field on an 8-play, 67-yd. 
drive that was capped off with a 28-yd. FG by K Robbie Gould to put the 
49ers on the board, 3-0. On the ensuing drive, LB Kwon Alexander forced 
a Washington RB Adrian Peterson fumble, his 1st FF of the season. The FF 
was recovered by DL Jullian Taylor, marking the 1st of his career. After the 
49ers gained possession of the ball, the offense was able to put points on 
the board again, as Gould kicked a 22-yd. FG, extending the lead to 6-0. 
The defense forced another Washington three-and-out, which led to an-
other scoring drive by the 49ers. The 49ers offense set up Gould to convert 
on a 29-yd. FG, putting San Francisco up 9-0. On the final play of the game, 
Keenum was sacked once more, this time courtesy of DL Nick Bosa, who 
brought down Keenum for an 11-yd. loss. Bosa now has 4.0 sacks on the 
season, the most by a 49ers rookie in the first six games of the season since 
LB Aldon Smith in 2011 (5.5). The 49ers start the season with 4 consecutive 
road wins for the first time since the 2011 season. The team’s 4 road wins 
in 2019 are the most in a single season by San Francisco since the 2014 
season (4 road wins).

NOTES: The 49ers defense held Washington scoreless on the day, marking 
the first shutout by the team since 9/12/16 vs. LAR (W, 28-0) ... San Fran-
cisco has allowed 64 points through the team’s first 6 games this season, 
the 2nd-fewest points allowed through 6 games in franchise history ...

passing (at Was.). According to the Elias Sports Bureau, the team’s 98 total 
net yds. passing allowed combined over the last 2 Weeks are the fewest 
allowed by the team over a 2-game span since allowing 62 total net yds. 
passing on 11/6/77 at Atl. (29) and 11/13/77 at NO (33) and the 3rd-fewest 
by the team in a 2-game span in the Super Bowl era ... With 3.0 total sacks 
on the day, the 49ers defense has registered at least 3.0-or-more sacks 
in 3-consecutive games [4.0 vs. Cle.

The 49ers held serve at home, defeating the Carolina Panthers, 51-13. The 
Niners improved to 7-0 for the first time since 1990 and the 2nd time in 
franchise history. The 51 points were the most points scored by the team 
in a single-game since 12/19/93 at Det. (55 points). The 49ers started the 
season with 3 consecutive home wins for the first time since 1998. On the 
first possession of the game, the 49ers marched down the field on an 11-
play, 75-yd. drive, ending with WR Emmanuel Sanders finding the end zone 
for a 4-yd. TD recept., his first as a member of the 49ers, to put the team up 
7-0. The Panthers were forced to punt on their first drive of the game, as DL 
Nick Bosa sacked Panthers QB Kyle Allen for a 2-yd. loss. On Carolina’s next 
possession, the Panthers got on the board with a 41-yd. FG from to K Joey 
Slye, making the score 7-3. The 49ers found the end zone in the ensuing 
possession, as RB Tevin Coleman scored on a 19-yd TD run,  putting San 
Francisco ahead 14-3. The Panthers started the 2nd Qtr. with the ball until 
Allen was intercepted by CB Emmanuel Moseley, marking the first INT of his 
career. The INT led to another 49ers scoring drive, as QB Jimmy Garoppolo 
found Coleman for a 10-yd. TD recept., extending the Niners lead to 21-3. 
Following the touchdown, Allen was sacked by DL D.J. Jones, the first sack 
of his career. After the 49ers were forced to punt, Allen was sacked again 
by Armstead, his 2nd sack of the game. The 49ers were able to scored for a 
fourth time before the half, as Coleman scored again, this time on a 48-yd. 
TD run, giving San Francisco a 27-3 lead. On the Panthers final possession 
of the first half, Allen was sacked twice by Bosa, who registered his 2nd 
and 3rd sacks of the game on the drive. To open the 3rd Qtr., the Panthers 
sacked Garoppolo in the end zone for a safety, making the score 27-5. 
Carolina kept the momentum going, as RB Christian McCaffrey recorded a 
40-yd. rushing TD to bring the score to 27-13. The 49ers answered on the 
next drive, as WR Deebo Samuel notched a 20-yd. TD run, marking his first 
rushing TD of the season. On the Panthers next drive, Allen was intercepted 
by CB Richard Sherman, giving the 49ers back the ball deep in Panthers 
territory. The offense capitalized on the short field as Coleman registered his 
fourth TD of the game on a 1-yd. TD run. Coleman became the first player 
in franchise history to record 3 rushing TDs and 1 receiving TD in the same 
game. Allen was intercepted for a third time on the ensuing drive, as Bosa 
picked off the quarterback and returned for 46-yds. The pick led to a 20-
yd. FG by K Robbie Gould for a 44-13 lead. After punts by both teams, Allen 
was sacked by DL Ronald Blair III on 4th down, giving the ball back to the 
Niners. Immediately following the sack, 49ers RB Raheem Mostert scored 
on a 41-yd. TD run, as the Niners extended the lead to 51-13. 

NOTES: The 49ers defense held the Panthers to 100 net passing yds. This 
marks the 4th-consecutive game in which the team has held an opponent 
to 100 net passing yds. or fewer [78 net passing yds. vs. Cle (10/7/19); 48 
net passing yds. at LAR (10/13/19); 50 net passing yds. at Was. (10/20/19)]. 
The last time any team in the NFL held an opponent to 100 net passing yds.-
or-fewer in 4 consecutive games was in 1977, when both the 49ers and

After trading possessions, QB Jimmy Garoppolo led the offense on an 
8-play, 59-yd. drive as he found TE George Kittle for a 30-yd. TD recept. to 
even the score. On the Cardinals next drive, LB Dre Greenlaw brought down 
Cardinals QB Kyler Murray for a loss of 19-yds. and the first sack of his 
career.  On the 49ers next drive, Garoppolo found WR Kendrick Bourne for 
a 7-yd. TD recept. to give the 49ers a 14-7 lead. Garoppolo closed out the 
first half with a 1-yd. TD pass to WR Emmanuel Sanders on 4th-and-goal 
as time expired, to extend the lead 21-7. Sanders is the first member of the 
49ers with at least 1 TD recept. in consecutive games since WR Dante Pettis 
12/2/18 at Sea. (2 TDs) & 12/9/18 vs. Den. (1 TD). On their first drive of the 
half, Arizona responded, as Murray connected with WR KeeSean Johnson for 
a 9-yd. TD recept. to close the gap to 21-14. The 49ers answered imme-
diately with a 7-play, 75-yd. drive as WR Dante Pettis hauled in a 21-yd. 
TD recept. to put the Niners up 28-14. The Cardinals answered again, as 
K Zane Gonzalez connected on a 36-yd. FG to bring the score to 28-17. 
Following a 49ers punt,  Murray found WR Andy Isabella for an 88-yd. TD to 
bring the Cardinals within 3. San Francisco held off the second half surge, 
as the Garoppolo connected with TE Ross Dwelley for a first down following 
the two-minute warning to seal the win. The 49ers have now started the 
season with 5 consecutive road wins for the 5th time in franchise history 
and the first time since the 1990 season.

According 
to NFL Research, the 49ers defense held Green Bay to 0 for 10 on 3rd and 
4th down in the first half, the most attempts without a conversion by any 
team in an opening half in the last 20 seasons. With 5.0 total sacks on the 
day, the 49ers defense has registered at least 3.0-or-more sacks in eight 
consecutive games [4.0 vs. Cle. (10/7/19), 4.0 at LAR (10/13/19), 3.0 at 
Was. (10/20/19), 7.0 vs. Car. (10/27/19), 3.0 at Arz. (10/31/19), 5.0 vs. Sea.

FG to take 
the lead, 30-28. After the 49ers were forced to punt, DL D.J. Jones forced 
a RB Alvin Kamara fumble which was recovered by DL DeForest Buckner. 
The turnover led to Garoppolo connecting with TE George Kittle for a 5-yd. 
TD recept. to give San Francisco a 35-30 lead. The following New Orleans 
drive resulted in a 48-yd. FG by Lutz to bring the Saints within two, 35-
33. Early in the 4th Qtr., Garoppolo found Bourne for his second rec. TD of 
the game to extend the 49ers lead, 42-33. The Saints answered quickly, 
as Brees found WR Michael Thomas for a 21-yd. TD recept., cut-ting the 
49ers lead to 42-40. The 49ers continued to respond as K Robbie Gould 
connected on a 41-yd. FG, making the score 45-40. Late in the 4th Qtr., 
the Saints put together a 7-play, 76-yd. drive as Brees found WR Tre’Quan 
Smith for an 18-yd. TD recept. to give the Saints a 45-46 lead. On the final 
drive the game, the 49ers were facing 4th-and-2, with 0:39 seconds left, 
Kit-tle hauled in a short pass from Garoppolo and rumbled 39-yds down 
the sideline, helping to set up the game-winning 30-yd. FG by Gould to give 
the 49ers the 48-46 win.

NOTES: The 49ers offense finished the game with 5 passing TDs, the most 
by the team in a single game this season. San Francisco’s 5 passing TDs 
on the day were the most by the 49ers in a single game since 10/14/90 at 
Atl. (6 passing TDs) ... QB Jimmy Garoppolo completed 26 of 35 atts. for 
349 yds. and 4 TDs with a passer rating of 131.7. Garoppolo connected on 
a 75-yd. TD pass to WR Emmanuel Sanders, marking the longest TD pass 
of his career. This marks Garoppolo’s 3rd 300-yd. game this season, and 
5th in his career. Garoppolo’s 4 TD passes ties his career high [4 TD passes 
vs. Arz. (11/17/19) & at Arz. (10/31/19)]. Also engineered his 3rd, 4th Qtr. 
comeback of the season as he led the team on a 7-play, 63-yd. drive to 
set up the game-winning 30-yd. FG by K Robbie Gould ... WR Emmanuel 
Sanders registered 7 recepts. for 159 yds. and 1 TD. He caught a 75-yd. TD 
pass from QB Jimmy Garoppolo, tying the longest TD recept. of his career. 
He also threw a 35-yd. TD pass to RB Raheem Mostert. It marked the 2nd 
passing TD of his career [(28-yd. TD pass at Arz. (10/18/18)]. Sanders now 
has 21 career games with 100-or-more rec. yds., including 3 this season 
(2 with the 49ers). With the TD pass, Sanders became the first 49ers non-
QB throw a TD pass since K David Akers threw a 14-yd. TD pass at StL 
(1/1/12) and the first WR since WR Jerry Rice threw a 41-yd. TD pass at Atl. 
(12/24/95). According to ESPN Stats & Info, also became the first player in 
franchise history to throw a TD pass and catch a TD pass in the same game.

TD and 1 pass-
ing TD ... TE George Kittle registered 6 recepts. for 67 yds. and 1 TD. On 
4th-and-2, with 0:39 seconds left in the game, Kittle hauled in a short pass 
from Garoppolo and rumbled 39 yards down the sideline, helping to set up 
the game-winning FG ... WR Kendrick Bourne registered 3 recepts. for 18 
yds. and 2 TDs. He now has a career-high 5 TD recepts. on the season and 
9 in his career. This marks his first career game with 2-or-more rec. TDs 
... RB Raheem Mostert registered 10 carries for 69 yds. and 1 TD. He also 
caught 2 passes for 40 yds. and 1 TD. This marks Mostert’s first multi-TD 
game of his career, which includes his first game with both a rushing and 
rec.

The Seahawks answered immediately, as 
RB Marshawn Lynch scored on a 1-yd. TD run, cutting the 49ers lead to 
19-14. The 49ers responded again as Mostert scored his second TD of the 
game, this time a 13-yd. TD run to make the score 26-14. On their next 
possession, Seattle put together a 60-yd. drive that was capped off by WR 
DK Metcalf’s 14-yd. TD recept. to cut the score to 26-21 score. The 49ers 
were forced to punt, as the Seahawks marched down the field in the final 
minutes of the game. With 0:12 seconds left in the game and the Seahawks 
facing 4th-and-goal from the 5-yd. line, Wilson completed a pass to Se-
ahawks TE Jacob Hollister. LB Dre Greenlaw tackled Hollister at the 1-yd. 
line to prevent a scoring opportunity and to seal the victory for the 49ers.

NOTES: With 0:12 seconds left in the game and the Seahawks facing 4th-
and-goal from the 5-yd. line, QB Russell Wilson completed a pass to TE

total points, tied for the 2nd-most in franchise history and the most since

and a passer rating of 118.8. Garoppolo finished the 2019 regular season 
with 3,978 passing yds., the 4th-most in a single season in franchise histo-
ry and the most since QB Jeff Garcia in 2000 (4,278) ... Garoppolo finished 
the 2019 regular season with 329 completions, which ranks 4th in franchise 
history and is most since Jeff Garcia (355 - 2000) ... Garoppolo finished 
the 2019 regular season with a 69.1 completion percentage, ranking 3rd in 
franchise history and it’s the highest since Steve Young in 1994 (70.3%) ...

Kittle finished the 2019 regular season with 
1,053 rec. yds., becoming the 5th player, and first TE, in franchise history 
to record multiple 1,000-yd. seasons ... RB Raheem Mostert registered 10 
carries for 57 yds. and a career-high 2 TDs, marking his 7th and 8th rushing 
TDs of the season. Mostert registered at least rushing TD in each of the last 
6 games, becoming the 3rd player in franchise history and the first since 
1995 to score at least 1 rushing TD in 6-or-more consecutive games ...

In the first 49ers postseason game at Levi’s Stadium, San Francisco de-
feated the Minnesota Vikings, 27-10, in the NFC Divisional Round. After 
forcing a 3-and-out on the Vikings opening drive, QB Jimmy Garoppolo 
engineered an 8 play, 61-yd. drive that was capped off on a 3-yd. TD pass 
to WR Kendrick Bourne, giving the 49ers a 7-0 lead. Minnesota answered 
on the following drive, as Vikings QB Kirk Cousins connected with WR Stefon 
Diggs for a 41-yd. TD recept. to even the game at 7-7. After the teams 
traded possessions, the 49ers offense put together a 10-play, 53-yd. drive 
that was punctuated with a 1-yd. TD run by RB Tevin Coleman to put San 
Francisco on top, 14-7. Following a turnover by San Francisco, Vikings K 
Dan Bailey connected on a 39-yd. FG to cut the 49ers lead to 14-10 at 
halftime. On the opening drive of the second half, K Robbie Gould connected 
on a 35-yd. FG to extend the lead to 17-10. On the ensuing possession, 
CB Richard Sherman picked off Cousins, giving the 49ers offense the ball 
at the Vikings 44-yd. line. The offense responded with 8 consecutive run-
ning plays, including a 2-yd. TD run by Coleman, his 2nd TD of the game. 
Following a punt by P Mitch Wishnowsky, RB Raheem Mostert recovered 
a muffed return by CB Marcus Sherels on special teams, giving the 49ers 
the ball back at the Vikings 10-yd. line. The turnover led to a 21-yd FG by 
Gould and a 27-10 lead. The 49ers defense registered 6.0 sacks of Cousins 
and held the Vikings to 147 net yds. (21 rushing and 126 passing). The 147 
net yds. allowed were the fewest in a postseason game in franchise history. 
With the win, San Francisco advances to the NFC Championship Game for 
the 14th time since 1980 and the first time since 2013.  

NOTES: The 49ers defense held the Vikings to 147 total net yds. (21 rushing 
and 126 passing). The 147 total net yds. allowed are the fewest allowed in 
a postseason game in franchise history (51 total games). It’s also the fewest 
allowed in an NFL postseason game since 1/3/15 [Carolina held Arz. to 78 
total net yds. (27 rushing and 51 passing)]. The 21 rushing yds. allowed by 
the 49ers defense is the fewest allowed in a postseason game in franchise 
history. The 49ers defense allowed 126 net passing yds., the 9th-fewest 
in a postseason game in franchise history and the fewest since 1/28/90 vs. 
Den. (103 net passing yds. allowed in Super Bowl XXIV). The 49ers defense 
allowed 3.27 yds. per play, which is the 4th-fewest yds. per play allowed 
in a postseason game in franchise history. The 49ers defense held the Vi-
kings without a first down on 7 drives. The last time the 49ers held a post-
season opponent without a first down on 7-or-more drives was 1/29/95 
vs. SD (Super Bowl XXIX – 7 drives) ... The 49ers defense registered 6.0 
sacks of Vikings QB Kirk Cousins. The 6.0 sacks rank t-2nd for the most 
in a postseason game in franchise history ... DL Nick Bosa registered 2.0 
sacks, while DL Arik Armstead, DL DeForest Buckner, DL Dee Ford and 
DL Solomon Thomas each tallied 1.0 sack ... Bosa joins DT Dana Stubble-
field [2.0 sacks vs. NYG (1/15/94) and NT Michael Carter [2.0 sacks vs. Chi. 
(1/6/85)] as the only 49ers rookies since 1982 to have 2.0 sacks-or-more 
in a postseason game ... CB Richard Sherman picked off Vikings QB Kirk 
Cousins, marking his 3rd career postseason INT and first since 1/18/14 vs. 
GB (NFC-C) as a member of the Seattle Seahawks. Sherman’s INT led to 
a 2-yd. TD run by RB Tevin Coleman ... The 49ers offense rushed for 186 
yds. and 2 TDs on 47 carries. The 47 rushing atts. are the most in a postsea-
son game in franchise history and the 186 rushing yds. are the 5th-most in 
a postseason game in franchise history ... RB Tevin Coleman registered 22 
carries for 105 yds. and 2 TDs. This marked his first career 100-yd. game in 
the postseason as well as his first career postseason game with 2-or-more 
rushing TDs. Coleman is the first member of the 49ers with 2-or-more 
rushing TDs in a postseason game since RB Frank Gore had 2 rushing TDs 
at Atl. (1/20/13 – NFC-C). With 105 rushing yds. and is the first 49er to rush 
for over 100 yds. in a postseason game since QB Colin Kaepernick [130 yds. 
(1/19/14 – NFC-C)] ... Following a 3-and-out drive by the Vikings offense 
on the opening possession of the game, QB Jimmy Garoppolo orchestrated 
an 8-play, 61-yd. drive that was capped off by a 3-yd. TD pass to WR Ken-
drick Bourne. It marked the first time the 49ers offense scored a TD on their 
opening possession of a postseason game since 1/5/03 vs. NYG (NFC-WC) 
... P Mitch Wishnowsky punted 4 times for 186 yds. (46.5 avg.), including 
a muffed return by Vikings CB Marcus Sherels that was recovered by RB 
Raheem Mostert ... Mostert had 1 special teams FR in the regular season 
[(10/7/19) vs. Cle.] ... This marks the first time since that the 49ers regis-
tered a special teams FR since 1/12/13 vs. GB (NFC-D – S C.J. Spillman).

The 49ers defeated the Green Bay Packers, 37-20, in the NFC Champi-
onship Game to advance to Super Bowl LIV. This marks San Francisco’s 
seventh trip to the Super Bowl in franchise history and the first since 2012. 
RB Raheem Mostert led the way for the 49ers as he rushed for 220 yds. and 
4 TDs on 29 carries. His 220 rushing yds. were most rushing yds. in a single 
game in franchise history, regular season or postseason. The 49ers opened 
the scoring as RB Raheem Mostert scored on a 36-yd. TD to give San Fran-
cisco a 7-0 lead early in the 1st Qtr. On the Packers following possession, 
DL Nick Bosa brought down Packers QB Aaron Rodgers for a 9-yd. loss on 
third down, forcing Green Bay to punt. The 49ers extended their lead, as K 
Robbie Gould connected on a 54-yd. FG, the longest postseason FG of his 
career and in franchise history. The 49ers defense forced the Packers to 
go 3-and-out, as CB K’Waun Williams tallied a strip-sack of Rodgers on 
third down. On the ensuing possession, Mostert registered his 2nd TD of the 
game, this time on a 9-yd. TD run, extending the lead to 17-0. The Packers 
were moved the ball to the 49ers 25-yd. line before Rodgers fumbled the 
snap, which was recovered by DL DeForest Buckner. The turnover led to 
a 27-yd. FG by Gould to make the score 20-0. With under 2:00 to play in 
the 1st half, CB Emmanuel Moseley intercepted Rodgers, marking his first 
postseason INT. The takeaway led to an 18-yd. TD run by Mostert, his 3rd 
TD of the game, giving the 49ers a 27-0 lead at halftime. The Packers got 
on the board in the 3rd Qtr., as Rodgers connected with RB Aaron Jones for a 
9-yd. TD recept. to cut the lead to 27-7. The 49ers answered immediately, 
as Mostert recorded his 4th rushing TD of the game, this time on a 22-yd. 
TD run, to make the score 34-7. The Packers responded again, as Jones 
scored on a 1-yd. TD run, cutting the score to 34-13. Following a 49ers 
punt, Green Bay found the end zone again, as Rodgers connected with TE 
Jace Sternberger for an 8-yd. TD recept., trimming the 49ers lead to 34-
20. QB Jimmy Garoppolo and the 49ers offense put together a 10-play, 49-
yd. drive that was capped off by Gould knocking in a 49-yd. FG to extend 
the lead to 37-20. On the Packers final drive of the game, DL Arik Armstead 
registered a strip-sack of Rodgers and, two plays later, Rodgers picked off 
by CB Richard Sherman, his 2nd INT of the postseason, to seal the win.

NOTES: The 49ers offense rushed for 285 yds. and 4 TDs on 42 atts. The 
team’s 285 total rushing yds. were the 2nd-most in the postseason in fran-
chise history, and the 6th-most by any team in the postseason since 1970. 
The 285 rushing yds. by the 49ers offense are the most in a Conference 
Championship Game since 1970. The 49ers 235.5 rushing yds. per game 
in the playoffs are the most in the Super Bowl era (min. 2 games) ... RB 
Raheem Mostert finished with 29 carries for 220 yds. and 4 TDs, marking 
the first postseason rushing TDs of his career. Mostert’s 220 rushing yds. 
set the franchise record for most rushing yds. in a game, regular season or 
postseason. His 220 rushing yds. are the 2nd-most in a postseason game 
in the Super Bowl era [LAR RB Eric Dickerson – 248 rushing yds. vs. Dal. 
(1/4/86 – NFC-D)] and his 4 rushing TDs are tied for 2nd-most in the Super 
Bowl era. Mostert’s 226 scrimmage yds. (220 rushing, 6 receiving) are the 
most in a Conference Championship Game in playoff history. With 14 carries 
for 160 yds. and 3 TDs in the first half, Mostert became the first player in 
the Super Bowl era with 150-or-more rushing yds. and 3-or-more rush-
ing TDs in one half of any playoff game. Along with RB Tevin Coleman’s 2 
rushing TDs vs. Min. (1/11/20 – NFC-D), the 49ers have a player with at 
least 2 rushing TDs in consecutive postseason games for the first time since 
2012 [QB Colin Kaepernick vs. GB (1/12/13 – NFC-D) – 2 TDs and RB Frank 
Gore at Atl. (1/20/13 – NFC-C) – 2 TDs)]. Mostert is the only player in NFL 
history with over 200 rushing yds. and 4 rushing TDs in a postseason game 
... DL Nick Bosa registered 4 tackles and 1.0 sack of Packers QB Aaron 
Rodgers. Bosa became the first 49ers rookie to register 3.0-or-more sacks 
in his first 2 postseason games, since sacks became an official statistic in 
1982. Bosa became the first rookie in the NFL with 3.0-or-more sacks in a 
single postseason since Texans DE J.J. Watt (3.5) and LB Brooks Reed (3.5) 
in 2011 ... CB K’Waun Williams tallied a strip-sack of Rodgers for a 9-yd. 
loss, marking the first postseason sack and FF of his career. He also added 7 
tackles ... DL Arik Armstead notched 3 tackles and 1.0 sack of Rodgers. He 
now has 2.0 sacks in the postseason ... CB Emmanuel Moseley intercepted 
Rodgers for his 1st postseason INT. The takeaway led to an 18-yd. TD by RB 
Raheem Mostert. He also added 4 tackles, 1 TFL and 1 PD.  ... Late in the 
4th Qtr., CB Richard Sherman picked off Rodgers to seal the victory for the
49ers ... DL DeForest Buckner recovered a Rodgers botched snap, marking 
his first career postseason FR. He also added 4 tackles ... K Robbie Gould 
connected on FGs from 54, 27 and 42 yds. and all 4 PATs. His 54-yd. FG 
was his postseason career-long and the longest FG in franchise postseason 
history.

After 
forcing a 3-and-out on the first drive of the game, QB Jimmy Garoppolo 
engineered a 10-play, 62 yd. drive that was capped off by a 38-yd. FG by K 
Robbie Gould to give the 49ers and early 3-0 lead. On the fol-lowing drive, 
DL DeForest Buckner and NT Earl Mitchell combined to sack Chiefs QB Pat-
rick Mahomes and DB Jimmie Ward forced a Mahomes fumble, but Kansas 
City was still able to get on the scoreboard as Mahomes scored on a 1-yd. 
TD run to make the score 3-7. Following a 49ers turnover early in the 2nd 
Qtr., the Chiefs extended the lead as K Harrison Butker knocked in a 31-yd. 
FG, making the score 3-10. The 49ers responded, as Garoppolo led the 
team on a 7-play, 80-yd. drive, that was punctuated on a 15-yd. TD recept. 
by FB Kyle Juszczyk to tie the score, 10-10 at halftime. San Francisco be-
gan the 2nd half with a 9-play, 60 yd. drive that was capped off by a 42-yd. 
FG by Gould, as the 49ers took a 13-10. On the Chiefs next possession, DL 
Nick Bosa registered a strip-sack of Mahomes, but the Chiefs were able 
to recover. On the next play, Mahomes was intercepted by LB Fred Warner, 
marking his first career postseason INT. Warner’s INT led to a 6-play, 55-
yd. TD drive, as RB Raheem Mostert scored on a 1-yd. TD run, making the 
score 20-10. To open the 4th Qtr., Mahomes was sacked by Buckner, who 
reg-istered 1.5 sacks on the night and DB Tarvarius Moore intercepted a 
Mahomes deep in 49ers territory. After the 49ers were forced to punt, Ma-
homes connected with WR Tyreek Hill on 44-yd. pass that helped set up a 
1-yd. TD pass from Mahomes found TE Travis Kelce to cut the 49ers lead to 
20-17. The Chiefs took over the lead on their next possession as Mahomes 
found RB Damien Williams for a 5-yd. TD recept. to make the score 20-24. 
Kansas City sealed the vic-tory as Williams scored on a 38-yd. TD run, 
making the score 20-31.

NOTES: The 49ers defense registered 2 INTs on the night, with LB Fred 
Warner and DB Tarvarius Moore each registering their first career post-
season INT. San Francisco finished the 2019 postseason with 5 INTs. The 
team’s 5 INTs this postseason were tied for the 4th-most in a single post-
season in franchise history ... The 49ers defense registered 4.0 sacks on 
the night. The Niners finished the 2019 postseason with 13.0 sacks, tied for 
the 2nd-most in a single postseason by San Francisco since 1982 ... DL 
Nick Bosa registered 5 tackles, 1.0 sack, 1 FF and 1 PD on the night. He 
finished the 2019 postseason with 4.0 sacks as a rookie. Bosa became the 
first rookie in the NFL with 4.0-or-more sacks in a single postseason since 
Patriots DE Garin Veris (4.0) in 1985 and just the 3rd rookie with 4.0-or-
more sacks in a single postseason, since 1982 ... DL DeForest Buckner 
finished with 1.5 sacks on the night ... DL Earl Mitchell was credited with 
0.5 sack of Mahomes ... S Jaquiski Tartt earned his first career postseason 
sack ... DB Jimmie Ward forced a Mahomes fumble, marking his first ca-
reer postseason FF ... WR Deebo Samuel finished the game with 5 recepts. 
for 39 yds. to go along with 3 carries for 53 yds. His 53 rushing yds. were 
the most by a WR in a Super Bowl history while his 32-yd. run is the longest 
run by a WR in a Super Bowl ... FB Kyle Juszczyk registered 3 recepts. for 
39 yds. and 1 TD. His 15-yd. TD recept. was his first career postseason TD. 
According to ESPN Stats & Info, Juszczyk became the first FB since 49ers 
FB William Floyd in Super Bowl XXIX to register a rec. TD. According to NFL 
Research, Juszczyk is the 7th FB to score a TD in a Super Bowl and the first 
since FB Mike Alstott in Super Bowl XXXVII ... RB Raheem Mostert finished 
the game with 12 carries for 58 yds. and 1 TD. Mostert’s 5 rushing TDs 
in the 2019 postseason are the 2nd-most in 49ers franchise postseason 
history.

On a wet and windy Sunday at 3Com Park, San

team’s first postseason shutout since the 1984 NFC

quarter, Young led the offense on a 10-play, 74-yard 
drive that concluded with the Pro Bowl quarterback 
scoring on a gutty nine-yard run off a quarterback draw. 
On that play Young broke four tackles while fighting his 
way to paydirt. Twice in the second quarter the Eagles 
mounted long drives only to be denied just short of the 
endzone by Niners interceptions. Philadelphia’s first 
trip ended with CB Marquez Pope intercepting a QB Ty 
Detmer pass on San Francisco’s seven-yard line. Late 
in the quarter the Eagles marched 59 yards on 10 plays 
moving to the 49ers five-yard line. Facing third and four, 
Detmer’s attempt to WR Chris T. Jones was picked off 
by DE Roy Barker, who had dropped off into zone-blitz 
coverage.  The only scoring in the second half occurred 
on the Niners second possession of the third quarter. 
On that drive, Rice made a spectacular one-handed 
catch that resulted in a 36-yard gain.

Missed opportunities, including a total of five turnovers, 
spelled defeat for the San Francisco 49ers in their NFC 
Divisional Playoff Game with the Green Bay Packers. 
Played before a record Lambeau Field crowd of 
60,787, the 49ers fell 35-14 in a game that featured 
34-degree weather (with a wind chill of nine-degrees) 
and driving rain. It didn’t take long for the Packers to 
take a lead. After forcing San Francisco to punt on 
its first series, WR Desmond Howard took P Tommy 
Thompson’s punt, split the coverage down the middle 
of the field and raced for a 71-yard touchdown. Then, 
with seven minutes remaining in the opening stanza, 
Howard struck again. He returned a punt 46 yards to 
the San Francisco seven, and two plays later, QB Brett 
Favre threw a four-yard scoring pass to WR Andre 
Rison to make it 14-0.  San Francisco then mounted 
a comeback in the second quarter. Trailing 21-0, the 
tide began to turn when 49ers special teams standout 
Curtis Buckley recovered a muffed punt at the Green 
Bay 26. Moments later, QB Elvis Grbac, replacing the 
injured QB Steve Young (ribs), hit RB Terry Kirby with 
an eight-yard pass, cutting the deficit to 21-7 at the 
half. On the opening kickoff of the third quarter, San 
Francisco CB Steve Israel recovered a loose ball on the 
Packers four, setting the stage for Grbac’s scamper into 
the end zone. The 49ers fate was sealed, however, on 
the ensuing Packers drive. Marching 72 yards in 12 
plays (10 of which were runs), Green Bay scored when 
FB Edgar Bennett fumbled before crossing the goal line;

RB Dorsey Levens rushed for 114 yards and WR 
Antonio Freeman caught four passes for 104 yards 
and a touchdown to lead visiting Green Bay to a 23-
10 win in the NFC Championship Game. The game was 
played before 68,987 under windy and rainy conditions 
at 3Com Park. The Packers opened the scoring late 
in the first quarter.

With San Francisco’s NFL-leading run game a mere 
shell of itself, the Atlanta Falcons forced three turnovers 
and held off the 49ers, 20-18, in the NFC Divisional 
Playoff at the Georgia Dome. San Francisco’s hope 
of controlling the game on the ground came to a 
screeching halt on the first play of the game when RB 
Garrison Hearst fractured the tibia in his left leg on an 
inside run that had gained seven yards. With Hearst 
out and RB Terry Kirby hobbled with a bruised leg, the 
49ers managed just 46 yards on the ground. Atlanta’s 
rushing attack flourished in the first half thanks to the 
power running of RB Jamal Anderson, who scored on 
a two-yard run in the first quarter to give the Falcons 
a 7-0 lead.  Atlanta increased its lead to 14-0 when 
Anderson finished off a 34-yard run with a spread 
eagle dive into the end zone with 3:12 left in the second 
quarter. The touchdown run capped a seven-play, 82-
yard drive. San Francisco snatched the momentum 
from the Falcons by putting together a pair of scoring 
drives just before the half. The 49ers answered 
Atlanta’s second touchdown march with a nine-play, 
80-yard drive that concluded with the familiar end 
zone combination of QB Steve Young to WR Jerry Rice 
from 17 yards out.

In their first postseason appearance since 1998, the 
49ers dropped a hard-fought 25-15 decision to 
the Green Bay Packers in the NFC Wild Card Game 
at Lambeau Field.

DT Dana Stubblefield blocked the 
extra point to keep the score 6-0. After another 49ers 
punt, the Packers began their third possession of the 
game from their own 19-yard line. On the second play 
from scrimmage, Favre was intercepted by CB Ahmed 
Plummer, who returned it to the Green Bay 22. San 
Francisco K Jose Cortez had his 34-yard field goal 
attempt blocked and the score remained 6-0. After 
the Packers were forced to punt, San Francisco took 
possession at its own 14 with 7:06 remaining in the 
half. QB Jeff Garcia went 6-of-9 for 61 yards and RB 
Garrison Hearst had a two-yard touchdown plunge 
with 15 seconds remaining in the half, to cap off a 
15-play, 86-yard drive.

Buried in a 24-point playoff hole, the 49ers exploded 
to record the second largest comeback in postseason 
history with a dramatic 39-38 victory over the New 
York Giants in the NFC Wild Card Game. The 49ers 
trailed 38-14 with four minutes left in the third quarter, 
but scored 25 straight points on two touchdown passes 
and a scoring run by QB Jeff Garcia, as well as two, 
two-point conversion catches by WR Terrell Owens. 
The game ended just as exciting. After Garcia drove 
his team 68 yards in just over two minutes for the 
winning score, QB Kerry Collins got New York to the 
San Francisco 28 with six seconds left. LS Trey Junkin, 
signed earlier in the week, made a low snap that P Matt 
Allen couldn’t handle. Allen then threw a desperate pass 
that fell incomplete. The 49ers rally was the biggest in 
NFC playoff history. Garcia finished the day 27-of-44 
for 331 yards and three touchdowns. He rushed for 60 
yards, including a 14-yard score on the first play of the 
fourth quarter. Two of Garcia’s touchdown throws went 
to Owens, who had nine catches for 177 yards. Collins 
was 29-of-43 for 342 yards and four touchdowns, 
and expertly guided New York to a lead that seemed 
insurmountable. WR Amani Toomer caught eight passes 
for 136 yards and three touchdowns and RB Tiki Barber 
added 115 yards rushing and 62 yards receiving.  San 
Francisco rallied with purpose and poise. Owens caught 
a 26-yard touchdown pass late in the third quarter to 
start the rally and made big catches on every drive—
right up to the final minutes, when Garcia found WR 
Tai Streets for the winning score. After Owens caught a 
26-yard touchdown pass and a two-point conversion 
with 2:03 left in the third, Garcia rushed for a 14-yard 
score and threw another conversion pass to Owens five 
seconds into the fourth quarter. K Jeff Chandler added a 
25-yard field goal with 7:49 left. Collins responded and 
drove New York 38 yards, but Bryant – kicking out of 
a poor hold thanks to a poor snap by Junkin—missed 
a 42-yard field goal with 3:01 left. Garcia took over, 
converting two straight third downs for the NFL leaders 
in that category.

A 14-yd. TD pass from Alex Smith to TE Vernon Davis 
with 0:09 left in the game capped off one of the most 
memorable games in postseason history, as the 49ers 
defeated the New Orleans Saints, 36-32. Powered by 
Smith, who threw for 299 yds., three TDs and added 
another one on the ground, the 49ers triumphed in its 
first playoff game in nine years, moving within one win 
of the Super Bowl. The Niners scored on their second 
drive of the game, on a 49-yd. TD pass from Smith 
to Davis. On the Saints next drive, QB Drew Brees 
committed his first postseason INT in five years, thanks 
to S Dashon Goldson, giving San Francisco the football 
deep in New Orleans’ territory. Scoring on a TD pass 
to WR Michael Crabtree, Smith took advantage of 
the costly turnover, making the score 14-0. On the 
ensuing kickoff return, S Madieu Williams stripped 
the ball away from Saints WR Courtney Roby and the 
loose ball was recovered by LB Blake Costanzo. The 
takeaway led to a 25-yd. FG by K David Akers. The 
Saints answered, scoring two TDs before half time, on 
a 14-yd. pass to TE Jimmy Graham and a 25-yd. pass 
to WR Marques Colston, making the score 17-14 at 
the half. San Francisco scored the only points of the 
3rd qtr. on a 41-yd. FG by David Akers. The 4th qtr. 
started out with each team trading FGs. Then would 
come the four lead changes in the last five minutes of 
the game. New Orleans struck first on a 44-yd. TD pass 
to RB Darren Sproles, with 4:02 left on the clock. With 
the 49ers trailing 24-23, down for the first time in the 
entire game, Smith scored on a 28-yd. rushing TD. A 
missed two-point conversion put the 49ers up 29-24 
with just 2:11 remaining. Brees took the lead back on 
a 66-yd. score to TE Jimmy Graham with 1:37 left. RB 
Darren Sproles then made a catch out of the backfield 
for the two-point conversion to give the Saints a 32-
29 advantage. Facing elimination, Smith connected 
with Davis twice on their final drive, with the last throw 
jetting through double coverage for a game-winning 
14-yd. TD.

When asked what his message was to his players 
after falling short to the New York Giants in the NFC 
Championship game, Harbaugh stated, “As Sir Andrew 
Barton said, `Fight on my men, we’re hurt but not slain. 
We’ll lay down and bleed a while. Then we’ll rise and 
fight again.’’’  Harbaugh, of course was referring to his 
team’s blue-collar mentality after the Giants escaped 
rain-soaked Candlestick Park with a 20-17 overtime 
victory. Harbaugh got the Niners to the brink of the Super 
Bowl in his rookie year, taking over a 6-10 team and 
going 13-3 to win the NFC West. The extra minutes 
at Candlestick Park went in favor of the opponent in a 
year where most didn’t expect a storybook season. The 
49ers defense played stoically, recording six sacks on 
Giants QB Eli Manning, which ranked t-2nd for the most 
sacks in a postseason game in franchise history (6 – four 
times, last vs. Den. – 1/29/90). TE Vernon Davis gave the 
49ers a 7-0 lead with 7:11 remaining in the 1st qtr. after 
running a pattern down the right sideline and outracing 
the secondary for a 73-yd. TD recept. from QB Alex 
Smith. On their ensuing drive, the Giants drove from their 
own 31 to the San Francisco 34-yd. line. On 3rd-and-1, 
Manning and the Giants failed to get a first down despite 
two opportunities. The Giants eventually evened the score 
on a 10-play, 69-yd. drive when TE Bear Pascoe caught 
Manning’s short pass at the 6-yd. line and stepped into 
the end zone for the TD. The Giants added a FG with two 
seconds remaining in the 2nd qtr. to give them a 10-7 
edge going into the locker room. Davis’ second TD of the 
game, gave the lead back to the Niners at 14-10 with 
5:18 remaining in the 3rd qtr. San Francisco’s 3-play, 
54-yd. TD drive was set up by a short pass to RB Frank 
Gore, who turned it into a 24-yd. gain. On the next play, 
Davis went in motion from right to left and caught a 
lofted pass to the end zone by Smith. The Giants took the 
lead back after the ball inadvertently glanced off WR Kyle 
Williams on a punt, giving the ball back to the Giants on 
their 29 yard line. Manning connected a 17-yard pass 
to WR Mario Manningham to give the Giants a 17-14 
lead with 8:41 remaining. Williams’ 40-yd. return on 
the ensuing kickoff enabled the 49ers to start their next 
possession at their own 45. On consecutive plays, Smith 
scrambled for 17 yds. and RB Kendall Hunter ran for 18 
more, resulting in a K David Akers game-tying FG with 
5:39 to go, 17-17. After both teams went 3-and-out 
on their first overtime possession, a Giants takeaway on 
a Williams fumble, forced by LB Jacquian Williams on 
a punt return, gave the Giants possession at their own 
36 with 9:32 remaining. After converting one first down, 
K Lawrence Tynes sent the season-ending 31-yd. FG 
through the uprights.

With the win against the Green Bay Packers, the San 
Francisco 49ers advanced to the NFC Championship 
Game for the second year in a row, marking the first time 
San Francisco has reached the NFC Championship Game 
in consecutive seasons since 1992-94. The Packers got 
off to a quick start after QB Colin Kaepernick threw an INT 
on just the fourth play of the game that was returned for 
a TD by Packers CB Sam Shields. Kaepernick responded 
immediately like he had all season and turned in one 
of the best performances by a 49ers QB in franchise 
history. Kaepernick led the offense on an 8-play, 80-yd. 
drive that he capped off with a 20-yd. TD run to tie the 
score at 7 apiece early in the 1st qtr. The team converted 
on two 3rd and longs on the drive, setting the tone for the 
day by finishing 8 of 13 on 3rd down (62%). With 11:52 
remaining in the 2nd qtr., Green Bay WR Jeremy Ross 
muffed a punt that was recovered by S C.J. Spillman at 
the Packers 9-yd. line. The takeaway led to a 12-yd. 
TD pass from Kaepernick to WR Michael Crabtree just 
three plays later. On the ensuing Green Bay possession, 
CB Tarell Brown picked off QB Aaron Rodgers pass and 
returned his 2nd career postseason INT. The Kaepernick 
to Crabtree connection continued to be successful as 
they connected for a 20-yd. TD strike, making the score 
21-14. Crabtree led the team with 9 recepts. for 119 yds. 
and 2 TDs on the day. On the third play of San Francisco’s 
second possession of the 3rd qtr., Kaepernick kept the 
ball on a zone read around the right side and dashed 
56-yds. to the end zone for his 2nd rushing TD of the 
game. The 56-yd. TD run marked the longest run by a 
QB in franchise postseason history and the 3rd longest 
overall. Kaepernick also set the NFL single-game record 
for a QB with 181 rushing yds. on 16 carries. RB Frank 
Gore finished off the following drive on the first play of 
the 4th qtr., punching it in from 2 yds. out, stretching the 
49ers lead to 38-24. Gore notched his first career 100-
yd. game in the postseason, rushing for 119 yds. on 23 
carries. The 49ers became the first team in NFL history 
to ever have two, 100-yd. rushers [QB Colin Kaepernick 
(181 yds. rushing), RB Frank Gore (119 yds. rushing)] and 
one, 100-yd. receiver [WR Michael Crabtree (119 yds. 
receiving)] in a playoff game. RB Anthony Dixon found 
the end zone on a 2-yd. TD run to finish off the 11-play, 
93-yd. drive to make the score 45-24. San Francisco 
rushed for 323 yds. on the night, setting the franchise 
single-game postseason rushing record.

The 49ers won the coin toss and deferred 
to the second half. The 49ers defense forced a three-
and-out by the Packers on their opening series of the 
game.

TD pass to regain the lead 20-17 with 10:37 
remaining. The Packers countered with an 11-play, 61-
yd. drive as K Mason Crosby tied the score at 20-20 with 
a 24-yd. FG. With 5:06 remaining, the 49ers were able 
to hold onto the ball for the rest of the game, picking up 
five first downs en route to the GB 15-yd. line where K 
Phil Dawson connected on a game-winning 33-yd. FG 
as time expired.

The 49ers started slow, spotting Atlanta a 17-0 lead 
after the Falcons scored on their first three possessions. 
On San Francisco’s third possession the 49ers offense 
began to click. TE Vernon Davis hauled in a pinpoint pass 
from QB Colin Kaepernick for 27 yds. down to the Atlanta 
15-yd. line. Davis had 3, 25+ yd. recepts. in the game, 
giving him 9 in 4 postseason games, which ranks 2nd 
in 49ers postseason history, trailing only WR Jerry Rice 
(14, 25+ yd. recepts. in 23 games). Two plays following 
Davis’ catch, the 49ers got on the scoreboard with a 
15-yd. TD run by RB LaMichael James. It was James’ 
first-career TD. The 49ers next possession began on 
their own 18-yd. line with 6:24 remaining in the 2nd 
qtr. Vernon Davis stepped up once again, accounting for 
48-yds. on 3 recepts., including a 4-yd. TD catch to 
finish the drive and pull the 49ers within 3, as the score 
read 14-17 at the 2-minute warning. Davis’ 5 career 
postseason TDs rank t-4th in franchise history. With the 
Falcons scoring right before the half, it was important the 
49ers came out of halftime with an answer, and answer 
they did.  Kaepernick marched the 49ers offense right 
down the field, driving 82 yds. on 7 plays capped off on a 
5-yd. TD run by RB Frank Gore to make the score 21-24 
with 10:51 remaining in the 3rd qtr. The San Francisco 
defense also had answers, forcing turnovers on the 
Falcons first two possessions of the 2nd half. CB Chris 
Culliver picked-off QB Matt Ryan and LB Aldon Smith 
recovered a muffed snap to stymie the Falcons offense 
during the 3rd qtr.

Gore 
registered his 2nd TD run of the game on a 9-yd. burst 
to the end zone to give San Francisco the lead 28-24 
with 8:27 remaining in the game. The Falcons took over 
after the Gore TD and sustained a 14-play drive down 
to the 49ers 10-yd. line. On the 14th play of the drive, 
the Falcons faced a 4th and 4 with 1:13 remaining. WR 
Roddy White was unable to hang onto the ball due to LB 
NaVorro Bowman’s blanketing defense. The Falcons got 
the ball back following an Andy Lee punt and had one 
last shot with :06 ticks left on the clock, but CB Perrish 
Cox tackled WR Julio Jones at San Francisco’s 35-yd. 
line before he could attempt a lateral as the clock struck 
:00. The 17-point comeback led by Kaepernick was 
the 2nd largest deficit overcome to win a conference 
championship (2006 - Indianapolis trailed New England 
by 18 points).

The San Francisco 49ers and the Baltimore Ravens 
squared off in one of the most extraordinary Super Bowls 
where two brothers squared off as head coaches. The 
49ers found themselves facing an early deficit, which 
would eventually be too much to overcome. Early in 
the 1st qtr., San Francisco answered a Ravens TD drive 
with a scoring drive of their own as QB Colin Kaepernick 
engineered a 12-play 62-yd. drive that was finished 
off by K David Akers’ 36-yd. FG, making the score 7-3. 
After 2 more TD passes by QB Joe Flacco, the 49ers 
found themselves in a 21-3 hole with 1:45 left in the 
2nd qtr.

San 
Francisco forced Baltimore into a 3-and-out with a sack 
by LB Ahmad Brooks on 3rd-and-10. P Sam Koch’s

20-yd. line. Two plays later, RB Frank Gore capitalized 
on the short field with a 6-yd.

An incomplete 
pass on the 2-point try made the score 31-29 with the 
Ravens still hanging on as San Francisco continued its 
fierce comeback. Kaepernick’s 15-yd. TD run marked 
the longest TD run by a QB in Super Bowl history. With 
4:23 remaining in the game, Baltimore’s K Justin Tucker 
tacked on a 38-yd. FG to extend their lead to 34-29. 
A 24-yd. completion to Crabtree and a 33-yd. rush by 
Gore put the 49ers offense in position for the go-ahead 
TD with 2:39 remaining, on the Ravens’ 7-yd. line. The 
49ers were unable to get into the end zone and turned 
the ball over on downs. After taking a safety to run the 
game clock down to :04, the Ravens were forced to punt 
to the 49ers. Ginn returned the kickoff 31-yds.to the 
50-yd. line as time expired for the last play of the game.

The 49ers dropped a hard-fought battle with the 
Seahawks in the NFC Championship Game, 23-17. On 
the first play of the game, 49ers LB Aldon Smith sacked 
Seahawks QB Russell Wilson, forcing and recovering 
a fumble. The takeaway led to a 25-yd. FG by K Phil 
Dawson to give San Francisco an early 3-0 lead. After a 
punt by each team, the 49ers engineered an 8-play, 86-
yd. drive, including a 58-yd. run by QB Colin Kaepernick, 
which was capped off with a 1-yd. TD run by RB Anthony 
Dixon. Kaepernick’s 58-yd. rush is the longest run by a 
quarterback in NFL postseason history.

After forcing a 3-and-
out on the Vikings opening drive, QB Jimmy Garoppolo 
engineered an 8 play, 61-yd. drive that was capped off 
on a 3-yd. TD pass to WR Kendrick Bourne, giving the 
49ers a 7-0 lead. Minnesota answered on the following 
drive, as Vikings QB Kirk Cousins connected with WR 
Stefon Diggs for a 41-yd. TD recept. to even the game 
at 7-7. After the teams traded possessions, the 49ers 
offense put together a 10-play, 53-yd. drive that was 
punctuated with a 1-yd. TD run by RB Tevin Coleman 
to put San Francisco on top, 14-7. Following a turnover 
by San Francisco, Vikings K Dan Bailey connected on a 
39-yd. FG to cut the 49ers lead to 14-10 at halftime. 
On the opening drive of the second half, K Robbie Gould 
connected on a 35-yd. FG to extend the lead to 17-
10. On the ensuing possession, CB Richard Sherman 
picked off Cousins, giving the 49ers offense the ball at 
the Vikings 44-yd. line. The offense responded with 8 
consecutive running plays, including a 2-yd. TD run by 
Coleman, his 2nd TD of the game. Following a punt by 
P Mitch Wishnowsky, RB Raheem Mostert recovered a 
muffed return by CB Marcus Sherels on special teams, 
giving the 49ers the ball back on the Vikings 10-yd. line. 
The turnover led to a 21-yd FG by Gould and a 27-10 
lead. The 49ers defense registered 6.0 sacks of Cousins 
and held the Vikings to 147 net yds. (21 rushing and 126 
passing). The 147 net yds. allowed were the fewest in a 
postseason game in franchise history. With the win, San 
Francisco advances to the NFC Championship Game for 
the 14th time since 1980 and the first time since 2013.

The 49ers defeated the Green Bay Packers, 37-20, 
in the NFC Championship Game to advance to Super 
Bowl LIV. This marks San Francisco’s seventh trip to 
the Super Bowl in franchise history and the first since 
2012. RB Raheem Mostert led the way for the 49ers as 
he rushed for 220 yds. and 4 TDs on 29 carries. His 220 
rushing yds. were most rushing yds. in a single game 
in franchise history, regular season or postseason. The 
49ers opened the scoring as RB Raheem Mostert scored 
on a 36-yd. TD to give San Francisco a 7-0 lead early 
in the 1st Qtr. On the Packers following possession, DL 
Nick Bosa brought down Packers QB Aaron Rodgers for a 
9-yd. loss on third down, forcing Green Bay to punt. The 
49ers extended their lead, as K Robbie Gould connected 
on a 54-yd. FG, the longest postseason FG of his career 
and in franchise history. The 49ers defense forced the 
Packers to go 3-and-out, as CB K’Waun Williams tallied 
a strip-sack of Rodgers on third down. On the ensuing 
possession, Mostert registered his 2nd TD of the game, 
this time on a 9-yd. TD run, extending the lead to 17-
0. The Packers were moved the ball to the 49ers 25-
yd. line before Rodgers fumbled the snap, which was 
recovered by DL DeForest Buckner. The turnover led 
to a 27-yd. FG by Gould to make the score 20-0. With 
under 2:00 to play in the 1st half, CB Emmanuel Moseley 
intercepted Rodgers, marking his first postseason INT. 
The takeaway led to an 18-yd. TD run by Mostert, his 
3rd TD of the game, giving the 49ers a 27-0 lead at 
halftime. The Packers got on the board in the 3rd Qtr., 
as Rodgers connected with RB Aaron Jones for a 9-yd. 
TD recept. to cut the lead to 27-7. The 49ers answered 
immediately, as Mostert recorded his 4th rushing TD of 
the game, this time on a 22-yd. TD run, to make the 
score 34-7. The Packers responded again, as Jones 
scored on a 1-yd.

Following a 49ers punt, Green Bay found the end zone 
again, as Rodgers connected with TE Jace Sternberger 
for an 8-yd.

The Rams would also rely on a former Heis-
man Trophy winner in QB Sam Bradford to come in 
and test the 49ers at home. With two quarterbacks of 
storied pasts, the game turned out to be an offensive 
showcase as both teams would throw for a com-
bined 607 yds., as well as 753 yds. of total offense. 
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All would come down to an overtime FG off the foot of 
K Joe Nedney, who connected on a 29-yd. game win-
ning kick that gave the 49ers the 23-20 win.  With St. 
Louis winning the toss and electing to receive, Bradford 
started things off, marching his team down the field. 
The drive ultimately would be halted, but not before a 
K Josh Brown’s 42-yd. FG put the Rams on the board

The 49ers front seven 
played strong, swarming and stopping the run, allowing 
Smith and the Niners to regain possession to take a 
14-0 lead. The 12-yd. throw from Smith marked the 
first TD of WR Kyle Williams’ career and the team’s first 
passing TD of 2011.

TD slant to WR Miles Austin, making it a 
one score game heading into the half. Dallas lost its 
starting QB for a brief stretch in the 3rd qtr., when it 
appeared Romo’s rib injury – occurring on the 3rd play 
of the game – had become too much of a hindrance.

When asked what his message was to his players after 
falling short to the New York Giants in the NFC Cham-
pionship game, Harbaugh stated, “As Sir Andrew Bar-
ton said, `Fight on my men, we’re hurt but not slain. 
We’ll lay down and bleed a while. Then we’ll rise and 
fight again.’’’  Harbaugh, of course was referring to his 
team’s blue-collar mentality after the Giants escaped 
rain-soaked Candlestick Park with a 20-17 overtime 
victory. “They stand toe-to-toe and fight every time 
they go out onto the field,” added Harbaugh. “Be for-
ever proud of our players and coaches the way they 
compete.” Harbaugh got the Niners to the brink of the 
Super Bowl in his rookie year, taking over a 6-10 team 
and going 13-3 to win the NFC West. The extra minutes 
at Candlestick Park went in favor of the opponent in 
a year where most didn’t expect a storybook season. 
The 49ers defense played stoically, recording six sacks 
on Giants QB Eli Manning, which ranked t-2nd for the 
most sacks in a postseason game in franchise history (6 
– four times, last vs. Den. – 1/29/90). TE Vernon Davis 
gave the 49ers a 7-0 lead with 7:11 remaining in the 
1st qtr. after running a pattern down the right sideline 
and outracing the secondary for a 73-yd. TD recept. 
from QB Alex Smith. On their ensuing drive, the Giants 

drove from their own 31 to the San Francisco 34-yd. 
line. On 3rd-and-1, Manning and the Giants failed to 
get a first down despite two opportunities. The Giants 
eventually evened the score on a 10-play, 69-yd. drive 
when TE Bear Pascoe caught Manning’s short pass at 
the 6-yd. line and stepped into the end zone for the TD. 
The Giants added a FG with two seconds remaining in 
the 2nd qtr. to give them a 10-7 edge going into the 
locker room. Davis’ second TD of the game, gave the 
lead back to the Niners at 14-10 with 5:18 remain-
ing in the 3rd qtr.

return on the ensuing kickoff enabled the 49ers to start 
their next possession at their own 45. On consecu-
tive plays, Smith scrambled for 17 yds. and RB Kendall 
Hunter ran for 18 more, resulting in a K David Akers 
game-tying FG with 5:39 to go, 17-17. After both 
teams went 3-and-out on their first overtime posses-
sion, a Giants takeaway on a Williams fumble, forced by 
LB Jacquian Williams on a punt return, gave the Giants 
possession at their own 36 with 9:32 remaining. After 
converting one first down, K Lawrence Tynes sent the 
season-ending 31-yd. FG through the uprights.

St. Louis got off to a fast start, scoring on a 36-yd. 
TD pass from QB Sam Bradford to WR Brian Quick.

TD run by RB Steven Jackson to 
make the score 14-0 at the end of the 1st qtr. The 
49ers answered on their next possession, driving

On the open-
ing drive of the game, QB Drew Brees’ pass intended 
for WR Marques Colston was picked off by S Antoine 
Bethea and returned to the Saints’ 19-yd. line. Three 
plays later, RB Frank Gore scored from four yards out 
to give the 49ers an early 7-0 lead. On the drive, Gore 
moved past RBs Eddie George and Tiki Barber for the 
24th most rushing yds. in NFL history. A three-and-out 
by the Saints gave San Francisco the ball at its own 21-
yd. line. The 49ers offense pieced together a 13-play, 
79-yd. drive that was capped off by a 9-yd.

QB Blaine Gabbert completed 
18-of-32 atts. for 196 yds. and 1 TD, while adding 
a career-high 75 (12.5 avg.) rushing yds. and his first 
career rushing TD. WR Anquan Boldin recorded 5 re-
cepts. for 37 yds. on the day, becoming the 18th player 
in NFL history to record 13,000-or-more rec. yds. in 
their career. The Bears jumped out to an early 6-0 lead 
in the first quarter, as K Robbie Gould connected on 
40-yd. and 51-yd.

According 
to Elias, Smith became the first 49ers player to regis-
ter 3 rec.

The win marked 
the ninth-consecutive regular season home finale win 
by the 49ers, the longest winning streak in home fina-
les in the NFL. The San Francisco offense amassed 458 
net yds. of total offense (108 rushing, 350 passing), the 
most by the 49ers since 9/8/13 vs. GB (494 net yds. – 
90 rushing, 404 passing). QB Blaine Gabbert completed

receiving (10/18/12)].  After the teams traded punts to 
open the game, Rams K Greg Zuerlein gave the road 
team a 3-0 lead midway through the first quarter with 
a 33-yd. FG. On the first play of the second quarter, 
Gabbert finished off a 7-play, 70-yd. drive with a 33-
yd. TD pass to WR Anquan Boldin, his 4th TD recept. of 
the season and 74th of his career. Boldin finished the 
game with 5 recepts. for 71 yds. and 1 TD. On the ensu-
ing possession, the San Francisco defense held strong, 
forcing a Rams punt.

(9.2 avg.), with the 9.2 yds./carry avg. ranking as the 
2nd-highest single-game avg. by the team in fran-
chise history [24 atts. for 263 yds. (11.0 avg.) vs. Dal-
las Texans (10/26/52)].

100-yd. rushing game of the season and 3rd of his 
career.

On the day, the 49ers defense 
recorded a season-high 6.0 sacks, the most since 
11/25/13 at Was. (6.0 sacks) with DL DeForest Buckner 
sacking Jets QB Bryce Petty twice, marking his second 
career multi-sack game [2.0 sacks at Buf. (10/16/16)]. 
On the opening possession of the game, DB Jimmie 
Ward intercepted Petty and returned it 8-yds. deep in 
Jets territory, marking his 1st INT of the year and 2nd 
of his career. Capitalizing on the Ward takeaway, Hyde 
hauled in a 7-yd. TD pass from QB Colin Kaepernick on 
the 49ers first offensive play from scrimmage, his the 
2nd receiving TD of the season and of his career. After 
forcing a Jets punt, RB Shaun Draughn finished off the 
4-play, 81-yd. drive that was set up by a career-long 
47-yd. run by Hyde with a 4-yd. TD run, his 2nd rush-
ing TD of the year and 5th of his career to put the 49ers 
up 14-0. In the 1st Qtr., the 49ers offense amassed 193 
total net yds. (98 rushing; 95 passing), the 4th-most 
by any team in the 1st Qtr. this season. In the opening 
frame, Kaepernick completed 7 of 7 atts. for 95 yds. 
and 1 TD with a perfect passer rating of 158.3, marking 
the 8th time in his career he has had a perfect passer 
rating in any quarter. In the second quarter, the teams 
traded field goals as San Francisco entered halftime 
with the 17-3 lead. In the 3rd Qtr., the Jets closed the 
gap to 17-6 with a 30-yd. FG from K Nick Folk. Midway 
through the 4th Qtr., Jets RB Bilal Powell found the end 
zone from 5-yds. out and QB Bryce Petty added the 
two-point conversion to make the score 17-14. With 
:43 seconds remaining, Folk converted a 50-yd. FG to 
send the game to overtime. After the 49ers couldn’t 
convert on fourth down at the Jets 37-yd. line, Powell 
rushed left for a 19-yd. TD to give New York a 23-17 victory.

In a back and forth NFC West battle, San Francisco fell 
to Arizona 18-15 in overtime at University of Phoenix 
Stadium. 49ers K Robbie Gould was perfect on the day, 
connecting on all 5 of his FGAs (49, 39, 47, 48, 23) and 
has now made each of his first 11 FGs on the season. 
Gould is the first 49ers kicker to make each of his first 
11 FGs of a season since K Jose Cortez made 11 con-
secutive to begin the 2001 season. The Cardinals drove 
down the field on their first possession, but San Fran-
cisco made a big stop as LB Ray-Ray Armstrong in-
tercepted Cardinals QB Carson Palmer in the end zone. 
The INT is the 2nd of Armstrong’s career and his 1st 
since (9/12/16) vs LAR. Later in the 1st quarter Gould 
made a 49-yd. FG to give the 49ers an early 3-0 lead. 
Arizona K Phil Dawson made a 29-yd. FG to even the 
score at 3 apiece early in the 2nd quarter. Both kick-
ers would continue to exchange FGs as Gould made a 
39-yd. FG, and Dawson answered with a 43-yd. FG 
to even the score, 6-6, at halftime. San Franciso re-
ceived the opening kick to start the 2nd half but had to 
settle for a 47-yd. FG by Gould to give the Niners a lead 
9-6. On the Cardinals’ next drive, DL DeForest Buck-
ner sacked Cardinals QB Carson Palmer for a 7-yd. 
loss on 3rd down to force a a 50-yd. FG by Dawson, 
tying the game at 9-9. Buckner has now recorded a 
sack in back-to-back games when facing the Arizona 
Cardinals [1-9 sack (11/13/16)]. Gould then nailed in 
a 48-yd. FG to put San Francisco ahead 12-9 at the 
end of the 3rd quarter. Dawson would then make a 32-
yd. FG early in the 4th quarter to tie the game once 
more, 12-12. As the 49ers defense ramped up late in 
the game LB Ray-Ray Armstrong sacked Cardinals QB 
Carson Palmer for a 5-yd. loss and is the first 49ers 
player to record 1.0 sack and 1 INT in the same game 
since DB Jimmie Ward vs. NYJ (12/11/16). Two plays 
later DL Elvis Dumervil sacked Palmer for a 11-yd. 
loss, the 100th sack of his career. Dumervil is now the 
32nd player to reach 100 career sacks since 1982 and 
currently has the third-most sacks among active play-
ers. Neither team would score again in the 4th quarter 
as the game would go to into overtime. San Francisco 
received the ball first and orchestrated a 17-play, 73-
yard drive resulting in a Robbie Gould 23-yd. FG to put 
the 49ers ahead 15-12. After some late-game heroics, 
Larry Fitzgerald caught a 19-yd. TD from Palmer with 
38 seconds remaining to give Arizona the win, 18-15.

FG to put Indianapolis ahead 6-3, but the Colts 
didn’t hold a lead for long as the 49ers offense moved 
quickly down the field where Gould made a 43-yd. FG 
to even the score 6-6 going into the half. The Colts 
would score twice in the 3rd quarter as Vinatieri made 
a 38-yd. FG and RB Marlon Mack scored on a 22-yd. 
TD run to put Indianapolis ahead 16-6 going into the 
4th. Gould would then make a 40-yd. FG, trimming the 
Colts lead to 16-9. On the Colts’ ensuing possession, 
QB Jacoby Brissett ran for a 3-yd. TD to increase their 
lead to 23-9. The 49ers offense answered quickly as 

QB Brian Hoyer connected with WR Marquise Goodwin 
for 51-yds. Three plays later, Hoyer shoveled the ball 
to FB Kyle Juszczyk for a 6-yd. TD pass, his first of 
the season and the 6th TD recept. of his career. After 
forcing the Colts to punt, Hoyer led a 14-play, 89-yd. 
drive resulting in a 5-yd. TD pass to TE George Kittle 
on 4th down, tying the game 23-23 with :20 to force 
overtime. Indianapolis won the overtime coin toss and 
received the ball first, driving all the way to the SF 8 yd. 
line where LB Ray-Ray Armstrong intercepted Bris-
sett and returned the INT 29-yds. San Francisco was 
unable to capitalize on the turnover and punted the 
ball back to Indianapolis. The Colts got into field goal 
range a few plays later and K Adam Vinatieri nailed 
a 51-yd.

On a rainy day at Levi’s Stadium, the 49ers defeated 
the Seattle Seahawks for the first time since 2013 in 
a hard-fought, overtime battle, 26-23. The game was 
a back and forth affair all afternoon and started with 
Seattle scoring the game’s first points after QB Russell 
Wilson found WR Doug Baldwin for a 5-yd. TD pass, 
but K Sebastian Janikowski missed the extra point at-
tempt thereafter. On the following play, the 49ers seized 
a 7-6 lead after rookie WR Richie James Jr. took the 
kickoff return 97 yards for a touchdown. James Jr.’s 
return marked the first time a member of the 49ers has 
registered a kickoff return for a TD since WR Ted Ginn 
Jr. took it 102 yards for a touchdown in 2011 [vs. Sea. 
(9/11/11)]. James Jr. also became first 49ers rookie 
to register a kickoff return for a TD since 1981 [RB 
Amos Lawrence – 92-yd. KR TD at LAR (11/22/81)]. 
The 49ers opened the scoring in the 2nd quarter with 
a 10-play, 98-yard touchdown drive that was com-
pleted with a 41-yd. TD pass from QB Nick Mullens to 
TE Garrett Celek. The scoring drive was the team’s lon-
gest since 2002 when the 49ers capped off a 12-play, 
99-yd. drive with a 6-yd. TD rush by RB Kevan Barlow 
at Sea. (10/14/02). With the score, the 49ers were able 
to extend their lead to 14-6. On the next possession, 
Wilson found Baldwin for another touchdown to bring 
the score to 14-13. Next, Mullens took the ball back 
and led the offense down the field to set up a 28-yd. FG 
from K Robbie Gould to extend the team’s lead to 17-13 
going into the half. After the teams traded punts to open 
the second half, Mullens again moved the 49ers offense 
within scoring range to set up a 33-yd. FG from Gould, 
pushing the San Francisco lead to 20-13. Seahawks 
RB Chris Carson kicked off a dramatic fourth quarter 
with a 1-yd. TD rush on 4th down to tie the game at 
20 apiece. On the next possession, the 49ers offense 
provided room for a game-long, 45-yd. FG from Gould 
to take a 23-20 lead. Seattle then tied the game on the 
subsequent drive with a 48-yd. FG from Janikowski. In 
a tie game, late in the 4th quarter and OT, the 49ers de-
fense forced the Seahawks offense to punt on each of 
their final three possessions of the game. Seattle won 
the overtime coin toss and elected to receive, but the 
49ers defense held their ground and forced a three-
and-out, turning the ball back over to the offense at 
the 38-yd. line. The 49ers offense ran the ball effec-
tively in their overtime drive and again moved the ball 
within range for Gould, who knocked in a 36-yd. FG, his 
fourth of the day, to clinch the victory over their divi-
sion foe, 26-23. With 14 points on the day, Gould be-
came the 23rd kicker in NFL history to register at least 
1,500 points in their career. He has also registered 111 

points this season, marking the first time he has scored 
100-or-more points in consecutive seasons since he 
did so in six straight years with Chicago from 2006-11.

On the Seahawks en-
suing possession, S Jaquiski Tartt forced and recovered 
a Seahawks WR D.K. Metcalf fumble at the 49ers 2-yd. 
line to prevent a scoring opportunity late in the 1st half. 
On the first drive of the 2nd half, CB K’Waun Williams 
forced a RB Rashaad Penny fumble, which was recov-
ered by DL DeForest Buckner. Later in the 3rd Qtr., the 
Seahawks took the lead with a 3-yd. TD recept. by TE 
Jacob Hollister to make the score 14-10. On their next 
possession, Seattle added to the lead, as RB Chris Car-
son scored on a 1-yd. TD run, extending the lead to 
21-10. In the 4th Qtr., DL Arik Armstead and Williams 
shared a sack, as they brought down Wilson. On the 
same play, Armstead forced Wilson to fumble, which 
was recovered by Seahawks G/T Germain Ifedi. Warner 
then stripped the ball from Ifedi, which was recovered 
by Buckner and returned 12 yds. for a TD. It marked 
Buckner’s first career TD. Garoppolo connected with 
Bourne on the two-point conversion to close the gap to 
21-18. After forcing another three-and-out, the 49ers 
continued the comeback as McLaughlin connected on 
a 39-yd. FG to tie the score at 21-21. Late in the 4th 
Qtr., the Seahawks took a 24-21 on a 46-yd. FG by 
K Jason Myers. With 1:45 left on the clock, the 49ers 
marched down the field, as McLaughlin connected on a 
47-yd. FG to tie the score, 24-24, at the end regula-
tion. The Seahawks began overtime with possession of 
the ball, as Wilson was sacked by Armstead for a 6-yd. 
loss. LB Dre Greenlaw intercepted a pass intended for 
Hollister, and returned it for 47-yds., his first career 
INT. Following possessions by both teams, Myers con-
nected on a game-winning 42-yd. FG as time expired.

NFC WEST STANDINGS - 1970-2019
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Tony Morabito dedicated his life to bringing an 
idea to fruition that others thought preposterous 
– the membership of the West Coast, in general, 
and San Francisco, in particular, in a nation-
wide professional football league.
Morabito was the sports pioneer of the West, 
bringing San Francisco its first major league 

professional team, the San Francisco 49ers, in a 
professional sports business that was dominated 

by the East Coast. Before World War II, Morabito was 
convinced the San Francisco Bay Area was ready for a 

franchise in the National Football League. The Bay Area was 
a mecca for college football. Fans came in droves to Kezar Stadium to see the 
Wonder Teams of California-Berkeley and the Wow Boys of Stanford, led by Frankie 
Albert. St. Mary’s, Santa Clara and the University of San Francisco were also area 
powerhouses that regularly defeated the University of Washington and Southern 
California inside the walls of Kezar. 
Morabito saw the rise of football in the area and presented a case to birth a 
professional football team in 1942 to National Football League officials, but he 
was quickly ushered out of the meeting room with firm politeness. In the spring 
of 1944, he took another crack, filing an application for an expansion team in the 
NFL. Morabito and some of his business associates went to Chicago to present their 
plan in front of League Commissioner, Elmer Layden. The NFL had no teams west of 
Chicago, and had no plans of changing their geographical structure. Morabito was 
again shunned.
He was then put in touch with Arch Ward, sports editor of The Chicago Tribune who 
was trying to organize a rival league, the All-America Football Conference. Morabito 
told Ward to count him in.
The new league’s first meeting was held on June 6, 1944 in St. Louis, D-Day in 
Europe. Morabito agreed to form a San Francisco franchise in a league that would 
not begin operations until the end of the war.
It was the right time, and Morabito knew it.
A native of San Francisco, Morabito learned the game of football on vacant lots in 
the North Beach sector and had some success later as a halfback at St. Ignatius 
High School. He went on to play for the University of Santa Clara as a freshman 
in 1927 but his playing career was ended shortly after by a shoulder injury. He 
received his diploma in 1931 at the height of the Great Depression. He got a job 
driving a truck for $80 a month while his father, an immigrant from Italy, had built 
up a flourishing ship’s service business on the San Francisco waterfront, only to see 
it fold in the wake of the depression years. 
As the country’s economic state began to improve, so did Morabito’s. By 1940, 
when he was 30 years old, he became a success in the lumber carrier business. 
The army turned him down for duty in 1942 because of partial deafness, which later 
forced him to wear a hearing aid. 
By 1946, the San Francisco 49ers first year of operation, the Bay Area was in the 
middle of a postwar economic surge. Morabito’s lumber yard was in huge demand 
as houses were springing up to shelter the fast-growing population that was 
migrating to California. 
Morabito owned the new All-America Football Conference franchise with his 
partners in the Lumber Terminals of San Francisco – Allen E. Sorrell and E.J. Turre 
– and his younger brother, Victor. 
Sorell suggested the team be named “49ers” after the voyagers who had rushed the 

West for gold. It is the only 
name the team has ever 
been affiliated with and 
San Francisco is the only 
city in which it has resided. 
The original team logo 
depicted San Francisco’s 
wild beginnings. It was a 
goldminer in boots and a 
lumberjack shirt, firing a 
pair of pistols. One shot just 
missed the miner’s head, 
while the other missed his 

foot. The logo was taken from a design seen on the side of railway freight cars.

With a charter, name and logo, the group 
recruited Lawrence “Buck” Shaw, Santa 
Clara’s famous “Silver Fox,” as the 49ers 
first head coach. The organization spent 
$250,000 to get structured before the 
team even took their first snap. Morabito’s 
approach was considered “first class,” by 
most, and a financial risk by many. 
But Morabito charged on, hand-picking an 
inaugural roster comprised of 32 players 
including Frankie Albert, Norm Standlee 
and Bruno Banducci, all from Stanford, 
and stars from Santa Clara, including 
Alyn Beals, an end who scored 46 pro 
touchdowns in four years. Other known 
players on the roster were Len Eshmont, 
Johnny “Johnny Strike” Strzykalski and 
Joe “The Toe” Ventrano. 
Morabito watched as his 49ers played their first game on August 24, 1946, a 
17-7 exhibition win over the Los Angeles Dons at Balboa Park in San Diego. The 
49ers first home game was played at Kezar Stadium on September 1, 1946, a 
34-14 exhibition win over the Chicago Rockets in front of 45,000 fans made up of 
longshoremen, draymen, mechanics and waterfront workers.
The first regular season league game was on September 8, 1946 against the 
New York Yankees. The 49ers scored first, but lost 21-7 in a game that began in 
sunshine and ended in the famous Kezar fog. 
The 49ers finished 9-5 in their first season under Shaw, and went on to have an 
8-4-2 record in 1947, 12-2 finish in 1948 and 10-4 record, including a trip to the 
Championship Game, in their final season in the AAFC.
At the end of 1949, it was announced that the AAFC had run its course. San 
Francisco, Cleveland and Baltimore received NFL franchises and would begin play 
in the NFL in 1950. The merger was what Morabito had hoped for all along as he, 
his brother Victor and general manager Lou Spadia, continued to hold the reins.
The 49ers struggled during their first season among the NFL elite, finishing with a 
3-9 record. The following year though, the 49ers went 7-4-1.
As the seasons went on, Morabito was the heart and soul of the organization, 
signing on greats like The Million Dollar Backfield: Joe “The Jet” Perry, Hugh “The 
King” McElhenny and John Henry Johnson. He also attracted some of the NFL’s 
most renowned talents in R.C. Owens, Bob St. Clair, Leo Nomellini, John Brodie 
and Y.A. Tittle.
The players appreciated his honesty, and trusted his every move and word. 
As the 1950’s progressed, Morabito was warned by his doctors that a bad heart 
and the rigors of football were not a healthy combination. But Morabito wasn’t 
going to let a health scare get in the way of his passion. “What the hell, if I’m going 
to die, I might as well die at a football game,” he said.
On October 27, 1957, the 49ers hosted the Chicago Bears at Kezar. The 49ers 
entered the game with a 3-1 record behind the talents of Owens, Perry, Tittle, 
McElhenny, Billy Wilson, and others. The Bears had a 14-0 advantage in the first 
quarter before the 49ers scored to close the deficit at 14-7. Just as the 49ers lined 
up for the next kickoff, Morabito, who was sitting next to his wife, Josephine, and 
his brother, Victor, in the guest box, suddenly collapsed. The great heart that had 
been with the 49ers since the franchise’s inception had failed.
Father Bill McGuire of St. James parish was summoned to the guest box and 
pronounced Morabito his final absolution. Morabito looked up at him and smiled.
“Thank you father,” he said.
Those were his last words.
The 49ers were behind 17-7 in the third quarter when the team learned of 
Morabito’s death. His players rallied and came back to defeat Chicago, 21-17, 
in an emotional last win for their owner. The 49ers finished the season with three 
straight victories and an 8-4 record, tying Detroit for the NFL Western Division title.
Victor, Tony’s younger brother, kept the team in the family until 1964, when he 
too died of a heart attack. Both Victor and Tony’s wives, Jane and Josephine, 
retained control of the 49ers with Lou Spadia as team president until 1977, when 
a new team owner, Edward DeBartolo Jr. of Youngstown, Ohio emerged to buy the 
franchise.
Morabito’s conviction, passion and character birthed and kept an NFL franchise in 
San Francisco, and laid the sturdy foundation that enabled the 49ers to become one 
of the NFL’s premier football powers over the past 60 years.

BOBB McKITTRICK AWARD
This award is given annually to the 49ers offensive lineman who best 
exemplifies the dedication, excellence and commitment of offensive line coach 
Bobb McKittrick, a five-time Super Bowl champion.

In 1999, the San Francisco 49ers, under the direction of Bill Walsh, established 
the Bobb McKittrick Award. The award is meant to honor those offensive 
linemen who have best represented the courage, intensity and sacrifice 
displayed by the late McKittrick during his 21 years of service with the 49ers. 
With the award established, McKittrick retroactively chose winners that he 
coached each season dating back to 1981.

“Bobb gave distinguished service to the organization since our renaissance in 
1979,” Walsh said. “He was a vital factor in five Super Bowl championships, 
the evolution of a dynasty and in the production of some of the finest 
offensive linemen in football. Offensive linemen don’t receive the recognition 
they so richly deserve. This gives us a venue to honor their sacrifices and 
achievements.”

Named 
after the NFL team in a respective NFL city, a Courage House is a facility that 
provides support and quality care for abused children and their families in that 
community. The 49ers dedicated their Courage House in October 2003 at the 
Edgewood House in San Francisco.

In 2017, the 49ers were named the Pop Warner Little Scholars Team of the 

Year. Throughout the year, 49ers PREP presented by U.S. Bank provides youth 

from ages 7-18 with the opportunity to experience football through a multitude 

of diverse programs aimed at creating young, healthy leaders on and off the 

field. With grassroots efforts that include hosting the annual Levi’s® Stadium 

High School Football Series, free youth flag football programs, and free youth 

football camps, 49ers PREP has increased participation steadily year over year 

across all programs in all nine Bay Area counties and beyond.

ESPN SPORTS HUMANITARIAN TEAM OF THE YEAR 
After being recognized as a finalist for the third consecutive year, the San 

Francisco 49ers were awarded Sports Humanitarian Team of the Year Award 

in 2017, presented by ESPN. In addition to the team collectively donating 

over 2,952 hours of volunteer time to 412 community events in 2019 alone, 

the 49ers Foundation has donated nearly $50 million to local nonprofits over 

almost 30 years and is at the forefront of two innovative and highly impactful 

programs that use the intersection between STEM and sport to improve 

educational opportunities for Bay Area youth.  

First, the 49ers STEM Leadership Institute (SLI) was founded in 2014 in 

partnership with Chevron, the Silicon Valley Education Foundation and the 

Santa Clara Unified School District to provide educational opportunities for 

students interested in pursuing STEM related careers. Each year, a new class of 

60 seventh grade students are selected from hundreds of applicants to embark 

on a six-year immersive experience in Science, Technology, Engineering, and 

Math. Second, the 49ers STEAM Education Program – which also opened in 

2014, uses the game of football and Levi’s Stadium to provide informal learning 

experiences for K-8 students through its program that teaches standards-

aligned (Common Core and Next Generation Science) lessons using the STEAM 

principles of science, technology, engineering, art, and mathematics. Housed 

within the Denise DeBartolo York Education Center at Levi’s Stadium, the 

program has reached over 300,000 Bay Area students and educators since 

inception – free of charge – with over 60 percent of students coming from Title 

I designated schools. 

In 2019, 49ers PREP celebrated 100,000 Bay Area youth impacted through 

their free in-school youth programming. To mark this milestone, OL Ben 

Garland participated in a Junior Training Camp at Robert Sanders Middle 

School. Students were put through a series of football drills to encourage 60 

minutes of physical activity every day in order to help reverse the trend of 

childhood obesity.

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JOHN BRODIE
Quarterback, 1957-73
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Holds the team record with 17 years of service. 
Ranks second in team history with 31,548 pass-
ing yards and third with 214 touchdown passes. 
Guided the 49ers to back-to-back NFC Cham-
pionship games in 1970 and 1971. Was named 
NFL Most Valuable Player in 1970. Born August 
14, 1935 in San Francisco, CA.

DWIGHT CLARK
Wide Receiver, 1979-87
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Drafted by the 49ers in the 10th round (249th 
overall) of the 1979 NFL Draft, Clark spent his 
entire nine-year playing career with San Fran-
cisco (1979-87), appearing in 134 regular sea-
son games, the third-most among 49ers wide 
receivers, and registered 506 receptions for 
6,750 yards (13.3 average) and 48 touchdowns. 
He also appeared in nine postseason contests, 
adding 48 receptions for 726 yards and three 
touchdowns while helping to bring the first two 
Super Bowl championships to the 49ers organization.

ROGER CRAIG
Running Back, 1983-90
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2011
A member of three Super Bowl Championship 
teams, Craig ranks third in franchise history with 
7,064 rushing yards and first in career rushing 
attempts (1,686). He also ranks third in franchise 
history in receptions (508) and total touchdowns 
(66). Craig became the first running back in NFL 
history to register 1,000 rushing yards and 1,000 
receiving yards in a single season (1,050 rush-
ing yards and 1,016 receiving yards in 1985). 
He was also selected to the Pro Bowl four times. 
Born July 10, 1960 in Davenport, IA.

FRED DEAN
Defensive End, 1981-85
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 2008

One of the first true pass-rushers in 
the game, Dean’s revolutionary play 
made an immediate impact upon 
joining the 49ers in a 1981 mid-

season trade. Went on to help 49ers win Super 
Bowl XVI and Super Bowl XIX. Recorded 93.5 
sacks in career, including 40 sacks in five sea-
sons with 49ers to rank 7th on team’s all-time 
list. Posted career-high 17.5 sacks in 1983. Was 
a four-time Pro Bowler (1979-81, 83) and All-Pro (1979-81, 83). Earned UPI’s 
NFC Defensive Player of the Year (1981). Born February 24, 1952 in Arcadia, LA.

EDWARD J. DeBARTOLO JR.
Owner, 1977-2000
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 2016

Widely regarded as one of the most 
successful owners in the history 
of pro sports after taking over the 
49ers in 1977. In 23 years at the 

helm, guided 49ers to a 22-11 postseason re-
cord and 13 division titles as San Francisco be-
came first franchise in NFL history to win five 
Super Bowl Championships (1981, ’84, ’88, ’89 
and ’94). The 49ers reached the playoffs on 16 
occasions during DeBartolo’s final 18 seasons as owner, posting a 207-72-1 
regular season record. Born November 6, 1946 in Youngstown, OH.

The San Francisco 49ers franchise is arguably one of the most fabled in sports 
history. With the multitude of memories that the team’s history holds, a place to 
honor and capture these tremendous times and legendary figures only seems 
appropriate. 
During the 2009 offseason, the San Francisco 49ers and the York family proudly 
introduced the creation of the Edward J. DeBartolo Sr. 49ers Hall of Fame, named 
in honor of the beloved patriarch of the storied franchise. The 49ers Hall of Fame 
was established to recognize players, administrators and coaches who have 
made exceptional contributions to the organization. 
A week after the creation of the new 49ers Hall of Fame, team President & CEO 
Jed York announced the name of its inaugural inductee, his uncle, Edward J. 
DeBartolo Jr., known as “Mr. D” to most close to the 49ers family. He was then 
officially inducted during halftime of the team’s home opener versus the Seattle 
Seahawks on September 20, 2009. 
Being inducted into the 49ers Hall of Fame is no easy task, and the selection 
process reflects the level of honor which it bestows. As a prerequisite for induc-
tion, all 49ers Hall of Fame candidates must have displayed one or more of the 
following qualifications: outstanding production and performance on the field, 
key contributions to the team’s success, and/or the embodiment of the spirit and 
essence of the San Francisco 49ers.

A number of players and coaches have already been recognized in various ways 
throughout the years for their contributions to the game of professional football 
and the 49ers organization. Accordingly, the franchise has automatically en-
shrined members of the 49ers family who have either had their jersey numbers 
already retired by the organization or have been selected to the Pro Football Hall 
of Fame in Canton, Ohio. These players include: John Brodie, Dwight Clark, Fred 
Dean, Jimmy Johnson, John Henry Johnson, Charlie Krueger, Ronnie Lott, Hugh 
McElhenny, Joe Montana, Leo Nomellini, Joe Perry, Bob St. Clair, Y.A. Tittle, Bill 
Walsh, Dave Wilcox and Steve Young. 
During Alumni Weekend on October 11, 2009 against the Atlanta Falcons, the 
49ers honored the automatic enshrinement of the above players during halftime 
of the game. 
The 49ers organization will enshrine new members each season.

EDWARD J. DeBARTOLO SR. 49ERS HALL OF FAME
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CHARLES HALEY
Linebacker, 1986-91, ‘99
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2015
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 2015

One of only a few players in NFL histo-
ry to have won five Super Bowl Cham-
pionships (XXIII, XXIV, XXVII, XXVIII, 
XXX). Originally drafted by the 49ers 

in the fourth round (96th overall) of the 1986 NFL 
Draft from James Madison University, he played two 
stints for the 49ers, re-joining the team in the 1998 
postseason following five seasons with the Dallas 
Cowboys. He appeared in a total of 106 regular sea-
son games (63 starts) with San Francisco. During his 12-year NFL career, Haley was 
a five-time Pro-Bowler (1988, 1990-91, 1994-95), two-time First-Team All-Pro 
(1991, 1994) and was twice named NFC Defensive Player of the Year (1990, 1994). 
He finished with 100.5 career sacks, registering 10-or-more sacks six times dur-
ing his career. He also either led or shared the team lead for sacks in each season 
he played for San Francisco, including 12 sacks as a rookie and a career-high and 
NFC-leading 16 sacks in 1990. His 66.5 sacks as a 49er rank second in franchise 
history.He holds the Super Bowl record with 4.5 sacks and his 11 postseason sacks 
rank tied for fifth in NFL history. Born January 6, 1964 in Gladys, VA.

JIMMY JOHNSON
Cornerback, 1961-76
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 1994

Starter on both offense and defense 
at UCLA. Began 49ers career as a 
defensive back, moved to offense, 
then stayed at DB in his third season. 

Intercepted 47 passes for 615 yards, including five 
his rookie year. As a receiver in 1962 he caught 34 
passes for 627 yards and four touchdowns. Recog-
nized as one of the best man-to-man defenders in 
NFL history. Played in five Pro Bowls and twice won

Fullback, 1954-56

Was a member of what’s been noted 
as the finest backfield in NFL history.  
The foursome known as “The Million 
Dollar Backfield” and “The Fabulous 

Foursome” included three other Hall of Famers—QB 
Y.A. Tittle and RBs Joe Perry and Hugh McElhenny. 
Gained 6,803 yards rushing, including 48 touch-
downs. Also played for the Detroit Lions (1957-59), 
Pittsburgh Steelers (1960-65) and Houston Oilers 
(1966). Attended St. Mary’s College and Arizona State University. Born November 24, 
1929 in Waterproof, LA.

CHARLIE KRUEGER
Defensive Tackle, 1959-73
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Two-time Pro Bowl defensive tackle (1960, 1964). 
Received All-Pro recognition in 1960, 1965 and 
1966. Had jersey retired in 1974.

RONNIE LOTT
Defensive Back, 1981-90
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 2000

Known as one of the most fero-
cious and feared players in NFL 
history. Played in 10 Pro Bowls 
and won four Super Bowl Cham-

pionships. Earned All-Pro honors at three dif-
ferent positions: cornerback, free safety and 
strong safety. Registered 1,161 career tackles, 
including five seasons with at least 100 tack-
les. Ranks tied for 6th in NFL history with 63 
interceptions. Led the league in interceptions in 1986 and 1991 and returned 
five interceptions for touchdowns. Tied for the NFL record for postseason in-
terceptions with nine. Named to the 75th Anniversary All-Time team, 1980’s 
All-Decade team and Super Bowl Silver Anniversary team. Born May 8, 1959 
in Albuquerque, NM.

HUGH McELHENNY
Halfback, 1952-60
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 1970

One of only three players to gain 
over 11,000 yards carrying the 
ball.  Scored 60 career touch-
downs, 38 rushing, including a 

42-yard touchdown run on his first pro play in 
preseason. In 1952 McElhenny had the longest 
punt return (94) and longest play from scrim-
mage (89). Scored two touchdowns in first Pro 
Bowl after his rookie year. Also played for Min-
nesota Vikings (1961-62), New York Giants (1963) and Detroit Lions (1964). 
Played college football at University of Washington. Born December 31, 1928 
in Los Angeles, CA.

JOHN McVAY
San Francisco 49ers, 1979-2003
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2013
His commitment and contributions to the 49ers 
help to form the rich traditions the team strives 
to carry on today. Played an integral role in 
the great success the franchise has achieved, 
helping to construct teams responsible for five 
Super Bowl victories. Joined the 49ers in 1979 
as the team’s Director of Player Personnel and 
went on to spend 21 seasons with the fran-
chise. Among the many roles he filled through-
out his tenure, served as Vice President and 
General Manager from 1983-1994 before retiring in 1995. Rejoined the 49ers 
in 1999 and served as Vice President/Director of Football Operations through 
the 2003 season. Born January 5, 1931 in Bellaire, OH.
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JOE MONTANA
Quarterback, 1979-92
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 2000

Solidified his place in pro sports 
annals with numerous NFL re-
cords and a legendary reputation 
as a leader. Finished his career with 

40,551 yards passing and 273 touchdowns. 
Ranks second in team history with a 92.3 career 
passer rating and 62.3 completion percentage. 
Led league in passing in 1987 and ‘89. Won 
back-to-back NFL MVP awards in 1989 and 
‘90. Named Sports Illustrated Sportsman-of-the-Year in 1990. Named Super 
Bowl MVP three times. Directed team to the playoffs 12 times and boasts a 95.6 
passer rating in 23 postseason games. Holds NFL postseason record for touch-
downs (45), while ranking second in 300-yard passing games (6), completions 
(460), attempts (734) and yards gained (5,772). Born June 11, 1956 in New 
Eagle, PA.

TONY AND VIC MORABITO
Founder/Owners, 1946-64
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2010
Founder Tony Morabito (1946-1957) and Co-
Owner Vic Morabito (1950-1964). The founding 
family and original owners of the San Francisco 
49ers. Tony Morabito established the Bay Area’s 
first major league professional sports franchise 
when the 49ers played their first season in 1946. 
The brothers from San Francisco transitioned the 
team from an upstart in the All-American Foot-
ball Conference to a major NFL franchise in 1950. Signed future Pro Football Hall 
of Famers Joe Perry, Hugh McElhenny, John Henry Johnson, Y.A. Tittle, Bob St. 
Clair, Leo Nomellini and Jimmy Johnson and also attracted the likes of R.C. Ow-
ens, John Brodie, Charlie Krueger, Billy Wilson and many other top talents during 
their tenure. After Tony’s passing in 1957, Vic retained control of the organization 
until his own death in 1964. Throughout both the AAFC and the NFL, the 49ers 
went 128-110-6 during Tony and Vic Morabito’s era (including a trip to the 
AAFC Championship Game in 1949 and the NFC playoffs in 1957) and became 
one of the NFL’s premier franchises.

LEO NOMELLINI
Defensive Tackle, 1950-63
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 1969

Was the first ever draft choice af-
ter the 49ers joined the NFL. Played 
every 49ers game for 14 seasons.  
Altogether, he played in 174 con-

secutive regular season games, including 10 
trips to the Pro Bowl, and played in 266 con-
tests. “The Lion” became one of the few to be 
named to an All-NFL team on both offense and 
defense. Retired at age 39. Played college ball at 
the University of Minnesota. Born June 19, 1924 in Lucca, Italy.

R.C. OWENS
Wide Receiver, 1957-61
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2011
An eight-year NFL veteran, R.C. “Alley Oop” 
Owens spent his first five seasons as a member 
of the 49ers, totaling 177 receptions for 2,939 
yards and 20 touchdowns with San Francisco.  
His most productive year came in 1961 when 
he started all 14 games, caught 55 passes for 
1,032 yards and scored five touchdowns. A for-
mer college basketball star, Owens transferred 
his skills over to the football field and was no-
torious for out-leaping defensive backs for high 
arching passes from QB Y.A. Tittle. Thus, the origin of the term “Alley Oop” was 
created, and later became more well-known from its use in basketball. A free 
agent in 1962, Owens went on to play with the Baltimore Colts and New York 
Giants, before retiring following the 1964 season. After his playing career ended, 
Owens spent more than two decades working for the 49ers. In that time, he held 
various positions for the team, including Director of Training Camp and Director 
of Alumni Relations. Born November 12, 1934 in Shreveport, LA.

TERRELL OWENS
Wide Receiver, 1996-2003
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2019
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 2018

Originally selected by the 49ers in 
the third round (89th overall) of the 
1996 NFL Draft out of the University 
of Tennessee at Chattanooga, Ow-

ens played in 121 games (107 starts) and regis-
tered 8,572 receiving yards and 81 touchdowns 
on 592 receptions, while also adding 21 rushing 
attempts for 162 yards and two touchdowns in 
his eight seasons with San Francisco (1996-03). 
He started all nine postseason games in which he appeared with the organiza-
tion and hauled in 39 receptions for 554 yards and four touchdowns. Ranks 
second in franchise history in receptions (592), receiving yards (8,572), receiving 
touchdowns (81), games with 100-or-more receiving yards (25) and 1,000-
yard seasons (five), trailing only Edward J. DeBarolo Sr. 49ers Hall of Famer and 
Pro Football Hall of Fame member Jerry Rice in each category. Attended Comp-
ton Junior College. Born December 7, 1973 in Alexander City, AL.

JOE PERRY
Fullback, 1948-60, ‘63
Kicking Coach/Game Scout, 1968-69
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 1969

Was first player in NFL history to 
gain 1,000 yards in two consecu-
tive seasons. His 9,723 rushing 
yards, in the AAFC and NFL com-

bined, placed him second only to Jim Brown 
when he retired. Finished career with 12,505 
combined yards. Nicknamed “The Jet” because 
of his quick starts. Also played for the Baltimore 
Colts (1961-62). Attended Compton Junior College. Born January 22, 1927 in 
Stevens, AR.
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GORDY SOLTAU
Wide Receiver, 1950-58
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2012
Played both kicker and wide receiver for San 
Francisco, retiring as the franchise’s all-time 
leading scorer with 644 points. Played all 9 NFL 
seasons with the 49ers, missing just 2 games 
from 1950-58. Led the 49ers in scoring each 
year and led the NFL in scoring in 1952 and 
1953. Earned 3 Pro Bowl Selections from 1951-
53. In 1951, ranked 2nd in the NFL with 59 re-
ceptions for 826 receiving yards. Soltau finished 
his career with 249 receptions for 3,487 yards 
and 25 touchdowns. Converted 70-of-139 field goals for 303 points.  Prior at-
tending college in the Office of Strategic Services, an elite branch of the Navy, 
where he was one of the first combat divers during World War II. Played college 
ball at Minnesota. Born  January 25, 1925 in Duluth, MN.

BOB ST. CLAIR
Tackle, 1953-64
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 1990

Exceptional offensive lineman. 
Also played goal line defense and 
blocked 10 field goals in 1956. 
Once lost five teeth when blocking 

a punt. Earned All-NFL honors three times and 
made five Pro Bowl appearances. Attended Uni-
versity of San Francisco and Tulsa. Born Febru-
ary 18, 1931 in San Francisco, CA. 

Y.A. TITTLE
Quarterback, 1951-60
Offensive Consultant, 1965-69
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 1971

Had 17 years of NFL experience, 
finishing his career with 33,070 
passing yards and 281 touchdowns 
(39 rushing). Won NFL Most Valu-

able Player Award in 1961 and ’63. Threw 33 
touchdown passes and a career-high 3,224 
yards in 1962. In ’63 he threw 36 touchdowns, 
completing 60.2 percent of his passes. Also 
played for the Baltimore Colts (1948-50) and the New York Giants (1961-64). 
Played college ball at Lousiana State University. Born October 24, 1926 in Mar-
shall, TX.

BILL WALSH
Head Coach, 1979-88
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 1993

Led “The Team of the ’80s” to three 
Super Bowl titles  (XVI, XIX, XXIII) in 
10 years. Compiled a .617 winning 
percentage with a 102-63-1 mark 

that included 10 wins in 14 postseason games. 
Notorious for his reputation of being an out-
standing offensive coach, Walsh developed what 
is now known as the “West Coast Offense.” 
Named NFL Coach of the Year in 1981 and ’84. 
Attended San Jose State.  Born November 30, 1931 in Los Angeles, CA.

TOM RATHMAN
Fullback, 1986-93
Running Backs/Assistant Tight Ends Coach, 
1996
Running Backs Coach, 1997-2002, 2009-16
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2017
Originally selected by the 49ers in the third 
round (56th overall) of the 1986 NFL Draft, in 
eight seasons with the club (1986-93), Rathman 
played in 115 games (91 starts) and rushed for 
1,902 yards and 26 touchdowns on 516 carries, 
while adding 294 receptions for 2,490 yards 
and eight touchdowns. A member of two Super 
Bowl Championship teams (Super Bowl XXIII & 
XXIV), Rathman also appeared in 14 postseason 
games (10 starts) and rushed for 287 yards and 
four touchdowns on 64 attempts in addition to 
38 receptions for 327 and one touchdown. Fol-
lowing his playing career, Rathman returned to 
the 49ers late in the 1996 season as the team’s 
running backs/assistant tight ends coach. In 
1997, he was named the team’s running backs 
coach, a position he held for six seasons (1997-
2002). After spending three seasons away from 
the organization, Rathman returned to the 49ers 
to coach the running backs in 2009, a position 
he held for eight seasons (2009-16).

JERRY RICE
Wide Receiver, 1985-2000
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2010
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 2010

Considered the best wide receiver 
in NFL history, Rice holds 14 regular 
season records and 10 postseason 
records. Among them, he is the all-

time leader in career receptions (1,549), receiv-
ing yards (22,895) and touchdown receptions 
(197). Rice, a 10-time All-Pro was selected to 
13 Pro Bowls and won three Super Bowl cham-
pionships with the 49ers (1988, ‘89, ‘94). He was 
twice named AP NFL Offensive Player of the Year (‘87, ‘93). Rice played his first 
16 seasons in San Francisco, where he holds nearly every 49ers receiving re-
cord. Born October 13, 1962 in Starkville, MI.

GEORGE SEIFERT
Secondary Coach, 1980-82
Defensive Coordinator, 1983-88
Head Coach, 1989-96
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2014
Spent 17 seasons with the 49ers after joining 
the franchise in 1980 as the team’s second-
ary coach before being promoted to head coach 
in 1989. In his eight seasons as head coach of 
the 49ers, Seifert produced a 98-30 regular 
season record (.766) and collected two Super 
Bowl victories. Seifert is one of three coaches 
in NFL history to win a Super Bowl during his 
rookie campaign. Born January 22, 1940 in San 
Francisco, CA.
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STEVE YOUNG
Quarterback, 1987-99
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 2005

One of the greatest quarterbacks 
in NFL history, standing as the 3rd 
most accurate passer in league 
history and possessing an out-

standing 96.8 quarterback rating. Dominating 
arm strength and mobility yielded 232 regular 
season touchdown tosses and 4,239 rushing 
yards during his years at Tampa Bay (1985-86) 
and San Francisco (1987-99). Recorded 28, 
300-yard passing games during his prolific career. His 43 rushing touchdowns 
are the most by a quarterback in NFL history.  Was a two-time NFL Most Valu-
able Player (1992 & 1994) and Super Bowl XXIX MVP. Earned 7 consecutive Pro 
Bowl nominations (1992-98) and was All-Pro (1992-94). His six touchdown 
passes in Super Bowl XXIX victory over San Diego stands as a Super Bowl re-
cord. Born October 11, 1961 in Salt Lake City, UT.

DAVE WILCOX
Linebacker, 1964-74
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2009
Pro Football Hall of Fame Inductee: 2000

Nicknamed “The Intimidator” by 
coaches and teammates for his 
tough, hard-nosed playing style. 
Considered to be one of the fin-

est outside linebackers to ever play the game. 
Earned seven Pro Bowl nominations and was a 
seven-time All-Pro selection. Was selected by 
his teammates as the Len Eshmont Award win-
ner as the team’s most inspirational and coura-
geous player in 1967. Had his best season as a professional in 1973, recording 
104 tackles, 13 for loss, two interceptions, four forced fumbles and one fumble 
recovery. Born September 29, 1942 in Eugene, OR.

BRYANT YOUNG
Defensive Tackle, 1994-07
49ers Hall of Fame Inductee: 2020
Originally selected by San Francisco seventh 
overall in the 1994 NFL Draft, Young spent his 
entire 14-year career with the 49ers, starting 
all 208 games in which he appeared and reg-
istering 774 total tackles, 27 passes defensed, 
eight forced fumbles, six fumble recoveries 
and 89.5 sacks, which ranks first in franchise 
history since sacks became an official statis-
tic in 1982. Young’s 208 games played are tied 
for the third-most in franchise history and the 
most among 49ers defensive linemen. He also started all 11 postseason games 
in which he appeared and notched 37 total tackles, six passes defensed, one 
forced fumble and 3.0 sacks. Young was a member of San Francisco’s Super 
Bowl XXIX championship team. He earned the NFL Defensive Rookie of the Year 
in 1994 and was also a four-time All-Pro (1996, 1998-99, 2001) and Pro Bowl 
(1997, 2000, 2002-03) selection and named the NFL Comeback Player of the 
Year in 1999. Young was named the recipient of the Len Eshmont Award eight 
times (1996, 1998-00, 2004-07), the most in franchise history, and was also 
the recipient of the Bill Walsh Award in 2004 and the Ed Block Courage Award in 
2005. Born January 27, 1972 in Chicago Heights, IL.
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QB Steve Young—Played for the 49ers from 1987-99 standing as 
the most accurate passer in league history with a 96.8 quarterback 
rating…Totaled 221 regular season touchdown passes and 3,581 
rushing yards with the 49ers....His 43 rushing touchdowns are the 
most by a quarterback in NFL history...Was a two-time NFL Most 
Valuable Player (1992 & 1994) and Super Bowl XXIX MVP…Earned 
seven consecutive Pro Bowl nods (1992-98) and was All-Pro 
(1992-94). Inducted into Pro Football Hall of Fame in 2005...Had 
jersey retired in 2008.

QB John Brodie—Played for the 49ers from 1957-73...Holds the 
team record with 17 years of service...Ranks second in team history 
with 31,548 passing yards and third with 214 touchdown passes...
Guided the 49ers to back-to-back NFC Championship games in 
1970 and 1971...Was named NFL Most Valuable Player in 1970...
Had jersey retired in 1973.

QB Joe Montana—Played for the 49ers from 1979-92...Led San 
Francisco to four Super Bowl Championships (1981, 1984, 1988, 
1989)...Holds team records with 35,124 passing yards and 244 
touchdown passes...Selected to eight Pro Bowls, including seven 
with the 49ers...Named NFL Most Valuable Player four times (1981, 
1984, 1989, 1990) and Super Bowl MVP three times (XVI, XIX, 
XXIV)... Had jersey retired in 1997...Inducted into Pro Football Hall 
of Fame in 2000.

RB Joe Perry—Played 14 years in two stints for the 49ers from 
1948-60 and 1963...Finished career as team’s all-time leading 
rusher with 7,344 yards...Scored 351 points, including team-record 
50 rushing touchdowns, during career...Led team in rushing eight 
seasons, including seven consecutive (1949-55)...Named NFL 
Player-of-the-Year by UPI in 1954 and 1955...Inducted into Pro

DB Jimmy Johnson—Played for the 49ers from 1961-76...Holds

T Leo Nomellini—Played for the 49ers from 1950-63...Did not 
miss a game during his 14-year career, playing in 174 consecutive 
regular season games...Selected to 10 Pro Bowls...Was first-ever 
NFL draft choice by 49ers...Was first-team All-Pro six times and 
second-team choice three times...Inducted into Pro Football Hall of 
Fame in 1969...Had jersey retired in 1971.

T Bob St. Clair—Played for the 49ers from 1953-63...Exceptional 
offensive lineman...Also played goal line defense and blocked 10 
field goals in 1956...One of the tallest players in team history at 
6-9...Named to Pro Bowl five times...Earned All-NFL honors three 
times in career...Local product, attended University of San Francisco 
and Polytechnic High in San Francisco...Inducted into Pro Football 
Hall of Fame in 1990...Had jersey retired in 2001.

WR Jerry Rice—Played for the 49ers from 1985-2000...Holds 14

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1949
	 December 10, the NFL and AAFC announced that 
the two leagues will merge. The NFL agrees to adopt 
Baltimore, Cleveland and San Francisco as new 
franchises.

1950
	 The 49ers struggled in their NFL debut, winning 
only three games. A rival coach described them as 
“not big enough or tough enough.”

1951
	 In an amazing reversal of form sparked by a great 
rookie group, the 49ers were in the race until the 
season’s final day and finished only a half game 
off the top. Led by LB Hardy Brown and his famed 
shoulder tackle, the club had one of the toughest 
defensive units in the League. QB Y.A. Tittle and E 
Billy Wilson began their great 49er careers.

1952
	 After a blazing start, the 49ers slumped in mid-
season. HB Hugh “The King” McElhenny came off 
the University of Washington campus to become the 
NFL Player Of The Year and the most feared runner in 
football. 

1953
	 The 49ers had their best NFL showing posting 
a 9-3 record, normally good enough for a cham-
pionship. Detroit, however, was 10-2. Two of San 
Francisco’s losses came with QB Y.A. Tittle sidelined 
because of a severe facial injury. The three defeats 
were by a total of nine points. FB Joe “The Jet” Perry 
became one of the few players in pro history to gain 
more than 1,000 yards in a single season. E Gordy 
Soltau was the league’s top scorer for the second 
straight year.

1954
	 The 49ers jumped out to a blazing start, posting a 
4-0-1 record through the season’s first five games. 
However the early momentum was slowed by inju-
ries to three key members of the legendary “Million 
Dollar Backfield.” QB Y.A. Tittle, HB Hugh McElhenny 
and FB Joe Perry all missed action with different in-
juries, but Perry returned to become the first player 
to record 1,000 yards rushing in consecutive sea-
sons.

1955
	 With HB Hugh McElhenny hobbled by a foot injury, 
the 49ers had their second-worst season in history 
under Norman P. Strader, who succeeded Buck Shaw 
as head coach.

1956
	 In head coach Frankie Albert’s first year at the 
helm, the 49ers were in last place at mid-season 
with a 1-6 record. They went 4-0-1 in their last five 
games for a brilliant stretch drive.

1957
	 This undoubtedly was one of the most emotional 
and dramatic seasons in 49ers history. Every game 
was a cliffhanger and the Alley Oop pass from QB 
Y.A. Tittle to rookie HB R.C. Owens became a house-
hold byword. Emotions reached a peak when the 
beloved Tony Morabito collapsed and died of a heart 
attack at the Chicago Bears game on Oct. 27. Trail-
ing 17-7, the 49ers fought back for a great victory, 
21-17. The magnificent E Billy Wilson caught a pass 
from Tittle for the winning touchdown in the fourth 
quarter. Tied with Detroit at 8-4 when the season 
ended, the 49ers lost the playoff game, 31-27, after 
holding a 27-7 lead in the third quarter.

1958
	 An up-and-down season finished on a high note 
with victories over Green Bay and Baltimore. The 
6-6 record, however, was blackened by the 33-3 
and 56-7 lacings at the hands of the Los Angeles 
Rams. Head coach Frankie Albert resigned at the end 
of the year.

1959
	 With Howard W. “Red” Hickey in charge, the 49ers 
were in contention all the way and QB John Brodie 
came into his own at quarterback when he led the 
team to a 21-20 upset of Cleveland. HB J.D. Smith, a 
converted defensive back, became the second 49er 
to accumulate more than 1,000 yards rushing.

1960
	 Howard W. “Red” Hickey saved a seemingly 
hopeless season when he installed his shotgun at-
tack and the club captured four of its last five games, 
including a 30-22 upset of Baltimore.

1961
	 The success of Howard W. Hickey’s shotgun 
amazed the football world, especially in a 49-0 vic-
tory over Detroit. QB Billy Kilmer, a passing-running 
rookie from UCLA, was made to order for the new 
offense. When the shotgun stopped, QB John Brodie 
took over again in the T formation and had the fin-
est season in 49ers QB annals. Indicating the even-
ness of NFL competition, the 49ers were playing for a 
second-place tie, plus a trip to the Runner-up Bowl 
at Miami, or a fifth-place position on the last day of 
the season. The Colts again won by three points, but 
1961 will remain as one of the most exciting and 
interesting years in 49ers history.

1962
	 For the first time since 1956, the 49ers finished a 
frustrating season with more defeats than victories. 
In so doing, the honored adage of “it’s easier to win 
at home than on the road,” proved false—the 49ers 
won only one of seven at Kezar Stadium, but cap-
tured five of seven road contests.

1963
	 A multitude of injuries to key personnel started 
the 49ers off to a disappointing 2-12 season. One 
of the victories, however, was a 20-14 upset of 
ultimate world champion Chicago, the only league 
defeat suffered by the Bears all season.

1964
	 Club Chief Executive Victor P. Morabito died of a 
heart attack in May. Injuries to key personnel pre-
vented the 49ers from gaining enough offensive 
momentum to forge a winning season despite hav-
ing one of the toughest defensive units in the league. 
Outstanding rookie performances by E Dave Parks, 
QB George Mira and LB Dave Wilcox also took some 
of the sting from the 4-10 record.

1965
	 Outstanding offensive performances enabled the 
49ers to jump from the bottom to fourth place in the 
Western Division as the team led the NFL in both 
scoring and total offense. QB John Brodie was the 
most productive passer in the NFL, E Dave Parks led 
the league in receiving and rookie FB Ken Willard and 
veteran HB John David Crow, acquired in an offsea-
son trade, led a strong ground game. The 7-6-1 re-
cord included a season-opening 52-24 victory over 
the Chicago Bears, marking the most points scored 
by the 49ers in NFL play.

1966
	 After a somewhat slow start, the 49ers got in gear 
just before the midway point and became one of only 
two teams to beat the eventual world champion 
Green Bay Packers. After that, they finished with a 
respectable 6-6-2 record and were in the battle for 
second place in the Western Division until the final 
league game. G John Thomas and E Dave Parks were 
All-Pro, and they joined G Howard Mudd, C Bruce 
Bosley, FB Ken Willard and LB Dave Wilcox in the Pro 
Bowl.

1967
	 An auspicious start (5-1) disintegrated into dis-
appointment for the 49ers as injuries took a heavy 
toll and a six-game losing streak took them out of 
the running. QB George Mira came off the bench 
to lead the squad to two season-ending victories 
and salvage a 7-7 record. There were bright spots, 
however, as QB John Brodie and the 49ers were the 
only team to beat the power-laden Rams in a league 
game. G Bruce Bosley played in the Pro Bowl for the 
second straight season.

1968
	 Under new coach Dick Nolan, the 49ers posted a 
7-6-1 record. The season turned on key wins over 
the New York Giants, 26-10, and Green Bay, 27-20. 
Brilliant performances by QB John Brodie, WR Clif-
ton McNeil and RB Ken Willard led a prolific offense, 
while DT Charlie Krueger, LB Dave Wilcox and DB 
Kermit Alexander sparked a revitalized defense. Mc-
Neil and G Howard Mudd were chosen All-NFL and 
were joined by Wilcox, Willard and Alexander in the 
Pro Bowl.

HISTORICAL HIGHLIGHTS
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1969
	 Beset by injuries that nearly decimated the de-
fensive unit, the 49ers struggled through the early 
part of the season. They went winless in their first 
five games before beating Baltimore, the first time 
they had beaten the Colts in 13 previous games. The 
49ers finished 4-8-2 and five players—CB Jimmy 
Johnson, LB Dave Wilcox, G Elmer Collett, FB Ken 
Willard and rookie WR Gene Washington—were se-
lected to the Pro Bowl. Johnson was also All-Pro and 
winner of the Len Eshmont Award.

1970
	 This was the greatest year since the club became 
a member of the NFL in 1950. The team recorded 
a 10-3 record and captured the Western Division 
(NFC) Championship. QB John Brodie was the NFL’S 
Player of the Year, CB Bruce Taylor was NFC Rookie 
of the Year and Coach Dick Nolan was a near-unan-
imous choice as NFC Coach of the Year. Brodie, WR 
Gene Washington, LB Dave Wilcox and CB Jimmy 
Johnson were All-Pro and joined T Len Rohde in the 
Pro Bowl.

1971
	 The 49ers forged a 9-5-0 record and won their 
second consecutive NFC Western Division title, 
clinching the crown on the final day by beating De-
troit, 31-27, the identical score by which the Lions 
had knocked the 49ers out of championship play in 
1957. The season also was the club’s first in its plush 
new home, Candlestick Park. C Forrest Blue, LB Dave 
Wilcox and CB Jimmy Johnson were All-Pro and 
joined in the Pro Bowl by TE Ted Kwalick, WR Gene 
Washington, RB Vic Washington, DE Cedrick Hard-
man and CB Bruce Taylor.

1972
	 Early-season inconsistency, compounded by an 
injury to QB John Brodie in the fifth game of the sea-
son, cast appall on the 49ers prospects for a third-
straight NFC Western Division title, but QB Steve 
Spurrier stepped in for Brodie and turned things 
around with a brilliant, poised performance. In the 
final quarter of the final game against Minnesota, the 
recovered Brodie relieved Spurrier and threw two TD 
passes in a 20-17 win over the Vikings. The vic-
tory clinched divisional title number three, but Spur-
rier’s nine-game contribution was the key. C Forrest 
Blue, DB Jimmy Johnson, TE Ted Kwalick, WR Gene 
Washington and LB Dave Wilcox were All-Pro selec-
tions.

1973
	 In what was both a disappointing and significant 
year, the 49ers were 5-9 after tackling the NFL’s 
toughest schedule, a rash of key injuries and an 
unsettled quarterback situation. It also marked the 
end of the brilliant careers of QB John Brodie and DT 
Charlie Krueger, both of whom retired at year’s end. 
C Forrest Blue and LB Dave Wilcox were voted All-
Pro and joined in the Pro Bowl by TE Ted Kwalick, G 
Woody Peoples and P Tom Wittum.

1974
	 The 49ers used five different quarterbacks after 
an injury to starter QB Steve Spurrier, a week before 
the season opened, sidelined him for most of the 
year. After winning the first two games, the club lost 
a team-record seven straight and then closed with a 
rush, winning four of its last five to finish the season 
6-8. RB Wilbur Jackson was named The Sporting 
News ROOKIE OF THE YEAR and was named to the 
NFL All-Rookie team along with QB Tom Owen and 
DB Mike Holmes. C Forrest Blue and P Tom Wittum 
were All-NFC and selected for the Pro Bowl along 
with CB Jimmy Johnson. A knee injury forced peren-
nial All-Pro LB Dave Wilcox to retire after a brilliant 
11-year career with the 49ers.

1975
	 A strong defensive performance throughout the 
season couldn’t offset an erratic offense troubled by 
an unsettled quarterback situation and a rebuilding 
offensive line. The high point of the 5-9 season was 
a 24-23 win over Los Angeles to end a 10-game 
losing streak to the Rams. At season’s end, CB Jim-
my Johnson was the club’s first ever two-time Len 
Eshmont Award winner.

1976
	 A turnaround year for the 49ers as the team, un-
der coach Monte Clark, posted an 8-6 record, their 
first winning season since 1972. With new QB Jim 
Plunkett at the controls, the 49ers got off to their 
best start ever (6-1), before hitting a mid-season 
four-game losing streak knocking the club out of 
playoff contention. The season saw the emergence 
of a powerful defensive unit that led the league in 
quarterback sacks with 61. RB Delvin Williams set 
a 49ers single-season rushing record with 1,203 
yards. DE Tommy Hart was named All-Pro and 
played in the Pro Bowl along with Williams, DE 
Cleveland Elam and LB Dave Washington. C Randy 
Cross was an All-Rookie team selection. Hart be-
came a two-time winner of the Len Eshmont Award 
and CB Jimmy Johnson retired after a brilliant 16-
year career with the 49ers.

1977
	 In the 32nd year of their existence, the 49ers be-
gan a new era. On March 31, 1977, the club became 
the property of Edward J. DeBartolo Jr. and came 
under the guidance of Joe Thomas as general man-
ager. The changeover was made more dramatic be-
cause the San Francisco 49ers were one of the few 
NFL franchises which had never previously changed 
ownership or location. On the field, under Coach Ken 
Meyer, the 49ers ran hot and cold. The club lost its 
first five games, then won five of the next six before 
dropping the final three contests to finish 5-9. SS 
Mel Phillips was named winner of the coveted Len 
Eshmont Award. DE Cleveland Elam was selected 
All-Pro and played for the NFC in the Pro Bowl.

1978
	 The 49ers suffered through their longest season 
as the club fell to 2-14 and three coaches were hired 
and fired in less than 12 months. First Head Coach 
Pete McCulley departed after nine games with a 1-8 

record, and his replacement, Fred O’Connor, was let 
go at the end of the year as the team won just one of 
its final seven contests. Bill Walsh was hired as the 
new coach and general manager. RB Paul Hofer, who 
replaced RB O.J. Simpson when the newly-acquired 
star went to the sidelines for the year with a shoul-
der injury, was named recipient of the Len Eshmont 
award.

1979
	 The 49ers suffered through their second consec-
utive 2-14 season, but there were several indica-
tions of improvement. San Francisco went from vir-
tually the worst-ranked offensive team in the league 
in ’78 to one of the most productive in ’79, ranking 
first in passing offense in the NFC and sixth in to-
tal offense in the NFL. RB Paul Hofer again was the 
Len Eshmont Award recipient and individual leader, 
racking up 615 yards rushing and an additional 662 
yards receiving on 58 catches in only seven starts. 
QB Steve DeBerg broke Fran Tarkenton’s NFL record 
for completions by connecting on 347 passes. K Ray 
Wersching set a club record with an 83.3 field goal 
percentage and also led the league with that mark. 
RB O.J. Simpson retired from the 49ers and the NFL, 
finishing as the second leading rusher of all time 
with 11,236 yards.

1980
	 In their second season of the Bill Walsh era, the 
49ers showed gradual improvement in their rebuild-
ing program. A three-game winning streak to open 
the season, combined with a three-game victory 
string from Week 12 through Week 14, enabled the 
Niners to post a 6-10 season, tripling the number of 
victories from each of the previous two 2-14 cam-
paigns. Week 14 was a day when the 49ers made 
NFL history. That December 7 at Candlestick Park, 
the 49ers overcame a 35-7 halftime deficit against 
the New Orleans Saints to win in overtime, 38-35. 
The 28-point comeback was the biggest comeback 
in NFL history. E Jim Stuckey and P Jim Miller were 
named to All-Rookie teams, while another rookie, 
FB Earl Cooper, led the NFC in receptions with 83, 
the most catches ever by an NFL rookie. WR Dwight 
Clark caught 82 passes to break the team wide re-
ceiver mark, and QB Joe Montana set the club pass-
ing percentage record at 64.5 with 176 completions 
in 273 attempts.

1981
	 It was a year of firsts and bests for the 49ers in 
1981. In his third season as head coach and gen-
eral manager, Bill Walsh guided San Francisco to a 
16-3 record (best record in the league that year), the 
NFC Western Division title (first since ’72), the NFC 
Championship crown (first ever for the 49ers) and 
the World Championship/Super Bowl XVI win (first 
ever for the 49ers). Walsh earned every possible NFC 
Coach of the Year award and all seven NFL Coach of 
the Year honors, while six 49ers were named to the 
Pro Bowl—WR Dwight Clark, C Randy Cross, QB Joe 
Montana, DE Fred Dean, S Ronnie Lott and S Dwight 
Hicks. Three San Francisco players were selected 
to All-Pro teams as recognized by the NFL—Cross, 
Lott and Dean. Montana, who led the NFC in pass-
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ing in ’81, was named MVP of Super Bowl XVI (for 
leading his team to a 26-21 win over the Cincinnati 
Bengals of the AFC). Dean was picked UPI NFL De-
fensive Player of the Year, NFL Outstanding Defen-
sive Lineman of the Year (NFL Players Association) 
and NFC Defensive Player of the Year (Kansas City 
Committee of the 101). San Francisco opened and 
closed the season in Pontiac, MI in drastically dif-
ferent styles. The 49ers lost two of their first three 
games of 1981, including the season opener on the 
road against Detroit, then ran off seven wins—be-
fore a loss to Cleveland 15-12—and ran off eight 
more wins (including playoffs, the NFC Champion-
ship and Super Bowl XVI). The 49ers won 15 of their 
last 16 games, beat five opponents twice—includ-
ing all three postseason foes—and became the first 
team since Chicago in 1945-47 to go from the worst 
NFL record (2-14 in 1979) to the league’s best (13-
3 in ’81) in just three seasons. All this happened with 
three rookies (S Carlton Williamson, CB Eric Wright 
and Lott) starting in the defensive secondary. Those 
three rookies, along with Montana, Clark, Cross, WR 
Freddie Solomon and Hicks, combined with “old 
veterans” Dean and LB Jack “Hacksaw” Reynolds, 
formed a nucleus of world championship vintage.

1982
	 As defending world champions, the San Francisco 
49ers did not enjoy the 1982 season, but then not 
many NFL fans, coaches and players throughout the 
league did either (except maybe in Washington, who 
were Super Bowl XVII champs). The Niners fell to 
3-6 and missed out on the playoffs. In the strike-
shortened season, San Francisco went winless at 
home (0-5) but did manage a 3-1 road record (the 
Niners were 0-2 prior to the 57-day players’ strike 
and 3-4 following it). WR Dwight Clark had an out-
standing season, leading the NFL with 60 receptions 
and being named consensus All-Pro and NFL Player 
of the Year by Sports Illustrated. LB Keena Turner 
(second-team All-Pro), S Ronnie Lott (Pro Bowl), C 
Randy Cross (Pro Bowl), S Dwight Hicks (Pro Bowl), T 
Keith Fahnhorst and QB Joe Montana (NFL record for 
five straight 300-yard passing games) were bright 
spots in an otherwise disappointing season.

1983
	 For the second time in three seasons, San Fran-
cisco played in the NFC Championship Game. The 
’83 49ers were 10-6 (third best regular season 
victory total in club history) and NFC Western Divi-
sion Champions (fifth time since 1970, second time 
since 1981). In the playoffs, San Francisco squeezed 
past Detroit, 24-23, but lost to Washington, 24-21, 
in the NFC Championship contest. Individual stand-
outs included QB Joe Montana (the league’s No. 
1 all-time QB entering the 1984 season), S Ron-
nie Lott (making his third Pro Bowl appearance in 
as many years), DE Fred Dean (leading the NFC in 
sacks with 17.5), DE Dwaine Board (second in sacks 
with 13), CB Eric Wright (team leader in interceptions 
with seven, two for scores), WR Dwight Clark (team 
leader with 70 receptions and eight TDs), WR Fred-
die Solomon (club record 21.4 yards per catch), K 
Ray Wersching (team-record 126 points, including a 
perfect 51-of-51 PATs), offensive linemen C Randy 
Cross, T Keith Fahnhorst and G John Ayers, RB Roger 
Craig (752 yards rushing, 427 receiving), RB Wendell 
Tyler (856 rushing yards, 285 receiving) and NFL All-
Rookie team pick LB Riki Ellison.

1984
	 The 49ers experienced the most successful 
regular season in NFL history by winning a league 
record 15 games, including all eight road contests—
setting yet another NFL standard. The Niners broke 
14 team records in ’84, while becoming the first NFC 
team to sweep all of its conference games, and the 
first NFC West unit to win all contests within the di-
vision. Led by RB Roger Craig and QB Joe Montana, 
San Francisco capped the year by routing the Miami 
Dolphins in Super Bowl XIX, 38-16. The win was the 
18th victory of the ’84 campaign, establishing an 
NFL standard for wins in a single season (including 
playoffs). San Francisco scored a then team-record 
475 points. The 49ers defense was the stingiest in 
the NFL in ’84, allowing a league-low 227 points 
scored. Honors were numerous, including Pro Bowl 
recognition for 10 of Bill Walsh’s charges—Montana, 
RB Wendell Tyler, T Keith Fahnhorst, C Randy Cross 
and C Fred Quillan on offense and S Dwight Hicks, S 
Ronnie Lott, S Carlton Williamson and CB Eric Wright 
(the entire Niners secondary), and LB Keena Turner 
on defense.

1985
	 At 10-6, San Francisco qualified for postseason 
play for the fourth time since 1981. Offensively, RB 
Roger Craig and WR Jerry Rice emerged as potent 
weapons in the attack. Craig became the first NFL 
player to surpass 1,000 yards rushing and receiving 
in the same season. Rice was named NFC ROOKIE 
OF THE YEAR and set the team record for first-year 
players with 927 receiving yards. The defense ex-
perienced the influx of four new starters in ’85 (NT 
Michael Carter, LB Todd Shell, LB Michael Walter and 
DE John Harty). Carter won a berth on the Pro Bowl 
team, as did DBs Eric Wright and Carlton Williamson.

1986
	 The 49ers captured their fourth NFC Western Di-
vision title since 1981. Offensively, the team was led 
by All-Pro wide receiver WR Jerry Rice, who paced 
the NFL with 1,570 receiving yards and 15 touch-
downs. Those marks established club standards in 
addition to Rice’s team-record 16 total scores. The 
defense managed 49 takeaways, tying the Kansas 
City Chiefs for NFL leadership. San Francisco’s 39 
interceptions and 578 return yards set team records, 
while five scores on interceptions returns tied an-
other club mark. S Ronnie Lott tied HB Dave Baker’s 
1960 team record with 10 interceptions. The out-
put by young players was vital due to major injuries 
suffered by many starting veterans. San Francisco 
made 20 roster moves during the season, shuffling 
players in and out of action. QB Joe Montana missed 
Weeks 2-9 due to back surgery, while backup sig-
nal-caller Jeff Kemp did not play Weeks 8-11 due 
to a hip injury.

1987
	 The San Francisco 49ers marched to an NFL reg-
ular season best 13-2 record. It marked a league-
leading third time in the decade of the ’80s that the 
team either tied or posted the best win-loss per-
centage during the regular season. San Francisco led 
the NFL with 5,987 total yards and was best among 
league defenders allowing 4,095 total yards. It was 
the first time in Niners history that the team led the 
league in fewest total yards allowed. WR Jerry Rice 

set NFL records with 22 receiving touchdowns and 
scoring receptions in 13 consecutive games. The 
durable wide out received postseason Most Valu-
able Player awards from nearly every news agency 
and sports publication. QB Joe Montana won the first 
NFL passing title of his nine-year career and set a 
team record with 31 touchdown passes. S Ronnie 
Lott, Montana and Rice were joined by NT Michael 
Carter and RB Roger Craig on the NFC squad in the 
1988 Pro Bowl.

1988
	 The 49ers climaxed their 1988 season in thrill-
ing fashion with a dramatic touchdown drive in the 
waning seconds of Super Bowl XXIII. QB Joe Mon-
tana’s 10-yard scoring toss to WR John Taylor with 
34 seconds remaining in the contest gave the Nin-
ers their third Super Bowl win of the decade and the 
rights to the title “Team of the 1980s.” The world 
championship game against the Cincinnati Bengals 
was a microcosm of the entire ’88 campaign. San 
Francisco opened the year strong with a 5-2 record, 
but by Week 12 were 6-5, two games out of first 
place with only five contests to play. That week’s 
victory over Washington launched a four-game 
winning streak that resulted in the Niners moving up 
from third to first place in the NFC West standings 
and earning a third consecutive NFC Western Divi-
sion title. As the season ended RB Roger Craig broke 
the team’s single season rushing record (finish-
ing with 1,502 yards) and K Mike Cofer established 
new Niners single-season standards for field goals 
attempted (38) and made (27). WR Jerry Rice went 
on a playoff tear that included: an NFL postseason 
record-tying three touchdown receptions against 
Minnesota, the Montana-to-Rice battery hooked-
up on first half touchdowns of 61 and 27 yards at 
Chicago, and concluded with a Super Bowl XXIII MVP 
performance of 11 receptions for a Super Bowl re-
cord 215 yards and a touchdown. Defenders S Ron-
nie Lott, DE Charles Haley, NT Michael Carter, along 
with Rice, Taylor and Craig, were selected to the Pro 
Bowl.

1989
	 George Seifert was named head coach of the 
San Francisco 49ers just four days after the team 
had won its third World Championship under retir-
ing head man Bill Walsh. Seifert’s quest for the title 
was tested early and often as the 49ers endured 
nail-biting wins at Indianapolis (30-24) and Tampa 
Bay (20-16) to open the season. QB Joe Montana 
threw for 428 yards and five touchdowns, includ-
ing a team-record four TD tosses in the fourth 
quarter resulting in a 10-point victory (38-28) in 
Philadelphia. Under first-year offensive coordina-
tor Mike Holmgren, the Niners accumulated more 
yardage than any other NFL team. WRs Jerry Rice 
and John Taylor, RB Roger Craig, G Guy McIntyre and 
QB Joe Montana were 1990 Pro Bowl participants. 
Rice’s 1,483 receiving yards paced the league. Craig 
exceeded 1,000 yards rushing for the second con-
secutive season and running mate FB Tom Rathman 
led NFC running backs with 73 receptions. Montana 
had the best season of his career. A consensus Play-
er of the Year, Montana’s 112.4 quarterback rating 
set a then NFL single-season record. Montana was 
selected by his teammates as the ’89 recipient of 
the Len Eshmont Award. Fueled by Rice’s 72-yard 
first quarter catch-and-run for a score, the 49ers 
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exploded for 27 first half points and cruised to a 41-
13 victory against Minnesota in their opening ’89 
playoff contest. The 49ers faced Los Angeles in the 
NFC Championship Game. The Niners started slowly, 
however. Two long, second-quarter scoring drives 
and a touchdown set up by an interception gave San 
Francisco a 21-3 lead at intermission. Cofer’s three 
field goals cushioned San Francisco’s lead as the 
team advanced to Super Bowl XXIV with a satisfying 
30-3 win. The 49ers displayed optimal performance 
at the highest level of competition while securing 
their second consecutive World Championship. The 
resounding 55-10 defeat of the Denver Broncos in 
Super Bowl XXIV was a convergence of talent and 
technique, planning and purpose. San Francisco tied 
or set nearly 40 Super Bowl records and Montana 
was honored with the game’s MVP award for an un-
precedented third time.

1990
	 The Niners finished the season with an NFL-
best 14-2 mark and came within four seconds (in 
a 15-13 loss to the NY Giants) of earning their third 
consecutive trip to the Super Bowl. In addition to re-
cording the NFL’s best win-loss mark for the second 
straight season, the 49ers captured the NFC Western 
Division title for the fifth consecutive year and the 
eighth time since 1981 (’81, 1983-84, 1986-90). 
San Francisco claimed its 11th Division crown since 
the NFL/AFL merger of 1970, more than any NFC 
Western Division opponent (the Rams were second 
with eight), and second most in NFL history (behind 
Miami’s 13 AFC East titles). 
	 San Francisco opened the 1990 season with a 
team-record 10 consecutive victories. The 49ers 
also posted an 8-0 mark on the road, giving them 
the longest road winning streak in league history (19 
games, including postseason) heading into ’91. QB 
Joe Montana and WR Jerry Rice again formed one of 
the most prolific aerial combinations in pro football. 
Montana, who was named 1990 Sportsman of the 
Year by Sports Illustrated, finished his 12th NFL sea-
son by throwing for a then team-record 3,944 yards. 
He also tossed 26 touchdown passes (second in the 
NFC) and finished as the third highest rated quar-
terback in the conference. On the receiving end of 
many of those Montana passes was Rice, who be-
came only the fourth player in league history to reach 
the century mark in receptions for a single season. 
Rice hauled in 100 passes for 1,502 yards and 13 
TDs, and earned his fifth consecutive trip to the Pro 
Bowl. 	
	 In one of the most memorable performances of 
the season (if not team history), Rice tied an NFL re-
cord with five TD receptions in a 45-35 victory at 
Atlanta, October 14. The defensive side of the ball 
was led by LB-DE Charles Haley’s 58 tackles and 
an NFC-high 16 sacks. For his efforts, the fourth-
year player from James Madison University was 
named as a starter in the 1991 Pro Bowl. LB Bill Ro-
manowski led the team in tackles with 79, while CB 
Darryl Pollard registered 74, including a team-high 
72 solo stops. A number of team career records fell 
by the wayside in ’90. Montana slipped past QB John 
Brodie to take over the career passing lead (34,998 
yards), while RB Roger Craig became the all-time 
team record holder in career receptions with 508, 
moving ahead of WR Dwight Clark’s total of 506. The 
49ers placed five players on the 1991 NFC Pro Bowl 
squad, four as starters. Representing the 49ers were 
Haley, Rice, S Ronnie Lott and G Guy McIntyre, while 

Montana, selected as a starter, was unable to par-
ticipate because of a finger injury suffered in the NFC 
Championship Game.

1991
	 It was a classic case of “too little...too late” for 
the San Francisco 49ers in 1991. After losing six of 
their first 10 games by a total of 26 points, the Nin-
ers won their remaining six contests (by a total of 95 
points) but missed the playoffs for the first time since 
1982. 	
	 The 49ers finished the 1991 campaign in impres-
sive fashion during that final six-game span, with a 
margin of victory that averaged almost 16 points. 
During that final six-game span, the Niners defeated 
three playoff teams (New Orleans, Kansas City and 
Chicago) while averaging 31.5 points per game 
in the process. WR Jerry Rice continued to regis-
ter his place in club and league history taking over 
the club’s career receiving record with 525 catches.  
Rice finished third in the NFC with 80 receptions and 
1,206 yards, surpassing 1,000 receiving yards for a 
club-record sixth consecutive season, and he led 
the NFL with 14 TD receptions. QB Steve Young won 
the NFL passing title, despite missing six games due 
to a knee injury. Young, who passed for 2,517 yards 
and 17 TDs, finished with a 101.8 rating, besting 
Washington’s Mark Rypien (97.9) for the title. 
	 When Young was injured at Atlanta Novem-
ber 3, QB Steve Bono (1,617 yards, 11 TDs) came 
off the bench to rally the team to five consecutive 
victories. On the defensive side of the ball, S Dave 
Waymer finished as the leader in total tackles (86), 
solo tackles (77), interceptions (4), interception re-
turn yards (78) and passes defensed (16) and tied CB 
Kevin Lewis for the lead in forced fumbles (3). LB-
DE Charles Haley and DE Larry Roberts each posted 
seven sacks, while CB Don Griffin’s 99-yard fumble 
return against the Bears set a team record and was 
the third longest return in league history. San Fran-
cisco placed three players on the 1992 NFC Pro 
Bowl squad, two as starters, as Rice, Guy McIntyre 
and Haley were all selected (Rice and McIntyre as 
starters). It was the sixth time in Rice’s seven-year 
career that he was selected to play on the islands. 
McIntyre and Haley were each selected for the third 
time.

1992
	 The San Francisco 49ers continued their winning 
tradition as they once again posted the NFL’s best 
regular season record (14-2), while winning their 
sixth NFC Western Division title in seven years, and 
advancing to the NFC Championship Game for the 
second time in three seasons. In the NFC Divisional 
Playoffs, the 49ers defeated defending Super Bowl 
Champion Washington (20-13). However, San Fran-
cisco fell to Dallas, 30-20, in the NFC Championship 
Game at Candlestick Park the following week. 	
	 WR Jerry Rice continued to etch his name in foot-
ball history, becoming the NFL’s all-time touchdown 
reception leader with 103. He tied Steve Largent’s 
mark of 100 in Week 13 against the Philadelphia 
Eagles (11-29), then broke the record the follow-
ing week vs. the Miami Dolphins (12-6). QB Steve 
Young, who harvested a total of 34 awards, including 
the NFL’S Most Valuable Player Award, won the NFL 
passing title for the second straight year, finishing an 
amazing 16.3 points ahead of his closest competitor. 
Young, who passed for 3,465 yards and 25 TDs, fin-
ished with a 107.0 rating. Following his 101.8 rating 

in 1991, it marked the first time in league history 
that anyone had posted back-to-back seasons with 
ratings higher than 100 each year. RB Ricky Watters 
gained 1,013 yards to establish a team rushing re-
cord for first-year backs. K Mike Cofer’s 107 points 
led the 49ers in scoring for the fifth consecutive year. 
	 On the defensive side of the ball, linebacking led 
the charge as LB Bill Romanowski finished as the 
leader in total tackles (80) and assists (15). LB Mike 
Walter (67 solo stops) and LB Tim Harris (17 sacks 
for 116 yards) also led defensive categories. CB Don 
Griffin paced the defensive backfield with five inter-
ceptions and 19 passes defensed. 
	 Fans at Candlestick saw the Niners rewrite part of 
the team’s record book in ’92 as they set team marks 
for total offense (598 yards) vs. the Buffalo Bills 
(Sept. 13) and points (56) in their win over the At-
lanta Falcons (56-17, 10-18). San Francisco placed 
seven players on the 1993 NFC Pro Bowl squad, in-
cluding four starters and five first-time participants. 
Rice, G Guy McIntyre, DT Pierce Holt and Young were 
all named as starters. TE Brent Jones, Watters and T 
Steve Wallace were also selected. It was the seventh 
time in Rice’s eight-year career that he was select-
ed to play on the islands and McIntyre was named 
for the fourth time, while the others made their first 
visits.

1993
	 The 1993 season was another in a long line of 
successes for the San Francisco 49ers. Among the 
team’s accomplishments were: a 10-6 record, 
marking an NFL-record 11th consecutive sea-
son with 10 or more victories, the team’s 10th NFC 
West title in 13 seasons and a third appearance in 
four years in the NFC title game.  In addition, San 
Francisco led the National Football League in scor-
ing and total offense and established or tied five of 
the team’s nine major offensive records. The marks 
set included most net offensive yards (6,435), most 
TDs (61), most first downs (372) and highest aver-
age gain per play (6.3). The Niners also tied the team 
mark for net passing yards in a season with 4,302, 
equaling the record set in 1989. 
	 Individually, QB Steve Young became the first 
player in NFL history to lead the NFL in passing three 
consecutive seasons, when he posted a 101.5 rat-
ing in 1993. In addition, it was his third consecutive 
season with a rating over 100, also a league first. 
Young completed 68 percent of his passes (second 
highest in team history) for a then club-record 4,023 
yards. His 29 scoring passes in ’93 ranked third on 
the team’s single-season charts. 
	 RB Ricky Watters led the ground game for the 
second consecutive season, narrowly missing the 
1,000-yard mark with 950 yards. Watters posted 
10 rushing TDs during the season and set an NFL 
single-game playoff record with a five-touchdown 
outburst vs. the New York Giants. WR Jerry Rice 
posted one of his best seasons, recording 98 re-
ceptions for 1,503 yards and 15 touchdowns on his 
way to being named NFL OFFENSIVE PLAYER OF 
THE YEAR by Associated Press. He also received the 
team’s Len Eshmont Award. Defensively, DT Dana 
Stubblefield was named the NFL DEFENSIVE ROOKIE 
OF THE YEAR, capping a season in which he reg-
istered 10.5 sacks. LB Bill Romanowski (105) and 
S Tim McDonald (91) topped the team in tackles. 
Young, Rice and McDonald were selected to the Pro 
Bowl, joining T Harris Barton, G Guy McIntyre, TE 
Brent Jones and C Jesse Sapolu with that honor.
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1994
	 The 1994 San Francisco 49ers completed one of 
the most impressive seasons in NFL history by cap-
turing their NFL-record fifth Super Bowl Champion-
ship at Joe Robbie Stadium in Miami. San Francisco 
defeated the San Diego Chargers 49-26 in Super 
Bowl XXIX to put the finishing touches on a 16-3 
season and win an unprecedented fifth Vince Lom-
bardi Trophy. 
	 The offseason started on a high note. Despite 
facing an NFL-imposed salary cap in 1994, the 
49ers still managed to sign such veteran free agents 
as LB Ken Norton Jr., LB Gary Plummer, DE Tim Har-
ris, DE Charles Mann, DE Richard Dent, LB Rickey 
Jackson, C Bart Oates, WR Ed McCaffrey and CB Toi 
Cook. Then, after some draft day maneuvering, San 
Francisco came away with two first-round picks 
in DT Bryant Young and FB William Floyd. Injuries, 
however, played a key factor early in the campaign. 
By the end of the second game in Kansas City, the 
49ers had lost most of their starting offensive line, as 
well as the services of Dent, their top pass-rusher, 
to various injuries. Despite signing CB Deion Sanders 
prior to Week 3, the problems continued. Still play-
ing with a decimated line, San Francisco suffered 
its worst loss in almost 14 years when it dropped a 
40-8 decision to the Philadelphia Eagles in Week 5 
at Candlestick Park. The season turned around the 
following Sunday at Detroit when the 49ers, trailing 
14-0 at one point, rallied to defeat the Lions 27-
21. That win started a winning streak that extended 
10 games and saw the 49ers finish 13-3 and win 
the Super Bowl. Among the other highlights from the 
1994 season, the 49ers offense was one of the most 
potent ever. During the 16-game regular season, 
the 49ers scored a team-record 505 points, a total 
that ranks as the fourth-highest total in NFL history. 
The 31.6 points per game average also established 
a team record. In addition, San Francisco scored 66 
touchdowns, shattering the previous team mark of 
61. 
	 QB Steve Young recorded one of the finest sea-
sons in NFL history. He set a league record with a QB 
rating of 112.8 and became the first player in NFL 
history to lead the league in passing four consecutive 
seasons. He also set team records for completion 
percentage (70.2) and touchdown passes (35). In 
Super Bowl XXIX, he passed for a record six touch-
downs, while being named the game’s MVP. 
	 Rookie Floyd emerged as one of the league’s 
brightest young stars, rushing for 305 yards and six 
TDs. The 49ers went 10-1 after he was named to 
the starting lineup in Week 6 at Detroit. Young fin-
ished third on the team in rushing with 293 yards 
and led the team with seven rushing touchdowns. 
WR Jerry Rice set a team record with 112 receptions 
for 1,499 yards and 13 touchdowns. However, his 
shining moment came in Week 1 vs. the Los Ange-
les Raiders when he eclipsed Jim Brown’s all-time 
touchdown mark with 127. Norton Jr. led the 49ers 
with 92 total tackles and 79 solo stops. S Merton 
Hanks placed second with 79 tackles (66-13) while 
leading the team with seven interceptions. DT Dana 
Stubblefield’s 8.5 sacks and 53.5 sack yards led the 
squad for the second consecutive season. And finally, 
Sanders, who joined the team in Week 3, shattered 
the team record with an NFL-high 303 interception 
return yards on six thefts. Among his three returns 
for touchdowns (tying a team mark) were efforts of 
93, 90 and 74 yards. He was named the NFL De-
fensive Player of the Year as well as a starter in the 

Pro Bowl. Other Pro Bowl selections included Young, 
Rice, TE Brent Jones, Oates, G Jesse Sapolu, Hanks, 
Stubblefield, S Tim McDonald and RB Ricky Watters. 
CB Eric Davis had a team-leading 22 passes de-
fensed during the regular season and four intercep-
tions in the playoffs.

1995
	 San Francisco once again captured the NFC West 
Championship, despite battling through a season 
in which injuries wreaked havoc time and again. 
Among the key contributors who were sidelined 
during the campaign were starting FB William Floyd, 
whose season ended with a severe knee injury in the 
October New Orleans game, and QB Steve Young, 
who missed five games with a shoulder injury. Those 
injuries, in addition to several others in the offen-
sive line throughout the season, would have crippled 
most teams; however, the 1995 49ers established a 
reputation as one of the grittiest in team history. 	
	 The defensive unit created a new aggressive 
identity, finishing the season ranked number one 
in the NFL. Not only did it lead the league in scor-
ing defense, it set team records for fewest rushing 
yards allowed (1,061) and fewest rushing yards per 
game (66.3). San Francisco’s defense also excelled 
in takeaways, forcing a total of 34, including a team-
record seven (five interceptions, two fumbles) that 
resulted in touchdowns. 
	 Among the standout performers were Pro Bowl 
selections CB Eric Davis, FS Merton Hanks and 
SS Tim McDonald, marking the second consecu-
tive season the 49ers secondary included three Pro 
Bowl picks. LB Ken Norton Jr. racked up 127 tack-
les and set a team single-game record by return-
ing two interceptions for touchdowns at St. Louis. LB 
Lee Woodall and DT Dana Stubblefield rounded out 
the Niners Pro Bowl defensive players. Offensively, 
WR Jerry Rice posted the finest of his legendary 11 
seasons with the 49ers. He became the NFL’s career 
leader with 942 receptions and 15,123 yards, while 
also establishing the league’s single-season stan-
dard with 1,848 yards. He was named as a starter in 
the Pro Bowl for the 10th consecutive season.  
	 Young, who returned to quarterback the team for 
the final four regular season games, was also se-
lected to the Pro Bowl, as was TE Brent Jones, who 
made the squad as an alternate. One of the highlights 
of the season was the emergence of QB Elvis Grbac. 
Playing in place of the injured Young, he directed the 
Niners to three of their biggest wins of the season 
at St. Louis, at eventual world champion Dallas and 
at Miami. Floyd was the recipient of the team’s Len 
Eshmont Award.

1996
	 One streak continued and another ended for San 
Francisco in 1996. With a 12-4 record, the 49ers 
reached double digits in the win column for the 
14th consecutive season, the longest streak in the 
NFL. However, the upstart Carolina Panthers un-
seated the Niners as NFC West Champions, ending 
their four-year reign. San Francisco remained one 
of the league’s most dangerous teams with an ag-
gressive defense and a productive offense. Despite 
losing QB Steve Young for four full games and parts 
of four others with various injuries, the 49ers offense 
ranked second in the NFC with 398 points and sixth 
in the NFL in total offense. 
	 WR Jerry Rice became the first player in NFL his-

tory to record four 100-catch seasons after making 
a league-high 108 receptions for 1,254 yards. The 
12-year veteran earned his NFL record-tying 11th 
Pro Bowl invitation and was a first-team All-Pro se-
lection. Young won his fifth NFL passing title with a 
QB rating of 97.2 and was named to the Pro Bowl for 
the fifth consecutive season. 
	 Defensively, the 49ers had the league’s most im-
posing pass rushing trio in DE Roy Barker, DT Bryant 
Young and DE Chris Doleman. Barker finished fourth 
in the NFC with 12.5 sacks, while Doleman’s 11 
sacks moved him into seventh on the NFL’s career 
list with 115.5. Young was named a starter on the 
NFC Pro Bowl team and earned first-team All-Pro 
honors after posting 11.5 sacks and 85 tackles. He 
also claimed the 49ers Len Eshmont Award as the 
team’s most inspirational and courageous player. 
The third-year veteran was joined on the Pro Bowl 
team by FS Merton Hanks, who was invited for the 
third consecutive season. As usual, Rice’s assault 
on the record books continued. He became the 
first player in NFL history to register 1,000 career 
receptions and 16,000 receiving yards. Rice also 
surpassed K Ray Wersching as the team’s all-time 
leading scorer with 982 points.

1997
	 Although they appeared vulnerable after first 
week injuries to QB Steve Young and WR Jerry Rice, 
the San Francisco 49ers rallied under the direction 
of rookie head coach Steve Mariucci, reclaimed the 
NFC West title and advanced to the NFC Champion-
ship Game. The 49ers finished with a 13-3 mark, 
including an 11-game winning streak, despite losing 
Rice for all but two games. They did it behind a new-
found running attack and the league’s top-ranked 
defense. 
	 Mariucci became one of 13 head coaches since 
the NFL-AFL merger in 1970 to lead his team to a 
division title in his rookie season, and he was the 
fourth to do it directly out of the college ranks. The 
former University of California skipper established an 
NFL record for consecutive wins by a rookie head 
coach with an 11-game streak (games 2-12). The 
49ers claimed their 13th NFC West title in 17 years 
and posted 10-or-more wins for the 15th consecu-
tive season. Young suffered a concussion against 
Tampa Bay on opening day, but remained healthy 
throughout the season and claimed his NFL record-
tying (Sammy Baugh) sixth league passing title with 
a rating of 104.7. The 13-year veteran showed con-
sistency while getting adjusted to a new coach, new 
running back and two young receivers. 
	 The 49ers made a commitment to a power rushing 
attack by signing G Kevin Gogan during the offsea-
son. The additional size up front allowed the 49ers to 
finish fourth in the NFC in rushing yards. RB Garrison 
Hearst (1,019 yards) became the first 49ers running 
back to rush for 1,000 yards since 1992. With Rice 
out, WR Terrell Owens and WR J.J. Stokes became 
the primary receiving targets. Owens led the team 
with 63 receptions for 936 yards and eight touch-
downs, while Stokes posted 58 receptions for 733 
yards and four touchdowns. Rice returned for one 
game against Denver (12-15) and helped the 49ers 
clinch home field advantage throughout the playoffs 
with a 34-17 win. Rice became the first non-kicker 
in league history to reach 1,000 points with a 14-
yard touchdown catch in the second quarter of the 
Broncos contest. 
	 The 49ers defense led the league in total yards 
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allowed (250.8), finished second in takeaways (41) 
and was tied for third in sacks (54). They helped 
carry the burden as the offense adjusted to new 
personnel. For the second consecutive season, the 
49ers had three players reach double figures in 
sacks. DT Dana Stubblefield (15.0), DE Chris Dole-
man (12.0) and LB Kevin Greene (10.5) led the sack 
attack. Stubblefield finished second in the league in 
sacks and was named NFL Defensive Player of the 
Year by Associated Press and earned the Len Esh-
mont Award as the team’s most inspirational player. 
Of the seven 49ers named to the Pro Bowl, five were 
from the defense. Stubblefield was joined by Dole-
man, FS Merton Hanks, LB Lee Woodall and LB Ken 
Norton Jr. Gogan and Young were San Francisco’s 
offensive selections.

1998
	 Led by one of the most productive offenses in 
team and league history, San Francisco posted its 
16th consecutive winning season and remained one 
of the NFL’s elite teams. Behind the strong arm of QB 
Steve Young, the powerful legs of RB Garrison Hearst 
and the triple-threat receiving corps of WR Jerry 
Rice, WR Terrell Owens and WR J.J. Stokes, the 49ers 
rolled to a 12-4 regular season mark and an ap-
pearance in the NFC Divisional Playoff Game. Young 
opened the season in sizzling fashion. The 14-year 
veteran established an NFL record by throwing for 
over 300 yards in six consecutive games, breaking 
the previous record of five held by former 49ers QB 
Joe Montana. Young finished the season complet-
ing 322-of-517 (62.3) passes for 4,170 yards and 
36 touchdowns. His final passing rating of 101.1 
marked the seventh consecutive season he has sur-
passed the 100-point barrier and earned him his 
seventh consecutive trip to the Pro Bowl. 
	 The 49ers offensive line, led by Pro Bowl G Kevin 
Gogan, paved the way for Hearst’s record-setting 
season. Hearst, and his team-record and career-
high 1,570 yards rushing, were a major reason the 
49ers led the NFL in rushing. His 198-yard per-
formance against the New York Giants on Monday 
Night Football also set a then team-record and was 
a personal-best. His four plays of 70 yards or more 
led the league and helped earn him his first career 
Pro Bowl selection. 
	 The 49ers receiving corps was in the capable 
hands of Rice, Owens and Stokes. Rice, return-
ing from a serious knee injury in 1997, earned his 
12th career Pro Bowl nomination and finished with 
a team-high 82 receptions for 1,157 yards and nine 
touchdowns. The athletic Owens asserted himself 
among the league’s best receivers and brightest 
young stars by catching 67 passes for 1,097 yards 
and 14 touchdowns. Stokes caught a career-best 63 
passes for 770 yards and eight touchdowns. 
	 The 49ers defense was paced by the inspiring play 
of DT Bryant Young. Young was having an exceptional 
season with 54 tackles and 9.5 sacks before suf-
fering a season-ending leg injury against the New 
York Giants on Monday Night Football. Young was still 
named Eshmont Award winner although missing the 
final four regular season games. LB Winfred Tubbs, 
in his first season with the 49ers, earned his first 
career Pro Bowl nomination after finishing with 112 
tackles. CB Darnell Walker, FS Merton Hanks, S Zack 
Bronson and S Tim McDonald led the team with four 
interceptions each.

1999
	 San Francisco had a streak of 16 consecutive 
winning seasons snapped, after finishing the 1999 
season with a 4-12 record. A season-ending injury 
to QB Steve Young in Week 3 sent the 49ers into a 
tailspin from which they did not recover. Replacing 
Young proved to be quite a task for QBs Jeff Garcia 
and Steve Stenstrom. Garcia received the first try at 
the job and responded admirably, posting a 24-22 
victory, with a QB rating of 106.0, over the Tennes-
see Titans in his first NFL start. Garcia would start the 
next four games, but was replaced by Stenstrom in 
Week 10 at New Orleans. With Stenstrom struggling 
in starts against the Saints, Rams and Packers, the 
49ers coaching staff returned Garcia to the start-
ing lineup for a December 5 game at Cincinnati. And 
what a return it was. Garcia threw for a career-high 
437 yards against the Bengals, including throwing 
two touchdown passes to WR Jerry Rice. The game 
proved to be an impetus for Garcia, who over the 
final five games of the season completed 121-of-
182 passes for 1,441 yards, eight touchdowns and 
three interceptions for a quarterback rating of 98.3. 
	 During that stint, Garcia completed 66.5 percent 
of his passes and was sacked just three times for 25 
yards. San Francisco also was faced with the task 
of replacing 1998 Pro Bowl RB Garrison Hearst and 
his team-record 1,570 yards rushing. A key off-
season acquisition of RB Charlie Garner proved more 
than an adequate replacement. Garner rushed for a 
career-high 1,229 yards, caught a career-high 56 
passes for 535 yards and finished third in the NFL 
with 1,764 total yards. 
	 The San Francisco running attack also was given 
a boost by second-year FB Fred Beasley’s 276 yards 
rushing and 282 yards receiving, both marks were 
career-high’s. Overall the 49ers led the NFL with 
2,095 yards on the ground, becoming the first team 
to lead the league for consecutive seasons since 
Buffalo did it in 1991-92. The 49ers also led the 
league with a per-rush average of 5.0 yards. 
	 The San Francisco receiving corps was once 
again paced by Rice. He finished the year with 67 
receptions for 830 yards and five touchdowns. Cer-
tainly not the kind of numbers that Rice is accus-
tomed to, but over the final five games of the season, 
Rice caught 24 passes for 420 yards (17.5) and three 
touchdowns. In that span he posted two 100-yard 
games, including a six-reception, 143-yard ef-
fort at Atlanta (1-3) in the season finale. WR Terrell 
Owens added 60 receptions for 754 yards and four 
touchdowns while J.J. Stokes totaled 34 grabs for 
429 yards and two touchdowns, including a five-
reception, 130-yard performance at Atlanta (1-3) in 
the season finale. 
	 The 49ers defense struggled for much of the 
season, but was highlighted by several individual 
performances. DT Bryant Young was named the 
Associated Press Comeback Player of the Year and 
earned a Pro Bowl selection. After overcoming a 
devastating leg fracture that ended his 1998 season 
and left his future clouded in doubt, Young answered 
all questions by earning a Pro Bowl nomination with 
his 11.0 sacks on the season. S Lance Schulters, in 
his first season as a starter, responded by finishing 
second in the NFC with six interceptions, including a 
game-winning 64-yard return against New Orleans 
(9-19) in the second week of the season. Schulters 
was named as the starting free safety for the NFC 
squad in the 2000 Pro Bowl. 

2000
	 San Francisco opened its sixth decade in the NFL 
under new leadership. The transfer of ownership 
from Edward J. DeBartolo, Jr. to his sister Denise 
DeBartolo York was approved by the NFL May 23, 
2000. DeBartolo, Jr. ended his tenure after guiding 
the 49ers to five Super Bowl Championships and 
16 postseason appearances. A young San Francisco 
team, which at one point started five rookies on de-
fense, showed marked improvement throughout the 
season, winning four of the last six games, to finish 
6-10. 
	 The offense again was one of the best in the 
league, which led to three starters being named to 
their first Pro Bowl - QB Jeff Garcia, RB Charlie Gar-
ner and WR Terrell Owens. Garcia, who was in his 
first season as the full-time starter, set the pace for 
the offense all season long. He set career-highs in 
every category, completing 355-of-561 passes for a 
team-record 4,278 yards, with 31 touchdowns and 
only 10 interceptions. He finished the year ranked 
fifth in the NFL with a 97.6 quarterback rating. Garcia 
started all 16 games and had six 300-yard passing 
games, including a 402-yard effort against Chicago 
in December, which was his third straight 300-yard 
passing performance and his sixth of the season. His 
productivity not only led to his first Pro Bowl appear-
ance, but Football Digest also named him the NFL’S 
Most Improved Player. 
	 WR Terrell Owens was one of the many benefac-
tors of Garcia’s success. Owens posted his second 
career 1,000-yard season, catching a career-high 
97 passes for 1,451 yards, which ranked him fourth 
in the NFL. Owens, who only played in 14 games 
during the season, also had five 100-yard games 
and scored a team-high 13 touchdowns. Owens had 
his best performance of his career against Chicago in 
December, breaking a 50-year old NFL record with 
20 receptions for 283 yards and one touchdown. 
Owens broke Tom Fears’ NFL record of 18 recep-
tions in a game, which he set back in 1950 with the 
Rams. The 49ers backfield was again in the capable 
hands of Garner and FB Fred Beasley. Garner earned 
his first Pro Bowl appearance and became the fourth 
49ers running back to rush for 1,000 yards in back-
to-back seasons. Garner, behind the stellar play 
of the 49ers offensive line, ran for 1,142 yards on 
258 carries and seven touchdowns. Also a receiving 
threat, Garner set career-highs with 68 receptions 
for 647 yards and three touchdowns. In addition, he 
established a team record with 201 yards rushing 
vs. Dallas. Beasley also had a solid year, rushing for 
147 yards on 50 carries and three touchdowns, while 
catching 31 passes for 233 yards and three touch-
downs. 
	 The 49ers defense was young, but got better over 
the last half of the season. The defense was again 
paced by the efforts of DT Bryant Young, who posted 
51 tackles and led the team in sacks with 9.5. LB Ken 
Norton Jr. was one of only three players to start all 
16 games, extending his consecutive games streak 
to 160. The 49ers defense started five rookies in the 
final game at Denver and had seven different rook-
ies start throughout the 2000 campaign. Rookies CB 
Ahmed Plummer, DE John Engelberger and CB Jason 
Webster all started at least 10 games. Six rookies—
Plummer, Webster, Engelberger, LB Julian Peterson, 
DT Cedric Killings and S Ronnie Heard—participated 
in more than 20-percent of the total 1,096 plays.
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2001
	 The San Francisco 49ers made their return to 
the playoffs after a two-year absence, as the young 
and improving team posted a 12-4 record. The year 
marked the return of RB Garrison Hearst, who came 
back from a devastating ankle injury that kept him 
out of football for two seasons. Hearst rushed for 
1,206 yards, was named Associated Press Come-
back Player of the Year and also earned his second 
career Pro Bowl nomination. In total, the 49ers had 
six players travel to the islands for the annual all-
star game. In addition to Hearst on offense, QB Jeff 
Garcia and WR Terrell Owens made their second 
straight appearances, C Jeremy Newberry played 
in his first Pro Bowl, G Ray Brown made the first 
Pro Bowl appearance in his 16-year career, and on 
defense DT Bryant Young made his third Pro Bowl 
appearance, anchoring the 49ers defense that im-
proved from ranking 29th in 2000 to 13th in 2001. 
	 The offense was again in the capable hands of 
Garcia. The Gilroy native proved that 2000 wasn’t 
a fluke. He completed 316-of-504 passes for 
3,538 yards. The third-year veteran also threw 32 
touchdowns, becoming the first 49ers quarterback 
to throw for 30 or more touchdowns in consecutive 
seasons. Owens was one of Garcia’s favorite tar-
gets, especially when it came to the endzone. Owens 
caught 93 balls for 1,412 yards and a career-high 
and NFL leading 16 touchdowns. While Hearst was 
the big story, the offensive line, which returned all 
five starters from the 2000 season, proved to be vital 
to the team’s success. For the fifth consecutive sea-
son, San Francisco produced a 1,000-yard rusher, 
which set a new team record. 
	 The defense was still young, but improved as the 
season progressed. The defensive line added two 
new starters to the mix, although one of them was 
not so new. DT Dana Stubblefield returned to the 
49ers after spending three seasons with Washington 
and rookie DE Andre Carter made an impression, es-
pecially in the last four weeks of the season when he 
was named NFC Rookie of the Month. Carter led the 
team in sacks with 6.5, adding 4.5 of those in the last 
five games. The unit as a whole improved over the 
last half of the season, posting a team-record three 
shutouts in the last month of the campaign. Another 
big addition was LB Derek Smith, who came over 
from Washington as well. Smith brought with him 
four consecutive seasons of 100 tackles or more. 
Smith kept that streak alive as he led the defense 
with 126 total tackles. Also helping the defense with 
its improvement was S Zack Bronson and CB Ahmed 
Plummer. Both players recorded career-highs with 
seven interceptions each. Bronson also returned two 
for touchdowns, including a career-high and team 
record 97-yard return at Chicago.

2002
	 The San Francisco 49ers entered 2002 with hopes 
of advancing past the first round of the NFC play-
offs. The team accomplished the mission finishing 
the season with 10 wins and advancing to the NFC 
Divisional Playoffs in grand fashion with the second 
largest playoff comeback in NFL history. The 49ers 
finished the season with a 5-1 division record and 
won their first division title since 1997. The team’s 
success came from its ability to minimize turnovers, 
along with a strong running game. The 49ers gained 
2,244 yards on the ground for the second consecu-
tive season and RB Garrison Hearst established a 
career-high with eight rushing touchdowns. Helping 

Hearst were Pro Bowlers G Ron Stone and C Jeremy 
Newberry, who anchored an offensive line that was 
third in the NFL in fewest sacks allowed. 
	 San Francisco had the least amount of turnovers 
in the NFC with 17. In his third season as director of 
the 49ers offense, QB Jeff Garcia earned his third 
consecutive Pro Bowl berth. He completed 62 per-
cent of his passes and tied a team record by di-
recting five fourth-quarter comebacks. WR Terrell 
Owens continued his dominance with a career-high 
100 receptions and led the NFL with 13 receiv-
ing touchdowns. Owens surpassed 1,000 receiving 
yards for the third consecutive season and earned 
his third consecutive Pro Bowl bid. 
	 Defensively, LB Julian Peterson had a breakout 
season with a career-high 104 tackles. He shut 
down several of the league’s top tight ends and 
made history by playing four positions in a single 
game against Dallas (12-8). His effort earned him 
his first career Pro Bowl appearance. DT Bryant 
Young added an interior presence with his fourth ca-
reer Pro Bowl nomination and S Tony Parrish proved 
to be an invaluable pickup with a career-high seven 
interceptions. He won the Len Eshmont and the Ed 
Block Courage Award, both firsts for a player in his 
inaugural season. 

2003
	 Head Coach Steve Mariucci was released from 
the final year of his contract on January 15, 2003. 
The 49ers conducted an extensive search for Mari-
ucci’s successor and in the end hired Dennis Er-
ickson. Erickson was introduced as the 14th head 
coach in 49ers team history on February 12, 2003. 
The Erickson era started with a 7-9 record for the 
49ers in 2003. 
	 The team struggled on the road, winning only 
one game, but was impressive at home, scoring 
more than 45 points in two separate home games. 
The team was represented in the Pro Bowl, the 23rd 
consecutive year the 49ers had at least one team 
representative in the islands. In 2003, WR Terrell 
Owens made his fourth consecutive Pro Bowl, LB 
Julian Peterson made his second consecutive trip 
and FB Fred Beasley made his first career appear-
ance in Hawaii. On offense, QB Jeff Garcia missed 
three games due to injury, but threw for 2,704 yards 
and 18 touchdowns. In his place, QB Tim Rattay re-
sponded admirably, throwing for 856 yards and sev-
en touchdowns while posting a 2-1 record in those 
three games. RB Kevan Barlow recorded his first ca-
reer 1,000-yard rushing season after becoming the 
main tailback after RB Garrison Hearst went down 
with a knee injury and missed the final four games. 
Owens recorded his fourth consecutive 1,000-yard 
season, amassing 1,102 yards despite missing the 
final game of the year. 
	 The 49ers defense finished the year ranked 13th 
overall in the NFL and ninth against the run. The unit 
was led by Pro Bowler Peterson, who led the team in 
sacks with seven, and S Tony Parrish, who tied for 
the league lead with nine interceptions. The group 
as a whole recorded 42 sacks on the year, the high-
est total since 1998, which was good for second in 
the NFC and tied for fourth in the NFL. In addition, 
the 49ers defensive unit allowed only 268 yards per 
game, the lowest total since 1997. San Francisco 
also caused turnovers as evidence by its 13 fumble 
recoveries, its highest total since 1997.

2004
	 The San Francisco 49ers continued to build depth 
with a young squad of versatile and talented athletes 
in 2004. Despite a 2-14 overall record, the group was 
able to gain significant experience while individuals 
on both sides of the ball notched career milestones 
over the 16-game span. The 49ers also swept NFC 
West rival Arizona in two thrilling overtime battles in 
the confines of both Monster Park and on the road in 
Sun Devil Stadium. The team was also represented 
in the Pro Bowl for the 24th consecutive year as LS/
TE Brian Jennings made his first trip to the Pro Bowl. 
Jennings was chosen to serve as a “need” player in 
Hawaii by the NFC coaching staff. On offense, TE Eric 
Johnson returned to the lineup after missing 2003 
with a broken collarbone and paced the team with 
82 receptions for 825 yards and two touchdowns. 
His performance was the best-ever by a 49ers’ tight 
end. 
	 WR Brandon Lloyd led the scoring attack with 
six touchdown receptions while RB Kevan Barlow 
steadied the ground game with 244 carries for 822 
yards and seven touchdowns. Under center, QB Tim 
Rattay battled shoulder, forearm and foot injuries to 
play in nine games, including a career-best 417-
yard performance in the 49ers first of two bouts 
against Arizona. Rattay rallied the offense from a 
16-point fourth-quarter deficit to win 31-28 in 
overtime. In the process, he completed a team-re-
cord 38 passes en route to his first 400-yard game.  
	 DT Bryant Young’s 11 years of NFL experience 
served as the veteran voice behind the defensive 
unit. Young led the line with 79 tackles and three 
sacks and enjoyed a career game against Chicago 
after notching 10 tackles and two sacks, his 17th 
career multi-sack game. For his efforts, Young was 
presented the team’s Len Eshmont and Bill Walsh 
Awards. It was an unprecedented fifth Len Esh-
mont award win for Young. DE John Engelberger 
responded with a career year, with a career-high 64 
tackles. He led team with 6.0 sacks. Also a steady 
rock on defense was SS Tony Parrish, who started 
all 16 games to give him 112 consecutive career 
starts, the third-longest active streak at his position. 
LB Derek Smith also chipped in at the linebacker 
post, reaching the 100-tackle plateau for the eighth 
straight year. Smith and fellow LB Jeff Ulbrich led the 
team with 167 tackles. After a season-ending Achil-
les injury to LB Julian Peterson, LB Jamie Winborn 
stepped up with 104 tackles, 4.5 sacks and three 
forced fumbles. 
	 The 49ers also saw much promise from a handful 
of young participants. Second-year T Kwame Har-
ris played in 14 contests and did not allow a sack 
in the last five games after returning to the start-
ing lineup on the left side. Also gaining experience 
on the line was rookie G Justin Smiley who played 
in all 16 games with nine starts. On the opposite 
side of the ball, rookie RCB Shawntae Spencer fin-
ished third in the league with 12 starts as a rookie. 
He also led the defensive unit with 12 passes de-
fensed. Second-year DT Anthony Adams continued 
to flourish in his role, registering a career-high nine 
stops against Washington.  The special teams unit 
remained staunch, led by the efforts of rookie P Andy 
Lee. Lee finished the season with a 41.6-yard av-
erage, the highest since P Reggie Roby during the 
1998 campaign.  He led all rookies in the NFC in 
gross average and boomed an 81-yard punt against 
Tampa Bay (11-21-04) which was the longest of 
2004 and the fourth-longest in team history. Another 
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rookie, S Keith Lewis, also made his presence felt as 
he became the first player in 49er history to block 
a punt, force a fumble and recover a fumble in the 
same season. Lewis was able to accomplish this tri-
fecta on only special teams plays.

2005
	 The San Francisco 49ers faced a tremendous 
amount of adversity during the 2005 campaign un-
der new Head Coach Mike Nolan, but utilized both 
the highs and lows as opportunities to grow and im-
prove.  With a mix of veteran experience and young 
talent, the team doubled their win total from 2004 
with a 4-12 record, including a series sweep over 
NFC West division rival St. Louis, a home win against 
playoff contender Tampa Bay, and a nail-biting 
overtime victory in the 2005 season finale against 
Houston. 
	 The 49ers also made a historic trip to Mexico City 
to play NFC West division rival Arizona in front of an 
NFL-record 103,467 fans. Even though the 49ers 
lost a league-high 101 games by starters, includ-
ing three of the four starters in the secondary, there 
were many individual and team bright spots, includ-
ing strong showings from five players who started 
every game in 2005 (LB Derek Smith, NT Anthony 
Adams, G Justin Smiley, T Kwame Harris and C/G 
Eric Heitmann).  Of the 11 original 2005 draft selec-
tions, 10 went on to spend the 2005 season on the 
49ers roster and contributed on offense, defense and 
special teams. Six of the 10 started in some capac-
ity throughout the season (RB Frank Gore, QB Alex 
Smith, G David Baas, T Adam Snyder, TE Billy Bajema 
and CB Derrick Johnson). 
	 On offense, four different quarterbacks saw time 
under center. The most experienced of the four in 
the quarterback rotation, Tim Rattay, took the initial 
starting reins and led the 49ers to a 28-25 opening 
day victory against St. Louis. Shortly after, first over-
all draft pick Alex Smith made his professional de-
but, stepping in to relieve Rattay at Arizona in Mexico 
City. With the eventual trade of Rattay in Week 7 to 
Tampa Bay, and a knee injury to Smith, both Ken 
Dorsey and Cody Pickett also stepped in to call plays 
in the pocket. Smith returned to the starting lineup 
and gained valuable playing experience, seeing ac-
tion in nine games with seven starts while showing 
outstanding poise and maturity in the pocket. 
	 WR Brandon Lloyd led the aerial attack with 48 
catches for 733 yards including five touchdowns 
from four different quarterbacks. WR Arnaz Battle 
also gained ground after rebounding from a knee 
injury, averaging 11.3 yards per catch while snag-
ging three touchdowns. On the ground, RB’s Kevan 
Barlow, Frank Gore and Maurice Hicks all chipped 
in 100-yard single-game performances and three 
touchdowns each. Gore had a stellar first season 
while pacing all 49ers rushers with 127 carries for 
608 yards. After losing C Jeremy Newberry and LT 
Jonas Jennings to injuries, the offensive line was 
able to develop some consistency in the second half 
of the season with rookie LT Adam Sndyer and rookie 
G David Baas making significant strides as starters. 
Eric Heitmann also held strong as both a guard and 
center. 
	 Defensively, veteran leader DE Bryant Young led 
the team with eight sacks (including three multi-
sack contests), his most since 2000. His 77.5 sacks 
put him into third place on the 49ers all-time sack 
leader list. For his stellar performance, Young was 
voted by his teammates as the 49ers recipient of 

the Len Eshmont and Ed Block Courage Awards. Also 
paving the way was LB Derek Smith, whose 163 
tackles led the 49ers, his fifth straight time to pace 
the unit. The team’s co-MVP/Bill Walsh Award win-
ner also notched his ninth straight 100-yard cam-
paign.  In the absence of an injured Jeff Ulbrich, LB 
Brandon Moore responded by finishing second on 
defense with career highs in tackles (93), sacks (5), 
interceptions (1) and fumble recoveries (1). Before he 
was lost for the season with a fractured fibula, S Tony 
Parrish posted two interceptions, returning one for 
a touchdown. His teammates, CBs Mike Adams and 
Shawntae Spencer led the team with four intercep-
tions and a touchdown return each. 
	 The special teams unit played a big part in the 
team’s scoring efforts as co-MVP Bill Walsh Award 
winner K Joe Nedney accounted for 97 49ers points 
off of 28 field goals (including a 56-yard career long) 
and 19 extra points. P Andy Lee’s three touchbacks 
in 107 punts placed him with the third-best ratio 
of touchbacks-to-punts among punters with 30 or 
more kicks in 2005. Special teams ace Terry Jackson 
stayed true to his form by leading the coverage unit 
with 21 tackles. And rookie return man Otis Amey got 
the season off to an electrifying start after returning a 
75-yard punt for a touchdown in the season open-
er against St. Louis.  Amey became the fifth 49ers 
rookie to return a punt for a touchdown and the first 
to do so on his first-ever return. He also became the 
second 49ers player (behind WR Nate Singleton) to 
score a touchdown on his first touch.

2006
	 Under the direction of second-year Head Coach 
Mike Nolan, the 49ers continued to build a frame-
work for success – that included utilizing young 
talent sprinkled with enough veteran leadership to 
mentor and keep the group heading in the right di-
rection. After a 4-12 campaign in 2005, the 49ers 
significantly increased their win total to seven and 
closed the year with two, morale-boosting road wins 
in Seattle and Denver to finish 7-9. The organization 
picked up some key free agents prior to the start of 
the 2006 season, including All-Pro and future Hall of 
Fame G Larry Allen, speedy playmaker CB Walt Har-
ris and 13-year NFL veteran and proven Super Bowl 
winner QB Trent Dilfer. Their acquisitions paid im-
mediate dividends. Allen and Harris joined second-
year RB Frank Gore at the Pro Bowl to mark the 25th 
time in club history the team has been represented, 
and Dilfer served as a sturdy mentor to second-year 
starting QB Alex Smith. 
	 The 49ers also added talent through the draft, 
picking up nine immediate contributors. Eight of the 
nine draft picks (TE Vernon Davis, LB Manny Lawson, 
WR Brandon Williams, RB Michael Robinson, DE/LB 
Parys Haralson, TE Delanie Walker, S Marcus Hudson 
and DE Melvin Oliver) saw action during the season 
while three (Davis, Lawson and Oliver) were starters. 
	 Offensively, the 49ers grew by leaps and bounds, 
largely in part to the schemes and game plans run 
by new Offensive Coordinator Norv Turner. QB Alex 
Smith began to flourish under Turner’s guidance 
and became the first-ever 49ers quarterback to 
take every snap for the entire regular season while 
showing dramatic improvement in year two. He set 
career highs in every offensive category and led the 
49ers to a fourth-quarter comeback win (24-14) 
in Seattle in his first career primetime game. C Eric 
Heitmann held strong under center, serving as the 
line’s vocal and emotional leader and Bobb McKit-

trick Award winner. Leading the offensive production 
was RB Frank Gore, who plowed behind the line and 
new free agent FB Moran Norris en route to setting 
a franchise-record 1,695 rushing yards, tops in the 
NFC, and another record 2,180 combined yards. 
His 212-yard performance against Seattle was the 
highest single-game rushing total in 49ers history 
and was one of nine 100-yard rushing performanc-
es on the season. Gore was voted the team’s co-
MVP/Bill Walsh Award winner and Ed Block Cour-
age Award recipient. Also chipping in was rookie TE 
Vernon Davis, who scored on his first NFL touch, a 
31-yard touchdown catch in the season opener at 
Arizona. 
	 The defensive unit overcame some early strug-
gles and improved significantly during the second 
half of the season. LB Brandon Moore led the unit 
in tackles (114) and sacks (6.5) in his first year as 
a full-time starter. Consummate veterans LB Derek 
Smith (93 tackles), DT Marques Douglas (75 tackles, 
three sacks) and seven-time Len Eshmont Award 
winner DE Bryant Young (60 tackles, 5.5 sacks) 
led the group up front while CB Walt Harris and S 
Keith Lewis (72 tackles, two interceptions, one sack) 
proved to be new, impact presences in the second-
ary. Harris finished with one sack and a career-high 
eight interceptions including a 28-yard touchdown 
return at Denver. Rookie LB Manny Lawson wrapped 
his inaugural campaign with 65 tackles, 2.5 sacks, 
one interception and a blocked punt while rookie DE 
Melvin Oliver had 50 stops, one sack and a 12-yard 
fumble return for a touchdown. On special teams, 
K Joe Nedney amassed 116 points, the second-
highest total of his career and eighth most in team 
history. Nedney was also successful on three onsides 
kicks. RB Maurice Hicks continued to play a key role 
in the special teams effort. He led the unit with 20 
tackles, one fumble recovery and also returned 57 
kickoffs for a franchise record 1,428 yards, third best 
in the NFC. Also making a difference on the special 
teams unit was rookie RB Michael Robinson, who 
finished with 16 stops and a 33-yard return for a 
first down on a fake punt at Seattle.

2007
	 Head coach Mike Nolan and his team entered the 
2007 season believing that anything less than the 
playoffs would be a disappointment. Unfortunately, 
the team fell far short of that mark with an overall 
5-11 record as four different quarterbacks took the 
helm of the 49ers offense. 49ers fans did experience 
some highlights in 2007, including another 1,000-
yard rushing season for RB Frank Gore and a stellar 
season by LB Patrick Willis. The 49ers top pick out of 
Ole Miss won Defensive Rookie of the Year and Pro 
Bowl honors. Willis was also the only NFL rookie to 
be named All-Pro in 2007, becoming the first 49ers 
defensive rookie to earn the honor since CB Ronnie 
Lott in 1981. His 226 tackles was an unofficial NFL 
record and Willis earned numerous additional acco-
lades. P Andy Lee joined Willis at the Pro Bowl as he 
put together one of the greatest punting season in 
NFL history. Lee set an NFL record for punts downed 
inside the 20-yard line with 42, while ranking sec-
ond in gross punting average (47.3) and net punting 
average (41.0) behind Oakland’s P Shane Lechler. 
	 The 49ers went 2-1 in primetime games in 
2007, winning the season opener on Monday Night 
Football against the Arizona Cardinals and defeating 
the Cincinnati Bengals on a Saturday night game in 
December. QB Alex Smith started the season with a 
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2-1 record before experiencing a shoulder injury in 
the fourth game of the season against Seattle. He 
eventually was placed on Injured Reserve in Decem-
ber and underwent surgery. QB Trent Dilfer stepped 
in for Smith and led the team with 1,166 passing 
yards on 113-of-219 passing. Dilfer eventually 
would suffer a concussion vs. Minnesota (12-9), and 
QB Shaun Hill replaced the veteran in Week 13 of 
the season. Hill was sharp during his three games of 
action, completing 54-of-79 passes for 501 yards 
with five touchdowns and one interception. However, 
Hill would also succumb to injury, being sidelined 
with a back injury for the season finale. QB Chris 
Weinke saw action in the final game of the season. 
	 Despite inconsistency on offense, the 49ers spe-
cial teams unit was among the league’s most elite in 
2007. K Joe Nedney connected on 17-of-19 field 
goal attempts, while Lee booted 49 punts of 50 or 
more yards (16 more than any other punter). At the 
conclusion of the season, one of the all-time great 
49ers, DT Bryant Young, retired from the NFL after 
14 seasons with San Francisco. Young led the 49ers 
with 6.5 sacks and finished with 89.5 sacks for his 
career, which is third on the 49ers all-time sack list 
behind Cedrick Hardman and Tommy Hart. He earned 
his eighth Len Eshmont Award, given to the player 
who best exemplifies the inspirational and coura-
geous play of Len Eshmont.

2008
	 The San Francisco 49ers entered the 2008 sea-
son following a simple mantra, ‘One game at a time.’ 
Throughout the year, 49ers players and coaches 
experienced several transitions and tribulations, but 
did not allow their minds to linger in the past, nor 
venture too far into the future. The focused approach 
proved effective as the team won five of its final 
seven games to close out the season. 
	 After a promising 2-1 start to the year, San Fran-
cisco dropped four straight contests before making 
a change at head coach. In his fourth season at the 
helm of the 49ers, Mike Nolan was replaced by as-
sistant head coach/linebackers coach Mike Single-
tary. Upon accepting the position, Singletary said 
the foundation was in place to take the team to the 
‘next level.’ The response by his players and staff 
proved positive as the 49ers finished with a 5-4 re-
cord under Singletary’s direction. Immediately fol-
lowing the conclusion of the season finale against 
Washington, team President Jed York announced to 
onlooking players and coaches in the locker room 
that Singletary would remain the 49ers head coach 
moving forward. The quarterback position was one of 
the first areas that Singletary addressed when tak-
ing over midway through the 2008 season. QB J.T. 
O’Sullivan started the first eight games of the year 
and showed an ability to make big plays, but costly 
turnovers proved to be problematic for the signal 
caller. O’Sullivan was replaced at the end of the first 
half of Singletary’s first game as head coach against 
Seattle. Singletary later announced QB Shaun Hill 
would take over the starting role for the remainder 
of the season. The move appeared to be the right 
one as Hill went on to post a 5-3 record and a 87.5 
overall passer rating. While Hill made his season 
debut midway through the year, RB Frank Gore was 
once again the centerpiece of the 49ers offense. 
	 Despite missing two games with an ankle injury, 
Gore became the first 49ers player to rush for over 
1,000 yards in three consecutive seasons, finishing 

the year with 1,036 rushing yards and 1,409 total 
yards from scrimmage. WR Isaac Bruce, who earned 
the team’s coveted Len Eshmont Award in his first 
season in a 49ers uniform after spending 14 years 
with the Rams, recorded team-highs in receptions 
(61), receiving yards (835) and touchdown catches 
(7). TE Vernon Davis, who was named as an alternate 
for the Pro Bowl, finished the season ranked fourth 
on the team in receptions (31) and receiving yards 
(358). 
	 On defense, Singletary consulted with defensive 
coordinator Greg Manusky and transitioned the unit 
into a more simplified, yet productive 3-4 align-
ment midway through the season. Over the final nine 
games of the year, the 49ers improved from 23rd in 
total defense to finish 13th (326.0) in the NFL. LB 
Patrick Willis earned his second consecutive Pro 
Bowl nod after totaling a team-high 185 tackles, 
while LB Takeo Spikes ranked second on the team 
with 122 tackles to go along with three intercep-
tions in his first year with San Francisco. LB Parys 
Haralson had a breakout season with eight sacks, 
the most by a 49ers linebacker since Kevin Greene 
posted 10.5 in 1997. The 49ers defensive line got a 
boost with the offseason signing of DE Justin Smith, 
who ranked second on the team with seven sacks 
and fourth on the squad with 104 tackles. 
	 As one of the most experienced units in the NFL, 
the 49ers secondary finished the season strong, al-
lowing an average of 177.4 passing yards per game 
over the final five contests, which ranked third 
among NFL teams during that time span. 
	 For the second year in a row, the 49ers special 
teams unit ranked among the best in the NFL. Led by 
special teams coordinator Al Everest, P Andy Lee, KR/
PR Allen Rossum and RB Michael Robinson were all 
named alternates for the Pro Bowl. Lee finished the 
season ranked third in the NFL with a career-high 
and team-record 47.8 gross average.

2009
	 The 49ers took a step forward in 2009, record-
ing their best finish since 2002 with an 8-8 record 
in head coach Mike Singletary’s first full season, 
which included a 5-1 record against the NFC West. 
The 49ers opened the season with a bang against 
the defending NFC Champion Arizona Cardinals. LB 
Patrick Willis, who was named to his 3rd consecutive 
Pro Bowl as a starter at year’s end, recorded the first 
of his career-high 3 INTs on the year to propel his 
team to a 20-16 road victory. RB Frank Gore also 
played a large role in the win, scoring the go-ahead 
TD in the 4th qtr. as part of a 2-score performance. 
On the season, he went on to set personal bests with 
10 rushing TDs and 13 total TDs, while becoming the 
only 49er ever to post four 1,000-yd. rushing sea-
sons, despite missing two games to an ankle injury. 
Gore repeated his 2-TD performance the following 
week in a 23-10 victory at home against Seattle, 
running for scores of 79 and 80 yds. to join RB Barry 
Sanders as the only players in NFL history to register 
2 TD runs of 75+ yds. in a single game. 
	 With the momentum of a spotless division record, 
San Fran traveled to Minnesota for what would be an 
action-packed matchup. In a game where an ankle 
injury felled Gore on his first attempt, TE Vernon Da-
vis rose to the occasion and recorded 2 TDs, one of 
which gave the 49ers a 4-point lead in the 4th qtr., 
which they held until Minnesota’s last drive. Vikings 
QB Brett Favre milked every last second as he fired a 

32-yd. TD pass with 2 seconds remaining, stabbing 
the hearts of 49ers fans. The 49ers bounced back 
the next week against St. Louis, defeating the Rams 
35-0 to mark the first shutout by the team since 
2002. 
	 Following a crushing 45-10 loss to Atlanta at 
Candlestick Park, San Fran added another weapon to 
its arsenal as rookie WR Michael Crabtree joined the 
team over the bye weekend after missing the first 5 
games of the season because of a contract impasse. 
Crabtree hit the ground running and went on to lead 
all NFL rookies with a 56.8 yds./game avg. over the 
final 11 contests. In his debut at Houston, the rookie 
dazzled the crowd with some acrobatic catches, but 
the show would eventually turn to two 49er veterans. 
After falling behind 21 points at halftime, Singletary 
made a change at quarterback, inserting Alex Smith 
into the lineup for Shaun Hill. Smith, who hadn’t seen 
any action in nearly two years, responded by throw-
ing a career-high 3 TDs in the final 2 qtrs., all of 
which were caught by Davis. Following the Texans 
game, Smith would go on to start the remainder of 
the season and register career-highs in passing TDs 
(18), completion pct. (60.5) and quarterback rat-
ing (81.5), while Davis proceeded to put up historic 
numbers on his way to being named a starter in his 
first Pro Bowl. The talented tight end finished the 
year with 965 yds. and tied the NFL single-season 
record for TD receptions (13) by a tight end. The next 
week at Indianapolis, the team lost starting LT Joe 
Staley on the first offensive play to a knee injury. 
	 Behind the crafty play-calling of defensive co-
ordinator Greg Manusky, the 49ers became the only 
team to hold NFL MVP QB Peyton Manning without 
a TD on the season. Despite the unit’s valiant effort, 
the 49ers fell 18-14. A 34-27 loss to the Titans at 
home inspired the squad for a prime-time, Thursday 
Night Football showdown against Chicago. In what 
was a microcosm of the defense’s season, the unit 
recorded 5 INTs, including SS Michael Lewis’ victo-
ry-sealing pick in the end zone. After digging them-
selves a 23-3 hole at Green Bay, San Fran valiantly 
battled back in the final 2 qtrs., only to come up short 
by less than a TD in the 30-24 defeat. 
	 The defense exacted revenge at home against 
Jacksonville the following week, allowing just 3 
points as Davis and Gore each scored in the 20-9 
victory. Despite a career-high 310 yds. passing from 
Smith, the 49ers lost in Seattle, 20-17, before re-
turning home for a prime time, MNF rematch against 
Arizona. A statement game for the defense, the 
49ers forced 7 turnovers (5 FRs, 2 INTs), including a 
franchise record 7 FFs, as the 24-9 win sealed the 
season sweep of the Cardinals. The Niners penchant 
for forcing turnovers allowed them to post the NFL’s 
5th-best turnover ratio in 2009 (33 takeaways; 24 
giveaways). In the blizzard-beaten city of Philadel-
phia the following Sunday, the Niners struggled with 
turnovers in a 27-13 loss to the Eagles. Facing De-
troit a week later, TDs from Davis and Gore led the 
way as the 49ers outgunned the Lions 20-6. 
	 San Fran would move toward its final game in St. 
Louis with a chance to secure its first non-losing 
season since 2002. Overcoming a slow 1st half, Alex 
Smith and Co. put up 28 points in the final half, in-
cluding a 73-yd. TD catch by Davis to register his 
record-tying total. Gore capped off the day with 2 
TDs and his 5th 100-yd. performance of the year, 
giving him 20 such career games and tying him with 
Joe Perry for the franchise record.
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2010
	 The San Francisco 49ers entered the 2010 sea-
son with high hopes, having finished the previous 
season with their best record since 2002 and hav-
ing five players named to the Pro Bowl. The 49ers 
dug themselves an insurmountable deficit with a 
0-5 start that they ultimately could not overcome. 
San Francisco finished the year with a 6-10 record 
and a third place finish in the NFC West. The 49ers 
opened the season on the road against the Seattle 
Seahawks.  With the arrival of former USC head 
coach Pete Carroll, the 49ers were not completely 
certain about what to expect and were stunned by a 
31-6 loss. 
	 The Niners opened their home slate on Monday 
Night Football against the Super Bowl Champion 
New Orleans Saints to Candlestick Park. RB Frank 
Gore rushed for 112 yds., and 1 TD on the ground 
and 1 through the air. 49ers QB Alex Smith passed 
for 275 yards, but his heroics were not enough as 
New Orleans posted a late FG giving the Saints a 
25-22 victory. A dismal offensive performance in a 
31-10 loss in Kansas City influenced head coach 
Mike Singletary to let offensive coordinator Jimmy 
Raye go and promote QBs coach Mike Johnson to 
the role of play-caller. In week 4 the Niners traveled 
to Atlanta. The 49ers started fast but their inability 
to finish, however, ultimately cost them a win as the 
Falcons edged them,16-14. 
	 San Francisco returned home for its 2nd prime-
time matchup in as many home games. NBC’s Sun-
day Night Football pitted them against the Philadel-
phia Eagles. Again, San Francisco showed up under 
the brightest of lights, posting 309 yds. through the 
air including 3 TDs, but a late game INT gave the 
49ers their 5th straight loss of the season, 27-24. 
The 49ers added some rays of hope against the vis-
iting Oakland Raiders. Gore accounted for 149 yds. 
rushing, leading  the 49ers offense to 349 yds. of 
total offense and earning the Niners their first win of 
the season, 17-9. 
	 The 49ers next test would be at Carolina. The 
Niners failed to capitalize on a late-game lead and 
allowed the Panthers to mount a 20-23 comeback 
victory on a game-winning FG as time expired. 
Starting QB Alex Smith suffered an injured shoulder 
during the 4th qtr. At 1-6, the team boarded a plane 
and traveled to London for a week-long road trip 
to square off with the Denver Broncos in the 2010 
International Series game. With QB Troy Smith at the 
helm due to the injury to Alex Smith a week earlier, 
the “home team” defeated Denver, 24-16. After the 
bye week, the 49ers returned home to defeat divi-
sion foe St. Louis 23-20 in OT, behind the big-play 
arm of Troy Smith and the Frank Gore run game. 
	 The ensuing 21-0 shutout by Tampa Bay at 
Candlestick, the first home shutout since 1977, in-
spired the squad for a prime-time, MNF showdown 
at Arizona. The defense held the Cardinals to just 13 
yds. rushing and forced 2 turnovers. Unfortunately, 
perennial Pro Bowl RB Frank Gore suffered a frac-
tured hip during the contest ending his season. After 
a forgettable 34-16 loss to Green Bay at Lambeau 
Field, San Fran erupted for a season-high 40 points 
against the visiting Seahawks. Mike Singletary had 
handed the started QB role back to Alex Smith after 
the GB loss, and he went on to throw for 255 yds. 
and 3 TDs in the 40-21 win. Despite the momentum 
the Niners seemed to gain they lost, 34-7, at San 
Diego in a Thurday night matchup. 
	 Despite a 5-9 record, San Francisco was still 

in NFC West hunt. Looking for a spark Singletary 
once again switched QBs, this time to Troy Smith. 
The spark that was expected never came to be and 
the 49ers suffered a devastating, 25-17, loss at St. 
Louis. With the division title and all playoff hopes out 
of reach, team President and CEO Jed York relieved 
head coach Mike Singletary of his duties that eve-
ning. Defensive line coach Jim Tomsula was later 
promoted to interim head coach for the final week 
of the season. The 49ers battled to finish the season 
with a favorable taste in their mouths vs. Arizona. 
RB Brian Westbrook notched 2 TDs while Alex Smith 
threw for 276 yds., 2 TDs and a QB rtg. of 107.8, in 
a 38-7 win. 

2011
	 The San Francisco 49ers 2011 season began 
with great hope surrounded by as much, if not more, 
uncertainty, due in large to the arrival of head coach 
Jim Harbaugh and the lack of an offseason for the 
new coaching staff to gel with its players. By sea-
son’s end, Harbaugh had led his team to a 14-4 
record, a NFC West Division Title and a berth in the 
NFC Championship Game. 
	 Although the 49ers became a blue collar unit fo-
cused solely on wins, individual honors were plenti-
ful for the team in 2011. Harbaugh was named AP 
Coach of the Year at season’s end and the team 
boasted a league-high five First Team AP All-Pros - 
DT Justin Smith, LB Patrick Willis, LB NaVorro Bow-
man, K David Akers and P Andy Lee (LT Joe Staley 
and CB Carlos Rogers were named to the Second 
Team). San Francisco also posted a NFL-high nine 
Pro Bowl selections – Smith, Willis, Akers, Lee, Rog-
ers, Staley, S Dashon Goldson, RB Frank Gore, and 
LS Brian Jennings.
	 Led by Willis and Smith, both finalists for Defen-
sive Player of the Year, the 49ers defense possessed 
the most dominant front seven in the game, a unit 
that produced 40 of the team’s 42 sacks and a De-
fensive Rookie of the Year finalist, LB Aldon Smith, 
who set the franchise’s rookie sack record (14). The 
unit began the year without allowing a rushing TD 
in its first 14 games, a feat never before achieved 
in league history. The defense’s NFL-high 38 take-
aways allowed the 49ers to lead the league with a 
team-record turnover differential (plus-28). By the 
end of the year, the defense ranked 1st in the NFL 
against the run, 2nd in points allowed, and 4th in 
total defense.
	 The San Francisco offense played a physical 
brand that controlled the tempo of games, rarely 
made mistakes and made plays when it was ulti-
mately needed. Six times in 2011, QB Alex Smith, 
RB Frank Gore and the Niners offense mounted 
come-from-behind wins. The offense tied NFL 
single-season records for fewest turnovers (10) 
and interceptions (5). Gore became the franchise’s 
all-time leading rusher surpassing Joe “The Jet” 
Perry. Smith put together his finest year as a pro, 
finishing the season with a 90.7 QB rating, a 61.4 
completion percentage and the NFL’s lowest inter-
ception percentage (1.1). The quarterback also tied 
the franchise record with four, 4th quarter come-
from-behind wins on the road (QB Joe Montana – 4 
in 1989).
	 Special teams lived up to its name for the 49ers 
in 2011, as the unit finished the season ranked atop 
the NFL. The team featured two record-setting 
specialists in Akers and Lee. Akers set the NFL re-
cord for most field goals made (44) and most points 

in single-season, no touchdowns (166), while Lee 
registered a 44.0 net punt average, also setting a 
new NFL record. KR Ted Ginn Jr. became the first 
player in franchise history to record a punt return for 
a touchdown and a kickoff return for a touchdown in 
the same game in the season opener versus Seattle.  
	 Inside the friendly confines of Candlestick Park, 
San Francisco posted a 7-1 record. The Niners 
never trailed by more than 3 points at home all sea-
son and averaged 27.6 points per game, ranking 6th 
in the NFL. The 49ers also boasted a 6-2 record 
away from home. The 6 wins on the road were the 
most by the team since 1996 (6-2). 
	 In the 49ers first postseason game since 2002, 
they defeated the New Orleans Saints, 36-32. TE 
Vernon Davis shined as he registered 7 receptions 
for 180 yards and 2 touchdowns, including the 
game-winning 14 yarder from Alex Smith with :09 
remaining.
	 A magical season came to an end in the NFC 
Championship game, as the 49ers fell to the even-
tual Super Bowl Champion New York Giants in over-
time, 17-20.

2012
	 Carrying the heavy expectations from a trip to the 
NFC Championship in 2011, the 2012 San Francisco 
49ers took a step further and won the NFC for the 
first time since the 1994 season. Head coach Jim 
Harbaugh led his team to a 11-4-1 regular season 
record, a second straight NFC West Title, and the 
sixth Super Bowl appearance in franchise history.
	 For the second consecutive season, accolades 
accompanied team achievement. The 49ers led the 
NFL with six First-Team AP All-Pro selections – LB 
Patrick Willis, LB NaVorro Bowman, LB Aldon Smith, 
G Mike Iupati, S Dashon Goldson, P Andy Lee and 
three Second-Teamers DT Justin Smith, LB Ahmad 
Brooks and T Joe Staley. In addition to the All-Pros, 
the 49ers also had nine players selected to the NFC 
Pro Bowl team - Bowman, Goldson, RB Frank Gore, 
Iupati, Aldon Smith, Justin Smith, Staley, S Donte 
Whitner and Willis. The Niners offensive line was 
also awarded the 2012 Madden Most Valuable Pro-
tectors Award, which recognizes the best offensive 
line in the National Football League.
	 The 49ers defense picked up where they left off 
in 2011, dominant. The unit, which returned 10 of 11 
starters from 2011, finished 2nd in the NFL in total 
points allowed (17.1 pts. per game) and 3rd in total 
defense (294.4 yds. per game). Aldon Smith broke 
Hall of Fame DE Fred Dean’s franchise sack record 
(17.5 in 1983), with 19.5. That mark was 2nd in the 
NFL in 2012 and t-10th in NFL history. A stone-
wall rush defense held opponents to an average of 
just 94.2 yds. per game, which ranked 4th in the 
NFL and a pass defense that allowed 200.2 yds. per 
game that also ranked 4th. The defensive unit was 
one of two teams in the NFL to rank in the top five in 
all four categories (Denver).
	 A dynamic and physical rushing attack compli-
mented the Niners defense in 2012. Gore surpassed 
RB Roger Craig and RB Joe Perry’s franchise record 
of 50 career rushing TDs by punching in his 51st 
TD vs. Arz. (12/30). Entering the starting lineup in 
Week 11 due to an injured QB Alex Smith, QB Colin 
Kaepernick left opposing defenses in a daze with his 
versatility. In the Divisional Round of the playoffs vs. 
GB (1/12/13), Kaepernick set the NFL single-game 
rushing record by a quaterback with 181 yds. rush-
ing and 2 TDs on 16 carries, as well as completing 
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17 of 31 atts. for 263 yds., and 2 TDs. Big plays 
from Kaepernick not only came on the ground, but 
through the air as he completed 21, 25+ yds. com-
pletions, which was good for 2nd in the NFL since 
taking over the starting job.
	 Special teams started the season off with K David 
Akers tying a NFL record long FG when he nailed 
a 63-yd. kick at GB (9/9). Andy Lee sat atop the 
NFL with a 43.2 net punting average and landed 36 
punts inside the 20-yd. line, 3rd most in the NFL in 
2012 and the second highest single season total of 
his career.  
	 The 49ers were 6-1-1 at Candlestick Park this 
season, with the  defense  allowing just 9 TDs,  the 
best in the NFL.    
	 In addition to Kaepernick’s record-breaking 
performance in the 49ers 45-31 Divisional Round 
victory vs. the Packers, San Francisco also became 
the first team in NFL history to ever have two, 100-
yd. rushers [QB Colin Kaepernick (181 yds. rush-
ing), RB Frank Gore (119 yds. rushing)] and one, 
100-yd. receiver [WR Michael Crabtree (119 yds. 
receving)] in a playoff game. The following week, 
the Atlanta Falcons jumped out to a 17-0 lead in 
the NFC Championship Game at the Georgia Dome 
and Kaepernick led the charge by hitting 16 of 21 
passes for 233 yds. and 1 TD with a QB rating of 
127.7 as the 49ers came back to win 28-24. It was 
the 2nd largest deficit overcome to win a conference 
championship in NFL history.
	 The curtains closed on the biggest stage for the 
2012 49ers as they fell to the Baltimore Ravens 
34-31 in Super Bowl XLVII. The 49ers became the 
first team in Super Bowl history to have a 300-yd. 
passer, a 100-yd. rusher and two, 100-yd. receiv-
ers in a single game. Kaepernick threw for 302 yds., 
RB Frank Gore added 110 yds. rushing, WR Michael 
Crabtree tallied 109 rec. yds. and TE Vernon Davis 
recorded 104 rec. yds.

2013
	 Following a trip to Super Bowl XLVII in 2012, the 
San Francisco 49ers battled through adversity and 
high expectations to reach the NFC Championship 
Game for the third year in a row. Head coach Jim 
Harbaugh led his team to a 12-4 regular season 
record as the team closed out historic Candlestick 
Park and moves to its new home in 2014, Levi’s® 
Stadium.
	 Possessing a deep, talented roster, the 49ers 
had nine players selected to the 2014 Pro Bowl, the 
second most in the NFL – LB NaVorro Bowman, LB 
Ahmad Brooks, TE Vernon Davis, RB Frank Gore, G 
Mike Iupati, S Eric Reid, DT Justin Smith, T Joe Stal-
ey and LB Patrick Willis. San Francisco also had one 
First-Team AP All-Pro selection – Bowman, and 
four Second-Teamers – Brooks, V. Davis, J. Smith 
and Staley. 
	 The 49ers defense continued its dominance un-
der defensive coordinator Vic Fangio. The unit fin-
ished 3rd in the NFL in scoring defense (17.0 pts. 
per game), 4th in rushing defense (95.9 yds. per 
game), 5th in total defense (316.9 yds. per game) 
and 7th in passing defense (221 yds. per game). 
They were also the only team to not allow a 100-yd. 
rusher during the regular season.
	 In 2013, the Niners featured a balanced offen-
sive attack. Frank Gore rushed for 1,128 yds. and 
9 TDs, which ranked t-6th in the NFL, and WR 
Anquan Boldin registered team-highs in recepts. 
(85) and rec. yds. (1,179). It marked the first time 

since 2003 that the 49ers have had a 3,000-yd. 
passer, 1,000-yd. rusher and 1,000-yd. receiver 
in the same season. QB Colin Kaepernick passed 
for 3,197 yds., the most for a 49ers QB since 2002 
(Jeff Garcia – 3,344). He also rushed for 524 yds. 
during the regular season, which is the 2nd high-
est single-season rushing total by a quarterback in 
franchise history (Steve Young, 1992 – 537). During 
the postseason, Kaepernick rushed for 98 yds. at GB 
(1/5/14 - NFC-WC) and 130 yds. at Sea. (1/19/14 - 
NFC-C). He now owns three of the top five rushing 
performances by a QB in NFL postseason history.
	 The 49ers special teams unit was spectacular all 
season long. Veteran K Phil Dawson made 32 of 36 
FG atts., including a franchise-record 27 in a row, 
en route to recording the 2nd-most made FGs in 
franchise history. He made two game-winning FGs 
[vs. Sea. (12/8) and at Arz. (12/29)] and was named 
NFC Special Teams Player of the Week in Weeks 14 
and 17 for both performances. Andy Lee finished the 
season with the 3rd-highest gross avg. (48.2 yds.) 
and 4th-highest net avg. (41.7 yds.) in the NFL.
	 San Francisco took part in the NFL International 
Series, defeating the Jacksonville Jaguars, 42-10, 
at Wembley Stadium in London. With the win, the 
49ers became the second team to win multiple 
games at Wembley Stadium (New England).
	 The 49ers hosted the final regular season game 
at Candlestick Park against the Atlanta Falcons on 
Dec. 23. The game marked the 350th played by the 
49ers in their longtime home, “It’s an iconic venue,” 
said Harbaugh when asked to sum up his feelings 
before the farewell game. “It’d be an honor to be on 
that sideline for the last game at Candlestick, and 
we want to win it.” The 49ers would go on to win the 
game, 34-24, in epic fashion. In the 4th quarter, af-
ter closing the gap to 3 points and recovering a cru-
cial onside kick, the Falcons seemed poised to score 
a go-ahead touchdown and threaten the festivities 
of the final game at Candlestick. However, The ‘Stick 
had one last moment left when CB Tramaine Brock 
broke up a Matt Ryan pass and NaVorro Bowman 
made the interception and returned it 89-yds. for 
the score, sealing the legacy of the historic venue 
and sending the 49ers into the playoffs. 
	 The season came to an end after dropping a 
back-and-forth contest with the division-rival Se-
attle Seahawks, 23-17, in the NFC Championship 
Game at CenturyLink Field. Jim Harbaugh became 
the first head coach in NFL history to lead his team 
to a conference title game in each of his first three 
seasons.

2014
	 The San Francisco 49ers inaugurated Levi’s® 
Stadium as their new home in 2014, a season that 
saw key legends RB Frank Gore and WR Anquan 
Boldin reach career milestones. With an 8-8 record, 
the 49ers overcame a slew of injuries to register 
their fourth-consecutive season with a .500-or-
better record for the first time since 1998. 
	 In the final game of 2014, Gore rushed for 144 
yds. on 25 carries to become just the 20th running 
back in NFL history to eclipse the 11,000-yd. mark 
for his career. He finished the 2014 season with 
1,106 rushing yds., becoming the 11th player in 
league history to rush for 1,000 yds. or more in eight 
seasons. Boldin also joined the NFL’s elite ranks, 
becoming just the 17th player in league history to 
reach 900 career recepts. and the 24th player to 
record 12,000 receiving yds. He is now one of only 

four players to record 500-or-more rec. yds. in 
12 consecutive seasons, joining the likes of Jerry 
Rice, Terrell Owens and Randy Moss. Boldin finished 
the season with 83 catches for 1,106 yds. and five 
touchdowns. 
	 San Francisco was represented again at the 2015 
Pro Bowl as T Joe Staley and G Mike Iupati were 
selected. Five other players – S Antoine Bethea, G 
Alex Boone, LB Chris Borland, RB Frank Gore and DT 
Justin Smith – were named as Pro Bowl alternates. 
	 Defensively, no other team worked through ad-
versity as efficiently as the San Francisco 49ers. 
Under the direction of defensive coordinator Vic 
Fangio, the 49ers defense ranked near the top in 
several categories for the fourth-consecutive sea-
son despite injuries to many key players, includ-
ing All-Pro linebackers Patrick Willis and NaVorro 
Bowman. San Francisco finished with the league’s 
5th best unit overall (321.4 YPG), allowing the 7th 
fewest rushing yds. per game (100.8) and the 5th 
fewest passing yds. per game (220.7), and finished 
the season with a league-leading 23 INTs. 
	 On the other side of the ball, San Francisco relied 
on bell cow running back Frank Gore to be the focal 
point of the NFL’s 4th-best rushing attack, which 
averaged 136.0 yds. per game. The 49ers managed 
62 plays of 10-or-more rushing yds. – 4th-most 
in the league – as Gore pieced together his eighth 
season of 1,000-or-more yds. QB Colin Kaeper-
nick threw for a career-high 3,369 yds., 19 TDs and 
10 INTs. He tied the franchise record for the most 
consecutive games with a TD pass (18) following 
a Week 12 victory over Washington [Steve Young – 
18 (10/9/94 – 11/26/95)]. He also rushed for a QB 
franchise record 639 yds. 
	 Led by K Phil Dawson and P Andy Lee, the 49ers 
special teams unit maintained its reputation as one 
of the league’s finest. Dawson connected on 25-
of-31 FG attempts, including the 2nd most made 
FGs of 50-or-more yds. among all kickers en route 
to becoming one of 19 players in NFL history to sur-
pass 1,500 pts. scored. Lee finished the season with 
the 6th highest punting average (46.8). 
	 San Francisco bid an end to the 2014 sea-
son with back-to-back home games. Against the 
Chargers in Week 16, the 49ers rushed for a fran-
chise record 355 yds., with Gore and Kaepernick 
both registering150-or-more yds. on the ground. 
The duo became just the fourth pair of teammates to 
accomplish that feat in a single game in NFL history. 
	 In the team’s final home game, the 49ers topped 
the Cardinals, 20-17, in a tightly contested match-
up. Gore eclipsed the century mark for the fourth 
time in 2014 and for the 39th time in his career, 
which is the second-most among all active players. 
	 The 2014 season was full of highs and lows, ulti-
mately resulting in the team missing the playoffs for 
the first time since 2010. 

2015
	 The 2015 season for the San Francisco 49ers 
was full of ups and downs, but ended on a high note 
as the team earned an overtime victory over divi-
sion-rival St. Louis. LB NaVorro Bowman returned 
to the field after missing all of the 2014 season due 
to injury and started all 16 games as he led the NFL 
in tackles with 154 and earned First-Team All-Pro 
honors. Along with T Joe Staley, Bowman was one of 
two 49ers selected to the Pro Bowl.
	 The 49ers opened the season with a 20-3 win on 
Monday Night Football over the Minnesota Vikings 
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led by RB Carlos Hyde, who rushed for a career-
high 168 yards and two touchdowns. After a win 
at home over the Baltimore Ravens in Week 6, the 
49ers dropped two division games to fall to 2-6 at 
the midway point in the season. Heading into Week 
9, head coach Jim Tomsula tabbed QB Blaine Gab-
bert as the starter, as he promptly led the team to 
a 17-16 victory over the Atlanta Falcons who were 
6-2 prior to the matchup at Levi’s® Stadium. Two 
weeks later, San Francisco earned their fourth win 
of the season in dramatic fashion, as Gabbert con-
nected with WR Torrey Smith for a 71-yard touch-
down pass in overtime to beat the Chicago Bears on 
the road. 
	 On offense, WR Anquan Boldin continued his 
Hall of Fame career by becoming the first player in 
NFL history to register 50-or-more receptions and 
600-or-more yards in each of his first 13 seasons 
in the NFL. As the team’s leading receiver for the 
third consecutive season, Boldin became just the 
13th player in NFL history to record 1,000-or-more 
receptions in their career (1,009) and moved into 
12th place all-time in receptions and 17th in NFL 
history in receiving yards (13,195).
	 Gabbert started the final eight games of the sea-
son for the team and threw for 10 touchdowns with a 
career-high completion percentage of 63.1%. In his 
first year with the 49ers, WR Torrey Smith showed 
off his speed and big play potential in becoming 
the first player in franchise history to register three 
receiving touchdowns of 70-or-more yards in the 
same season since WR John Taylor accomplished 
the feat in 1989. In hauling in 33 receptions for 
663 yards and four touchdowns, he averaged 20.1 
yards-per-catch, the highest in the NFL.
	 Under the guidance of running backs coach Tom 
Rathman, the team did not miss a beat in the rush-
ing game throughout the season. Following an in-
jury to Hyde, RB Shaun Draughn was brought in and 
registered career-bests in both rushing yards (273) 
and receiving yards (176) during his six games with 
San Francisco.
	 Defensively, NT Ian Williams, who suffered a 
season ending injury in 2014, returned to set a 
career-high in tackles while being named a team 
captain. DT Quinton Dial set a new career-high in 
tackles and 2015 first-round pick DL Arik Armstead 
registered two sacks while appearing in every game 
during his rookie season.  
	 Second-year players made their mark on the de-
fense in 2015 as LB Aaron Lynch built off his rookie 
season to post a career-high 6.5 sacks coming off 
the edge. DB Jimmie Ward also stood out, setting a 
career high with 65 tackles and recording the first 
pick-six of his career, playing all over the field. 
	 On special teams, the ever-reliable K Phil Daw-
son continued his impressive career and led the 
team in points scored with 92. From Week 1 through 
Week 15, Dawson knocked through 19 consecutive 
FGs, the second longest streak in 49ers history. In 
Week 17, he became the 16th player all-time to 
reach the 1,600 career points mark and now made 
386 career field goals, ranking t-9th in NFL history.

2016
	 The 2016 San Francisco 49ers were a team that 
had some highs and lows throughout the year, but 
the team’s young talent showed bright spots, in-
cluding setting individual milestones. 
	 Under the guidance of head coach Chip Kelly, 
the 49ers defeated the Los Angeles Rams 28-0 on 

ESPN’s Monday Night Football at Levi’s Stadium to 
open the season, marking the first shutout in fran-
chise history on opening weekend. 
	 Offensively, the 49ers finished with the fourth 
ranked rushing offense, averaging 126.2 yards per 
game on the ground. RB Carlos Hyde led the team 
with 217 carries for 988 yards and six touchdowns. 
In Week 14 vs. NYJ, Hyde put himself into the 49ers 
record books with 193 rushing yards, the sixth-
highest total in a single game in franchise history. 
WR Jeremy Kerley, who joined the team via trade 
late in training camp, quickly found his groove in 
Kelly’s offense and posted a career-high 64 re-
ceptions. T Joe Staley, who started 13 games and 
moved into the top ten for most games played by an 
offensive lineman in franchise history, earned the 
Bill Walsh Award as the team’s MVP.
	 Defensively, DL DeForest Buckner, whom the 
49ers selected seventh overall in the 2016 NFL 
Draft, quickly established himself as a rising start 
in the NFL. Buckner led all rookie defensive linemen 
with 73 tackles and tied for the team lead with 6.0 
sacks. LB Ahmad Brooks registered 6.0 sacks as 
well, his eighth consecutive season with 5.0-or-
more sacks as a member of the 49ers, and moved 
into sole possession of third place on the team’s 
all-time sack list.  
	 On special teams, K Phil Dawson became the 
10th kicker in NFL history to record 400-or-more 
made field goals in his career and the 10th player 
in 49ers history to surpass 400 total points scored 
with the franchise.

2017
	 The San Francisco 49ers began a new era in 
2017 as the team welcomed the leadership of 
John Lynch as general manager and Kyle Shana-
han as head coach to the organization. The 49ers 
completed the season on a five-game win streak 
to finish with a 6-10 record. The season got off 
to a rough start as the team lost five of their first 
six games by three points or less in each of the 
games, but finished as the hottest team in the 
NFL as winners of six of their final seven games 
and were the only team in the NFL to post a per-
fect 5-0 record in December.
	 The 49ers used both free agency and the NFL 
Draft to add key contributors in 2017. LB Brock 
Coyle, LB Elvis Dumervil, OL Brandon Fusco, WR 
Pierre Garçon, WR Marquise Goodwin, K Robbie 
Gould, FB Kyle Juszczyk and CB K’Waun Williams 
were some of many free agents that helped the 
team immediately, with Juszczyk earning Pro 
Bowl honors in his first year with the team. San 
Francisco selected DL Solomon Thomas with the 
3rd overall pick in the 2017 NFL Draft after mak-
ing a draft-day trade with the Chicago Bears. 
The 49ers then moved back into the first round 
to select LB Reuben Foster at 31st overall. The 
team’s late-round picks in CB Ahkello Wither-
spoon, QB C.J. Beathard, TE George Kittle, WR 
Trent Taylor and DB Adrian Colbert, along with 
undrafted rookie free agents in RB Matt Bre-
ida and WR Kendrick Bourne, also made several 
starts throughout the year and were among the 
team’s statistical leaders.
	 On October 31, 2017, the 49ers completed a 
trade with the New England Patriots to acquire 
QB Jimmy Garoppolo. Following the team’s first 
win of the season against the New York Giants, 
Garoppolo made his Niner debut in the final 

drive versus the Seattle Seahawks. On the final 
play from scrimmage, Garoppolo tossed his first 
touchdown with the 49ers, a 10-yard pass to WR 
Louis Murphy. The following week, he made his 
first start with San Francisco in the team’s Week 
13 matchup against the Chicago Bears near his 
hometown of Rolling Meadows, IL. He would go 
on to lead the 49ers to five consecutive victo-
ries in the month of December after becoming the 
full-time starter. The 49ers won five consecutive 
games for the first time since 2013, and became 
the first team with 10-or-more losses prior to 
December to go undefeated from December 1st 
until end of season since the 1986 Indianapolis 
Colts. Garoppolo’s 1,542 passing yards through 
his first five starts with the 49ers were the most 
by a quarterback in franchise history in their first 
five starts with the team and ranks fourth among 
all quarterbacks in their first five starts with a 
new team since the merger in 1970. 
	 Defensively, San Francisco excelled under 
first-year defensive coordinator Robert Saleh. 
After battling through multiple injuries that left 
several key 49ers on the Injured Reserve List 
early in the season, the 49ers defense got bet-
ter as the season progressed. Over the final six 
weeks of the season, San Francisco held op-
ponents to an average of 87.7 rushing yards 
per game while giving up 100 rushing yards just 
once in that span. LB Elvis Dumervil registered a 
team-high 6.5 sacks on the season, becoming 
the 32nd player to register 100-or-more sacks 
and joined John Abraham as the only players to 
register at least 0.5 sack against all 32 teams in 
the NFL. 
	 In his first season with the 49ers, K Robbie 
Gould had arguably the best season of his 13-
year NFL career, and got better as the season 
went on. Registering a single-season career-
high 145 points on the season, Gould connected 
on a career-high 39 field goals, which led the 
NFL. He joined K David Akers (44 FGs in 2011) 
as the only players in franchise history to lead 
the NFL in made field goals while his 39 made 
field goals tied for the 3rd-most in a single sea-
son in NFL history. In the month of December, 
Gould connected on each of his 18 field goal at-
tempts and had a three-game stretch in Decem-
ber which he made 15 field goals, becoming the 
first player in NFL history to make 15 field goals 
in a three-game span, according to the Elias 
Sports Bureau. Against the Bears and in his first 
trip back to Chicago, Gould accounted for each 
of the team’s 15 points, including the 24-yard 
game-winning field goal with four seconds left 
in the game. Two weeks later against the Titans, 
he set a single-game career high with six made 
field goals which tied the franchise record for 
most made field goals in a single game. Gould 
won NFC Special Teams Player of the Week for 
both Week 13 and Week 15 and was named NFC 
Special Teams Player of the Month for December.

2018
	 The San Francisco 49ers finished the 2018 
season with a third-place finish in the NFC West, 
improving from fourth the previous season. De-
spite the team’s 4-12 record, the 2018 season 
produced NFL records and franchise milestones 
from both the team and individual performances. 
The organization welcomed back the duo of gen-

eral manager John Lynch and head coach Kyle 
Shanahan for their second season, as well as 
newly re-signed QB Jimmy Garoppolo, who led 
the team to wins in each of the final five games 
at the conclusion of the 2017 season. In an in-
jury plagued season that included losing starting 
QB Jimmy Garoppolo and newly signed RB Jer-
ick McKinnon to ACL injuries, the young core of 
the team stepped up to win two of their final four 
games in the month of December to close out the 
season. Over the past two seasons, the 49ers are 
tied for the second-most victories in the month of 
December with seven wins.
	 The 49ers were able to find several contrib-
uting members of the 2018 team through both 
free agency and the draft. The team acquired 
key pieces such as C Weston Richburg, RB Al-
fred Morris and CB Richard Sherman, a four-time 
All-Pro defensive back that helped provide vet-
eran leadership and productivity to the team. With 
the ninth-overall pick in the 2018 NFL Draft, the 
team selected T Mike McGlinchey, who started all 
16 games for the team at right tackle. The 49ers 
then selected WR Dante Pettis in the second 
round (44th overall), who hauled in 27 recep-
tions for 467 yards and five touchdowns. Pettis’ 
five touchdowns are tied for the second-most in 
franchise history by a rookie. With their third-
round pick (70th overall), San Francisco selected 
LB Fred Warner, who started all 16 games and 
logged the third-most tackles (122) among all 
rookies. The team’s late-round picks of DB Tar-
varius Moore, DB D.J. Reed Jr., S Marcell Harris, 
DT Jullian Taylor and WR Richie James Jr., along 
with undrafted rookies RB Jeff Wilson Jr. and TE 
Ross Dwelley, also made several starts and pro-
vided substantial contributions throughout the 
year.  
	 Following injuries to both Garoppolo and QB 
C.J. Beathard, undrafted QB Nick Mullens was 
able to fill the void and excel for San Francisco’s 
offense after being promoted to the active roster 
from the team’s practice squad on September 26. 
Mullens started all eight games he appeared in 
and accumulated the fourth-most passing yards 
by a quarterback in their first eight career games 
since 1970 (Patrick Mahomes, KC; Andrew Luck, 
Ind.; Cam Newton, Car.). In his NFL debut versus 
the Oakland Raiders on Thursday Night Football 
in primetime, Mullens threw for 262 yards and 
the second-best quarterback rating (151.9) by 
a passer in their NFL debut since 1973. The of-
fense received an abundance of firepower from 
second-year TE George Kittle, who exploded onto 
the national scene and set an NFL record for most 
receiving yards by a tight end in a single season 
(1,377). Kittle also proved himself as a weapon 
in the open field, recording the most yards after 
catch by any player in the NFL since 2010 (870). 
Kittle earned Second-Team All-Pro honors, as 
well as his first Pro Bowl selection, after his his-
toric season. On the ground, the 49ers were led 
by second-year undrafted RB Matt Breida who 
carried the ball 153 times for 814 yards and three 
touchdowns, while adding 27 receptions for 261 
yards and two touchdowns. Breida finished the 
season with a 5.3 rushing average, which was 
fourth-best in the NFL. 
	 On the defensive side of the ball, the 49ers 

fought through an assortment of injuries that in-
cluded a different starting lineup in all 16 games, 
but came together as a unit towards the end of 
the season as they began to find continuity and 
success. DL DeForest Buckner led the pass rush-
ing unit by collecting a career-high 12.0 sacks, 
which was the second-most among NFL DTs 
behind Los Angeles Rams DT Aaron Donald and 
the fourth-most by a member of the 49ers since 
2000. Ronald Blair III (5.5) Cassius Marsh (5.5) 
and Arik Armstead (3.0) also provided support 
in the pass rush and set career highs in sacks 
on the season. Robert Saleh’s unit also proved 
themselves to be a force against the run, ranking 
seventh in the NFL on the season with just 4.1 
yards per carry allowed. 
	 K Robbie Gould continued to shine in his sec-
ond season with the 49ers both on and off the 
field as he was nominated the 49ers’ Walter 
Payton NFL Man of the Year. Gould expanded on 
his streak from the previous season and set the 
franchise record with 33 consecutive field goals 
made 10/29/17 to 10/7/18. Gould finished the 
season leading the NFL with a 97.1 field goal 
percentage (33-34), which also set a franchise 
record. Over the past two seasons, Gould leads 
the entire league in field goals made (72) and 
field goal percentage (96.0).

	 The San Francisco 49ers finished the 2019 
season with a 13-3 regular season record (2-1 
in the postseason), a NFC West title and the num-
ber one seed throughout the NFC Playoffs as head 
coach Kyle Shanahan led his team to Super Bowl 
LIV, the seventh Super Bowl appearance in fran-
chise history.
	 The 2019 49ers featured three AP All-Pro se-
lections in TE George Kittle (First-Team), DL De-
Forest Buckner (Second-Team) and CB Richard 
Sherman (Second-Team) and four players named 
to the Pro Bowl (DL Nick Bosa, Kittle, FB Kyle 
Juszczyk and Sherman). The second overall pick 
in the 2019 NFL Draft, Bosa was also named AP 
Defensive Rookie of the Year, PFWA Rookie of the 
Year, PFWA Defensive Rookie of the Year, Sporting 
News Rookie of the Year and Pepsi Rookie of the 
Year. General Manager John Lynch was named 
Executive of the Year by the PFWA, while Sha-
nahan was named Coach of the Year by Sporting 
News and NFC Coach of the Year by the Commit-
tee of 101.
	 The 49ers defense was a dominant force 
throughout the season. San Francisco finished 
the regular season second in the NFL in yards al-
lowed per game (281.8) and yards per play (4.66), 
first in forced fumbles (21), third in fumble re-
coveries (13) and fifth in sacks (48). Defensive 
linemen Arik Armstead (10.0), Bosa (9.0), Buckner 
(7.5) and DL Dee Ford (6.5) combined to make 
the 49ers the only team in the NFL to have four-
or-more players with 6.5-or-more sacks in 
the 2019 regular season. The 49ers linebackers 
were led by second-year LB Fred Warner, who 
was named NFC Defensive Player of the Month 
(November) and NFC Defensive Player of the 
Week (Week 12). The linebacking corps was also 
bolstered by LB Kwon Alexander, who was the 
recipient of the team’s Matt Hazeltine Iron Man 

Award, and LB Dre Greenlaw, who was named to 
the PFWA All-Rookie Team. The pass defense, led 
by 49ers Walter Payton NFL Man of the Year nom-
inee CB Richard Sherman, ranked first in the NFL 
with 169.2 yards allowed per game. The 169.2 
passing yards allowed per game was the fewest 
allowed in the NFL since the 2009 New York Jets 
(153.7).
	 On offense, the 49ers excelled on the ground, 
as the 49ers led the NFL in rushing touchdowns 
(23), with the trio of RB Raheem Mostert (772), 
RB Matt Breida (623) and RB Tevin Coleman (544) 
running behind an experienced and tough offen-
sive line. It marked the first time the 49ers had 
three players rush for over 500 yards in a single 
season since 1954. Through the air, QB Jimmy 
Garoppolo finished the regular season with 3,978 
passing yards, the fourth-most by a quarter-
back in franchise history. Kittle finished the year 
with 1,053 receiving yards and five touchdowns, 
becoming the first tight end in franchise history 
to register back-to-back 1,000-yard seasons 
(1,377 receiving yards in 2018). He also set the 
NFL record for the most receiving yards by a tight 
end in their first three NFL seasons (2,945 re-
ceiving yards). The 49ers were given a boost by 
mid-season acquisition WR Emmanuel Sand-
ers who complemented a young core composed 
of WR Deebo Samuel and WR Kendrick Bourne. 
Samuel tallied 57 receptions for 802 yards, the 
second-most receptions and receiving yards in a 
season by a 49ers rookie. 
	 On special teams, K Robbie Gould delivered 
consistently in critical games down the stretch. 
He was named NFC Special Teams Player of the 
Week (Week 16) and, for the third-consecutive 
year since joining the 49ers in 2017, captured 
NFC Special Teams Player of the Month in De-
cember. Additionally, rookie P Mitch Wishnowsky 
was named NFC Special Teams Player of the 
Week (Week 9).
	 The 49ers shut down the Minnesota Vikings in 
the NFC Divisional round, as San Francisco’s de-
fense held the Vikings to 147 total net yards (21 
rushing and 126 passing). The defense registered 
6.0 sacks of Vikings QB Kirk Cousins, tied for the 
second-most in a game in postseason franchise 
history. San Francisco then defeated the Green 
Bay Packers in the NFC Championship to advance 
to Super Bowl LIV. The 49ers offense rushed for 
285 yards and four touchdowns on 42 attempts 
as Mostert finished the game with 220 rushing 
yards and four touchdowns, setting the franchise 
record for most rushing yards in a game, regular 
season or postseason, with his rushing total be-
ing the second-most in a postseason game in the 
Super Bowl era.
	 The 49ers season ended as they fell to the 
Kansas City Chiefs, 20-31, in Super Bowl LIV. 
Samuel finished the game with five receptions 
for 39 yards to go along with three carries for 
53 yards. His 53 rushing yards were the most 
by a WR in a Super Bowl while his 32-yard run 
was the longest run by a WR in a Super Bowl. The 
49ers defense registered 4.0 sacks while Warner 
and DB Tarvarius Moore both recorded an inter-
ception of Chiefs QB Patrick Mahomes in the loss.
